Provide technical information upon reguest and availability through supplying 10 CB
bulletins, leallels. reports, booklets and vther available means of communication.

If
production and marketing of any commodity of BWMRI origin is launched, CB will
recognize BWMRI’s contribution in mutually agreed manner.

2. All the material placed in the public domain is subject to joint advertising, following the/
communication guidelines of all signing parties and shall display logo of both the parties.
Any publicity deriving from this joint activity and funded with individual party resources
should be approved in advance by both the parties. CB will not use Logo in visiting card

and official pad.
ARTICLE 5: MODIFICATION

The parties to this MOU may add, modify, amend or delete any part of the agreement through
mutual understanding.

ARTICLE 6: JOJ
“Joint Working Group” will be formed jointly by both partics to provide guidance, monitor,
review, and facilitate cooperation under this MoU. The Joint Working Group will meet when

demand is necessary and as agreed through proper channels to discuss issues related to the
implementation of this MoU. Usually, the JWG will meet at least once a year.

ARTICLE 7: EFFECT

This Memorandum of Understanding is valid for a period of {ive years starting from the date of
its signaturce by both the parties until either party serves 30 days’ notice for termination of the
MoU. It can be renewed for next five years if the objectives of the MoU are implemented timely
and properly.
