The Calendar should be updated, in
accordance with the Protocol, when new statistical products are released, coordinated by the relevant
subject matter statisticians and support staff. Contingency processes should be developed in case of
accidental or wrongful releases, changes in release dates, or requests for pre-release access privileges.
The possibility and necessity of releasing preliminary data for key statistics should be evaluated on a
case-by-case basis, giving consideration to data accuracy and reliability. This should all take place as
part of the yearly planning process.

I am confident that with conscientious adherence the Advance Release Calendar will prove itself a
powerful vehicle in effectively delivering BBS’ valuable statistics to the benefit of all users. | would like
to extend my sincere thanks to all who have participated in its development.

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Protocol for Advance Release Calendar

1. Introduction and scope

This Protocol sets out how the BBS and associated bodies, will carry out their responsibilities in
respect of release practices related to the release calendar for BBS.

In building trust in official information, it is important that clear and principled release practices are
maintained for all official statistics. The emphasis of this Protocol is on transparency, key principles
and compliance with a small number of widely recognized principles and requirements for releasing
official statistics. This protocol follows a few selected principles from the UN National Quality
Assurance Framework Manual®. Annex A contains a few selected terms as presented in the UN
manual.

Scope: This protocol only focuses on procedures related to the release calendar. The general aspects
on dissemination can be found the Dissemination Policy for BBS.

2. Selected principles and requirements

Principle 5: Assuring impartiality and objectivity
Requirement 5.5: Statistical release dates and times are announced in advance.
e A publicly available and easily accessible release calendar containing information on the
releases planned in the upcoming 12-month period exists.
e Statistics are released at a fixed date and time.
e Changes in the release calendar are announced in advance and their reasons are explained.

e The sharing of statistical results ahead of the official release (a “privileged pre-release”) is kept
to a minimum and is well justified and strictly controlled and documented.

Requirement 5.6: In cases in which errors are detected, they are corrected as soon as possible, and
users are informed as to how they affected the released statistics.

e Thereis an established policy on how to correct published data when errors are discovered.
The error treatment policy is publicly available.

Principle 16: Assuring timeliness and punctuality

Requirement 16.1: The timeliness of the statistical agency’s statistics comply with international
standards or other relevant timeliness targets.

e The timeliness of statistical agency’s statistics complies with the dissemination standards of
international organizations such as IMF or other relevant timeliness targets (e.g.,
requirements for the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development).

e Divergences from international timeliness targets are monitored and, if the targets are not
met, actions are taken to ensure compliance with them.

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The overall trade-offs between timeliness and other dimensions of quality (e.g., accuracy,
cost and respondent burden) are given consideration when setting targets.

Requirement 16.3: Preliminary results can be released when their accuracy and reliability is

acceptable.

The possibility and necessity of releasing preliminary data for key statistics is evaluated,
while also considering data accuracy and reliability.

When preliminary statistics are released, they are clearly identified as such.
Users are provided with appropriate information on the quality of the preliminary statistics.
Preliminary results are revised according to the established revision policy.

Final results are clearly distinguished from preliminary results.

3. Putting the principles into practice

3.1 Roles and work processes

Roles

Users: (a) provide input to the planning of releases in the yearly calendar, (b) use the
calendar

Management: responsible for (a) approval of calendar releasing of statistical products (b)
monitors the adherence to the calendar, i.e., punctuality

Subject matter statistician: responsible for (a) preparing information for yearly release
calendar, (b) providing information to the release calendar and actual releases.

Support function (dissemination function): responsible for collecting information to the
management on punctuality, processing information and dissemination of the release
calendar.

Work processes

Preparing the yearly calendar: All roles participate in preparing the yearly calendar. This is
based on input from users, goals for timeliness, prioritization and other input.

Updating the calendar when a statistical product is released: The subject matter statistician
and the support function coordinates to get information about the release. The support
function updates the release database and updates the release calendar on the web-site.

Other processes (see below): Accidental and wrongful release, Changes in release dates, Pre-
release Access. Preliminary and Final Statistics.
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3.2 Accidental or wrongful release

There are written procedures for error handling. The following procedure for dissemination of a
statistical product is followed (here illustrated regarding an error in a publication):

e The author of the publication informs the dissemination function and the relevant head of
the subject matter division

e The head of division together with the head of dissemination function and if necessary the
director decide whether the erroris a minor or a major one. In case of major errors the press
will be informed.

e In cooperation between the subject matter division and the dissemination function a
corrected edition of the publication, incl. an explanation of the error, is produced and the
release calendar is updated.

In case of major errors the publication is no longer accessible on the web site and information is
sent to the press and relevant internal and external users, as well as information is put on the web.
A complete new version of the publication is produced. A message about the error will be in the
introduction. If the corrections have any effect on the conclusions this will be mentioned too.

Date and number of the first release will be kept. However, a date and a time for the corrected
version will be added on the release and in the calendar on the web site. The publication with error
can be obtained on request from the user.

In case of minor errors the corrected publication will get the remark: Corrected in relation to the
original published version. The press may be informed.

3.3 Changes of release dates

All releases are announced in advance in a calendar. First date is set a year in advance. This can be
changed later, but only if there is a good reason for it. Any change after that will have to be approved
by the Director General and to be explained on the website calendar.

3.4 Pre-release access

Privileged early (pre-release) access to Official Statistics can only take place if there is a documented
and known policy to give access for the specific recipient, and if practices to prevent any opportunity
(or perception of opportunity) for personal advantage have been adopted. Individuals given early
access will not seek to demand changes in publication dates or to the content or format of the
material they receive.

Attempting to profit from early access to market sensitive information (e.g., insider trading) falls
within the civil regime of market abuse as well as amounting to a criminal offence under the national
law.

Where privileged early access to market sensitive statistics is provided, it will occur not more than
24 hours before release. In normal circumstances, pre-release access to nonmarket sensitive
information will be supplied to those entitled to pre-release access no longer than 5 working days
before publication. Only the Director General may authorize an extension to this period if it is
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justified by special circumstances. Operational delays will not normally be a reason to extend the
period for privileged access.

3.5 Preliminary and final statistics

The possibility and necessity of releasing preliminary data for key statistics is evaluated, while also
considering data accuracy and reliability. This takes place as part of the yearly planning process.

When preliminary statistics are released, they are clearly identified as such. In practice this should
be reflected in the title of product in the release calendar

Users are provided with appropriate information on the quality of the preliminary statistics.

Preliminary results are revised according to the established revision policy.
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ANNEXES

Annex 1 Terms

Data and statistics: statistics are numerical information relating to an aggregate of data on units or
observations. In general, this Manual uses the term statistics when referring to an output of a
statistics production process and the term data when referring to input or possibly throughput in the
statistics production process (the term data includes microdata which, depending on the context,
can be also an output).

National statistical system (NSS): the ensemble of statistical organizations and units (statistical
agencies) within a country that develop, produce and disseminate official statistics on behalf of the
national Government (and other levels of government). It is the responsibility of each country to
define the scope of its NSS (see also statistical agencies, data providers and statistics producers and
data ecosystem).

National statistical office (NSO): the leading statistical agency within a national statistical system.
National statistical office and national statistical institute mean the same thing. In general, the NSO
has a coordination role within the national statistical system, and is responsible for the development,
production and dissemination of official statistics across multiple statistical domains.

Official statistics: statistics that describe, on a representative basis, economic, demographic, social
and environmental phenomena of public interest. Official statistics are developed, produced and
disseminated as a public good by the members of the NSS in compliance with the Fundamental
Principles of Official Statistics and accepted quality frameworks such as the UN-NQAF, as well as
other internationally agreed statistical standards and recommendations. In many countries, official
statistics are defined and described in the statistical programmes.

Revision: a change in a value of statistics released to the public. Changes can be the result of errors,
but normally the term “revision” is reserved for planned changes in published numbers. Statistics
can be revised when more and better source data become available, or due to a change in
methodology.

Statistical agencies: members of the NSS, encompassing the NSO and other producers of official
statistics. Statistical agencies other than the NSO normally have other main purposes and tasks than
the production of official statistics and only a section or a small group of people within the institution
produces statistics. The quality requirements for processes and output are the same for all official
statistics. However, for a ministry or administrative body where only a part of that body produces
statistics, the requirements linked to the institutional environment apply only to the entity producing
official statistics. For example, while the ministry or administrative body is typically not independent,
the unit within the ministries/administrative bodies that is responsible for producing statistics should
decide on how to produce and when to disseminate its statistics independently.
