The Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics (BBS), as
the national statistical agency prepares and
publishes statistics related to the country's
population, agriculture, industry, demography,
economy, socio-economic  issues, natural
resources, environment, etc on a regular basis.
Among them, estimation and dissemination of
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and important
macroeconomic  indicators is  noteworthy.
Meanwhile BBS has compiled and published the
final estimate of GDP for FY2023-24.
Provisional estimate of GDP for the FY2024-25,
compiled on the basis of provisionally available
data up to May 2025, along with the final
estimate for FY2023-24 is presented in this
publication. According to provisional estimates,
the growth rate of GDP for FY2024-25 stands at

3.97%.

According to the provisional estimates for
FY2024-25, the size of GDP at current price is
Tk. 55,52,753 crores or 462 billion dollars,
which was Tk.50,02,654 crores or 450 billion
dollars in the previous fiscal year i.e. 2023-24.

Agriculture, Industry, and Services are the broad
three sectors of GDP. Broad sector-wise data
analysis shows that the provisional growth for
FY2024-25 in agriculture sector stands at 1.79%,
which was 3.30% in the final estimate of FY
2023-24. Growth rate of agriculture sector
decreased by 1.51 percentage point in FY2024-
25 compared to FY2023-24. As per provisional
estimate, growth of industry sector for FY2024-
25 stands at 4.34% which was 3.51% in the final
estimate for FY2023-24. Growth rate of the
industry sector has increased by 0.83 percentage
point in FY2024-25 as compared to FY2023-24.
On the other hand, growth of service sector has
been provisionally calculated as 4.51% for
FY2024-25, which was 5.09% as in final

estimate for FY2023-24. The growth rate of
service sector decreased by 0.58% percentage
point in FY2024-25 over FY2023-24.

According to the provisional estimate of fiscal year
2024-25, country's total investment, domestic
savings and national savings estimated at
Tk.16,31,349 crore, Tk.12,90,799 crore and
Tk.16,10,735 crore respectively. The ratio of
Investment, Domestic Savings and National
Savings to GDP stands at 29.38%, 23.25% and
29.01% respectively, which was 30.70%, 23.96%
and 28.42% respectively in the final estimate of
FY2023-24. It may be noted that compared to the
previous fiscal year investment decreased by 1.32
percentage point, domestic savings decreased by
0.71 percentage point and national savings
increased by 0.59 percentage point.

The per capita income stands at Tk.339,211
(US$2,820) as of provisional estimates of the fiscal
year 2023-24. In the previous fiscal year, i.e. 2023-
24, the per capita income was Tk.304,102 (US$
2,738). Average exchange rate of US § for the
period July-March 2024-25 (120.29tk/US $)
has been used for converting estimated figures
in Dollar.

Provisional Estimates of GDP

for FY2024-25

According to the provisional estimates of
Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics GDP
growth rate for FY2024-25 stands at 3.97%
as against 4.22% in the final estimates for
FY2023-24. Compared to FY2023-24, the
GDP growth in FY2024-25 is mainly due
to the growths of (1) Manufacturing (2)
Electricity and gas distribution (3) Water
supply (4) Financial and insurance activi-
ties (5) Administrative and support service
activities (6) Public administration and de-
fence (7) Education (8) Mining and quar-
rying (9) Arts, entertainment and recrea-
tion etc. sectors. According to the provi-

sional estimates the growth of overall Man-

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Sectoral Performances of the Econ-
omy in FY2024-25:

Agriculture Sector

The agriculture sector contributes about
11.62% of the total GDP. It includes four
sub-sectors namely: (i) Crops and horticul-
ture, (ii)) Animal farming, (iii) Forest and
related services, and (iv) Fishing. As per
provisional estimate the overall growth rate
of the broad agriculture sector stands at
1.79% for FY2024-25 in real terms over
FY2023-24.

Crop Agriculture

Crops and Horticulture Sub-sector: Ac-
cording to the provisional estimate, the
crops and horticulture sub-sector of the ag-
riculture sector is decreased by 0.39% in
real terms in FY2024-25(p) over FY2023-
24. This is due to the decrease in the pro-
duction of major crops like Aus, Aman,
Jute etc.

Aus rice Production is 27.93 lac metric
tons as of final estimate for FY2024-25
against 29.73 lac metric tons in the pre-

vious year, 1.e. production decreased
by 6.04%.

As of final estimate, Aman rice pro-
duction is 165.14 lac metric tons in
FY2024-25 against 166.56 lac metric
tons in FY2023-24.

Boro rice production is provisionally
estimated at 212.00 lac metric tons in
FY2024-25 that was 210.68 lac metric

tons in previous fiscal year.

It also assumes in provisional estimate
that the previous year’s production of
Wheat will be retained (11.72 lac met-
ric ton) in FY2024-25.

Production of Maize has been in-
creased significantly over the recent
past and BBS is actively considering to
adopt the same procedure for
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estimating its production like other
major crops. In provisional estimate
for FY2024-25, production of Maize is
estimated at 48.79 lac metric tons.

®  Production of Jute has decreased from
17.38 lac metric tons in FY2023-24 to
16.24 lac metric tons in FY2024-25,
1.e. 6.56% lower.

Minor crops contributed about 40% to the
total output of the crop sub-sector which in-
cludes pulses, spices, sugarcane, fruits,
vegetables, tobacco etc. Most of the minor
crop production is yet to be finalized and
hence some minor crops are estimated on
the basis of available data and for the re-
maining crops previous year’s production
has been taken as estimated provisional
production for FY2024-25. It may cause
some changes in the production of minor
crops if the final estimation is used. It could
be noted that during the estimation of pro-
visional GDP, a number of both major and
minor crops have not been harvested.
Hence, the final estimate was not possible.
Overall growth of agriculture, forestry and
fishing sector is likely to be 1.79% in
FY2024-25 as against 3.30% in the previ-
ous year.

Animal Farming and Forestry: The
growth rate in the animal farming sub-sector
is likely to be 3.19% in FY2024-25 compared
to 3.07% in FY2023-24. Gross value added
in the forestry and related services sub-sector
is expected to grow by 5.04% during
FY2024-25, compared to 4.99% in FY2023-
24,

Fishing: Total production of inland and ma-
rine catches as estimated by the Directorate
of Fisheries (DoF) is higher in FY2024-25
than that of the previous year. The fishing
sector is likely to grow by 3.24% in FY2024-
25 compared to 0.79% in FY2023-24.

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(b) Manufacturing: This sector com-
prises of three sub-sectors:
1) Large industries

i1) Medium, small and micro industries and

ii1) Cottage industries

Value added of large industries, medium,
small and micro industries and cottage in-
dustries are estimated using provisional
estimates of corresponding Index of In-
dustrial Production (IIP). Growth rate of
value added for large industries is provi-
sionally estimated at 6.17% in FY2024-25
as compared to 1.02% in FY2023-24. On
the other hand, growth rate of value added
for medium, small and micro industries is
provisionally estimated at 4.92% in
FY2024-25 as compared to 4.66% in
FY2023-24.

In large industries food manufacturing,
tobacco products, wearing apparel, wood
and wooden products, printing and repro-
duction of recorded media, refined petro-
leum products, computer, electronic and
optic products, machinery and equipment,
motor vehicles, trailer and semi-trailer
products etc. show higher growth in the
first seven months of FY2024-25.

In medium, small and micro industries
food manufacturing, beverage, wearing
apparel, leather processing, refined petro-
leum products, other non-metalic mineral
products, electric equipment, etc. show
higher growth in the first seven months of
FY2024-25.

For estimating value added of cottage in-
dustries Index of Industrial Production for
related industries is used. This sub-sector
contributes about 20% of the total value
added of manufacturing sector. The pro-
duction of this sub-sector mostly depends
on indigenous raw materials and is
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generally immune to external shocks. Es-
timated index of cottage industries show
higher growth in current fiscal year for
beverage, wearing apparel, leather and
leather products, wood and wooden prod-
ucts, paper and paper products, other non-
metalic mineral products, motor vehicles,
trailer and semi-trailer products other
transport equipment, furniture, repair and
installation of machinery and equipment
etc. On the other hand, production indices
of tobacco products, pharmaceutical prod-
ucts, basic metals, electrical equipment,
machinery and equipment, refined petro-
leum etc. show negative growth in the
same period. Growth rate of value addi-
tion of cottage industries as a whole stand
at 5.62% in FY2024-25 as against 6.92%
in FY2023-24.

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In FY2022-23 and FY2023-24 elec-
tricity production was 76,598 and
78,116 million kWh respectively as re-
ported by Power Development Board
(PDB). Electricity production for the
first seven months (July-January) of
FY2024-25 is 47,185 million kWh,
which is 3,220 million kWh higher
than that of the same period of the pre-
vious year.

In FY2022-23 and FY2023-24 gas
production was 22,646 and 21,075
million cubic meters respectively. Gas
production for the first seven months
(July-January) of FY2024-25 is
11,899 million cubic meters, which is
(-)6.09% lower than that of the same
period of previous fiscal year.

As aresult, the growth rate of the Elec-
tricity, gas, steam and air conditioning
supply sector stands at 4.79% in
FY2024-25 as compared to 0.98% in
FY2023-24.
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(d) Water supply; sewerage, waste man-
agement and remediation activities:
This sector includes the operation of water
and sewerage distribution system via pipe-
line, as well as waste management and re-
mediation activities. The growth of water
supply sector is provisionally estimated at
6.01% for FY2024-25 as against 3.95% in
FY2023-24.

(e) Construction: The major types of con-
struction activities are pucca, semi-pucca,
kutcha house construction and other struc-
tures. The value of output of pucca and
semi-pucca dwelling and non-dwelling
construction is estimated using commod-
ity flow approach. This approach envis-
ages estimation of production of commod-
ities used in construction after adjusting
them for inputs in other industries,
changes in stocks; imports and exports so
as to obtain the net availability of com-
modities for construction purposes. The
ratio of output- to-input (total output/total
input of key inputs) is used to calculate the
overall output of the pucca and semi-pucca
building. The expenditure on kutcha house
construction 1s estimated in an indirect
way, based on the estimated increase in the
stock of such houses and the cost of con-
struction of an average quality house. Ce-
ment, iron and steel, bricks, timber &
round wood and fixtures & fittings are the
major inputs of the construction sector.
Data available from Bangladesh Bank
shows that imports of clinker in the first
seven months (July-January) of FY2024-
25 is 11.33% lower than that of the same
period of previous year. As a whole, the
construction sector is likely to achieve a
lower growth rate compared to the previ-
ous year. The construction sector is pro-
jected to grow by 1.46% in FY2024-25.

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Service Sector
Service sector or tertiary sector includes
all the service activities. Total output of
service sector consists of the collective

. The share of service sector in total GDP is
53.56% at current prices. Growth scenar-
10s of the service sector for FY2024-25 are

presented below:

; (a) Wholesale and retail trade; repair of
motor vehicles and motorcycles: Com-
modity flow method is applied to estimate
output of this sector which depends on ag-
riculture and manufacturing sectors. The
output of this sector is likely to register a
growth rate of 4.35% in FY2024-25 com-
pared to 5.77% in previous year. Table 5
and table 6 present the value added

15
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estimates and the growth rates of whole-
sale and retail trade sector during FY2021-
22 to FY2024-25 at current and constant
prices respectively.

(b) Transport and Storage Sector: Ma-
jor sources of information of this sector
are Bangladesh Road Transport Authority
(BRTA), Bangladesh Railway (BR),
Bangladesh Shipping Corporation (BSC),
Chittagong Port Authority, Bangladesh
Inland Water Transport Corporation
(BIWTC), Bangladesh Post Office etc.
The combined effect of information from
these sectors shows that the transport, stor-
age and communication sector is expected
to achieve a growth rate of 4.37% in
FY2024-25 which is lower than previous
fiscal year (5.14%). The share of this sec-
tor in GDP is estimated 7.36% at constant
prices.

(¢) Accommodation and Food Service
activities: Growth rates obtained from
Hotel and Restaurant Survey 2009-10 are
used for estimating output of Hotel and
Restaurants sector adjusted by coefficients
from Economic Census 2013. Consumer
Price Index (CPI) is used for constant
price estimates. The sector is expected to
achieve a growth rate of 5.69% in
FY?2024-25 which is higher than previous
fiscal year (5.60%).

(d) Information and Communication: This
sector consists of (i) publication activities
(i1) production of motion picture, video and
television program, sound recording and
music dissemination activities (iii) pro-
graming and broadcasting activities (iv)
telecommunication (v) computer program-
ming, consultancy and related activities
and (vi) information communication re-
lated activities. The growth of Information
and Communication sector is estimated at
2.91% in FY2024-25 as against 4.06% in
the previous year.
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(e) Financial and Insurance Activities
Sector: The financial institutions such as
central bank, schedule banks, leasing com-
panies, insurance companies, micro-
finance institutions, stock markets etc. be-
long to this sector. The sources of data are
Bangladesh Bank, Insurance Develop-
ment and Regulatory Authority (IDRA),
Bangladesh Insurance Association, Bang-
ladesh Central Depository Ltd and annual
report of other financial institutions. Net
interest income is the key indicator used to
estimate the value added of banking sec-
tor, whereas premium received less claim
paid is used to estimate the value added of
insurance sector. Other financial auxilia-
ries include money changers, insurance
agents and stock markets. The growth of
this sector is estimated at 1.53% for
FY2024-25, whereas in FY2023-24 the
growth is 1.21%.

(f) Real Estate Activities Sector: Inter-
censal compound growth rate is used for
estimating dwelling houses. Annual aver-
age house rent and maintenance cost are
used for estimating output and intermedi-
ate consumption respectively at constant
price. Extrapolation and set movers ob-
tained from the Population and Housing
Census, 2011 and 2022 have been used for
estimating the value added in this sector
for FY2024-25. The growth rate of this
sector provisionally stands at 3.49% for
FY2024-25.

(g) Professional, scientific and technical
activities: Professional, scientific and
technical activities is a newly defined sec-
tor in the ISIC, revision 4. Activities in-
cluded in this sector are as following:

Legal and accounting activities, activities
of head offices; management consultancy
activities, architectural/ engineering activ-
ities, scientific research and development,
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advertising, veterinary activities etc.
Value added of this sector is derived using
information of Survey of Self Employed
Professional, Annual Establishment and
Institution Survey, Economic Census
2013 and Economic Census 2001-03 etc.
As per provisional estimate of FY2024-
25, the growth rate of this sector is found
to be 6.23% which was 7.64% in previous
fiscal year.

(h) Administrative and support service
activities: Administrative and support ser-
vice activities is also a newly defined sec-
tor in the ISIC, revision 4. Activities in-
cluded in this sector are rental and leasing
activities, employment activities, travel
agency, tour operator, security activities,
office support and other business support
activities etc. Value added of this sector is
estimated using information of the Survey
of Selected Business Services, Report of
the Case Studies on Selected Economic
Activities, Survey of Travel Agent, Tour
Operator and Clearing & Forwarding
agents, Survey of Mechanized/Non-
Mechanized Land and Water Transport
and the administrative data of Bangladesh
Road Transport Authority. Provisional
growth rate of this sector is estimated at
9.62% for FY2024-25 as against 8.86% in
previous fiscal year.

(i) Public Administration & Defence
Sector: This sector covers services ren-
dered by the administrative departments of
the central and the local governments,
government non-profit institutions (NPIs)
and the defense sector as well. The sources
of data are the budget documents of the
central government (revenue and develop-
ment budgets) and local governments.
Provisional growth rate of Public Admin-
istration and Defense sector at constant
prices is estimated at 6.60% in FY2024-25
against 5.58% in the previous fiscal year.
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(j) Education Sector: Gross value added
of this sector is compiled on the basis of
information from public and private edu-
cational institutions. Public part is esti-
mated from Government budget docu-
ment. Private part is estimated from the
growth rate of “Private education survey
2006-07". Sectoral growth rate for educa-
tion is expected to be 7.53% in FY2024-
25 compared to 6.56% in the final estimate
of FY2023-24.

(k) Human Health and Social Works:
Health sector is divided into public and
private sub sectors. Current price GVA of
Public sector is estimated following in-
come method by using government ex-
penditure data collected from the office of
the Controller General of Accounts
(CGA). Current price estimates are then
deflated to obtain estimates at constant
price by using CPI national. Growth rate
of the Survey on Private Health Establish-
ments, 2019 is used to estimate constant
price GVA of private sector and it is being
inflated by the said deflator to come up
with current price estimate. As per provi-
sional estimate, the growth for this sector
in FY2024-25 is 6.38% as compared to
9.27% in the final estimate of FY2023-24.

(1) Arts, Entertainment and Recreation:
This sector has been newly generated fol-
lowing the International Standard Indus-
trial Classification (revision-4). Infor-
mation of cultural institutions such as
number of institutions, number of persons
engaged in institutions, wages and sala-
ries, intermediate consumption, consump-
tion of fixed capital, operating surplus etc.
have been used from the report of the ‘Pi-
lot Study on Cultural and Recreational Ac-
tivities 2010°. Besides, data from Eco-
nomic Census, 2013 is also used to derive
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value added with new base of this sector.
The growth rate of this sector is expected
to be 6.68% in FY2024-25 compared to
6.42% in FY2023-24.

(m) Other Service Activities: This sector
also has been newly generated following
International Standard Industrial Classifi-
cation (revision-4). Information of other
service activities such as number of differ-
ent organizations and individuals, number
of persons engaged, wages and salaries,
intermediate consumption, consumption
of fixed capital, operating surplus etc.
have been used from different surveys
conducted by BBS such as (a) Survey of
Self-Employed Professionals, 2012 (b)
Labour Force Survey 2015, 2016 and (c)

Survey on Non-profit Institution Serving
Households 2016. Besides, data from Eco-
nomic Census, 2013 is also used to derive
value added of this sector with new base
year. Sectoral growth rate of this sector is
expected to be 3.20% in FY2024-25 com-
pared to 3.14% in FY2023-24.

Sectoral Shares in GDP

At current prices the share of Agriculture
sector (which includes crop and non-crop
agriculture, animal farming and poultry,
forestry and fishing) in total GDP is esti-
mated at 11.62% in FY2024-25 as against
11.55% in FY2023-24. At current prices,
the share of Industry sector (which in-
cludes mining and quarrying; manufactur-
ing; electricity, gas, steam and air condi-
tioning supply; water supply; sewerage,
waste management and remediation activ-
ities; construction) in total GDP is 34.81%
for FY2024-25 as against 35.27% for
FY2023-24. The share of service sector
(wholesale and retail trade, transport and
storage, accommodation and food service
activities, information and communica-
tion, financial and insurance activity, real
estate activity, professional, scientific and
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%

technical activities, administrative and
support service, public administration and
defence, education, human health and so-
cial work, arts, entertainment and recrea-
tion and Other service activities) in total
GDP is 53.56% for FY2024-25 which was
53.18% for FY2023-24. The data on sec-
toral shares show that the share of agricul-
ture sector in GDP is gradually decreasing
while that of industry and service sector is
increasing.

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Final Estimates of GDP for
FY2023-24

The provisional estimates of Gross Domes-
tic Product (GDP) for FY2023-24 were re-
leased in May 2024 based on provisionally
available data. These estimates have been
revised and finalized incorporating latest
information of agricultural production, in-
dex of industrial production and sector-
wise updated data. Thus, final estimates of
GDP are based on a more complete annual
data than what were available for the pro-
visional estimates. The salient features of
the final estimates are stated below:

Estimation at constant prices (base:2015-16)
a. Gross Domestic Product

Gross domestic product at constant prices
(base: 2015-16) in FY2023-24 has now
been estimated at Tk.33,460,178 million,
against Tk.32,104,329 million in FY2022-
23, showing a growth rate of 4.22% over
the previous year. The decrease in growth
rate of real GDP in final estimate (4.22%)
as compared to the provisional estimate for
the FY2023-24 (5.82%) is primarily due to
downward revision in the growth of manu-
facturing, electricity, water supply, whole-
sale and retail trade, financial sector and
some other sectors.

b. Per Capita GDP

Per capita GDP in real terms (base: 2015-
16) for FY2023-24 has been estimated at
Tk.195,001 as against Tk.187,920 for
FY2022-23. The growth rate of per capita
GDP stands at 3.77% for FY2023-24.
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Agriculture Sector

According to the final estimates, the agri-
culture sector (including fishing) showed a
growth of 3.30% in FY2023-24 over
FY2022-23. Such growth was largely at-
tributed to the increased production of Aus,
Aman, Boro, Maize, Jute, Potato etc.

In the provisional estimates, crop sub-sec-
tor was estimated to grow by 2.82% but in
the final estimates, this sub-sector’s growth
rate stood at 4.00%.

In the provisional estimates, the fisheries
sector was estimated to grow by 2.81%, but
in the final estimates, this sub-sector rec-
orded lower growth rate of 0.79% based on
fish production data provided by the Direc-

torate of Fishery (DoF).

Industry Sector

Mining and Quarrying: In the provi-
sional estimate, the projected growth rate
of mining and quarrying sector was
7.89% in FY2023-24. The final estimate
showed a growth rate of (-)1.15%.

Manufacturing: The overall growth rate
of manufacturing sector has been finally
estimated at 3.16% for FY2023-24 which
is lower than the provisional estimate
(6.58%). In the final estimate, large and
medium scale manufacturing industries
grew by 1.02% and 4.66% as against
6.60% and 6.84% respectively in the pro-
visional estimate for FY2023-24.

Electricity, gas, steam and air condition-
ing supply: The overall growth rate of this
sector has been finally estimated at 0.98%
for FY2023-24 which is higher than the
provisional estimate of (-)0.33%. The
electricity and gas sub-sector grew by
1.55% and (-)1.78% respectively in
FY2023-24.
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Water supply; sewerage, waste manage-
ment and remediation activities:

This is a newly defined sector of ISIC, (re-
vision-4), classified as section ‘E’. Growth
of'this sector finally stands at 3.95% which
was 11.08% in the provisional estimate.

Construction: In the provisional esti-
mates for FY2023-24, the growth rate of
construction sector was calculated at
7.45%. The final estimate shows a de-
crease in the growth rate and stands at
5.63% in the same fiscal year.

Services Sector

Wholesale and Retail Trade; Repair of
Motor Vehicles, Motorcycles and Per-
sonal and Household Goods: The growth
rate in this sector is finally estimated at
5.77% as against 6.19% in the provisional
estimate for FY2023-24.

Transportation and Storage: In the final
estimate, the growth rate in transportation
and storage sector is 5.14% against 5.24%
in the provisional estimate.

Financial and insurance activities: The
growth rate of financial and insurance ac-
tivities  sector is finally estimated at
1.21% in the FY2023-24.

Public administration and defense;
compulsory social security: The growth
rate of Public Administration and Defense
sector is finally estimated at 8.86% as

against 7.56% in the provisional estimate
for FY2023-24.

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Estimate at Current Prices
Gross Domestic Product

Gross domestic product at current prices for
FY2023-24 has now been estimated at
Tk.50,026,537 million, against Tk.
44,908,417 million in FY2022-23, showing
a growth rate of 11.40% over the previous
year.

The growth rate of GDP for FY2023-24
over FY2022-23 finally stands at 11.40%
which was 12.41% in provisional estimate.

Taking the perspective of final uses of a
country’s output, GDP can be derived as
the total of final consumption expenditure,
gross capital formation and net exports.
Final consumption expenditure is incurred
by three institutional sectors i.e. General
Government, Households and Nonprofit
Institutions Serving Households (NPISH).

Final Consumption Expenditure
(FCE)

At current prices the final consumption
expenditure is likely to grow by 12.03%
in FY2024-25 compared to the previous
year. In FY2024-25, the final consump-
tion is Tk.42,619,539 million as against
Tk.38,041,590 million in FY2023-24. In
FY2024-25, its share in Gross Domestic
Expenditure (GDE) and Gross Domestic
Product (GDP) are 76.13% and 76.75%
respectively. In FY2023-24, the share of
final consumption expenditure was
75.37% of GDE and 76.04% of GDP.

Private Final Consumption Expendi-
ture (PFCE): Provisional estimate of pri-
vate final consumption expenditure for
FY2024-25 is Tk.39,401,210 million
which is 12.30% higher than that of
FY2023-24. The final estimate of Private
final consumption expenditure for
FY2023-24 is Tk.35,085,985 million
which was Tk.33,709,715 million in the
provisional estimate (Table 24). The final
estimate of PFCE for FY2023-24 15 4.08%

As can be seen from
Table 15, in FY2024-25 the total exports
and imports were recorded at Tk.
6,309,387 million and Tk. 9,260,251 mil-
lion. As a result, the country posted a trade
deficit of Tk.2,950,864 million which is
5.03% in terms of GNI at current prices.

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Final Estimates of Expenditure Based
GDP for FY2022-23

Of the main components of GDP by ex-
penditure category, private consumption
expenditure grew by 13.93% at current
prices while it grew by 5.99% at constant
prices in FY2023-24 over FY2022-23.
Based on data, private consumption ex-
penditure has finally been estimated at
Tk.38,041,590 million as against
Tk.36,543,458 million in the provisional
estimates in FY2023-24, which is 4.10%
higher than the provisional estimate. This
difference between provisional and final
estimates of GDE at current and constant
prices in FY2022-23 may be seen in Table
24 and Table 25.

The final estimate of gross fixed capital
formation or investment is lower than the
provisional estimate in FY2023-24. In-
vestment growth rate was 12.50% at cur-
rent prices for the provisional estimate
while the growth rate in the final estimate
10.49% during FY2023-24. Growth rate of
private investment in final estimate goes
up to 10.35% as against 9.25% in provi-
sional estimate. Public sector investment
in final estimate stands at 11.02% as
against 24.13% in the provisional estimate
for FY2023-24.

As per the Consumer Price Index (base in-
dex 2021-22=100), the rate of inflation
during FY2023-24 was 9.73% compared
to 9.02% in FY2022-23. Prices of food
items increased by 10.65% while prices of
non-food items increased by 8.86% during
FY2023-24. During FY2024-25, nine-
month average inflation rate is 10.42%.

Besides the CPI, price changes can also be
measured by percentage change of GDP
deflator. It can be used as an alternative
measuring tool of inflation as CPI takes
into account only the selected consumer
items. On the other hand, National Ac-
counts Statistics (NAS) take into account
the prices of all outputs (goods and ser-
vices) produced from each and every eco-
nomic activity for an accounting year
within a geographical territory.

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Explanatory Notes

Concepts and data sources used in
compiling GDP estimates

1.

GDP is an aggregate measure of the to-
tal value of gross output produced with-
in the economic territory of a country in
a specified period, before deducting al-
lowance for Consumption of Fixed Cap-
ital (CFC) or depreciation. GDP is
measured by using three different ap-
proaches.

. Provisional GDP estimates for Bangla-

desh are compiled using both “produc-
tion” and “expenditure” approaches.
Data sources used for this purpose in-
clude crops statistics, on the basis on in-
ter-census growth rate of population and
agriculture census, current industrial
production survey, government budgets,
other administrative records, external
trade statistics etc.

. Under “Production” approach/method,

GDP is measured as the total value add-
ed (value of output minus intermediate
consumption) arising from production
of all goods and services sectors of the
economy. It is the sum of value added of
all industrial sectors.

For “Expenditure” approaches data
sources include Household Income and
Expenditure Survey (HIES), external
trade statistics, balance of payment sta-
tistics, government accounts and related
data from non-government organiza-
tions.

. Under “Income” approach GDP can be

measured as the sum of incomes paid
out to the employees by the producers
known as Compensation of Employees



(CE), Mixed Income (MI) of the self-
employed persons and Operating Sur-
plus (OS) of the producers and the Con-
sumption of Fixed Capital (CFC). The
sum of all elements covering payments
to the factors of production is also equal
to gross value added at basic prices. If
Indirect Taxes (IT) less subsidies on
production and products are added, it
would be equivalent to GDP in market
prices. For lack of required data, BBS
do not compile GDP by using this ap-
proach.

Provisional estimates provide trends of
economic performance. Provisional GDP
estimates are usually subject to revisions
because of subsequent data changes.

Expenditure based GDP estimates

Expenditure based provisional GDP esti-
mates are relatively imprecise in nature be-
cause of weakness in the dataset used in
calculation. The estimates are also subject
to limitations of the methodologies used in
estimating the components. Uncertainties in
the actual expenditures during first quarter
are likely to affect the volume of public
sector investments. The basis of extrapola-
tion of the private consumption expendi-
tures and investments is also fragile. Owing
to data limitations, no account is taken of
the overall stock changes. Consumption of
Non-profit institutions serving households
(NPISH) and acquisition net of disposal of
valuables are assumed to be included in
private consumption.

The provisional GDP estimates by expendi-
ture category are compiled on the basis of
the following data sources:

1. General Government Final Consump-
tion Expenditure: Based on national
budget allocation, government final
consumption is extrapolated.

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2. Private Final Consumption Expendi-

ture: Extrapolation is done based on re-
cent Household Income and Expendi-
ture Survey (HIES) data and also resid-
ual method is adopted for reconciliation.

Gross Fixed Capital Formation: Im-
port of capital goods and domestic pro-
duction of materials for capital goods
like construction input up to December
of the fiscal year is used.

Net Exports: It is estimated on the basis
of Balance of Payment (BOP) data and
actual trends of imports and exports up
to December of the fiscal year.
