The Economic Census is a complete enumeration of
all economic units in the country at a specific point in
time, providing benchmark statistics for both the
formal and informal sectors. It generates essential
information, including the number of economic units,
employment, structural characteristics, and available
facilities, which supports policymaking and
development planning.

The first Economic Census in Bangladesh was
conducted in 1986. The second Economic Census was
carried out in two phases in 2001 and 2003, and the
third Economic Census was conducted in 2013.
Following this continuity, the fourth and most recent
Economic Census was conducted in 2024.

The preparatory activities for the 2024 Census were
carried out through two zonal operations, which
included listing all establishments and economically
active households, updating geo-codes, forming
Enumeration Areas (EAs), preparing EA maps, and
organizing training programs. All of those activities
were managed by the Integrated Census Management
System (ICMS) prepared by BBS.

A total of 87,419 Enumeration Areas (EAs) were
formed, each consisting of approximately 150
economic units. For field data collection, 87,419
enumerators, 16,934 supervisors, 2,577 zonal officers,
2,577 ICT supervisors, and coordinators at the
divisional, district, and upazila levels were engaged in
the census operation.

For the first time, data were collected using tablets
through the CAPI method. The questionnaire was
finalized based on stakeholder consultations,
workshops, pretests, and the experiences gained from
the pilot census. Extensive publicity campaigns were
undertaken to raise public awareness about the census.
Enumerators and supervisors received training
through manuals and audio-visual training mudule to
ensure data quality.
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Data collection was carried out from 10-26 December
2024 across all economic units in the country, under
close supervision by officials at various levels. The
collected data were subsequently edited and coded
according to BSIC & BCPC following proper
procedures. To assess the quality of the census, a Post-
Enumeration Check (PEC) survey was conducted by
the Bangladesh Institute of Development Studies
(BIDS). According to the survey, the Net Census
Coverage Error (NCCE) was 2.95%, indicating that
the vast majority of economic units in the country
were successfully enumerated.

Key insights from the Census

Increase of economic units
The total number of economic units in 2013 was

78,18,565 which have been increased to 1,17,02,792
in 2024. It implies that over the two census periods
(2013 to 2024), the economic units have been
increased by 49.68%.

Number of economic units increases both in
urban and ural areas

According to the 2024 Economic Census, the total
number of economic units in rural areas was
73,85,828 and in urban areas 43,16,964. In contrast,
in 2013 the number of economic units in rural areas
was 55,89,019, while in urban areas it was 22,29,546.
Accordingly, the number of economic units has
increased in both rural and urban areas.

Dominance of permanent establishments and
Dhaka division’s leading position

Out of the total economic units (1,17,02,792),
permanent is 62,69,457 (53.57%), temporary 5,73,969
(491%) and economic households 48,59,366
(41.52%). By division, it is evident that the highest
27.08% of economic units are located in Dhaka, while
the lowest, 4.67% in Sylhet. Furthermore, the
proportion of economic units located in Chattogram is
17.51%, followed by Rajshahi 14.36%, Khulna
12.73%; Rangpur 11.41%; Mymensingh 6.63% and
Barishal 5.61%.

Dominance of cottage and micro industries in number
Among all economic units, micro industries account
for, 66,31,482 (56.67%) and cottage industries,
45,33,589 (38.74%). In addition, the proportion of
small industries is recorded as 4,92,323 (4.20%)
followed by medium industries 36,112 (0.31%) and
large industries 9,286 (0.08%).
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Individual/family-owned units rank the top in
permanent establishments

Out of the total Permanent establishments of the
country 54,77,024 (87.36%) are
individual/family, followed by non-profit institutions
(NPI) 4,00,696 (6.39%), government and autonomous
1,39,194 (2.22%), private limited companies 1,14,386
(1.82%), and partnership-based
totaling 90,522 (1.44%).

Dominance of the service sector in terms of the
number of economic units

The vast majority of the country's economic units,
1,05,34,443 units (90.02%), belong to the service
sector and the remaining 11,68,349 units (9.98%) to
the industrial sector.

Increase in number of Total Persons Engaged
(TPE) across economic units

According to the Economic Census 2024, the total
number of persons engaged in economic units was
3,06,32,661, compared to 2,45,00,850 in 2013. It is
observed that the TPE increased by 25.03% in 2024
compared to 2013. Of the TPE, Male accounted for
83.28%  (2,55,11,652), Female for 16.71%
(51,19,271), and Hijra for 0.01% (1,738).

Predominance of Total Persons Engaged (TPE) in
permanent establishments

The Total Persons Engaged (TPE) is 77.53% in
permanent establishments, 2.54% in temporary
establishments, and 19.93% in economic households.

Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles emerges as the leading sector

Among the units of the Economic Census 2024, the
largest share (41.82%) belongs to the wholesale and
retail trade, and repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles sector followed by transportation and
storage  22.22%, manufacturing 9.57% and
accommodation and food service activities 8.11%.
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Chapter 1: Introduction
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This chapter discusses the background of the economic
census, its coverage and scope, implementation phases
and method, manpower structure, and related issues.

1.1 Background

Economic Census is the complete enumeration of the
full set of economic units belonging to a given
population or universe at a particular time with respect
to well defined economic characteristics. The whole
process of collecting, compiling, processing, analyzing
and publishing economic data pertaining to all
economic units in a country is termed the Economic
Census.

Economic census is the primary source of benchmark
statistics of both formal and informal sectors of a
country. The data collected from the economic census
covers the basic information such as total number of
economic units functioning in a country, persons
engaged, nature of structure and prevailing facilities and
services in economic units etc. In addition, updated
information on various issues related to industry and
business institutions of the country can be obtained
through the economic census, and when the information
is available, it becomes easier to formulate and
implement the related policies. Furthermore, the
operation leads to the projection and improvement of
GDP estimation and rationalization of various
coefficients related to economic statistics as well. The
economic census data are usually disseminated at the
national and sub-national level (Divisional, district,
upzila level)

The history of economic censuses is not as old as the
history of other censuses all over the world, especially
in Bangladesh. In different countries of the world,
population census and agriculture census are the oldest
censuses compared to the economic census.

The maiden Economic Census in Bangladesh was
conducted in 1986. The second Economic Census was
carried out in two phases: urban areas were enumerated
from 27 to 31 May 2001, while rural areas were covered
from 20 to 26 April 2003. Subsequently, the third
Economic Census was conducted in 2013, followed by
the fourth and the last in 2024.

Economic Census 2024 National Report
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1.2 Legal Mandate of Economic Census

The first Economic Census of the country was
conducted in 1986 under the Census Ordinance, 1972
(Presidential Order No. 70, 1972), promulgated in 1972
in independent Bangladesh. Subsequently, Economic
Censuses were also conducted in 2001 & 2003 and 2013
under this order. The Statistics Act, 2013, was enacted
to make statistical activities more dynamic, integrated,
goal-specific and sustainable. The 4th Economic
Census, 2024, is conducted as per the provision of
section 6 (c) of this Act.

1.3  Objectives of the Economic Census, 2024

The main goals of the Economic Census 2024 are to
observe the nature of the structural changes taken place
in the economy over the last decade and to provide
comprehensive statistical information to policymakers,
planners, researchers, business communities and others
for planning and policy-making.

The specific objectives of Economic Census 2024 are as
follows-

1. Collect data from all economic units in the country
following Bangladesh Standard Industrial Classification
(BSIC), 2020 (developed in light with International
Standard of Industrial Classification (ISIC): Rev.4),
System of National Accounts (SNA) 2008, and National
Industrial Policy 2022;

2. To provide basic information on all economic units
according to the classification of large, medium, small,
micro and cottage industries in the country;

3. Finding the number of economic establishments as
well as total economic households;

4. Determining the number of Total Persons Engaged
(TPE) in various economic activities including working
proprietors/partners, unpaid family workers, full-time
and part-time workers, casual/daily labours and
apprentice;

5. Assessing the number of women entrepreneurs
engaged in economic activities;

6. Determining the number of economic units operating
in the informal sector;

7. ldentifying the nature of structural changes taken
place in the economy over time;
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8. Developing a sampling frame available for planning
and designing comprehensive surveys on non-
agricultural economic activities in between two
economic censuses.

1.4 Scope and Coverage of the Economic Census,
2024

Economic Census is a means of identifying and
collecting basic economic statistics aimed at providing
a comprehensive source of statistical information for
economic and social development and planning,
administrative purposes, research and improvement of
business products and processes.

1.4.1 Scope

All non-farm economic activities according to BSIC-
2020 except Section-T (Activities of households as
employers, undifferentiated goods and services-
producing activities of households for own use), and
Section-U (Activities of extraterritorial organizations
and bodies) are included in the scope of the Economic
Census 2024. Section-T of BSIC-2020 1s excluded,
considering that activities under this section have been
conventionally covered partly by the Agriculture
Census and partly by the Labour Force Survey, to avoid
duplication. Section-U of BSIC-2020 is also excluded
from the scope of the census, as the activities under this
section are not reasonably accounted for in national
accounts aggregates globally; traditionally, this section
was kept outside the scopes of earlier economic
censuses, including Economic Census 2013, Economic
Census 2001 & 03, and Economic Census 1986.

Hence, all government and non-government
establishments engaged in the aforementioned activities
for profit-making or community service, regardless of
their nature (permanent, temporary, or household-
based), were considered within the scope of this census.

It is noted that, in addition to economic activities carried
out within households, activities operated outside
households, such as hawking, operating own rickshaws,
pushcarts, vans, easy bikes, or other transports, street
vending, personal ride sharing etc., are included within
the purview of household-based economic activities.
Agricultural establishments such as farm based
livestock; poultry, fishery and nursery were included but
households engaged in producing crops, plantation,
fishery and livestock are excluded in the Economic
Census 2024.

In addition, the following activities are kept out of the
purview of the Economic Census 2024-

a. Floating and nomadic population and households or
shelters with makeshift shelters formed by such
populations (example- people living at the railway
station, bus terminal and launch terminus; rohingya
population and establishments operated by them etc.);

b. Household members engaged in household chores;

c. Establishments engaged in some activities like
smuggling, gambling, beggary, prostitution, etc.

d. Domestic servants, whether they work in one
household or in a number of households, drivers, etc.
who undertake jobs for others on wages.

e. All wage-paid employees of casual nature.

f. Persons doing different types of jobs depending on the
availability of work e.g. loading, unloading, helping a
mason or a carpenter, doing earthwork for a contractor.

g. The employees, workers, daily wage earners who
earn by working in an establishment or household on
salary/wages will not be considered household-based
economic activities.

h. Households in which none of the members is engaged
in any gainful activity i.e. households depending on
remittance, rent, interest, pension etc.

1. Owners of tube-wells, tractors, bullock carts, etc. who
utilize their spare capacity to earn extra money, if the
spare capacity utilization is occasional and not on
regular basis.

1.4.2 Coverage

Geographically, the Economic Census, 2024 covered the
entire area of the country. All economic establishments
and economic households located both in urban and rural
areas are completely enumerated in the census.

1.5 Preparatory Activities of Economic Census,
2024

1.5.1 Census Process

A systematic and comprehensive implementation plan
was developed and documented in the Development
Project Proforma (DPP) to ensure the smooth execution
of the census operation. The plan outlines the key
activities as follows:
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1.5.2 Zonal Operation

The field-level census preparation begins through the
zonal operations. Two zonal operations are carried out
as preparatory work for the main census. Important
activities such as listing of all households and
establishments (listing activity), preparation of digital
maps and updating of geo-code, formation of
enumeration areas (EA) etc. are completed in the 1st
zonal operation. Recruitment of enumerators and
supervisors, map update, selection of training centers,
arrange meetings of committees at various levels are the
main activities done in the 2nd zonal operation. Various
activities done in two zonal operations are elaborated as
follows:

(a) First Zonal Operation

The First Zonal Operation of the Economic Census,
2024 consisted of two phases aimed at ensuring accurate
data collection and efficient supervision.

Phase-1 involved verifying and updating the Geo-codes
at the field level and inserted those in the Integrated
Census Management System (ICMS). This phase also
included identifying the boundaries of zones and
enumeration areas using the maps of Population and
Housing Census 2022 through physical verification.
Tasks such as formation of listing areas consisting of
650-700 households/establishments, developing sketch
maps of listing areas, the Geo-code list of depopulated
mauzas and submerged mauzas by river erosion are also
updated. Additionally, managing the reserved tablets of
population and housing census 2022 in the field and
ensuring integration with the Mobile Device
Management (MDM) system are accomplished.

Phase-2 focused on recruitment of persons for listing
households and establishments by a committee headed
by the Upazila Nirbahi Officer (UNO). In the listing
areas, the enumerators completed the listing of
economic households and establishments, identify the
training centers, listing of very important organizations
in the listing areas are completed and made all
information entry in the ICMS. Each Enumeration area
(EA) is formed with approximately 150 economic units
including economic households and establishments.
Then Supervisor areas are formed considering 5 to 6
enumerator’s areas. Control maps were then prepared
for various levels, including data collectors, supervisors,
and other key officials to facilitate smooth operations.
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(b) Second Zonal Operation

The Second Zonal Operation focused on verifying and
ensuring the accuracy of data and operational readiness
for the enumeration process. Key tasks included
verifying different administrative areas and updating
Geo-codes through the Integrated Census Management
System (ICMS). The geographical boundaries of the
census zones, enumeration areas, and supervisor areas
are checked, and necessary corrections are made. Maps
for these areas are created, verified, and updated in the
ICMS. Enumerators are carefully selected based on
eligibility by a committee headed by the Upazila
Nirbahi Officer (UNO). Training Centers for imparting
training to the data collectors and supervisors are
selected and made entry in the ICMS. All necessary
census equipment, such as tablets and mobile phones,
are checked, and ensured for data collection and
supervision. The list of economic units prepared during
the first phase are thoroughly reviewed and updated.
Review and update of geo-code list, finalization of
enumerators and supervisors list, finalization of training
centers, establishing of field level storing space for
tablets and other census materials, census control room
etc. are also accomplished. Tablets for data collection
are integrated into the Mobile Device Management
(MDM) system, ensuring internet connectivity. Finally,
meetings of different Standing Committees on
census/surveys at various administrative levels are
organized to ensure smooth coordination for
strengthening the operational framework of the census.

1.5.3  Use of Digital Maps

Enumeration Area (Eco-EA) maps and Supervisors’
maps are prepared based on digital mauza maps which
are prepared by BBS as the base map. Prior to the main
census, geo-codes are updated and maps are prepared
during zonal operations to demarcate enumeration areas
accurately and formation of census zones for the

efficient execution of the census operations.

1.5.4 Enumeration Area Formation and Map
Preparation

The Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics (BBS) has
developed a hierarchical geo-coding system to uniquely
identify administrative units from the highest to the
lowest levels. Digital maps of mauzas, the smallest

administrative units, have been prepared and used as
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base maps for the preparation of Enumeration Area
(EA) maps and supervisors’ maps. Necessary legends
are incorporated in those maps to facilitate the easy
identification of economic units. Additionally, the maps
also contribute to minimize coverage errors such as

double counting or omission of economic units.

The entire country is fragmented into 87,419
Enumeration Areas (EAs), with each EA consisting of
approximately 150 economic units, whether household
or establishment or both. An enumerator was assigned
to each EA, and a supervisor was responsible for
overseeing the work of 6 to 7 enumerators which
required a total of 16,934 supervisors. Additionally,
2,577 zonal officers, 2,577 IT Supervisors, 184 Upazila
Census Coordinators (UCCs), 124 District Census
Coordinators (DCCs) and 13 Divisional Census
Coordinators (DivCCs) were also engaged for overall
supervision of the task. Control maps of Upazilla
Census Coordinators area and District Census

Coordinators area are also prepared for effective

supervision of the census.

1.5.5 Questionnaire Design and CAPI Apps
Development
The questionnaire is the fundamental tool for data

collection of a census. Unlike the earlier censuses, the
data collection is done through electronic device
(tablet). Keeping all those things in mind, a draft
questionnaire is developed by the project team
considering the questionnaire of previous censuses.
There after stakeholder
workshops/seminars are organized for finalizing the

several meetings and
draft questionnaire. The draft questionnaire is
thoroughly reviewed and refined incorporating the
valuable suggestions and opinions received. Various
committees namely Technical Support Team (TST),
Economic Census Academia Forum (ECAF), Business
Forum actively participated with the census team to
review and finalize the questionnaire. Thereafter the
questionnaire is pretested in the field to observe its

suitability. Then the questionnaire is finalized and
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approved incorporating those experiences and findings
received from the pretest. A total of 74 questions are

included in the final questionnaire.

Afterwards, a CAPI (Computer Assisted Personal
Interviewing) Apps of the questionnaire is developed
for data collection using tablet following the CAPI
method. Thereafter, a field test is conducted to assess
the performance of the Apps. Based on the findings
received from the field test, the CAPI Apps of the
questionnaire is finalized and approved.

1.5.6 Pilot Census

The pilot census is a dress- rehearsal for the main
census. It served as a method for testing the efficiency
of census preparation and helped to identify any
deficiencies or loopholes in the process. To assess the
preparatory work for the main census, a Pilot Census
was conducted from October 20 to 21, 2024, in three
districts: Dhaka, Narayanganj, and Gazipur. The Pilot
Census addressed issues such as the appropriateness of
the questionnaire, including the respondents’ burden,
field operations with supervision, data processing,
tabulation, and data analysis. Following the pilot census,
necessary adjustments were made to ensure the smooth
and effective operation of the main census.

1.5.7 Census Campaign

Campaign is a vital component in order to motivate the
respondents for providing accurate data in any census
operation. Very often, respondents are reluctant to
provide information to interviewers due to lack of
awareness about the importance and utility of statistical
data. A well-executed media campaign can play a
pivotal role in motivating respondents to participate in
the census by providing accurate information to the data
collectors. It also helps interviewers to get easy access
to the respondents. The effective use of social media,
along with print and electronic media, adds a new
dimension to the census publicity. To mark the
launching of the Economic Census 2024, inaugural
rallies are organized on December 10, 2024, at the BBS
headquarters and divisional offices. Officials of SID and
BBS, along with the members of the Bangladesh
National Cadet Core (BNCC), Bangladesh Scouts and
Bangladesh Girls Guide Association participated in the
rallies. On December 10, 2024, the first day of the
census, a special supplement titled ‘Economic Census
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2024’ was published in widely circulated national
newspapers in both Bengali and English. The
supplement included messages from the Honorable
Chief Advisor, the Honorable Advisor, Ministry of
Planning, the Secretary of the Statistics and Informatics
Division, the Director General of the BBS and the
Project Director of the Economic Census 2023 project,
along with a brief on the importance of the ‘Economic
Census 2024°. Bulk SMS (Short Message Service) were
sent to all active mobile phone users nationwide, to
cooperate with census workers by providing accurate
information. In order to create awareness among the
general public about providing accurate and precise
information in the census, various promotional content,
including a census theme song, playlet, docudrama,
television and radio commercials, talk shows, etc. are
broadcast in print, electronic, and online media. Census
slogan and enumeration period are displayed on scrolls
on various television channels. In addition, social media
platforms such as Facebook, WhatsApp, Twitter,
YouTube, Instagram, and so on are also used for census
campaign. Stickers, posters, banners and festoons are
hung, leaflets are distributed and miking are done
everywhere. Special awareness campaign is broadly
conducted by the Imams at all mosques during ‘Jummah
Prayers’ with the cooperation of the Islamic Foundation.
Furthermore, the Ministry of Religious Affairs
coordinated similar promotional activities at temples,
churches, pagodas, and other religious institutions.
Census promotional contents are displayed through
digital billboards in all city corporation areas of the
(PSAs)
featuring the Honorable Planning Advisor and

country. Public service announcements
prominent celebrities are broadcast to encourage people
to provide accurate information during the census. Key
landmarks, such as the Parishankhyan Bhaban, Planning
Commission, Bangladesh Secretariat and prominent
intersections of Dhaka city are illuminated to

commemorate the occasion.

1.5.8 Appointment of  Enumerators and

Supervisors
A total of 87,419 data collectors and 16,934 supervisors

are recruited. These census workers are selected by a
committee at upazila level, headed by the Upazila

Nirbahi Officer. The committee selects the local
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educated youths, teachers and government employees

considering their proficiency in smartphone/tab

operation, and having previous working experience in
censuses and surveys organized by BBS using

Tab/Android smartphone or ICR technology.

1.5.9 Training of Census Personnel
Comprehensive training is provided to the census
personnel to equip them on overall contents of the
questionnaire and the data collection technique as well.
Training is imparted through verbatim training manual
and audio-visual training module which contributed
much to ensure high-quality census data. It also helps
interviewers to get easy access to the respondents. The
training is imparted in three phases.

Phase-1

Divisional Census Coordinators (DivCCs), and District
Census Coordinators (DCCs) are trained for three days
as the master trainers by the Core Census Trainers at the
BBS headquarters.

Phase-2

Upazila Census Coordinators (UCCs), Zonal Officers
and IT Supervisors are imparted training by the DCCs
for three days at district level.

Phase-3
Supervisors and data collectors are trained for four days
by Zonal Officers at upazila/union/zone levels with the

active cooperation of Upazila Census Coordinators
(UCCs) and IT Supervisors.

1.6 Census Enumeration and Supervision

The data collection activities for the economic census
are conducted in 10-26 December (excluding 16™ and
25" December), 2024. During these 15 days,
information on all economic households and
establishments is collected within the designated
enumeration areas (EA). Supervisors are assigned to
oversee the work of data collectors, zonal officers
supervised the supervisors, and DCCs monitored the
zonal officers. Additionally, several independent teams,
consisting of senior SID and BBS officials, are tasked
with overseeing the overall quality of the census data.
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1.7 Ensuring Data Quality

It is essential to ensure the reliability of census data. To
enhance the level of accuracy of the data, every step,
from census planning to report preparation, needs to be
carried out with utmost care and sincerity. BBS has
accomplished the following important tasks in order to
ensure the quality of the data:

(i) Imparting rigorous training to the census personnel
on the contents of the questionnaire and data collection
technique as well using the verbatim and audio-visual
training manual;

(i1) Four-tier supervision of data collection activities is
implemented,

(iii) Census data collection is carried out using tablets
following the CAPI method;

(iv) Necessary data validation rules are integrated in
CAPI apps for data collection; and

(v) Data processing is completed following recognised
statistical rules and methods.

1.8 Data Editing and Coding

Upon completion of enumeration of the Economic
Census 2024, editing and coding for the data of each
economic unit are completed following appropriate
procedures at the field level. The Bangladesh Standard
Industrial Classification (BSIC) 2020, developed by the
Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics (BBS) in light with the
International Standard Industrial Classification (ISIC)
Rev.4, was used to classify economic units based on
their activities. Additionally, the Bangladesh Central
Product Classification (BCPC) 2020, also formulated by
BBS following the Central Product Classification
(CPC) Ver.2, was applied to code the products and
services produced by these units.

Coding activities are accomplished by BBS officials at
field offices. The entire process was closely supervised
at multiple stages by BBS officials. To build a strong
conceptual understanding among the coders and
supervisors regarding the coding of economic activities,
five-day training sessions are organized at all district
offices. Approximately 800 (Coder-583, Code Verifier-
136, Coding Supervisor-72 and Live Code Monitoring
Officer-12) BBS officials are engaged to complete the
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job. Prior to that, supervising officers, designated as
master trainers, also received intensive four-day training
at the BBS headquarters before overseeing the field-
level training and monitoring. Furthermore, a coding
manual is developed for ensuring the accuracy and
uniformity of the coding activities. It is also noteworthy
that prior to coding, each filled-in questionnaire
underwent a thorough editing process at the BBS field
offices to ensure maximum accuracy. The editing
followed the same systematic procedure as the coding
process.

1.9 Data Processing and Analysis

The data for the Economic Census 2024 are collected
digitally using tablets following the Computer Assisted
Personal Interviewing (CAPI) method. The integration
of a comprehensive set of validation rules within the
CAPI application significantly enhanced the quality of
the collected data. Nevertheless, further data cleaning,
editing, and processing are done which contributed
much to ensure the reliability of census data. To
facilitate these activities, a web-based application is
developed, enabling census personnel at the district and
upazila levels to make necessary corrections directly
and transmitted back to the central server. Extensive
training is provided to the relevant staff on data editing
procedures, and a detailed guideline on data editing,
cleaning, and processing is prepared to support these
efforts. Subsequently, the Data processing team carried
out final editing, cleaning, and processing of the census
data, incorporating both the field-level corrections and
the observations recorded during validation. Moreover,
data imputation is also done following the relvant
method. The final data processing and tabulation were
completed using Oracle RDBMS and STATA software,
following the tabulation plan of the census.

1.10  Census Publication

After successfully completion of census data collection
using electronic device (tablet), the preliminary report
was formally published on January 29, 2025. This report
reveals important information and data such as the total
number of economic units in the country, the number of
permanent and temporary establishments and
households with economic activities, the number of
economic units located in rural and urban areas, the total
persons engaged in economic units by sex and by

division.
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After the publication of the preliminary report of the
Economic Census 2024, initiative has been taken to
publish the National Report (Volume-1). Alongside
National Report (Volume-1), altogether 68 reports
including the National Report (Volume 2) with detail
dataset of economic units (4 digit level), 64 district
reports (separate reports for each district), and

administrative reports will also be published.

1.11  Post Enumeration Check (PEC) Survey

Post Enumeration Check (PEC) Survey is conducted
immediately after every census in Bangladesh. The PEC
involves a complete re-enumeration of representative
sample areas of the census population followed by
matching of each responding unit enumerated in the
PEC with information obtained from the census
enumeration. The PEC survey for Econimic Census
2024 was carried out by an autonomous professional
organization, Bangladesh Institute of Development
Studies (BIDS) in order to evaluate the quality of census
enumeration independently. PEC data were collected
from a total of 352 EAs selected through a three-step
sampling procedure. In step 1, stratification was done by
division into rural and urban areas (city corporations,
municipalities and other urban areas). In step 2,
proportionate sample of EAs was determined by
administrative division. In step 3, a simple random
sampling technique was applied to select the relevant
EAs within each division.

The PEC questionnaire was designed by mimicking the
Economic Census 2024 questionnaire, which focuses on
capturing the main elements for measuring coverage
and content errors. Field level data collection was
conducted using tablets following the Computer
Assisted Personal Interviewing (CAPI) method. In order
to ensure the distinct identity of the Census and PEC
survey, a total of 352 enumerators and 20 supervisors
were recruited and properly trained by the BIDS.

The report of the PEC survey was formally published on
25 November, 2025. According to the survey findings,
the Net Census Coverage Error (NCCE) is 2.95 %
nationally.

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In this chapter, the concepts and definitions used in
Economic Census 2024 are described, and these are as
follows-

2.1 Economic Census

Economic Census is the complete enumeration of the
full set of economic units belonging to a given
population or universe at a particular time with respect
to well defined economic characteristics. The whole
process of collecting, compiling, processing, analyzing
and publishing economic data pertaining to all
economic units in a country is termed as Economic
Census.

2.2 Census Period

The period of 15 days (10-26 December, 2024
excluding 16™ and 25" December) is considered as
census period of the Economic Census 2024.

2.3 Economic Activity
All activities undertaken for profit or own
consumptions are considered as economic activities.
Such activities shall refer to production, distribution,

marketing and sales of goods and services.

24 Economic Unit

Any single household or permanent/temporary

establishment that is located in a specific place and is

used for human residence or for the production, sale,

repair, storage of various goods or for performing

various service-related activities is considered a unit.

Small shops that regularly conduct economic activities

while sitting under a temporary shed in a fixed location

on the roadside, in markets or on footpaths is also

included as units. Units are of four types:

1) Households engaged in economic activities

2) Establishments

3) Agricultural farms

4) Other households engaged in economic activities
(such as messes)
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2.5 Establishment

An establishment is a single unit located at a specific
place, which carries out various types of economic
activities such as the production, collection, supply,
processing or distribution of different kinds of goods
or performs service-related activities.

2.6 Permanent Establishment

An establishment that has a permanent structure
located in a fixed place is considered a permanent
establishment. A permanent establishment refers to an
institution owned by an individual, a group of
individuals, a community, or the state, where various
types of activities - such as the collection, production,
purchase, sale and distribution of goods, or the
provision of any social or personal services - are
carried out.

2.7 Temporary Establishment

A temporary establishment does not have any
permanent structure or building; however, it may have
a temporary shed or temporary enclosure/bench setup.
Small shops that regularly engage in various economic
activities-such as producing goods, buying and selling,
repairing or other petty economic operations -while
operating under a temporary shed in a fixed location in
a market, fairground or roadside area is considered
temporary establishments.

2.8 Economic Household

Households in which, in addition to residing, any
cottage industry, home-based business or any other
form of economic activity is carried out within the
household premises or where one or more household
members are engaged in mobile (itinerant) economic
activities, is considered households engaged in
economic activities.

2.9 Other Economic Household
Other economic households (such as messes) that, in

addition to living, carry out any economic activity for
income are considered as other economic household.
Mention worthy, if a member of a mess is engaged in
an economic activity, the mess is treated as one
economic unit. However, if multiple members of the
mess are engaged in different economic activities
separately, the mess is not considered as a single
economic unit but as multiple distinct economic units.
For example, there are two members in a mess; one of

them is a freelancer (entrepreneur) and the other is a
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student (not involved in any economic activity), the
mess is considered as just one economic unit.
Conversely, there are four members in a mess and each
of them earns their living by engaging in separate
economic activities in this mess, is treated as four

economic units.

2.10  Urban Area

There are five types of areas which constitute the entire
urban area of the country. The areas within the
jurisdiction of City Corporations, Paurashavas
(Municipalities), Upazila Headquarters (not declared
as Paurashava) including the entire areas of that mauza,
Cantonment areas, and the entire mauza of the enlisted
Growth Centers of Local Government Division are
treated as Urban Area for the Economic Census 2024.

2.11 Rural Area

Rural areas are those located outside City
Corporations, Paurashavas (Municipalities), Upazila
Headquarters, Cantonment areas, and listed Growth

Centers in the local government division.

2.12 Ward
Ward is a part of Paurashava or City Corporation. For
administrative convenience, each Paurashava and City
Corporation is divided into different parts. Each part is
called a Ward.

2.13 Mauza

Mauza is the lowest administrative unit having a
separate Jurisdiction List (J.L.) number in revenue
records. Every mauza has its well-demarcated
cadastral map. A mauza may consist of one or more
villages.

2.14  Upazila Headquarters

An Upazila Headquarters (not declared as a
Paurashava) is also an urban area which refers to the
area surrounding the upazila complex, encompassing
the entire area of the corresponding mauza.

2.15  Growth Centre:

A Growth Center is a well communicated market
places where the producers bring their products from
rural areas for selling to consumer, retailer or
wholesaler. The growth center is demarcated and
enlisted by the Local Government Division (LGD). A
Growth Center with the entire mauza is treated as an
urban area.
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2.16 Non-Profit Institutions (NPI):

The establishments those work for social service and
not for profit are non-profit institutions. The non-profit
institutions like mosques, temples, churches, free
schools, different professional associations, political
parties, trade unions, employees’ associations, clubs,
orphanages, volunteer organizations, sports/cultural
organizations, NGOs etc. are covered in the category.

2.17 Non-Economic Activities

Human activities which are not performed for money
or money’s worth are called non-economic activities.
For instance, if person /persons of family are engaged
in household works like cooking, taking care of own
family members, helping in studying the children, are
considered as non-economic activities which are not
included in the census.

2.18 Foreign National Employed in Economic
Unit

The citizens of other countries, except Bangladesh,

employed in economic units during the census period.

2.19 Investment by Expatriate Bangladeshi
Investment by a Bangladeshi staying abroad in an
economic unit of the country is considered as the
investment by an expatriate Bangladeshi.

2.20 Total Persons Engaged (TPE):

Total number of persons employed is defined as the
total number of persons who work in or for the
economic unit, whether full-time or part-time,
including working proprietors, unpaid family workers,
casual workers, apprentice etc.

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This chapter presents a comparative picture on
findings from the Economic Census 2024 as well as
the previous Economic Censuses of 2013, 2001 &
2003 and 1986. In addition, the 2024 census provides
data on the total number of economic units in the
country, the number of establishments and
households engaged in
ownership status of economic units, distribution of

economic  activities,
units by economic sectors, inception periods of
economic units, etc. These findings are illustrated
through various tables and charts.

Economic Census, the total number of economic
units in the country stands at 1,17,02,792, which was
78,18,565 in 2013; 37,08,152 in 2001 & 2003 and
21,68,796 in 1986. It is also observed that, as per the
data of 2024, among the total economic units, the
share of establishments stands at 58.48% and the rest
41.52% accounts for household-based economic
activities.

The analysis of the census data of 2024 also reveals
that 63.11% of the total economic units are located in
the rural arecas and 36.89% in the urban areas.
Conversely, in 2013, 2001 &2003, and 1986, the
shares of the economic unit in rural areas were
71.48%, 62.61%, and 63.57%, respectively; in urban
areas, the corresponding shares were 28.52%,
37.39%, and 36.43%.

Table 3.2 represents that, at the national level,
economic units grew by 3.52% in 2024, lower than
6.78% in 2013, indicating a slowdown in overall
growth. Urban areas recorded faster growth in 2024
(5.83%) compared to 4.32% in 2013, while rural
growth declined sharply to 2.42% in 2024 from
7.99% in 2013. During the intercensal period of
2013-2024, the growth rate of economic units is
49.68% at the national level, 32.15% in rural areas,
and 93.63% in urban areas.

Table 3.3 contains the distribution of economic
units by division, type, and locality for the year
2024. 1t is found from the analysis that the highest
27.08% of total economic units of the country
located in Dhaka division followed by 17.51% in
Chattogram and 14.36% in Rajshahi whereas the
lowest 4.67% are located in Sylhet division. On the
contrary, out of the total economic households, the
highest 22.72% accounted for Dhaka division
followed by 17.79% in Rajshahi and the lowest
4.00% in Sylhet division.

Table 3.4 provides the data on households with
economic activities by division and locality.
According to the table, the total number of
households with economic activities in the country
is 48,59,366 of which 75.85% are located in the
rural areas and 24.15% in the urban areas. The
analysis further shows that 26.85% (13,04,896
units) of those households operate their economic
activities inside the households or in the premises
and the rest 73.15% (35,54,470 units) conduct their
activities elsewhere outside the households.

Table 3.5 presents the data on permanent
establishments of the economic census 2024 and
2013. According to the data given in the table,
between 2013 and 2024, the number of permanent
establishments increased from 45,14,091 to
62,69,457. Although Individual/Family owned
establishments remained dominant in both years,
their share increased slightly from 86.42% in 2013
to 87.36% in 2024. During the same period, the
share of partnership based establishments rose from
0.95% to 1.44%, while the shares of private and
government and autonomous establishments
declined from 2.52% to 1.82% and from 2.59% to
2.22%, respectively. In contrast, the share of Non-
profit Institutions (NPIs) increased remarkably
from 4.19% to 6.39%.

Table 3.6 presents the data on the number of
economic units and total persons engaged by broad
economic sector, type, and locality, as reported in
the Economic Census 2024 and 2013. The analysis
reveals that as high as 90.02% of total economic
units of the country are included in the service
sector while the share of industry sector is 9.98%.
The ratios were 88.46% and 11.54% respectively
in 2013. The analysis on the data of the total
persons engaged across all economic units shows
that in 2024, 69.40% are employed in the service
sector, while 30.60% are in the industrial sector. In
comparison, the corresponding shares in 2013
were 69.94% and 30.06%, respectively.

Table 3.7 presents the economic units identified
in the Economic Census 2024, classified by
economic sectors according to the Bangladesh
Standard Industrial Classification (BSIC-2020).
Analysis of the data shows that, permanent
establishments increased from 45,14,091
(57.74%) in 2013 to 62,69,457 (53.57%) in 2024,
while economic household rose from 28,21,571
(36.09%) to 48,59,366 (41.52%) over the same
period.

Sector-wise, Wholesale and Retail Trade
remained the largest sector in both years,
accounting for 35,89,443 units (45.91%) in 2013
and 48,94,610 units (41.82%) in 2024. The
Transportation and Storage sector expanded
significantly from 13,03,807 units (16.68%) to
26,00,151 units (22.22%), largely driven by
household-based activities. Manufacturing units
increased from 8,68,244 (11.10%) in 2013 to
11,19,401 (9.57%) in 2024. Growth was also
observed in Education, rising from 1,89,108 units
(2.42%) to 298,991 units (2.55%), and in Human
Health and Social Work, from 79,586 units

(TPE) in economic units stands at 3,06,32,661,
which was 2,45,00,850 in 2013; 1,12,69,422 in
2001 & 2003 and 72,07,437 in 1986.

It is also observed that, in 2024, among the total
persons engaged in economic units, the share of

rural areas is recorded as 50.72% and the urban
areas, 49.28%. Conversely, in 2013, 2001 & 2003,
and 1986, the share of economic unit in the rural
areas was 61.23%, 52.05% and 55.67%
respectively; in urban areas, the corresponding
shares were 38.77%, 47.96%, and 44.33%.

Data on the total persons engaged in economic units
according to the Economic Census 2024 is presented
in Table 4.3 by type of economic unit. The analysis
reveals that, out of the total persons engaged in
economic units, the share of permanent establishments
is 77.52%; temporary establishments, 2.54% and
household-based economic activities, 19.93%. It is
also evident from the table that, out of the total persons,
50.72% are engaged in units located in rural areas,
while 49.28% work in units situated in urban areas.

It is observed that out of the total 3,06,32,661 persons engaged in
economic units, the highest 1,28,29,044 persons (41.88%) are working in micro
industries. In addition, 67,80,329 persons (22.13%) are engaged in large industries;
52,11,254 persons (17.01%) in cottage industries; 37,64,703 persons (12.29%) in
small industries and 2,047,331 persons (6.68%) in medium industries.

The table further reveals that out of 5,211,254 persons engaged in cottage
industries, 39,46,119 persons (75.72%) are employed at economic units located in
rural areas and 12,65,135 persons (24.28%) in urban areas. On the other hand, of
the 67,80,329 persons engaged in large industries, 24,55,276 persons (36.21%) are
employed in rural areas and 43,25,053 persons (63.79%) in urban areas.

Data on total persons engaged in economic units of
Economic Census 2024 and 2013 are presented in
Table 4.15 by type and economic sectors. It is found
from the analysis that in 2024, total persons engaged
(TPE) increased to 3,06,32,661 from 2,45,00,850 in
2013, indicating a 25.03% growth. Permanent
employment rose by 24.58% to 2,37,48,083, while
employment in temporary economic unit declined by
18.74% to 7,78,984. Employment in manufacturing
sector increased by 25.69% to 90,28,656. Significant
growth was observed in transportation and storage
sector (60.93%), education (65.49%), and human
health and social work activities (69.94%). In
contrast, employment in wholesale and retail trade;
repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles declined by
2.61% over the intercensal period.

According to the Economic Census 2024, table 5.5
presents the data on capital of economic units
(excluding government, autonomous and non-
profit institutions) by type of units and locality.
The analysis reveals that 1,09,09,119 (97.74%) of
the mentioned economic units have a current
capital of Tk 2.5 million or less. Furthermore,
1,30,149 (1.17%) of units have capital ranging
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from Tk 2.5 million to Tk 5.0 million and the
remaining 1,22,638 (1.10%) of units have capital
above Tk 5 million.

Analysing by locality, the data shows that
68,98,516 (98.79%) of economic units in rural

Table 5.7 presents data from the Economic
Census 2024 on economic units (excluding
government, autonomous and  non-profit
institutions) that received investment from
expatriate Bangladeshis, classified by type of
economic unit and locality. The analysis shows
that a total of 23,049 economic units in the
country received investment from expatriate
Bangladeshis. Of these, 14,020 units are located

in rural areas and 9,029 units in urban areas.
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Analysis by size of investment reveals that the
largest share, 7,811 units (33.89%) fall within the
range of Tk 0.1 million to Tk 0.5 million. In
addition, 7,178 (31.14%) of the units received
investment up to Tk 50 thousand, while 3,697
units (16.04%) received investment between Tk
50 thousand and Tk 0.1 million. Furthermore,
3,343 units (14.50%) received investment
between Tk 0.5 million and Tk 3 million, and only
1,020 units (4.42%) received investment
exceeding Tk 3 million.

Data on economic units having foreign investment
(excluding government, autonomous and non-profit
institutions) according to the Economic Census 2024
is presented in table 5.8 by type of economic unit and
locality. It is observed from the analysis that there
are a total of 1,768 foreign-invested economic units
in the country. Among those, the highest number of
units has foreign investments up to Tk 5 million,
amounting to 543 units (30.71%).

Furthermore, 212 units (11.99%) have investments
of Tk 5 million to Tk 10 million, followed by 362
units (20.48%) with foreign investment from Tk 10
million to Tk 50 million; 133 units (7.52%) with
investments from Tk 50 million to Tk 100 million;
and 518 units (29.30%) with investments of over Tk
100 million. By locality, 29.25% of the foreign-
invested units are located in rural areas and 70.75%
in urban areas.

Analysis of the data
shows that 76,88,340 units (65.70%) maintain their
accounts on a daily basis.

Table 5.12 presents division- and locality-wise data
on research and development (R&D) management
and insurance of economic units. It is observed from
the table that 38,270 economic units (0.33%) have
research and development management. In addition,
68,04,671 units (58.15%) do not have such a system
and 48,59,851 units (41.53%) reported that R&D
management is not applicable to them. Analysis of the
insurance data shows that 178,848 units (1.53%) in
the country have insurance, while 1,00,40,990 units
(85.80%) do not have any insurance. Furthermore,
14,82,954 units (12.67%) reported that insurance was
not applicable.

By locality, the rate of R&D facilities is higher in
urban areas, 0.63% than in rural areas. 0.15%.
Division-wise, the highest share of R&D facilities are
observed in Dhaka Division (0.66%), while the lowest
was in Rangpur Division (0.08%). In terms of
insurance coverage, the rate is higher in urban areas
(2.52%) compared to rural areas (0.95%).

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This chapter presents data related to the
infrastructure of the economic wunit, existing
facilities, and necessary clearances for establishing
and operating the economic units. According to the
Economic Census 2024, data on main source of
electricity, types of machinery used in production,
source of fuel used in production, firefighting
systems, waste management, etc. are presented
through various tables and charts.

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Table 6.1 presents data on the main source of
electricity of economic unit by type of unit and
locality. The analysis shows that 1,11,55,569
(95.32%) of the country's total economic units use
the electricity of national grid as main source. In
addition, 76,438 (0.65%) of economic units use
solar power followed by generator 13,134 (0.11%);
own plant 930 (0.01%) and other sources
(rechargeable dry cell batteries, biogas plants, etc.)
1,91,564 (1.64%). Note that 2,65,157 (2.27%) of
economic units in the country do not have any
electricity facilities.

Analysing the data by type of economic units, it is
observed that 61,97,207 (98.85%) of permanent
establishments are covered by the national grid's
electricity facilities. Conversely, in the case of
temporary establishments, 4,60,319 (80.20%) are
using electricity from the national grid while 29,551
(5.15%) use electricity of other sources
(rechargeable dry cell batteries, biogas plants, etc.)
and 78,551 (13.69%) of economic units do not have
any electricity connections. In the case of economic
households 44,98,043 (92.56%) use the national
grid as the main source of electricity followed by
other sources (rechargeable dry cell batteries,
biogas plants, etc.) 1,53,536 (3.16%) and 1,59,428
(3.28%) do not have electricity connection.

In the Economic Census 2024, manufacturing units
were asked to report the type of machinery used in
production under three categories. The data given in
table 6.2.a reveals that 7,63,411 (73.57%) of
economic units use hand-operated machinery in the
production of goods or services, which is 57.59% of
the total response. Furthermore, 4,18,000 (40.28%)
of the wunits employ electrically operated
machinery, accounting for 31.53% of the total
responses. It is also observed from the table that
each economic unit uses an average of 1.28 types of
machinery in production. It is evident from the data
given in table 6.2.b that 7,58,082 (73.05%) of the
total units use only one type machinery in
production and 2,71,295 (26.14%) unit use two
types machinery.

In the Economic Census 2024, manufacturing units

were asked to report the type of fuel used in

production under thirteen categories. The data given
in table 6.3.a reveals that the highest 77.42% of
economic units use electricity as the source of fuel
in the production of goods or services, which is
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47.66% of the total responses. Furthermore, wood is
used as the source of fuel in 21.96% of units
followed by coal, 20.77%; diesel, 19.47% and LNG,
17.63%. The table further shows that each economic
unit uses an average of 1.62 types of sources of fuel
in production. The table 6.3.b shows that 4,03,390
economic units (73.69%) use one type of source of
fuel.

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Table 6.4 presents data on the facilities available
in economic establishments (excluding economic
households) such as toilet facilities, separate toilet
for women, day-care, transportation facilities for
worker, safety measures for worker and healthcare
for worker. It is observed from the analysis that
28.43 percent of all economic establishments in
the country have toilet facilities. Furthermore,
4,22,297 (6.17%) of establishments have separate
toilets for women, 39,592 (0.58%) has daycare
facilities, 68,131 (1.00%) provides transportation
for worker, 5,23,518 (7.65%) with adequate
security measures for worker while on duty, and
3,33,022 (4.87%) have provisions to ensure
healthcare services for worker.

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Table 6.5 presents data on existing firefighting
facilities in economic units by type and locality. It
is evident from the analysis that overall, 4.84% of
economic units in the country have firefighting
facilities which is 5.26% in the case of permanent
establishments. Conversely, for economic units
located in rural and urban areas, the rates are 2.18%
and 7.96%, respectively. Furthermore, it is also
observed that 87.65% of the existing firefighting
systems in economic units are regularly maintained.

Table 6.6 provides data on existing waste
management facilities, environmental clearances,
and fire service clearances in establishments by
type and locality. The analysis shows that 16.69%
of the country's economic units have waste
management facilities. The rate is 17.02% in the
case of permanent establishments and in temporary
establishments, 13.03%. On the other hand, for
establishments located in rural and urban areas, the
rates are 10.59% and 23.86%, respectively.

The data presented in the table also shows that 1.91
percent of the total establishments have
environmental clearances. The rates are 2.07% and
0.12% for permanent and temporary establishments

respectively.

It is apparent from the table that 2.77% of
establishments in country have the fire service
clearance. The rate is 1.09% in rural areas and
4.74% in urban areas.

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This chapter presents data on the sources of raw
materials used by the country’s manufacturing units,
their marketing practices, the modes of selling
produced goods, and the existing challenges faced by
the economic units. The information is presented
through various tables based on divisions, rural and
urban areas.

Table 7.1 indicates that in 2024, the country had
11,19,401 manufacturing units, of which 10,83,122
units (96.76%) used locally sourced raw materials,
5,715 units (0.51%) used foreign materials, and
30,564 units (2.73%) used both. Rural areas
accounted for 7,43,953 units (66.46%), while urban
areas had 3,75,448 units (33.54%), with both areas
showing a strong dominance of local material use.

According to Table 7.2, in 2024 a total of 11,19,401
manufacturing economic units operated in the
country, of which 97.36% marketed their products
locally. Only 0.63% were export-oriented, while
2.01% sold to both domestic and export markets.
Marketing activities in both rural and urban areas
remain overwhelmingly domestic-focused, with very
limited participation in export markets. Overall, the
data indicates that the country’s manufacturing sector
continues to rely heavily on the domestic market.

The economic units were asked about the type of
problems they face among nine different categories
of problems. According to Table 7.4.a., the
majority of economic units, 85.89%—identified
shortage of capital as their main challenge,
accounting for 48.33% of all responses. In
addition, 18.77% of units reported infrastructural
problems, which represent 10.56% of total
responses. From Table 7.4.b., it is observed that
most economic units (49.54%) reported facing
only one type of problem. The proportion of units
reporting two types of problems is 32.04%.

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Table 8.1 presents data on the use of computers and
information technology in production by economic
units in the country's production sector, classified by
division and by locality. The analysis shows that the
highest proportion of establishments using computers
and information technology in production is 2.44%.
This rate is 4.74% for permanent establishments, 1.36%
for temporary establishments, and 0.80% for economic
households. In addition, a review of divisional data
indicates that the use of computers and information
technology in production is highest in Dhaka Division
(5.65%) and lowest in Barishal Division (1.14%).

In the Economic Census 2024, economic units were
asked to report the types of activities they conduct
through e-commerce or online platforms under nine
categories. The data given in Table 8.3.a reveals that
48.91% of economic units use online systems for
customer care services, which is 36.37% of the total
responses. Furthermore, 38.59% of the units use e-
commerce/online  systems for goods/products
selling, with 28.70% of the total responses. It is also
observed from the table that each economic unit uses
e-commerce/online systems in an average of 1.3445
types of business activities.
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Analysis of the data provided in Table 8.3.b also
shows that 75.76% of the total units use e-commerce
or online systems for only one activity and 17.39%

for any two activities.

Tables 8.4 (a) and 8.4 (b) present data on the mode of
transaction in economic units engaged in e-
commerce/online system in business. The data
provided in Table 8.4 (a) reveal that 55.78% of
economic units engaged in e-commerce/online
systems make payments/transactions through cash,
which is 35.69% of the total responses. Additionally,
50.89% of units make payments/transactions through
mobile banking, which accounts for 32.56% of the
responses. The analysis further shows that each
economic unit engaged in e-commerce or online
systems uses an average of 1.5631 types of
payment/transaction methods.

Analysis of the data presented in Table 8.4 (b) also
shows that 62.06% units engaged in e-commerce or
online systems use only a single payment/transaction
method and 24.12% use any two methods.

It is seen
from the table that a total of 86,439 economic unit
across the country employ persons with disabilities.
These units engaged a total of 22,15,192 employees,
of whom 1,04,631 are persons with disabilities.
Among the employed persons with disabilities,
90,612 are male (86.60%) and 14,019 are female
(13.40%). Analysing the figures by location reveals
that out of the total persons with disabilities engaged
in economic unit, 68,060 (65.05%) persons are
employed in rural areas, while 36,571 (34.95%)
persons are in urban areas.

Furthermore, by division analysis found that the
highest 25,165 persons with disabilities are engaged
in the economic unit of Dhaka, followed by Rajshahi
with 19,308.

The data reveal that
among the total 1,17,02,792 economic units in the country, micro economic
units hold the largest portion at 66,31,482 (56.67%), followed by 45,33,589
(38.75%) cottage economic units, 4,92,323 (4.21%) small, 36,112 (0.31%)
medium and 9,286 (0.08%) large economic units. The table also indicates that
cottage and micro economic units are predominantly located in rural areas,
i.e., 34,36,777 (75.81%) and 37,32,919 (56.29%), respectively. In contrast,
small, medium and large economic units are more concentrated in urban areas,
i.e., 2,92,128 (59.34%), 23,070 (63.88%) and 6,391 (68.82%), respectively of
total economic units.

(22.13%), which is the second-highest. Besides this, cottage industries employ
52,11,254 (17.01%), small industries employ 37,64,703 (12.29%), and medium
industries employ 20,47,331 (6.68%) of the total persons engaged respectively.

Table 10.4 presents data on the average size of
economic units by category and sector. Analysis of the
data shows that large economic units have the highest
average size, at 730.17, followed by medium units with
an average size of 56.69. On the other hand, cottage
economic units have the smallest average size at 1.15,
while the average sizes for micro and small economic
units are 1.93 and 7.65, respectively. The table further
reveals that within the large economic units, the
manufacturing sector has the highest average size at
1479.37, while the accommodation and food service
activities sector has the lowest, at 179.56. Conversely,
among the cottage economic units, the construction
sector records the highest average size at 1.49, and the
transportation and storage sector has the lowest
average size at 1.04.
