2-1. The Double-Edged Sword: Al in Production and Audience Analytics

e Narrative: The rise of Al has brought both unprecedented efficiency and a profound crisis to
the radio industry. We examine how Al is utilised to automate production workflows and
analyse complex listener behaviour patterns to predict 'consumer habits'. At the same time,
we address the critical challenges and the sense of crisis within the industry, where Al
threatens roles and necessitates a fundamental shift in the definition of Radio professionals.

2-2. The Core Essence: Radio as a Lifeline in Conflict Zones

e Narrative: In the heart of war or disaster where advanced systems fail, a battery-operated
radio remains the only lifeline. We examine the irreplaceable value of Radio in environments
where YouTube and Al cannot reach, proving its status as a fundamental human right.

e Provisional Speaker: Vietnam or Sri Lanka




2-3. Future Solidarity: The People’s Square — Habits of Unity

¢ Narrative: Radio is completed not by technology, but by ‘Solidarity’. We share stories of how
citizens use the vast space of YouTube to raise their voices and unite communities, proving
that the ‘Radio Spirit’ burns even brighter within the new system.
