Since the fund transfer was completed in June 2015, a couple of factors has contributed to the
overall delay in the initiation of the National Programme.

1) The Government of Bangladesh requires every development assistance project/programme
to prepare a mirror document called a Technical Project Proposal (TPP) after the
project/programme is officially committed, in order to incorporate such an external initiative
into the national planning process. The TPP process demands a greater level of detail in
describing activities and procurement needs than what is described in the NPD. As far as
the United Nations in Bangladesh is concerned, the National Programme Document (NPD) is
an official legal instrument with which to implement the programme. However, the TPP was
still required by the Government. Moreover, the internal approval procedure for the TPP
within the Government is very lengthy, and the final approval is still pending as of February
2016.

2) Directly affected by the above issue, the PMU staff recruitment process was also delayed
significantly as the TORs of the PMU staff positions had to be officially cleared, and the
clearance process took some time. The PMU Manager was the first staff member to join in
November 2015.
