1. The People’s Republic of Bangladesh has received financing from the World Bank toward the
cost of the “Bangladesh Regional Waterway Transport Project-1 (BRWTP-1)" and intends to
apply part of the proceeds toward payments under the contracts for development of a new
passenger terminal with access and necessary infrastructure works at Shasanghat, Dhaka.

2. Bangladesh Inland Water Transport Authority (BIWTA) under Ministry of Shipping, Government
of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh now invites sealed bids from eligible Bidders for
Development of a new passenger terminal with access and necessary infrastructure works at
Shasanghat, Dhaka under Package No. BRWTP-W4 as mentioned below:

3. The bidding document describes works under single package and will be treated as single
contract. The Bidders may bid for any number of Lots as further defined in the bidding document.

5. Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding procedures as specified
in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Procurement of Goods, Works and Non-C onsulting Services
under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits and Grants by World Bank Borrowers, version January
2011/revised July 2014 (“Procurement Guidelines™), and is open to all eligible bidders as defined
in the Procurement Guidelines. In addition, please refer to paragraphs 1.6 and 1.7 setting forth the
World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.
