1. lntroduction

Youth represent of a significant portion of the gtobat poputation. ln Commonweatth
countries alone, they represent 1.5 bittion individuats, which accounts for 60% of the total
population. With a growing youth population, youth work becomes increasingty criticat in
guiding young peopte to reatise their futt potentiat. Youth workers ptay a vitat rote jn
equipping young peopte with essentiat skitts and knowtedge, fostering positive retationships,
and promoting active citizenship. By bridging the rich cuttural heritage of youth work with
[oca[ expertise and leveraging the power of gtobat connectivity, young peopte are better
prepared to navigate an ever-evotving wortd.

The Gtobat Youth Work Conference is one of the few internationat ptatforms dedicated to
cetebrating and convening youth workers. This conference witI address the chattenges faced
by youth workers, inctuding potiticat, sociat, economic, technotogicat, and environmental
issues, and the necessity to support young peopte in achieving their aspirations. ln 2025, the
fifth iteration of the conference witt be hosted in Mataysia, jointty organised by the
Commonwealth Secretariat, Commonweatth Attiance of Youth Workers Association (CAWVA),
and Universiti Putra Mataysia (UPM) through the lnstitute for Sociat Science Studies (lPSAS).
This conference, hetd in the Asia region for the first time, aims to strengthen the
professionatisation of youth work and encourage decision-makers to recognise its gtobat
importance.

ln 2025, Mataysia witl also assume the Chair of ASEAN, marking a historic year as Association
of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) cetebrates the 1Oth anniversary of the ASEAN
Community. Youth constitute approximately 34% of the totat ASEAN poputation, making
youth work crucia[ for the region in areas of future leadership, innovation, dynamism,
community buitding, socioeconomic devetopment, and addressing gtobat chattenges. By
focusing on youth work, ASEAN can buitd a more inclusive, resilient, and harmonious
community, prepared to tackte contemporary and emerging chattenges on both regional and
gtobat scales.

The 5th Global Youth Work Conference 2025 witt serve as a coltaborative and dynamic
ptatform to foster gtobat partnerships and celebrate the cot(ective impact of youth work.
Grounded in the exploration of youth work theory and practice, the conference witl
facilitate a comprehensive space of shared vatues, poticies, methodotogies, and priorities,
white acknowledging and learning from diverse perspectives.

This conference wit[ cuttivate an environment for sustained knowtedge exchanqe, both
during and after the event. and chatlenge participants to develop innovative, sustainable
networks that advance the fietd of youth work. By [everaging cottective expertise and
experiences, the conference witI empower participants to cotlaborate with young peopte in
buitding a more equitable and peaceful wortd. Participants witt gain knowledge, inspiration,
and practical tools, reinforcing their vitat rote in youth devetopment and empowering them
to advocate for enhanced support for young peopte tocatly, regionatty, and gtobaLty.

The conference wi[[ be structured around key sub-themes, addressed through keynote
presentations and interactive breakout sessions. These sub-themes provide a ftexibte
framework for knowtedge sharing and cottaboration, ensuring the cetebration of diverse
youth work innovations gtobatty.

3. Conference Theme
The overat[ theme of the conference is: Youth Work in a Changing World: Sustaining Local
Wisdom for Global Connectivity

Suh-fftem€s of the Conference
The conference is to be centred on key sub-themes and witt be addressed through a series
of key notes and breakout sessions.

ln an era defined by rapid technotogica[ advancements, shifting poLiticat landscapes, and
evotving social norms, youth work must navigate these changes white staying rooted in the
vatues, traditions, and wisdom of toca[ communities. The future of youth work lies in
batancing adaptation with preservation-harnessing [oca[ knowtedge to inform gtobat
sotutions and ensuring that young peopte are not onl.y prepared for a changing wortd but
also empowered to shape it.

Framing the sub'themes through the PESTLE framework-Potiticat, Economic, Socia[,
Technologicat, Legat, and Environmentat-provides a comprehensive lens to exptore the
external forces shaping youth work. However, beyond merely responding to these factors,
youth work must activety bridge the gap between [oca[ wisdom and gtobat connectivity. This
.neans recognising and vatuing traditiona[ governance structures, community-driven
e:onomic modeLs, cultural heritage, and. ecotogical knowtedge white equipping young
people rvith the skilts and opportunities to engage with and influence gtobaL systems.

By integrating youth agency and sustainabitity across att sub-themes, this conference witl
exptore how young people, practitioners, and oolicymakers can cc-ci'eate youth work
approaches that are both innovative ancj grounded in cuttura[ identity, both gtobatty
connected and localty led.

1 . PotiticaI
This sub-theme expLores how youth work can empower young peopte to engage in
civic Iife, advocate for their rights, and integrate IocaI governance wrsdom into
poticy frameworks, ensuring youth participation is meaningfuI and reflective of
diverse cultural contexts.

2 Economic
This theme exptores examines how youth work can provide economic resilience
through vocationa[ training, entrepreneurship, and financiat titerary white
teveraging community-driven economic modets, such as cooperative businesses,
indigenous trade practices, and social enterprises. lt atso considers how youth can
ptay an active role in building sustainable, locally anchored economies that are
gtobatty competitive.

Social
As societies become more interconnected, cuttural identity, inctusion, and social
cohesion remain at the heart of youth work. This sub-theme detves into how youth
work can foster belonging and intercutturaI understanding white preserving cu[turat
heritage. lt examines how youth-ted initiatives can cha[tenge discrimination,
strengthen community bonds, and ensure that diversity is a foundition for unity, not
division.

Technoloqicat
Technology is transforming how young peopte engage with the wortd, yet it atso
presents chattenges such as the digitat divide and ethicat concerns around Al and
data privacy. This sub'theme explores how digitat toots can enhance youth
engagement, education, and advocacy, not just by improving access uut uy
amptifying locat voices and preserving indigenous knowtedge in the digitat space. lt
considers how youth work can empower young peopte to nivigate the comptexitiesof technology responsibty white ensuring that digitat innovation serves att
communities equitabty.

6. Environ menta[
Youth are at the forefront of ctimate action, and youth work must equip them with
the toots to lead sustainabte change. This sub-theme explores the rote of youth work
in bridging modern sustainabitity sotutions with traditionaI ecotogical knowiedge. lt
highLights how community-driven conservation efforts, indigenous [and stewardship,
and youth-ted activism can come together to create a more resitient and sustainabte
future.

5. Leeal
LegaI frameworks shape youth rights, protection, and participation. However, youth
justice systems, human rights protections, and chitd wetfare poticies must atso
reftect cutturatty sensitive approaches that respect tocat traditions of conftict
resotution, restorative justice, and community-ted safeguarding.
