4.1 Please register yourself online as a participant of the 153 ACAD by logging into
www.gems.gov.bd within the designated period mentioned in your nomination GO. Once
you submit the completed registration via online, immediately after an automatic
acknowledgement message will be sent to your email. However, please do not hesitate to
contact to Programmer Mr. Mohammad Saiful Islam, (Cell no. 01870826382), BPATC or
Course Coordinators Mr. Tanjur Ahmed Joarder, Course Coordinator (Cell no.
01712543033), Mir Md. Taufiqul Islam, (Cell No. 01839061577) if you face any problem
regarding online registration.

4,2 Please bring a laptop with you to perform the day-to-day activities of the course to accomplish
the training tasks without any disruption. Wi-Fi connection will be provided from the Centre
either on your laptop or Tab or Mobile phone. Please confirm that the Wi-Fi option is
available on your device (Laptop/Tab/Mobile phone). The Centre has a Computer Lab (Room
no: 215, 1% Floor, ITC) which remains open from 08:30 hrs to 21:30 hrs (Sunday to
Thursday), and 14:30 hrs to 21:30 hrs (Saturday) You may use this Lab during that time if

required.

4.3 BPATC will facilitate the arrangement of accommodation and food for you during your stay
at the Centre.
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4.4 As a participant, you have to follow the prescribed dress code of BPATC. During classroom
sessions, male participants must wear full pants, a light-colored full-sleeved shirt with a tie
provided by the Centre and black shoes. However, sherwani/Panjabi with ‘coti’ can also be
worn.,by the male participants on religious grounds, and you are expected to wear a complete
suit during special occasions. Hence, the male participants are requested to bring complete
suits with them. On the other hand, female participants must wear descent colour sarees while
attending sessions in BPATC. Female officers must wear saree and blazers during special
occasions and visiting organizations. For details, please check the attached document
herewith.

4.5 You are also required to bring proper clothes for games and physical exercise (white
English/Tennis Half pants/tracksuits and white T-shirt with collar and white sports shoes and
socks for male participants and white salwar, kamiz, dupatta/white tracksuits and white keds
and socks for female participants) with you. Please note that you will have to walk 2.2 km
long jogging track in the morning and perform evening games during the course tenure.

4.6 Please be informed that no leave is allowed during the training period. Also, note that most
Saturdays will be working days in BPATC.

4.7 During the training period, participants have to prepare a seminar paper. Every participant
has to write a seminar paper focusing on any pertinent issue/challenge of his or her
Ministry/Division/Department/ Directorate/Organization. Hence, in advance, you must think
about a particular area which may be the most suitable one for you. At the beginning of the
course, you have to provide the topic/area of the seminar paper in the respective session.

4.8 Please bring 5 (Five) copies of your recent passport-size photographs for registration and
other purposes. Also, you are requested to bring the photocopy of your valid official
passport for official and foreign exposure visits purpose.

4.9 You have to come to BPATC on Saturday, 12 July 2025 by 6:00 p.m. And report to the
15" Storied Dormitory of BPATC. We will arrange an AC Bus on that day for your travel
to BPATC from Dhaka. The bus will leave from RPATC Dhaka (49 New Eskaton) at 4:30
p-m. on Saturday, 12 July 2025. You can avail this bus service on payment. On your arrival,
there is a briefing session for you at 7:30 p.m. at room no. 207 of the ITC.

5.0 We hope you will have a good time here in the non-smoking green campus of BPATC with
your colleagues.
