Promotion Bureau (EPB)

Export Promotion Bureau, a statutory body, is entrusted
with the responsibility of undertaking measures related to
export development of the country. It is administered by
a Board of Management comprising of 22 members from
both public and private sectors. The Hon’ble Commerce
Minister, Government of the People’s Republic of
Bangladesh, is the Ex-officio Chairman, and the CEO
of EPB is the Vice-Chairman of the Board. Besides, two
Director Generals of EPB, representatives from the
Ministries of Industries, Agriculture, Commerce, Foreign
Affairs, Textile and Jute, Fisheries and Livestock, CCI&E,
BIDA, BEPZA, Trade & Tariff Commission, Bangladesh Bank
are the members of the Board. Moreover, six members are
there from the Private Sectors for a term of three years
representing Chambers, Trade and Industry.

Functions of the Export Promotion Bureau

The Policy and Planning Divison of Export Promotion
Bureau assists the Ministry of Commerce by ensuring
policy-related support for exporters to accelerate the
country’s export growth. This division plays a pivotal
role in formulating draft policy papers and implementing
the provisions outlined in the export policy. One of
the key responsibilities of this department is to foster
strong relationships with reputable Trade Promotion
Organizations worldwide to strengthen bilateral trade
ties. Additionally, it provides insights and feedback on
various policy matters, including World Trade Organization
(WTO) agreements, bilateral and multilateral trade
agreements, Memoranda of Understanding (MoUs), and
trade regulations with international trade partners.To
identify new export destinations, the department analyzes
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product- and country-specific export statistics and makes
appropriate recommendations. By analyzing sector-
wise export earnings, it also advises the government on
formulating timely plans to consolidate existing markets
and expand into new ones. The department compiles data
received from the National Board of Revenue (NBR) via
email and uploads it to the Export Promotion Bureau
(EPB) website for use by stakeholders.

This department also provides administrative support
to countries and alliances that grant Duty-Free Quota-
Free (DFQF) access. It organizes seminars and workshops
nationwide under the National Export Training Program
(NETP) and networks with Trade Promotion Organizations
from various countries to enhance the capacity and
efficiency of exporters.

Policy Section

The Policy Section of the Export Promotion Bureau (EPB)
assists the government in formulating business-friendly
policies to sustain and enhance export growth under
market diversification initiatives. A key responsibility of
this section is to develop the Export Policy in alignment
with the government's vision and strategic plans. To
facilitate business operations, the EPB, as a business
support organization, creates a wide range of policies.
The Policy Section contributes intellectually by providing
feedback and input on these policies. Additionally, this
section plays a significant role in drafting market and
product concept papers, which inform the government's
policy-related decisions. Another critical function of this
section is to review the rules of origin under preferential
market access agreements offered by developed and
developing countries and to provide stakeholders with
appropriate guidance on utilizing the benefits outlined in
these provisions.The major activities of the Policy Division
are as follows:

Formulation of export policy 2024-27

Providing appropriate support in formulating the national
export policy is one of the key functions of the Policy
Section. The Export Promotion Bureau (EPB) solicits
proposals from leading chambers, trade associations,
and export-related organizations to gather the necessary
inputs for the development of the export policy. After a
thorough review, the received proposals are forwarded
to the Ministry of Commerce for incorporation into the
export policy. The Export Policy 2024-27 has already been
approved by the Cabinet Division and is now in the process
of being published as a gazette.

Preparing a Final Study Report on Addressing LDC
Challenges for the Apparel Sector

Considering the policies and strategies of competing
countries and the need to ensure the sustainable
development of the country’s apparel sector, a strategic
paper on RMG (Ready-Made Garments) has been prepared
by the Export Promotion Bureau with assistance from
the Bangladesh Foreign Trade Institute (BFTI). This
paper addresses the necessary facilities and measures

Preferential Market Access Facilities

Seminars and workshops have been organized to educate
stakeholders on the technical aspects of the Developing
Countries Trading Scheme (DCTS), which is designed
to promote the economic development of developing
countries. To implement the recommendations from these
seminars, a comprehensive work plan has been prepared.
Additionally, knowledge-sharing initiatives are in place to
ensure the proper utilization of the provisions outlined in
the DCTS. To facilitate exporters, certificates of origin are
now issued online.

Inclusion of the Country of Origin Service in the National
Single Window Project of the NBR

To provide doorstep services to stakeholders, the Export
Promotion Bureau (EPB), as a Certificate, License, Permit,
and Issuing Agency (CLPA), has incorporated the country of
origin certificate issuance service into the National Single
Window Project of the National Board of Revenue (NBR),
which is financed by the World Bank.

Verification of Issued Certificates of Origin

The EPB issues certificates of origin to help exporters
gain preferential market access. Customs authorities in
importing countries often inquire about the authenticity
of these certificates. The EPB verifies their authenticity
and ensures compliance with the rules of origin criteria
by reviewing documents provided by the relevant customs
authorities. In the last fiscal year, the Policy Section
completed 250 verifications.

ITO ( International Trade Organozation) Section

International Trade organizations play a pivotal role in
expanding cooperation with global trade promotion
organizations to strengthen bilateral and multilateral
trade relations. This section assists stakeholders in market
expansion and exploring new export destinations by
exchanging a wide range of trade-related information with
Bangladesh trade missions abroad and foreign embassies

Meeting with the foreign delegates to develop bilateral
trade relations

A three-member delegation of Iranian jute yarn importers
visited Bangladesh from October 30 to November 2,2023,
and met with the jute yarn exporters of Bangladesh in
a business meeting on November 1, 2023, at the Export
Promotion Bureau. Recorded notes have been prepared
in the said meeting regarding the adoption of alternative
payment systems, sending delegations, etc. to solve
existing payment problems in increasing export trade
with Iran. A required action plan has been prepared to
strengthen the bilateral trade.

Meeting with the Korea Importers Association ( KOIMA)

On November 7, 2023, a meeting was held at the EPB
with a five-member delegation from the Korea Importers
Association (KOIMA), a non-governmental commercial
organization from South Korea.The purpose of the meeting
was to explore opportunities for increasing the import
of various Bangladeshi products, including garments.
Representatives from multiple sectors in Bangladesh,
including Home Textiles, Jute and Jute Products, Leather
and Leather Products, Pharmaceuticals, Frozen Food, Agro
Processing, Marine Fisheries, Handicrafts, and the Software
Export Sector, participated in the meeting. During the
discussion, exporters emphasized the competitive quality
and value of their products and expressed a strong
interest in expanding exports to South Korea. Following
the meeting, ongoing communication with KOIMA
has continued to underscore the export potential of
various Bangladeshi products, aiming to achieve market
diversification.

Cooperation with the international trade promotion
organizations

An initiative has been taken to sign a Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) with reputed trade promotion
organizations to build capacity, accelerate export growth,
and extend bilateral cooperation. In the meantime, a MoU
has been signed with AICEP Portugal Global - Trade and
Investment Agency to explore business opportunities in
Eastern European countries. Additionally, another MoU
has been signed with the Sri Lankan Trade Promotion
Organization (TPO) to strengthen cooperation between
the organlzatlons and enhance bllateral trade To further
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Bureau (EPB) plans to sign MoUs with the China Council
for the Promotion of International Trade (CCPIT) and the
TPOs of ASEAN countries.

Reviewing Trade Policy

Under the mandate of the World Trade Organization, the
impact of the global trading system and trade-related
issues of member countries are reviewed. The trade policy
review provides an overview of the policy, sectoral policies,
and overall economic framework of the country under
review. The ITO section has reviewed the trade policies
of Canada, Iceland, China, and Russia, providing input and
necessary feedback to the Ministry of Commerce.

Formulation and implementation of TPP (Technical Project
Profile)

An initiative has been taken to implement a technical
project titled "Programme for Sustainability in the Textile
and Leather Sector-Il (STILE-II)" with technical and
financial assistance from the Government of Germany. The
concept paper for this project is currently in its final stage,
prepared in consultation with project officials from GIZ.
Additionally, a project named Skype has been launched
to ensure the sustainable development of the textile
sector, which will also be implemented with financial and
technical assistance from GIZ. The necessary information
for the preparation of the concept paper for this project
has been provided to the relevant project representatives.
These projects will be implemented soon after the signing
of the implementation agreement.

Supervise the activities of the trade missions abroad

A committee has been formulated to provide necessary
inputs and feedback by reviewing reports submitted by the
Commercial Counsellors assigned to Bangladesh Foreign
Trade Missions. Based on recent recommendations, an
initiative has been taken to participate in a prominent
leather sector fair in Vietnam as part of a market
diversification strategy. Additionally, to explore new
market opportunities for Bangladesh’s potential sectors in
Japan and South Korea, a proposal has been forwarded to
the Ministry of Commerce to send a business delegation
to these countries. Furthermore, to support the export
of vannamei shrimp while meeting local demand, a
recommendation paper has been sent to the Ministry of
Commerce outlining an action plan to address challenges

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Providing market intelligence-related services

The market intelligence service of the bureau assists
potential buyers and local exporters in identifying reliable
supply sources, conducting product and country-specific
export analysis, and gaining a clear understanding of
potential markets. Additionally, exporters can access
information on market access facilities, cash incentives,
international trade procedures, and the exporter
registration process through the market intelligence
website.

Preparation of Country Brief

To provide an overview of new export destinations and a
clear picture of potential markets, the Export Promotion
Bureau (EPB) offers a market intelligence service to meet
the needs of the Ministry of Commerce, the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, and other stakeholders. Through the
Country Briefs, exporters can gain insights into imports,
exports, trade balances, and tariff and non-tariff barriers
of various trade partners, allowing them to analyze export
opportunities and prospects that enhance bilateral trade
relations. In the last financial year, this section prepared
65 bilateral trade briefs to serve the needs of stakeholders.

Setting up of a Sales Center

The Assam Tourism Development Corporation Ltd. (ATDC)
has allocated a 135-square-foot sales center to the Export
Promotion Bureau as a friendly gesture to promote and sell
Jamdani saris and other handicraft products. This initiative
aims to penetrate the market and raise awareness of
Bangladeshi products in the Seven Sister states of India.

Compliance issue

As a result of the Domino Effect of the European Union's
Commission Implementation Regulation (EU) 2024/334,
the export of milk and egg processed food products from
Bangladesh to EU countries has been halted. To resume
the export of Bangladeshi egg- and milk-based bakery,
confectionery, and other food items to the EU, necessary
steps have been taken to address the restrictions imposed
byArticle 8 of Commission Implementation Regulation (EU)
2024/334. Additionally, an action plan has been prepared
and sent to the Ministry of Commerce to help boost the
exports of agricultural goods and frozen products.

Expansion of bilateral trade

Ban

Sri Lanka has been showing interest in impq_r‘_tin'g cl'oth_;_

imports cotton fabrics worth $2.60 million and knit fabrics
worth $23 million from Bangladesh without issuing
cumulation notifications. Therefore, a letter has been
sent to the Ministry of Commerce stating the opinion of
the Export Promotion Bureau about the LDC Graduation
facility, increasing the export of Bangladesh through a
20% value addition share of Bangladesh in Sri Lanka's
exports and Regional Cumulation with Sri Lanka.

Issuance of SAFTA and SAPTA Certificates electronically

Export Promotion sent a proposal to the Ministry of
Commerce to discuss with India about technical assistance
and other related issues to make a platform for issuing
SAFTA and SAPTA Certificates of Origin electronically.

Initiatives to expand the market for halal products

A total of 10 Bangladeshi companies have received halal
certification on 84 products. Halal-certified products are
biscuits, chocolate, cakes, noodles, chips, powder masala,
curry masala, beef, chicken, mutton, puri, singara, samosa,
pickle, jam, jelly, honey etc. According to the World Halal
Union, there is a market of 7 trillion dollars of Halal
products in the world. To grab the market share utilizing
the opportunities in the Middle East and potential
markets, a list of Halal-certified Bangladeshi companies
and products has been sent to the 23 Bangladesh trade
missions abroad to disseminate to inform the importer/
business community.

Statistics and Research Branch

The Statistics and Research Cell of the Bureau compiles,
processes, and generates a wide range of reports using
export data from the National Board of Revenue (NBR).
This data is organized by product, country, mission, region,
and by various time periods such as monthly, quarterly,
semi-annually, nine-monthly, and annually. The export
performance of the country is shared with ministries,
trade-related government organizations, autonomous
bodies, semi-autonomous bodies, corporations, chambers
of commerce, trade associations, the electronic and print
media, and Bangladesh’s foreign missions for their use. The
Statistics and Research Cell also provides comprehensive
support and cooperation to the Ministry of Commerce in
setting annual export targets.

Export Earning Analysis of Major Products
Knitwear

Knitwear has been considered as a very potential and
progressive sector for the last two decades in Bangladeshs
export trade. In the basket of our export commodities,
Knitwear sector occupies the first position. The export
earnings of the sector in the FY 2023-24 was US$
19282.15 million which showed 5.13% decrease over the
export proceeds of US$ 20324.16 million in the previous
FY 2022-23. In the total national export earnings of FY
2023-24, knitwear sector contributes 43.36%. The leading
five markets for knitwear products are Germany, the USA,
UK, France and Spain.

Woven

In our commodities export, woven sector occupies the
second position. The export earning of the sector in the FY
2023-24 were 16869.16 million US$ which showed 5.32%
decrease over US$ 17817.93 million in the previous FY
year 2022-23. In the total export earnings of FY 2023-24,
woven sector contributed 40.07% to the national export.
The leading five markets for woven products are the USA,
Germany, the UK, Canada, Spain and France.

Jute & Jute Goods

Bangladesh is the second largest jute producing country
and jute & jute goods is the 5Th largest export item of
Bangladesh. The export earnings of the sector in the FY
2023-24 were 855.23 million US$ which showed 6.17%
decrease compare to the 911.51 million US$ in the
previous FY 2022-23. In the total export earnings of FY
2023-24, jute & jute goods sector contributed 1.92%. The
leading export markets for jute & jute products are Turkey,
Iran, Belgium, Syria and Egypt.

Home Textile

Home Textile has flourished as an important export sector
of Bangladesh in the recent years. This sector occupies the
4th largest position. Export earnings of this sector in the
FY 2023-24 were 851.01 million US$ that showed 22.05%
decrease compare to the US$ 1091.78 million in the
previous FY 2022-24. Home Textile contributed 1.91% to
the to export earnings of FY 2023-2024. The UK, the USA,
Sweden, Germany, France, Canada, Spain, the Netherlands,
Belgium, Italy etc. are the leading export markets for
Home Textiles.

Frozen and Life Fish

As a hundred percent value added product, frozen food
sector has occup1ed notably m our ex_p_art.trade Fro

A

earnings of the sector in the FY 2023-24 were US$ 376.68
million which showed 10.71% decrease compare to the
US$ 421.86 million in the previous FY 2022-23.In the total
export earnings of 2023-24, frozen food sector contributed
0.85%. The leading five markets for frozen food are the
USA, the UK, Belgium, the Netherlands and Germany.

Agriculture and Agro Processual Products

Agricultural products have been considered a vital sector
among our exportable.Vegetables, fruits and tobacco are the
subsector of this sector. The export earnings of the sector
in the FY 2023-24 were US$ 964.34 million which showed
16.59% increase compare to the US$ 827.10 million in the
previous fiscal year 2022-23. In the total export earnings of
2023-24 Agriculture Product sector contributed 2.17%. The
leading five markets of Agricultural products are the UK,
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, UAE, Qatar, Kuwait, Italy.

Engineering Products

Engineering products are a major export items of
Bangladesh. Items of this sector are bi-cycle, Electric
product, Iron and steel, Copper wire, Machineries, Stainless
steel etc. The export earnings of the sector in the FY 2023-
24 were US$ 486.75 million which showed 1.55% decrease
compare to the US$ 494.40 million in the previous FY
2022-23. Main markets for the products of this sector are
Thailand, Japan, The Netherlands, India, Korea Republic,
the UK, Taiwan and Pakistan.

Footwear

Footwear has been playing a very important role in the
export income of Bangladesh. The export earnings of the
sector in the FY 2023-24 were US$ 960.85 million which
showed 10.85% decrease compare to the export of US$
1077.73 million in the previous FY 2022-23. The footwear
sector has contributed 2.16% of the total export earnings
during FY 2023-24.The main export markets for footwear
are Japan, Italy, Germany, France, Spain, Austria etc.

Leather & Leather Products: (Without Footwear)

Leather has been considered one of the important export
items of Bangladesh since long. The export earnings of the
sector in the FY 2023-24 were US$ 499.13 million which
showed 3.50% increase over US$ 482.24 million in the
previous FY 2022-23. Hong Kong, Italy, Korea Republic,
Japan, China and India are the major five export markets
for this product.

Pharmaceutical

In export trade of Bangladesh pharmaceutical is considered
as a potential sector. Currently Bangladesh being exported
Medicines to 136 countries in the world.Total export earnings
of pharmaceutlcals in FY 2023-24 were US$ 205.48 mllllon.

Commodities Division

Export Promotion Bureau is a national agency responsible
for the development of export of Bangladesh. The
Commodities Division of the Bureau is one of the most
important wings of the organization. This Division
undertakes and executes various activities including
upgrading the quality of exportable products, diversifying
them, providing incentive related services to exporters,
recommending  necessary assistance to keep non-
traditional and emerging export-oriented industries
competitive in the international market. The following
are some significant endeavors accomplished by the
Commodities Division during FY 2023 -2024:

National Export Trophy

In light of the National Export Trophy Policy-2022, one
gold, silver and bronze trophy is awarded in each category
subject to fulfillment of specific conditions in 36 product
and service sectors. The overall secretarial functions
related to the awarding of National Export Trophy are
performed by the Commodities Division.

National Export Trophy 2020-2021

National Export Trophy-2020-21 award ceremony was
held on November 08, 2023 AD at Osmani Memorial
Auditorium in the capital in the presence of Hon'ble
Commerce Minister Mr. Tipu Munshi,MP and 73 companies
were awarded gold, silver and bronze trophies in various
categories.

National Export Trophy 2021-2022

The National Export Trophy 2021-2022 awarding
ceremony was held on July 14, 2024 at the Osmani
Memorial Auditorium in the capital in the presence of
Honourable Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina, MP and 77
companies were awarded gold, silver and bronze trophies
in various categories.

National Export Trophy 2022-23

Based on the applications received for the selection of
National Export Trophy 2022-23, a meeting of the primary
selection committee was held on March 06,2024 AD. The
list of companies recommended by the primary selection
committee has been sent to the Ministry of Commerce on
28-03-2024.

Commercially Important Person (CIP)

CIP (Exports and Trade) Policy-2023 has been issued to
create a congenial and competitive environment among
the exporters. In accordance with this policy, CIP cards
were issued to exporters and business representatives in
varlous sectors subject to the fulflllment_of specm,c grlterla.
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CIP (Export and Trade)-2022

As a token of outstanding performances in export trade,
140 exporters from 22 products and services sectors,
and ex-officio 44 leaders from trade associations were
awarded CIP (Export and Trade)- 2022 cards. The awarding
ceremony of CIP (Export and Trade)-2022 Cards was held
at Radisson Blu Dhaka Water Garden, Dhaka on 09th May,
2024 in graceful presence of Honorable Minister of State
for Commerce.

CIP (Export and Trade)-2023

The list recommended by the primary selection committee
of CIP-2023 has been sent to the Ministry of Commerce on
21-03-2023.

CIP (Export and Trade)-2024

On the basis of the applications received for CIP
(Export)-2024, the meeting of the primary selection
committee was held on February 27, 2024. The list of
companies/representatives recommended by the primary
selection committee has been sent to the Ministry of
Commerce on 28-03-2024.

Market Diversification

Trade delegations are sent to different countries of the
world to explore new markets and increase product
concentration in existing export markets. Following this,
letters have been sent to the Ministry of Commerce and
concerned embassies to send trade missions to Japan,
South Korea and Vietnam.

Trade Dispute Resolution

Complaints related to trade disputes between Bangladeshi
exporters and foreign importers in foreign trade are
often filed with the Bureau. Commodities Division takes
necessary initiatives for the satisfactory settlement of
disputes arising with the aim of improving the business
image of the country and maintaining the flow of foreign
trade. In the FY 2023-24, a number of 12 complaints were
received in the Bureau from various parties. Necessary
actions have been taken to settle these complaints.

Product of the Year for 2023

The government has declared jute products as the product
of the year for 2023. In view of this announcement, a
short/medium/long term action plan has been prepared
by the Commodities Division and sent it to the Ministry of
Commerce to increase the production and multipurpose
use of jute and jute products as well as to enhance the
export of this product sector.

Product Diversification

With a view to adding new products to the list of export
products the Export Promotlon Bureau has undertaken the
eD mli:_
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country.Earlier, 14 products from 41 districts were selected
under this Programme. At present, the “One Village One
Product” (OVOP) program has been undertaken to explore
new products and expand export markets. Letters have
been sent to the Deputy Commissioners of 64 districts to
implement the program by collecting information on new
products.

Recommendations for Incentive

In the fiscal year 2023-2024, the government continues
to provide cash incentives at the rate of 0.5 to 15 percent
against exports to 43 kinds of goods and services.Following
are the policy of cash incentive, recommendations issued
by the Export Promotion Bureau in the FY 2023-2024
were as under:

Cash incentive is provided in favor of the exporters in the
accordance with the F.E circulars issued by Bangladesh
Bank. For this purpose a certificate is issued from EPB.

Product-Specific other activities

For the overall export trade promotion of the country,
the Commodities Division represents the Bureau in the
implementation of various programs of other export-
supporting ministries,organizations and trade associations.
In this regard, acting as a member of Bangladesh Halal
Standard Committee, making recommendations for bond
facility in favor of partially export-oriented industries,
activities related to attracting foreign investment and
providing incentives for export of new products, etc
are mentionable.

RECOMMENDATIONS ISSUED FOR
EACH INCENTIVE IN THE FY 2023-24
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Fair and Display Division

Participation in the international trade fair is an effective
marketing tool for market diversification, in line with the
strategic plan of the government Market Diversification is
one of the core activities of the Export Promotion Bureau
(EPB). This activity is implemented by participating in
the international trade fair and sending missions abroad.
Participation in the international trade fair abroad and
organizing trade fairs at home and abroad are considered
effective marketing tools. The Fair and Display Division
of the Export Promotion Bureau (EPB) participates in and
organizes the International Trade Fair efficiently at the
national and international levels.

Export Promotion Bureau (EPB) participates in a good
number of International Trade Fairs and organizes Single
Country Trade Fair/ Conference/ Match-Making Meetings
across the globe each financial year under its market
diversification initiative for creating a market of our
exportable products. EPB generally participates in four
types of fairs with the aim of implementing the annual
market development program.These are 1.Sourcing Fair, 2.
Consumer Fair, 3.Single Country Trade Fair,and 4. Thematic
Fair. 90% of the fairs in which the Bureau participates
are sourcing in nature, and the leading and esteemed
exporters of the country take part to explore new buyers
by penetrating the existing market and exploring new
export destinations.

The activities undertaken by EPB through such
participation in the international trade fair as well as
single-country trade fairs are also intended to provide
direct marketing support to the private sector. The
export-oriented companies that participate under the
banner of EPB enjoy the benefit of 30% to 50% subsidies.
Participating in international trade fairs also strengthens
our bilateral trade relations and side by side increases our
volume of export and opportunity for investment.

EPB assists the women entrepreneur to showcase
their products in the international arena in line with
the government initiative of women empowerment. To
encourage women entrepreneurs in the international
arena, they are being given a maximum subsidy of 60%
on the participation fees. It is worth mentioning that the
Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for participating
in international trade fairs has been prepared with the
assistance of the Netherlands-based business support
organization CBI (Center for the Promotion of Imports
from Developing Countries). Additionally, a separate desk
has been created for startups and women entrepreneurs,

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Specialized product-based international sourcing fairs,
aimed at developing the export market and exploring
new destinations, are being initiated and organized at the
Bangabandhu Bangladesh China Friendship Exhibition
Center (BBCFEC) under the banner of the EPB. Fair Division
of the Export Promotion Bureau has successfully organized
a fair entitled "Handicraft Fair-2024" based on handicraft
products at the existing "Bangabandhu Bangladesh-China
Friendship Exhibition Center" on June 25-29, 2024. This
fair has featured a variety of products that produced in
Bangladesh, such as Nakshi Kantha, jute, leather, footwear,
cane and bamboo, handloom products,Jamdani, Shataranji,
handicrafts, jewelry made by hand, bronze ornaments,
pottery, ceramics and more. Visitors also have the chance
to enjoy themselves as a number of participating artisans
demonstrated their craft-making methods during the fair.
At the aforementioned event, 90 esteemed organizations
from across the nation took part. It is reasonable to assume
that this exhibition will have a significant impact on the
country's handcraft exports and market expansion.

Besides, In order to market expansion and enhancement
of the export of Pharmaceutical products of the country,
GPE Expo Pvt Ltd. in association with Bangladesh Aushad
Shilpa Samity and Export Promotion Bureau organized
15th Asia Pharma Expo-2024 from 29th February to 2
March, 2024 at Bangabandhu Bangladesh China Friendship
Exhibition Centre (BBCFEC). We firmly believe that through
this BBCFEC, EPB will be able to establish Dhaka as a
prominent trading hub in the South Asia region.

EPB emphasizes the potential and prime exportable items
of the country through its market development activities.
A diverse range of exportable items from Bangladesh,
including readymade garments (woven and knitwear),
home textiles, textile fabrics, ceramics, pharmaceuticals,
kitchen and housewares, footwear and leather goods, silk
products, handicrafts, jute goods, frozen food, agro-based
products (biscuits, snacks), bicycles, IT products (software
and services), etc.,are showcased in the fair. This exhibition
aims to strengthen existing markets and explore new ones.

During Fiscal Year 2023-24, EPB participated in a total of
42 (forty-two) fairs. Participants of those fairs received a
substantial number of export orders equivalent to US$
311.88 million. Additionally, the co-exhibitors of EPB also
conducted numerous B2B meetings during the said fairs,

Export Promotion Bureau, Administrative Fund

A budget allocation of BDT 12,91,00,000 (Twelve Crore
Ninety-One Lakh) has been provided as government
grants in the salary and allowance sector of the officers
and employees of the Export Promotion Bureau in the
fiscal year 2023-2024.This allocated amount has been
disbursed in 4(Four) equal installments. Out of 4th (Four)
equal installments, 3(Three) installments have been
disbursed by cheque. The remaining 4th installment
has been credited to the PL (Personal Ledger) Account
of the Export Promotion Bureau. BureauOs officers and
employees have been paid through the PL (Personal
Ledger) Account for 3 (Three) months from April-2024 to
June-2024 with a total amount of BDT 9,58,06,77 (Nine
Crore Fifty-Eight Lakh Six Thousand Seven Hundred
Seventy-One) only. On the other hand, a total amount of
BDT 16,04,49,000 (Sixteen Crore Four Lakh Forty-Nine
Thousand) have been allocated from Export Promotion
BureauOs own fund for other operational expenses of
the office. A total amount of BDT 13,56,22,299(Thirteen
Core Fifty-Six Lakh Twenty-Two Thousand Two Hundred
Ninety-Nine) has been spent from this allocated fund
to different sectors such as salaries and allowances of

outsourced employees, office rent, postal and telephone
services, internet, hiring charges (transportation), travel
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allowances, stationeries, maintenance and repair, fuel,

Export Promotion Bureau, Market Development Fund

A budget allocation of BDT 35,59,00,000(Thirty-Five Crore
Fifty-Nine Lakh) has been approved from the own funds of
the Export Promotion Bureau by the Monitoring Cell of the
Ministry of Finance for implementing market development
programs in the fiscal year 2023-2024. Out of this fund, a
total of BDT 35,47,45,263 (Thirty-Five Crore Forty-Seven
Lakh Forty-Five Thousand Two Hundred Sixty-Three) has
been spent on stationery, publicity and advertisement,
publicationandprinting,hospitality,giftitems,maintenance
and repair, fuel, seminars and workshops, distribution
of national export trophies, maintenance of exhibition
canters in abroad, trade delegation/market research and
mission dispatch/receipt, participation in international
trade fairs in abroad, distribution of CIP cards, training,
research and market surveys, export product development,
festivals, and events, etc.

Export Promotion Bureau is working to expand cost-
effective, sustainable and innovative technology-based
exports.Information technology (IT) based capacity
building of EPB, service facilitation, digital security, social
equity and universal access and increasing productivity
in the export sector are essential in the current times.
The EPB is constantly working to coordinate the ICT to
meet the challenges of the 4th industrial revolution and
the transition of Bangladesh from LDC to enriching the
economy of Bangladesh, export growth, exploring new
markets, branding Bangladeshi products in international
markets. Information technology is playing an important
role in the expansion of business in export growth through
the coordination of modern technology of EPB.

Export Promotion Bureau's informative website (https://
epb.gov.bd/) is working tirelessly to bring citizen services
to people's doorsteps through regular updates. Various
types of application software, servers, information,
network and computer materials, innovation program
management, implementation of National Information
and Communication Technology Policy-2018, preparation
of export statistics and many other important activities
are being initiate by ICT cell.

Exporter Management System, Export Tracker, Export
Statistics, Receipt of service fees through pay-slips,
Promotional web site of EPB on market intelligence and
Application for distribution of export related booklets,
statistical books, various types of poster leaflets and
pamphlets through online application. Besides, CIP, export
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trophies and fair participating application services are
being accepted through online.

The Bureau's Action Plan has been formulated to meet the
challenges of the Fourth Industrial Revolution. Innovative
ideas implemented earlier, database of simplified and
digitized services prepared and necessary initiatives taken
to operationalize the services.

Textile division of Export Promotion Bureau provide
services to the apparel and other textile sector exporters
to avail Duty Free Quota Free (DFQF) market access from
the different countries of the world.

As part of this system
the following activities have been carried out by the textile
division during the financial year 2023-2024:

REX Registration number has been provided to 143
companies of textile sector.
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Compliance Monitoring Cell (CMC)

EPB is conducting training for garments workers/
employees on Production Planning,InventoryManagement,
Compliance Norms, Woven and Knit Machine Operation
under the Compliance Monitoring Cell (CMC) of EPB Under
this program, a total of 7840 people have been given 5
(five) days training in the financial year 2023-2024. This
training has been provided to 3510 people in 172 batches
through BGMEA and 4330 people in 117 batches through
BKMEA. Besides, 105 people have been trained in the
financial year 2023-2024 through a 6-month Professional
Graduation Diploma (PGD) course through BGMEA
University of Fashion and Technology (BUFTA) to enhance
the skills of mid-level managers/officers.

Export Promotion Bhaban
Construction Project

Export Promotion Bureau (EPB) received the allotment of
01 (one) acre plot (Plot: E-5/B) at Sher-E-Bangla Nagar
Administrative Area in Dhaka from the Ministry of Housing
and Public Works. An aesthetic building named “Export
Promotion Bhaban” is being constructed on the plot
with the Bureau's own funding. The estimated building
construction cost is TK 28205.62 lakhs (Two Hundred
and Eighty-Two crores Five Hundred and Sixty Two
Thousand) according to the RDPP (1st Revised) of Export
Promotion Bhaban Construction Project, and the project
will be implemented during the period of May 2022 - June
2026 through Export Promotion Bureau (EPB) and Public
Works Department.

The core objective of the Project is construction of 15
storied (including 03 basements) Export Promotion Bhaban
with modern facilities for the officers and employees of
Export Promotion Bureau.

The construction of Export Promotion Bhaban will create
immense facilities like (@) Own Head Quarter for EPB
officials, (b) Extend institutional capacity, (c) Free EPB from
rental expenses, (d) Generate income from rental services,
(e) Create infrastructure and facilities to provide training
and other services to the Exporters (f) Have a specific
place/conference hall for the bilateral/trilateral meeting
of Foreign Buyers and producers-exporters, (g) Facilitate
product and market creation promotional activities;
(h) It will play an instrumental role like, strengthen the
place of Bangladesh in world trade, expand the country’s
economic activities and increase export, expand product
market, product development and diversification, creating
