Marketing Activities

Customer Connections

The budgeted target for number of gas connections to be given during the financial year 2018-
19 was set at 20,357 nos. It is known to you that, number of domestic customers is the highest
among the different categories of customers and at present, we are not providing any more
domestic gas connections. Besides, due to scarcity of gas supply, 104 nos. of new gas
connections of different categories were provided up to 30th June, 2019 in limited manner.

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Disconnection & Reconnections

By publishing notices regularly in the National Dailies, the company is working for the awareness
building of the people about the disconnecting activities against defaulted customers and illegal
connections & the provision of punisnment of Gas Act, 2010. For disconnections of defaulting and
llegal usars, 18 nos. of special teams are working to realize default gas bills in KEGDCL franchise areas.
In case of unautherized use of gas by laying ilegal gas pipeline and taking illegal connections, the
company iakes steps by disconnecting the gas connection instantly and filing FIR against the
dishonest user/organization concemed. Company fakes drastic acfion against the employees,
involved in any ilegal gas connection or illegal laying of gas distribution line. KGDCL, with the help of
the executive Magistrate, law enforcing people and public representatives concerned, is also tarking
legal actfion against the unauthorized gas users, if they make any obstruction against disconnection
of llegal gas connections. The Company earned an amount of Tk. 10.14 crore as revenue from
unauthorized and unscrupulous customers. Statement of disconnections and reconnections in FY

Revenue and Financial Performances
At this stage, | would like to present before you the revenue and financial performance of the
company for your kind information and consideration.

Wheeling Charge

The Company paid a wheeling charge of Tk, 120.72 crore during the FY 2018-19 for transmission of
3,165.47 MMCM of gas to KGDCL franchise area through GTCL Transmission Pipelines. The expenditure
on this account in the preceding year was Tk. 33.62 crore.

Price Deficit Fund

A Price Deficit Fund (PDF) was created to cover the loss incurred by Petrobangla on account of
purchase of gas from IOCs at higher prices compared to the selling prices to the customers. Expense
amount fo pefrobangla for PDF was tk. 8.09 crore in this financial year. In the previous financial year
Wich was Tk 44.56 crore.

Gas Development Fund

Gas Development Fund was created on 1 August, 2009 to augment reserve/production of the
companies engaged in discovery and production of gas. Expense amount for this purpose was Tk.
134.83 crore during the fiscal year. In the previous financial year the amount was Tk. 95.31crore.
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Energy Security Fund

‘Energy Security Fund' was formed by BERC on 1 September 2015 on the basis of rescheduled gas
tariff which is 1.01 per MMCM fo meet consumers' interest. The amount of fund stood at Tk 175.34
crore in the FY 2018-19, which was Tk, 259.39 crore in the previous financial vear.

Support for Shortfall Fund

'*S.uppcn for Shortfall Fund' has been formed by BERC with effect from 1 March, 2017 to replenish the
revenue deficit of gas production, transmission and distribution. The expenditure on this account was Tk,
67.36 crore in the financial year 2018-19. In the previous financial year, the amount was Tk. 34.03 crore.

RPGCL LNG Operational Charge & Pefrobangla Charge

Considering the increasing demand of natural gas and uncertainity of new domestic source,
Govermnment started import LNG from 18 August, 2018. In this regard, an amount of Tk. 44.13 crore
against RPGCL LNG Operational charge and Tk. 14.78 crere against the charge of Petrobangla since
18 September 2018, determined by BERC, were paid fo meet the expenditure of LNG impori.

Company's Margin

Company's total gas selling during this FY stood at Tk 2,844.22 crore (Including Operational Income).
After deduction of Tk. 2,206.81 crore l.e. Tk 1,640.68 crore for gas purchase, Tk. 0.40 crore for BAPEX
margin, Tk 120.72 crore for wheeling charge, Tk.

Digitalization Activities

Web Based Software for marketing and Engineering Services Division

A custornized soffware is developed under the contract "Software Development, Training and
Consultancy Services", signed with ICT, BUET to bring the activities of Marketing and Engineering
Services Division of the Company under ERP (Enterprise Rescurce Planning) software. Customers
would be able to process new gas connections, reconnection, change of materials/load/meter,
enfry of meter reading and making of gas consumption report etc quickly through this software. To
entry the reading directly to the software, collecting from customer end through @ mobile apps. fo
pay deposit of the customer according to the order of BERC, to change the format of bill,
infroduction of new feature to online biling system and fo provide support service including making
the software more user friendly, a contract named "Up-gradation of KGDCL Marketing & Engineering
Services Division Software and Online Biling Software including 02 years support service”, was signed
with ICT Division of BUET and now it is at development stage.

Online Billing

Online gas billing system has been introduced to ensure easy and fast bill payment by all categories
of customer of KGDCL. All fypes of consumers, through different branches of 21 Banks and from any
part of the country, are being able fo pay bills online at any time. Collection of the gos bills from the
domestic customers, through different mobile financial service (surecash, telecash, mycash) and bill
pay system af Grameen phone, is confinued. Besides, APl Integration is under process to collect gas
bill through internet banking (debit card, credit card, visa/master card etc.) and "ekpay’ under a?2i
program.

e-file activities
To speed up the official works, company has infroduced e-file activities under a2i program and it is

expediting day by day.
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GIS-Based Digital Mapping of Gas Pipe Line Network and Installation

To develop the service delivery system of the consumers, as a pilof zone of gas pipeline network and
installation of KGDCL, digital mapping has already been completed for the city area. It has been
done by Center for Environment and Geographic Information Services (CEGIS), an enfity under the
Ministry of Water Resources. Digital mapping af rest of the areas will be started soon. On completion
of this work, it wil be possible to attend the operational and maintenance activities of gas network
and installation properly and promptly. Besides, it will be possible fo characterize the low pressure
zone with proper analysis of problems related to low pressure and it will also be easy to extend gas
pipeline network in the future to ensure quality customer service.

Ensuring information through website

In response to the commitment of the government to digitalize Bangladesh the company is
publishing it's activities through an website in order to improve customer service & easy access to
information. In this regard, website of KGDCL (www.kgdcl.gov.bd) has been developed in a new
format by .the help of a2 program and it has been linked with Nalional Portal
www.bangladesh.gov.bd). The site is structured to disseminate information about the company,
enlisted contractors, domestic and international tenders and application form of gas connection,
citizen-charter and ofher important communication, which help customer/intending firm to obfain
their required information.

Installation of Residential Prepaid Gas Meter

To install 60,000 modern technology based pre-paid meters for residential connections in Chaottogram
city, @ project of Tk. 246.56 crore, financed by the Government of Peoples Republic of Bangladesh,
Japan International Co-operation Agency (JICA) and KGDCL, has been taken to prevent misuse of
natural gas and effective use of natural gas. Under the project, instaliafion of 60,000 pre-paid gas
meters including miscellaneous works have already been completed within the timeline of The
project, 30 June 2019. Total expenditure to implement the project was Tk. 148.65 crore. and saving
was Tk. 97.91 crore. At present, customers are enjoying facility fo recharge their prepaid card through
10 (Ten) POS stations. As a result of installation of pre-paid meter, wastage of valuable nafural gas
would be reduced by 50% (appx). Due ta edvance payment system, complexity of bill payment and
collecting gas bill in advance would be resolved.

Improvement of the capacity of Gas Network

To make Bangladesh a middle income country by 2021 though industrialization, steps have been
taken by the Government to import Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) to mitigate the longstanding gas
supply crisis in the country. A project has been taken for the up-gradation of KGDCL gas distribution
network, estimating cost of Tk. 339.62 crore, by KGDCL own fund. Under this project, pipeline wil be
consfructed to receive imported LNG in KGDCL system and to supply gas to Mirasharai Economic
Ione, Chattogram. The approved time for the project was May 2017 to June 2019.

Installation & Commissioning of 3 HP-DRS (capacity 50 mmcfd each) and 4 IP-DRS (capacity
20 mmcfd each) of Chattogram City has been completed. At present, gas supply through
DRSs are continuing.

Installation & Commissioning of 1 CGS (capacity 200 mmcfd) and 2 HP-DRS (capacity 50
mmcfd each) of Mirsawrai Economic Zone has been completed.

Consfruction & Commissioning of 12.98 km. pipeline from Nasirabad to Solosahar & Kalurghat
to Bakulic, with 10inch diameter and 10 bar pressure has been completed.

. Construction & Commissioning of 22 km. pipeline from Anwara CGS to KAFCO-CUFL & upto
E Sikalbaha Thermal Power Plant with 16 inch diameter and 350 psig pressure has been
completed.

Construction & Commissioning of 14 km. pipeline from Baratakia to Mirsaral Economic Zone
(BEZA) with 16 inch diameter and 350 psig pressure has been completed.

-
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Operational Activities

Regular maintenance work is going on regularly for the distribution line and edjacent infrastructures in
the franchise area of KGDCL. In this FY, 717 nos. of maintenance work has been conducted in
different DRS and customer end. Land development and modification work of Nasirabad
(Polytechnic) IP DRS and Chandgaon IP DRS, due to lower ground level compared to side road, has
been completed. Repairing of the side wall including the gate of Boropole and Alangker IP DRS has
been completed. Replacement and modification work of new regulating run of bulk customer
KAFCO is completed. It makes management of maintenance work easier. In this FY, painting of 11
bulk customer CMS & 21 DRS completed. Besides, maintenance/security paper sealing work is going
on regularly in different Industrial/Commercial/Residential customer premises. Under the project
"Cannel re-excavation, expansion, madification and development of Chattogram City for reduction
of waterlogging" the following works has been completed by 34 Engineering Brigade Construction of
Bangladesh Army:

Gas pipeline of 8" [350 psi) of the Khandakia cannel of Brahmanhat in Madunaghat area has
been laid under proper depth.

14 bridges/culverts, situated over 8 canals in Chandgaon, Bohoddarhat, hajeerpool, Muradpur
ond Pahartoli area of the city, were repaired and reconsfructed & during the time of repairing
ond excavation, the distribution and feeder line of different diameter were temporarily
replaced/diverted, by removing from the canals.

Due to the alignment of the project " Construction of Sirgjuddulla Road fo Shah Amanat Bridge Link
Road (Bakolia Access Road|", which is now under the implementation of Chaftogram Development
Authority (CDA), customers of Achia Lane to Sayed Shah Road were affected. The company
constructed 2" diameter gas pipeline for those affected customers. Company's distiibution lines of

different diameters, inside the alignment of the ongoing Karnafuly Tunnel Construction Project, were
transferred and reploced in d safe place




Gas Transmission Pipeline

There are 149 km HP distribution and fransmission gas pipeline in the franchise area of the company. These
are 1¢", 20" & 24" diameter 57 km Chattogram ring main pipeline, 20" diameter 18 km Raujan Thermal
Power Station pipeline, 8" diameter 18 km KPM spur line & 10" diameter 56 km Semutang gas pipeline.

Reinstatement/Protection work is going on in different portion of the open part of Chattagram
ring main pipeline, Raujan Thermal Power Station pipeline and KPM spur line.

| 41 nos. of illegal installations, situated on the right-off-way of high pressure gas pipeline have
been evicted. To evict 27 nos. of ilegal installations, Chattegram District Administration has
faken necessary acfion fo issue eviclion notice.

Improvement and Maintenance of Cathodic Protection System

Gas is highly flammable substance which is supplied tfo different categories of customers through
MS pipeline. In case of any accident, occurred due to leakage caused by the comosion of
pipeline, it may damage the lives and properties huge number of people and also might hamper
public security. So for ensuring uninterrupted gas supply including public security, prevention of
corrosion of pipeline through Cathodic Protection System is technically very essential.

For this reason, to protect HP Ring Main pipeline of KGDCL, Ravjan Thermal Power Plant pipeline
and KPM Spuriine including Semutang pipeline & the distribution pipeline of different places from
corrosion, proper implementation, maintenance, monitoring and development works of
Cathodic Protection System are going on in company's pranchise area.

r By analyzing PSP (Pipe to Soil Potential) reading data of gas fransmission and distribution pipelines

: regularly, the Cathodic Protection System would be developed fo an allowable range through
fixing Magnesium Anode in risky area (if there is any) as per technical specification. Besides,
regular inspection is going on for 24 TEG based CP system situated in different places of gas
distribution network of KGDCL and due to necessary servicing and maintenance CP system is
working continuously. On the other hand, by identifying weak bed among the CP statlions,
establishment of new bed is under process. Besides, establishment of new CP stations, where ever
needed, is going on.

Respected Shareholders,

You are aware that, customers of the KGDCL franchise area had been experiencing a gas
supply crisis for a long time. The govemment has taken initiatives to import LNG to mitigate the
longstanding gas crisis. Imported gas has been added to the National Grid since 18 August, 2018.
Against the demand of 500 MMCFD of gas by the customers average 305 MMCFD of gas s
supplied from National Grid and Semutang gas field in the FY 2018-19.

To
distribute imported R-LNG according to the demand of existing and future customers and for the
up-gradation of distribution network in future, KGDCL planned to take following steps in phases:

4 Company has a target to supply gas @100 MMCFD to the Power Plant of PDB (which
would be newly made) from the existing line (with diameter of 20 inch) of Chattogram
Power Plant. Te connect with this 20 inch diameter line of Raujan, a plan has been taken
fo construct 12 km parallel line with a diameter of 24 inch & pressure 350 psig from
Fouzdarhat CGS to Chandgaon Zero point.

KGDCL
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4 To meet the future gas demand of Sitakund & Mirrersarai, there is a plan to construct a 60
km distribution pipeline with 20 inch diameter from Fouzdarhat to Baraiarhat, which will be
passed through the side of Dhaka-Chattogram Highway. It will connect the TBS, which
would be made by GTCL.

4 To meet the growing gas demand of Patia and Boalkhali, a DRS would be established with
a capacity of 30 MMCFD at Monsarfek and Juldha area through proper expansion of
pipeline of 350 psig pressure from Ring-Main line to Monsartek.

4 To provide gas to proposed 800 MW power plant of REB at Boalkhali area, an RMS along
with 20 inch diometer pipeline will be established from Ring-Main through Cold Tapping for
providing 50 MMCFD gas in the 1st phase.

4 To provide 100 MMCFD gas to 500 MW combined cycle power plant of United Enterprise &
Company Limited at Anwara and northern part of Kerean EPZ, proper DRS and RMS along
with 16 inch diameter & 350 psig line will be established from the existing 30 inch diometer
line of Shahmirpur.

4 To construct distribution pipeline from Moheskhali to Coxsbazar for the gas network
coverage of Moheskhali and Tourism City Coxsbazar,

4 To provide 40 MMCFD gas to the future industrial consumers of Aziznagar, Lohagara,
Satkania, Keranirhat aond adjacent areas. 1 TBS and 2 DRS including 60 km with 10 inch
diameter line will be set up from 30 inch diameter transmission line of GTCL.

4 Presently, 60,000 pre-paid meter has been installed in Chattogram City area under the
project "Natural Gas Efficiency Project [Installation of pre-paid gas meter for KGDCL]". To
reduce the system loss through effective supply & use of gas, through preventing misuse
of gas, used for domestic purpose and for sustcinable development of Bangladesh,
KGDCL is planning fo Install furthermore 2,00,000 pre-paid meter for the domestic

custamers.
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4 Company has bought a land of 28 katha for it's Main office building at GEC areaq,
adjacent to the road of CDA Avenue, in Chattogram. A construction adviser would be
appointed to construct a high-rise building there.

4 Digital map of total distribution network of the company will be made in phases.
