Meherpur is a small district of southwestern border
of Bangladesh. This district has about two thousand
years of ancient history and tradition. In particular,
the history of this district has been glorious because
of the role of Mujibnagar on the rise of Bangladesh
in the 1971 war of independence. On 17 April 1971,
at Baidyanathtala (presently Mujibnagar upazila),
Meherpur; the first government of Bangladesh was
sworn in as well as the Declaration of Independence
was read out, About 716.08 sq km area, this district
is located in 23°36" to 23°58' north latitudes and
from 88°33"' to 88°53' east longitude. The district is
north of Kushtia district and West Bengal (India),
south of Chuadanga and West Bengal (India),
Chuadanga and Kushtia districts on the east, West
Bengal (India) on the west. During British rule,
Meherpur district was included in the undivided
Madia district. In the beginning of the sixteenth
century, Meherpur town was established and in
1960 it was included in the municipality. Meherpur
subdivision was turned into a district in 1984, In
1984, Meherpur was given the status of a separate
district by separating from Kushtia.
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The area which is presently formed by Meherpur
district is an ancient settlement. This township was
present in all the stages of history. Considering the
geography of the region, its geographical condition
and location, Meherpur was established as an
ancient township. So far, two preeminent informa-
tion about the name of Meherpur is known. One
was that Meherpur was named after the name of a
Saint Meher Ali, in 16th century or late. Renowned
writer Mihir and his own daughter-in-law Khona
lived in this area on the bank of the river Bhairab. It
is assumed that Mihirpur was named after his name
at first and later it was named Meherpur. On 24
February 1984, Meherpur became the full district.
On 24 February 2000, Meherpur Sadar Upazila was
divided into Mujibnagar upazila.

Considering the history and heritage of the district, the overall action plan and the implementation
of exhibiting the distinction of a district by involving all the people of the district is

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Background of District Branding .

Beginning from ancient times, different structures have been established in Meherpur. These are
the Mujibnagar Memorials and Mujibnagar Amrakanon. Before the liberation war, the first
government of Bangladesh took oath in the Amrakanon of Meherpur Sadar Police Station (now
Mujibnagar thana) at Baidyanathtala. Bhawanandpur temple is one of the archaeological patterns
of Meherpur district. This ancient temple is located in Bhawanandpur village. Amjhupi Nilkuthi has
long history of indigo cultivation and indigo planters. There are also Nilkuthi of Bhatpara, Dargah of
Sheikh Farid, Siddheswari Kali Mandir, Meherpur Municipal Cemetery and Meherpur Shahid
Mernorial Museum. A memorial has been constructed beside the Meherpur Municipal Cemetery
in memory of the valiant freedom fighters and those who were brutally killed by the Pakistani Army
in 1971. Numerous historical monuments have enriched Meherpur district. It is possible to present
this district in national and international sphere with effective branding by considering the
geographical features, natural beauty, historical background, heritage and culture of Meherpur
district.
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Description of Branding Logo & Tagline

The logo of Meherpur district has been fixed as part of district branding by keeping the main focus
of Mujibnagar in memory of the great war of liberation. Tagline "Mujibnagar Ekattor, The glory of
enlightened Meherpur". It is to be noted that on 17 April 1971, the first government of
Bangladesh was sworn in and the declaration of independence was read out at Baidyanathtala
Amrakanon (now Mujibnagar) in Meherpur.

Mujibnagar Memorial has been found in the logo. Mujibnagar Memorial symbolizes the
independence and sacrifice of the Bangalee people. 23 pillars of memorials symbolize the
independent movement and struggle of Bangalee for freedom against Pakistani exploitation and
torture from 1948 to 1971, The country's first government swearing-in has been identified by red
rectangle. In order to ascend the monument, 11 stairs are meant to be divided into 11 different
sectors of the liberation war. The rising sun of the logo has been meant the independence of
Bangladesh achieved by sacrificing valorous martyrs in a sanguinary liberation war.

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Amjhupi Nilkuthi is located about six kilometers east of Meherpur town. This kuthi is situated in a beautiful
natural environment near the bank of the Kajla river in Dokkhinpara of Amjhupi village. On 13th May 1978,
Amjhupi Nilkuthi was considered as a tourist center by the Khulna Development Authority. There has been
a belief that, this kuthi was the last meeting place of Mir Jafar and the conspirators with Robert Clive, and
that's why not only Nawab Siraj-ud-Daula’s fate was turnover but also Bengalis lost their freedom.
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Nilkuthi was established at several places in Meherpur between 1818 and 1820. Among them,
Bhatpara Nilkuthi of Gangni is one of the most famous. Bhatpara Nilkuthi is situated on 33 acres of
land on the banks of the Kajla river. The two-storeyed building, with its entertainiment rcom and
sleeping room, is still standing.

Another notable tourist spot of Meherpur is Swami Nigamananda Ashram. Nigamananda Saraswati,
the great reformer of Hinduism, was born in the village of Radha Gobindapur in 1880. Influenced by the
philosophy of Sri Chaitanya and Shankar he established a new creed. Though Swami Nigamananda
was a family person, he was a saint and had a great love for mankind. In the 18th century, Raja Gowala
Chowdhury established Atchala Shivamandir (Eight sheded temple) in Meherpur town. The temple is
currently serving as a Saraswati Ashram inspired by the ideology of Swami Nigamananda.
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Balaram Hari Tomb, Malopara, Meherpur
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Balaram Hari a spiritual saint was born in late
18th century at Malopara area in Meherpur City.
He established a creed named 'Upas’, whose
followers were known as the Balrami community.
These religions originated and developed during
the late 18th or early 19th century, Balaram Hari
died in 1850 at the age of 65. He was buried after
his death. Meherpur's zamindar Jlivan Mukherjee
donated 35 decimal of the land to save the
memory of this saint. Balaram Hari’s Tomb was
built on this land.
