In some cases. a she
goat gives 3-4 kids at a time. Their
leather is of high quality and famous
waorldwide.
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Benefits of Rearing Black Bengal Goats

= Being small in size, they need comparatively a small amount of food.

* They need a smaller area for living than other pasturing animals.

+ For commercial rearing, people need small amount of capital which 15 within their reach.
* They are less vulnerable to diseases than other pasturing animals,

* They are fairly quick breeding.

= A she goat breeds twice a year and 3/4 kids on each occasion.

* Their meat, milk and leather have a great demand home and abroad.

+ Their milk has a great demand in Bangladesh as it prevents asthma and tuberculosis,

= Cioat hair is used to produce fur of high quality.
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Nature of Goat Shed

Though there are different types of sheds for goat rearing, normally two types of sheds are seen
much.
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Sheds Built on Ground

Floor of this type of sheds may be earthen or concrete. Normally farmers (agricultural workers) keep
goats in this type of sheds. In these sheds, dry straw should be spread on the floor and the shed must
be kept dry.
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House Made on Scaffolds

This type of houses are set on 3-4 feet in height pole supports. The floor of the houses are made of
either wood or bamboo shces. This type of houses are health friendly and easy to clean. The two
kinds of houses are usually built as single roofed, two roofed or four roofed. The size of the houses
can be big or small according to the number of goats.
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Black Bengal Goat in Rural Development

Groat rearing 15 one of the main eamming sources of the poor people. Goats are reared more or less in
almost all the districts of the countrv. However, Chuadanga, Jhenaidah, Kushtia and Meherpur are
suitable for Black Bengal goat rearing. Among these four districts, Chuadanga stands highest in
respect of Black Bengal Goat rearing. Black Bengal has created employment opportunity especially
in the rural areas among the poor women. Differemt Government and Non-Government
organizations are imparting training and motivating people and giving loans to them to cultivate
goats of this species. It 15 thought that cultivation of Black Bengal Goat will contribute alleviating
poverty, creating employment opportunity and by all these will play an assisting role in increasing
income-generating activities.

If anyone thinks of raising goats for business purpose, he can take it for granted that Black Bengal
Goats are the most profit giving, Meat of this goat has a great demand. By cultivating these goats in
the modern system. many have seen happy days in their lives. Bangladesh has got a mentionable
success in Black Bengal Goat Raising Technology. An NGO named “Web Foundation™ got success
in alleviating poverty and reducing death rate of goats under a project named “Lift” in 2008. Here
they took assistance from “Palli Karmo Shohayok Foundation™ (PKSF).
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Role in the Economy of the Country

Bangladesh 1s called the third largest storehouse of goats and we get about one lakh and a quarter
tons of meat from Black Bengal Goat. This amount is about 25% of the total meat. This goat is as
quick in breeding as in growth. On comparison, it 1s found that the meat of this goat 1s more tasty
than that of other goats. This is the reason why this meat has got a great demand in the world
market. The leather of this goat is of so high quality that the big companies use it in producing their
leather items. The importance of Black Bengal Goat 1s immense in our natonal economy. Masai
goat of Africa, Jamuna Pan goat of India and Chinese goats give meat and milk 40 to 60 percent
more than the Black Bengal Goats. But kids of those three kinds of goats die immediately after their
birth. On the other hand. the death rate among Black Bengal Goats is 5 to 10 percent. Not only that,
their breeding rate is much higher. Therefore, the scientists, after a comprehensive assessment of
productivity, have declared this species as the best one. On reaching three years after the
commencement of a farm, these goats come to the position of being sold. For these reasons, raising
Black Bengal Goats has become out and out an industry. In the year 2017, before the Muslim
festival of Eidul Adha, the number of slaughterable Black Bengal Goats was 1.71,134. Among them
109,177 were used in the district of Chuadanga and the remaining 61957 ones were supplied to
different other districts.

As camel is called the ship of desert so is Black Bengal Goat termed as the “Cow™ of the poor, If
different institutions come forward with their service of loan on easy terms, help in developing
mfrastructure, proper tramning, creating markets etc. the farmers will not face any loss. If the
government pays proper heed to and puts importance on raising Black Bengal Goats, people of
every village in every district will be interested in making farms of these goats. As a result of it,
deficiency in food and nutrition will be met up. If proper medical care, right use of labour, cleanli-
ness of farms. sustaining the level of nutrition, creating suitable market are ensured. raising Black
Bengal Goat may open a new horizon of potentiality.

Carew and Company
(Bangladesh) Lud. was established
under  private  entreprencur in
1938. At that time a sugar factory,
a distillery unit and a drug factory
started under it After
independence, Government of
Bangladesh declared this institute
as state-owned institute. This
large scale industrial complex
comprises of sugar mill, distillery
water, commercial farm  and
organic fertilizer, Land arca of this
is 3572 acre. whose 2450 acre is
agricultural land Here the main
product is sugar produced from
sugarcane. But after producing
sugar from sugarcane a by product
is found, from which various
products are produced. Among the
produced goods from by products,
domestic and foreign wine,
vinggar, spirit and  organic
fertilizer are noteworthy, Here
‘Foreign liquor™ or *Foreign Wine’
of mine brands of best quality 1s
produced.
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Aatkobor

One troupe of freedom fighters led by guerilla
commander Hafizur Rahman took position in
bordering Joypur Shelter Camp of Damurhuda
on 3 August 1971. In the mean ome, Kubad
khan, an agent of Muslim league of Pakistan
made a planned trap of cheating. He informed
the freedom fighters of Joypur camp that the
Razakars had cut ripe paddy from Natudah.
Jagannathpur and 1its swrounding areas. The
team of freedom fighters became divided into
two groups to give good lesson to the razakars
and the Pak army on 5 August. But the Pak
army of natudah camp surrounded them
plannedly and from their war started. Many of
them became trapped and eight freedom
fighters were killed. A few of them became
able to flee being wounded. In fact, many
soldiers of the Pak army became wounded in
this front war. The Pak Army ordered the
razakers to bury the eight martyred fighters in
two holes side by side. Later, it was named
after Aatkobor. Eight martvred freedom
fighters are: Hasan Zaman, Gokulkhali,
Chuadanga. Khaled Saifuddin Tarek, Poradah,
Kushtia.  Rawshan Alam, Alamdanga,
Chuadanfa. Alaul Islam Khokon, Chuadanga
sadar. Abul Kashem, Chuadanga sadar. Robiul
Islam, Mominpur, Chuadnga. Kiyamuddin,
Alamdanga. Afaz Uddin  Chandrabas,
Damurhuda.
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Alamdanga Mass Killing Site

Alamdanga mass killing site reminds the terrible days of 1971 to the inhabitants of Alamdanga of
Chuadanga. At that ume, hundreds of freedom loving youths, women and men were killed alter
torture letting them get down from the train near to the Lal Bridge of railway in Alamdanga. Mass
killing site has been built in that place. This site has been built with sculptures bearing various
images of torture of 1971. Mass killing site of 1971 near to the Lal Bridge of Alamdanga Upazilla

in Chuadanga is a silent witness to the independence loving people of this region.
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Darshana Railway Station

‘Darshana’ is a border railway station of Bangladesh, It 15 situated at Damurhuda Upazila in the
district of Chuadanga. It is a railway transit point and border check point on the border between
India and Bangladesh. Darshana station started in 1871 when the Kolkata — Goalando railway
was made. The Maitree (Friendship) express train goes through this station.
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Thousand-door School

About 200 years back Natudah Secondary School was a Zamindar estate of Sree Chandra Paul
Chowdhury, This institution situated about 28 km away in west from Damurhuda upazila of
Chuadanga district and stands still as a hundred-year ancient heritage. Foundation of this educational
institution was laid in 1906 and it was determined to build a 1000-door educational institution. This
building is an immortal work built with lime-stack by experienced craftsmanship. Nafar Chandra
Paul is briefly engraved in every brick. Mr, Zamindar named after the institution Sree Radharani
institution according to his wife’s name to keep his beloved wife’s memory. This institution got its
first recognition under Kolkata Education Board in 1909 Amount of land of this school is 9 acre 12
decimal. A pond like a picture painted on canvass 1§ on the west, a mango orchard surrounded with
beautiful shadow is on the east and a broad and plain playground is in front of the school. These have
areatly enhanced the beauty of the school. This hundred-year old traditional school is a bearer of
immortal achievement.
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Veterinary
Training Institute

The first veterinary medical training institute (VT1) of this Country is
sitnated at Kumari in Alamdanga upazila of Chuadanga district. This
veterinary Training institute was established on 104 acre land of
Zamindar Shalendranath Saha m 1978, At that time 300 seated
auditorium, 5 rooms mstitute, one motor garage. 5 rooms veterinary
hospital, 3 storeyed building of 23 rooms, 2 storeyed 2 students’ mess of
16 rooms and a mosque were built spending 2 crore 8 lakh taka funded by
Danida Government.
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Thakurpur
Jaame Masjid

Thakurpur Village is situated 2 kms away
from Chuadanga town. That enormous 3
domed mosque 1s situated i Thakur Pur.
Afu Shah was one of the great people who
spread the light of Islam in this area in
different eras. It cannot exactly be said
when Afu Shah came in this locality. Tt is
most probably 1698 when he came by the
rivers Mathabhanga and Nabaganga and
anchored here. He put down his articles in
the then Thakurpur (present Pirganj) and
made his working place (‘astana’). It is
said that, by wvirtue of his miraculous
power, the mosque was built overnight,
Keeping the main structure intact, the
mosque has been reconstructed. In this
very mosque ‘[saale Swab’ and "Halgaa-e-
Jikr’ (religious rituals) are arranged.
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You will lose yourself in a different kind of feelings while you will go upstairs of
the office of the DC of Chuadanga. At the very beginning, you will see some pictures of our pride,

pictures of Bangladesh Cricket. Then there are some pictures of lost children’s sports. These pictures will
revive vour childhood memories mn a twinkhing. If you go to the first floor, turn right a bit,

on the left side, you will see some pictures of our historical and glorious liberation war.
