JOINING INSTRUCTION - MILITARY ORIENTATION TRAINING OF BANGLADESH CIVIL
SERVICE (BCS) AND BANGLADESH JUDICIAL SERVICE (BJS) OFFICERS-85

D. Army Headquarters Training Instruction - 1/2026 (Not to all).

1 General. Military Orientation Training for BCS and BJS Officers-85 will be conducted
from 05 April to 14 May 2026 by Bangladesh Army. This training aims to impart knowledge on
Bangladesh Armed Forces to develop a smooth working relationship between civil and military
administration both in peace and war. The training focus is, therefore, to familiarize the BCS
and BJS officers with the roles, capabilities and functions of Bangladesh Armed Forces,
particularly Bangladesh Army and its formations/units/ establishments under different
circumstances.

2. Aim. The aim of this instruction is to provide guidelines for selected BCS, BJS officers
and concerned Headquarters for smooth conduct of the training.

3. Scope of the Course.

a. The course will provide elementary knowledge on the following subjects:

(1)  Tactics.

(2)  Weapon Training.

(3) Map Reading.

(4)  Military Organization and Function.
(5) Military Command and Leadership.

b. It will also give a general idea about military life and other aspects as under:

(1)  Customs of Service.

(2)  Civil-Military Relationship.
(3) Military Administration.
(4) Internal Security Duty.

4. Participants.  Approximately 80 x BCS and BJS officers will join in Military Orientation
Training. A list of participants will be forwarded after receiving it from the concerned ministry. )

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Mode of Conduct of the Training and other Essential Details.

Phases of Training. The training will be conducted in three phases as under:

(1) Phase-l: Orientation with 24 Infantry Division from 05 to 09 April 2026.
Subjected training will be organized by Headquarters 24 Infantry Division at
Chattogram Cantonment. The training programme will include orientation with
Operation Uttaran, visit to Chattogram Port, Naval and Air Bases etcetera.

(2)  Phase-ll: Training Organized in Field Formations from 12 April to 07
May 2026. Trainee Officers will be divided into two groups and will be attached
with Headquarters 9 Infantry Division at Savar Cantonment and Headquarters
66 Infantry Division at Rangpur Cantonment for undergoing training on subjects
mentioned at Paragraph 3.

(3) Phase-lll: General Orientation with Bangladesh Armed Forces from 10
to 14 May 2026. General orientation with Bangladesh Armed Forces will be
organized by Headquarters 46 Independent Infantry Brigade at Dhaka
Cantonment under the supervision of this Directorate. The orientation programme
will include presentations on Armed Forces and visits to various institutions. At the
end of the training, trainees will be awarded with certificates under arrangement of
Headquarters 46 Independent Infantry Brigade.

Detail Instructions. Concerned formation will issue detailed instructions to

ensure the smooth conduct of the respective phases. The programme of events is to be
forwarded to Military Training Directorate by 01 April 2026 by respective formation.

Training Programme.

(1) A training programme for Phase-lll (Dhaka) will be forwarded to all
concerned separately. Headquarters 46 Independent Infantry Brigade to
arrange the venue and coordinate with concerned authorities about the conduct of
classes, presentations and visits.

(2)  Training programmes for Phase-l and Il will be issued by respective
formations as per Reference A.

Accommodation and Belongings. Accommodation of the trainees for Phase |

will be arranged by Headquarters 24 Infantry Division, Chattogram. Besides,
accommodation during Phase Il and Il will be arranged by the respective formations.
The trainees are to carry the following items as appended below:

e. Forbidden Items. Trainee officers are advised not to carry the following items
along with them:

(1) Large size electronic equipment.

(2)  Any type of firearms or ammunition.

(3)  Wine/spirit.

(4)  Valuable articles/jewellery.

(5)  Any pet.

(6)  Personal transport.

(7) Personal servant.

(8) Any forbidden items as per the law of Bangladesh.

f. Recreational Facilities. Respective formations will arrange recreational
facilities at their end. However, endeavour may be taken to facilitate use of following
facilities:

(1)  Swimming pool.

(2) Gymnasium, Indoor games and sports (lawn tennis, squash, volleyball
etcetera).

(3) Library, Computer club, Canteen and Golf course etcetera.

g. Discipline.  All the trainee officers are expected to display a high degree of
discipline during the whole period of training.

h. Submission of Documents. All trainees are requested to submit the
following documents to the authority on 04 April 2026 during the time of joining:

(1) 01 x copy of release order from the respective place of work.

(2) 04 x copies of photograph (03 x copies of 4.5x4.5 cm and 01 x copy of
stamp size).

(3) 03 x copies of bio-data as per the format attached at Annex A to this
instruction.

(4) A medical fitness certificate from any government hospital (Certified by a
government medical officer) in which ‘Fit to Undergo the Military Orientation
Training’ should be clearly stated.

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J- Miscellaneous.

(1) Medical Support. Normal medical treatment facilities will be provided to
the trainees under formation arrangement.

(2)  Visitors. Visitors to the trainees are discouraged during the entire period
of training.

(3) Batman. Batman will be provided under formation arrangement on
payment.

(4)  Salary. The Ministry of Public Administration or the trainee himself/herself
will be responsible for the monthly salary.

(5) Leave. No leave will be admissible during training except in an extreme
emergency. However, weekends may be sanctioned.

(6) ID Cards. Temporary ID cards to be issued to trainee officers by
Headquarters 24 Infantry Division which is to be collected by Headquarters 46
Independent Infantry Brigade from individuals after termination of the training.
