3. Application for licence-~—{1} An apliication for a licence under section
52 m order to produce and publish 2 manstation of a iterary or dramatic work a
any lanpuage in Bangladesh or a tangrage ordaninly used m Bangladesh shall be
made o the Board in triplicate in Form-4 and shali be accompanied by the fec
prescribed in the Second Schedule,

(2) Every such apphication shall be made in respect of one weork only. for
translation of thar work tnto one language only,
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{3) The Board shall, as soon as possible, cause a notice 10 be published in
the official Gazette and also, if it thinks 1, in one or two newspapers for
information of the concerned persons and shall send a copy of the notice to the
owner of the copyright.

(4) Every such notice issucd under sub-section (3) shall contain the
following particulars, nemely:—

(a) the date of the application;
ib)  the name, address and nationality of the applicant;
{¢) the particulars of the work which is 1o be translated;
(d) the date and country of the first publication of the work;
(e} the name, address and nationality of the owner of the copyright;
(1) the language in which the work 1s to be ranslated; and
2} the registration number of the work in the Register, if any.

9. Consideration of the applieation—(1) The Board shall consider the
application alter the expiry of not less than 120 (one hundred and twenty) davs

from the date of the publication of the notice in the official Gazetie under scction
8(3).

(23 The Board shall give an opportunity to the applicant and also, wherever
practicable, to any person claiming any interest in the copyright of the work, to
be heard and may take such evidence in respect of the application as it thinks fit.

{(3) If more than one application for translation of the work n the same
language is pending before the Board at the expiry ol 120 (one hundred and
twenty) days after publication of the notice in the official Gazette, all such
applications shall be considered together.

(4) 1F the Board is satisfied that the licence for a translation of the work in
the language applicd for may be granted to the application, or, il there are more
application than one, 1o such one of the applicants as in the opinion of the Board,
would best serve the interest of the gencral public, it may direct the Registrar to
granl a licence in Form-7.
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{5) Every such licence shall be given subjeet to, the condition provided in
the section 52(6)a) of the Act relating to the payment of royaltics and hall

specily.—

{a) the period within which the translation shall be produced and
published;

(b) the language in which the translation shall be produced and

publishexl;

{¢) the rale at which royalties in respect of the copics ol the translation
ol the work sold 1o the public shall be paid 1o the owner of the
copyright in the work; and

{d) the name of the person or persons to whom such rovalties shall be
87, payable.

(6) The grant of every such licence shall, as soon as possible, be notified in
the oflicial Gazette and in the newspapers, if any, which the notice under sub-
rule (4) was published and other parties shall be informed about the grant of the

licence,

10. Manner of determining rovaltick—The Board shall determune the
royaliies payable to the owner of the copyright under sub-section (6)(a) of section
52 aller considenng the following matters:—

{a) the retail price of every copy ol the translation ol the work;

{b) the prevailing standards of royaltics in regard to ranslauon of
work; and

{¢) such other matters as may be considered relevant by the Board,

11. Extension of the period of licemece—The Board may. on the
application of the licensce. and after i1ssuing appropriale notice to the owner of
the copyright, if it is satisfied that the licensce was, [or suificient reasons, unablc
to produce and publish the translation within the tume specified in the licence,
extend such period.
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12. Cancellation of licence—Ihe Board may, after giving the licenses an
opponunity of being heard, cancel the licence, on any of the following grounds,

namely:—

(a1)

the licensee failed to produce and publish the translation within the
time specified in the licence or within the time extended on the
application ol the licensee;

the licensee obtained the licence by fraud or misrcpresentation of
any essentinl [net,

the licensee contravened any of the terms and conditions of the
licence.

CHAPTER-4
MAKING OF RECORDS

13. Making of records—(1) Any person miending to make records shall

give notice of such intention 1o the owner ol the copyright and 10 the Board not
less than 60 (sixty) days belore making of such records and shall pay to the
owner of the copyright, the amount of the royalties due in respect of all such

records 1o be made at the rate fixed by the Board in this behall.

(2) The notice under sub-section (1) shall comtain the [ollowing

information, namely—

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CHAPTER-5
COPYRIGHT SOCIETIES
14. Registration of Copyright Socictics—(1) To fonmn a copyright Society
carrying on business of issuing or granting licence for any class of works
protected by copyright under section 41 of the Copynight Act, 2000, an
associalion of persons comprising three or more copyright owners may file with

the Registrar of Copyright an application in Form-8, signed by all members of

the Governing Body.

{2} The following nccessary documents have 1o be anncxed with the

application:—
() a copy of the Memorandum and Articles of Association;

(b) the consent in writing of the individuals named in the application to
act as members of the Governing Body, and

() adeclaration containing the objective of the applicant.
{3) The nccessary conditions for registration are as follows——

{(a) an applicant should have professional competence 10 carry on the
busincss with sufficient funds to manage ils affairs:

(b) the applicants should be bona lide copynight owners and they have
to sign willingly on the application;

(¢) there cxisls no other socicty in the country registered under the Act

for administering the same class of the work:
(d) the application should be complete in all respects;

{4) The Registrar of Copyrights. after receiving the application, shall submit
the same to Government and the Government may within 3 (three) months from
the date of receipt by the Registrar either register or reject the same in the light of
the conditions under sub-scction (3).
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(5} Alter the permission accorded by the Gavernmient under sub-section (4),
the Registrar ol Copyright shall issue a Cenificatc of Registrition in From-9
under his own hand and scal and then the society will be entitled to commence

und carry on busincss in the name by which it has been registercd.

15. Authorization of rights—A Copyright Society shall accept from an
owner of rights or right or lis duly authorized agent, exclusive awthorization to
administer any right, il such owner or such agent cnters into an agreement in
writing with the copyright socicty, specilving the right to he administered,
duration ol such right and quantum of fees agreed and the frequency av which
fees shall be paid by the the Copyright Socicty in accordance with its Schedule to

Tarift amd Distribution,

L6, Withdrawal ol agthorization of rights.—Uhe owner of copyright shall.
withoul prejudice to the right under the agreement and subject to the conditions
ol prior notice ol one vear, be frec 1o withdraw such authorization in case the

Copyright Socicly fails to fullil its commitments laid down in the agreciment.

17. Conditions for issuing licence, collecting fees and distribution of
such fecs~——(1) A Copyright Socicly may issuc licences and collect fees in
accordance with its scheme of tarill in relation to only such works as it has been

authorized to administer and for the period for which its has been so authorized.

(2) The distribution of fees collected shall be subject to a deduction not
exceeding 20% of the collection on account of administrative expenses incurred

by the copyright socicly.

18. Records to be maintained by a Copyright Socicty —Livery Copyright
Socicty shall mamtain the following Registers at s repistered office or

admmistrative ofhicer:

(a) a "Register ol Owners™ wherein it will contain the names of owners
ol nghts, thewr addresses, the nature ol right authorized 1o the
socicly, date of publication of the work on which the Copyright

Society became entitled to and the duration of the such righis;
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{(b) a "Register of Agreement” whercin it will comain a copy of every
apgrecment between the owner and the society;

(c) o "Register of Fees” wherein it will contain particulars of fces
mentioning the names of the persons or organizations from whom
the fees have been realized, the amount so realized and the date of

realization:

(d) a"Moncy Disbursement Register ™ wherein it will contain details of
disbursement mentioning the names of the owners, nature of his
copyright and the date and the amount of disbursements made to
him.

19, Accounts and audits.—{1) livery Copyright Socicty shall maintain
proper accounts of the fees and royalties collected in the financial year, paymen]
made out of such collection to the owners of rights and other expenditure
incurred for meeting administrative expenses and related matters with the
approval of the owners of the nghts.

(2) Bvery Copyright Society shall get its accounts audited by a Chartered
Accountant.

20. Annual general mecting—(1) BEvery Copyright Society shall in each
wvear at its registered or administrative office, through a meeting in accordance
with the rules, hold a general mecting of the owners ol rights 10 be called the
Annual General meeting.

(2) The documents to be placed before the AGM are:

(a) an up-to-date hist of owner of rights and addresses recorded in the
register of copyrights;

(b) the tariff scheme;
(¢) the distribution scheme;

(d) the audited accounts of the previous years:
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(¢) . a statement approved by the Government conmtaining o full
description of activities ol the previous yvears; and

() adetailed budget estimate for the next year

21. Return to be filed by the Society with the Registrar—very
Copyright Socicty shall file a Return called the Annual Return with the Registrar
of Copyrights within 3 (three) months from the conclusion of each gencral
mecting setting out the details, namely

(a) the date of the annual general mecting of the owners who attended
the meeting in person or by proxy and the minutes of such meeting;

(b)) the up-to-date list of owners of rights, their names und addresses:
(c) the audited accounts of the society;

(d) thetarill scheme;

(c) the distribution scheme; and

() a statement approved by the Government on all activilics done
during the year in relation to rights of owners.

22. Tarviff and distribution schemes—Aflcer 3 (three) months from the
date on which a socicty has become entitled to commence business of copyright,
it shall frame a scheme of tariiT 1o be called TarifT Scheme setting out the nature
and quantum of fees or royalties which it proposes to colleet in respect of such
copyrights or other rights administered by il and also seiting out the procedure
for collection and distribution of fees or royaltics specified in the Tarifl schemes
among the owners.

23. Mecting of Copyright Society—~{(1) Aficr the Tarill Scheme and
Dhstribution Scheme have been prepared, the Copyright Society of the owners of
rights shall call a gencral meeting to approve the same.
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(1) Motice shall be given too each owner of such rights with at least 21
(twenty-one) days ahcad of the mecting along with a copy of tanll and
distribution scheme. The notice shall specify that any owner of rnghis who
objects to the tarifl scheme or distribution scheme shall be emitled 1o withdraw
the authorization given to the Copyright Society to administer any right in his

work.

(3} The Copynghl Socicty shall keep a record of the owners of right who
have given the approval and those who have objected about the matters recorded

under sub-section {2).

(4) The approval of the owners of copyrights [or the scheme shall be made

with the consent of a majority of owners present in person.
(5} The quorum for the meeting shall be one-third of the members.

(6) The Copyright Socicty shall nol be able to amend any approved tariff
scheme or distribution scheme except with the consent of the owners oblained at

i subsequent general meeting called for the purpose,

24. Procedurce of inguiry.—{1) If the Government, on a complamt by the
Registrar of Copyrights or any owner of copyright, has reason to  bolieve that a
Copyright Sociely is being managed detrimental to the interests of the owners af
rights concerned, it may make inquiry 1o cancel or suspend the regstration of the

socicty under the rules, namely—

(a) the Government shall provide a copy of the complainis to the
society and require the socicty to submit within such time as may
be specified by the Government a written statement of its defence
and te state whether it desires to be heard:

{h) if the Government, aficr considering the statement under clause {a),
feels that o prima facie cgse is established, it shall order an inquiry
into the allegations and appoint an Inguiry Officer not below the
rank of Deputy Secretary 1o the Government:
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(c) for the sake of conducting an inquiry, the Government may appoint,
an officer the Comptroller and Auditor General of Bangladesh to

assist the Inquiry Officer appointed under clause (b);

(d) the concerned Copyright Society shall render all assistance and

shall make available all documents as required.

(2) If, according to the findings of Inquiry Officer, complaints against the
society arc found to be truc or the society fails to cooperate with the Inquiry

Officer, the Government shall cancel the registration of the society.

25. Suspension of registration and appointment of administrator—(1)
If, pending inquiry under article 24, the Government is of the opinion that in the
interest of the owner of rights concerned it is necessary to do so, it may, by order,
suspend the registration of the society for a period not exceeding 6 (six) months
as may be specified in the order and shall appoint an administrator to dischargc

the functions of the socicty.

(2) After the appointment of the administration under sub-rule (1), all
powers of the society shall vest in him and all other representative bodies or

committees of the society other than the General Body shall stand dissolved.

(3) The administrator shall within 6 (six) months before expiry of the period
of suspension, arrange clection for reconstructing the dissolved bodies, failing
which the bodies so suspended shall stand revived at the end of period of

suspension for their remaining term excluding the period of suspension.

26. Cancellation of registration—The registration of a society may be

cancelled by the Government, ifF—

(a) any of the particulars furnished in the application for registration is
at any time found to be untrue or incorrect and misleading in any

manner;
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(b)  after holding an inguiry by an officer providing an opportunity of’
being heard, Government is satisfied that the society is being
managed in a manner detrimemal to the interest of the owners of

the nights concerned;
(¢) the society persistently [ails to get its accounts audited;

(d) the socicty utilizes its fund for purposes other than copyright

business,

CHAPTER-6
RELINQUISHMENT OF COPYRIGII'T

- 27. Nofice of relinquishment—I'he owner of the copyright in a work
desiring to relinguish all or any of the rights comprised in the copyright shall give

notice 1o the Registrar in Form-3.,

CHAPTER-7

IMPORTATION OF INFRINGING COPIES

28. Importation of infringing copies.—(1) For the purpose of sub-section
(1) of section 74, every application shall be made to the Registrar in Form-6 and

shall be accompanied by the fee specified in the Second Schedule wath money

reccipt.

(2) If any application 15 made under sub-rule (1), the Registrar or any
person authorized by him in this behalf shall take action under sub-section (2)

and (3) of section 74 and act in collaboration with customs authorities.
