SRO No. 130-Law/2001—For the purpose of providing legal aid to the litigants who

are incapable of secking justice due to financial insolvency. destitution, helplessness and

for various socio-economic conditions, the following policies are herecby made by the

National Legal Aid Services Organization under the provision of section 7(a) of Legal
Aid Services Act, 2000 (Act No. VI of 2000), namely :—

1. Short title—These policies may be called the Legal Aid Services Policies, 2001.

2. The eligibility for receiving legal aid—Among others the following individuals

shall be considered to be eligible for receiving legal aid, namely :—

an individual receiving old age allowance;

a distressed mother holding a VGD card;

an insolvent widow. a woman abandoned by husband and a distressed
woman; :

a disabled person, unable to earn and destitute;

a person unable to protect his/her right in court or to defend him/hersell
due to financial insolvency;

a person detained without trial and unable to take proper steps in sclf
defence due to financial insolvency:

a person considered by the court as financially helpless and insolvent:
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(I)  a person recommended or considered by the Jail Authority as financially

helpless and insolvent;

(m) the person who is identified from time to time by the Organization as
financially insolvent, destitute and suffered losses due to various socio-
economic and natural calamities for the purposes of the Legal Aid

Services Act. 2000, and unable to conduct a case to protect his right.

Explanation—For the purpose of these policies. “insolvent or financially insolvent
person” means the person whose annual average income is not above Taka ![30,000
(thirty thousand)].
