Despite
numerous difficult challenges, the competition has followed a path of development and has

achieved international status.

At every stage of the competition's existence, the founders' main goal has been—and
remains—the popularization of the classical guitar repertoire (and classical music in
general), the promotion of performers, providing motivation to Georgian guitarists,
attracting foreign musicians who would help raise the professionalism of Georgian
performers, fostering collaboration with foreign musicians, masterclasses, and much more.

Over the years of the competition's existence, we have witnessed a growing desire to
study classical guitar in schools and educational institutions right before our eyes. As a
result, they have achieved numerous victories.

Within the framework of past competitions, a call was announced for the creation of new
guitar pieces. These works are now performed in front of a wide audience and are sent

free of charge to the competition participants.

Last year, the competition received significant support from the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Georgia, and this year, with the help of Creative Georgia, we have
substantially increased the prize fund, which we believe will spark greater interest among
many talented performers.

The contribution of the State Chamber Orchestra "Sinfonietta” is immeasurable; with all
their creative energy, they stand by the competition, select the best contestants, and
perform works together with them. Over the years, the "Sinfonietta Prize” has become
the most desirable award for our competition participants.

For one of the participants, specifically Michel Berson, the composer Nino Janjgava
created a special work for classical guitar and chamber orchestra, which earned great
public approval.

The International Classical Guitar Performers Competition was founded within the
framework of "Author's Studio" by Vache Laliashvili and David Khositashvili, and it
continues its uninterrupted development through love for music and art.

In 2026, with the support of the LEPL Creative Georgia, the competition will be held at
the Chamber Hall of the Thilisi State Conservatoire on October 15-16.

The final Gala Concert will take place on October 17 at the at the concert hall of the
Thbilisi Zakaria Paliashvili Central Music School. All rounds of the competition and the Gala
Concert will be recorded by the "Author's Studio" recording studio.
