Mujib's -- Nasrullah asked to face people's verdict 
By A Staff Correspondent 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, President of the Awami League, threw a 
challenge to other political parties and leaders to face his party in a 
referendum on three issues, namely provincial autonomy as 
enunciated in the Six Point programme, representation on 
population basis and dissolution of One Unit in West Pakistan. 

The challenge of the Awami League chief was preceded by a 
lengthy rejoinder at a Press Conference by the Awami League 
General Secretary Mr. Tajuddin Ahmed to the recent observation 
of P.D.P leader Nawabjada Nasrullah Khan with regard to the Six 
Point programme of the Awami League. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said in a referendum or in a general 
election the people who opposed these three basic points would 
find themselves as a hopeless minority. The Awami League chief 
said that the next general election of the country could as well be 
held on the three issues. He urged the Government to hold general 
election immediately with a view to settle on for all the vital issues 
confroing the nation. 
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Earlier, Mr. Tajuddin Ahmed castigated Nawabzada Nasrullah 
Khan, for describing Awami League's Six Point programme as a 
seed for anti Pakistan movement and for accusing the Awami 
League chief for intriguing aganist Pakistan." 

Mr. Tajuddin said that such baseless allegation could be made 
by the gentalemen who were not associated in the Pakistan 
Movement. 

Mr. Nasrullah was then an Abrar leader Mr. Tajuddin Ahmed 
said. 

Referring to the observation of the Nawabzada Mr. Tajuddin 
said that the demand for autonomy was embodied in the 1940 
Lahore Resolution In that resolution he said, the proposed Pakistan 
was anvisaged to be a federation. The only thing, Mr. Tajuddin 
said, that was not settled at that time was as to what would be the 
quantum of autonomy to be given to the federating units. So, Mr. 
Tajuddin said, his party had given a concrete programme in this 
respect and there should not be any misunderstanding about that. 
He said that his party was ready to discuss the issue with all other 
political parties. 

In fact, Mr. Tajuddin said, the viewpoints of the Awami 
League were presented in the R.T.C. in which the Nawabzada 
Nasrullah Khan was also a participant. 

With regard to Nasrullah Khan's objection to the demand for 
representation on population basis, Mr. Tajuddin said that counting 
of heads (which means one man one vote) was the fundamental 
basis of democracy and there was no reason why it should not be 
followed in our country too. 

Mr. Tajuddin said that Nawabzada Nasrullah Khan and other 
self styed leaders of his category were upset by the last popular 
movement. So, such leaders, who were the spokesmen of the 
vested interests started all-out vilification campaign against the 
popular demands at the instance of interested quarters. 

Mr. Tajuddin Ahmed also criticised Moulana Maududi for his 
allegation that inflators from across the border has participated in 
the upsurge against the Ayub regime. Mr. Tajuddin said that 
Moulana Maududi had opposed Pakistan Movement, as he at one 
time had discovered germ of distraction of Islam in the very 
principle of Pakistan Movement. Now again, Mr. Tajuddin said, 
the veteran Jamat-e-Islami leader discovered some extraneous 
hands in the mass movement in East Pakistan against the Ayub 
regime. The Jamat leadr, Mr. Tajuddin said, had blackened the 
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face of the whole nation particularly those living in East Pakistan 
by attributing the credit of the last popular upsurge against a 
dictator to "infiltrators." 

At the very outset of the Press Conference Mr. M. A. Samad a 
former General Secretary of the now defunct East Pakistan NDF 
announced his joining the Awami League.

Mujib symbolises aspirations of East Pakistan : Kazi Akbar 

Kazi Mohammad Akbar, a political leader of the former Province 
of Sind and Editor the Daily Ibrat said here yesterday. Sheikh 
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Mujibur Rahman had emerged as the most popular political leader 
of East Pakistan and symbol of its people’s aspiration and hopes 
reports APP. 

In a statement Kazi Akbar said during my recent visit to East 
Pakistan my assessment of the political thinking of the people of 
East Pakistan is that they are highly patriotic Pakistanis and 
conscious of their rights as citizens of the State. They feel that 
during the 22 years of Pakistan’s existence they have not been 
allowed to play their rightful role in the economic and political 
evolution of their country and consequently suffered from a sense 
of non-participation. This feeling has be come more apparent after 
the passing away of their great leaders like Mr. A.K. Fazlul Huq 
and Mr. H.S. Suhrawardy who enjoyed the confidence of the bulk 
of population in East Pakistan and were leaders of national stature.

It all culminated in an 
atmosphere of frustration and political agitation from November 
’68 to March 25, 1969 which had threatened to engulf the whole 
country and paralyse the administration and economic life. Toady 
normalcy has been restored in the province by the present 
administration who are making earnest efforts to sort out the basic 
problems of civil administration, educational field and produce a 
climate of social and economic justice for all. These are the 
prerequisites for restoration of normal political life in the country 
for which East Pakistanis are most anxious. 

Kazi Akbar said it appears that Sheikh Mujibur Rahman has 
emerged as the most popular political leader in this wing and a 
symbol of its people aspiration and hopes for the better future.

Samad joins 6-pt. AL

Mr. M. A. Samad, former General Secretary, national democratic 
Front which has merged into PDP announced his, decision to join 
the Awami League (Six-Point Group) in Dacca yesterday.

Mujib Challenges PDP : Jamaat to referendum on autonomy, 
One Unit 

(By Our Staff Reporter) 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman chief of the Awami League, yesterday 
threw a challenge to Pakistan Democratic Party, Jamaat-e-Islami 
and “all those who oppose the idea of regional autonomy as 
demanded by the Awami League” to face the people in a 
nationwide referendum on regional autonomy, dismemberment of 
One Unit and representation on the basis of population. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman told newsmen at a Press conference, 
addressed mainly by the General Secretary of the Provincial 
Awami League, Mr. Tajuddin, that in the recent mass movement it 
was proved beyond doubt that people wanted regional autonomy, 
dismemberment of One Unit in West Pakistan and representation 
on the basis of population. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman in a frontal attack on PDP leader 
Nawabzada Nasrullah Khan and the Ameer Jamaat-e-Islam, 
Moulana Maudoodi, said those who oppose any of the three 
demands of the people “are in hopeless minority” and people were 
not with them. He said a referendum on the three points will 
expose these leaders. 

He said early election in the country would mean a 
referendum and “we will prove that the parties opposed to the idea 
of the three demands were in hopeless minority.” 

Mr. Tajuddin, General Secretary of the Provincial Awami 
League strongly criticised the statements made by PDP leader 
Nawabzada Nasrullah Khan and Ameer Jamaat-e-Islami, Moulana 
Maudoodi describing the programme of the Awami League as anti-
Pakistani and calling its leader Sheikh Mujibur Rahman an 
“intriguer”. 
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In a sharp retort to the two leaders, Mr. Tajuddin said that 
those who speak from their “hotelrooms” had no right to challenge 
the patriotism of Sheikh Mujibur Rahman and call Awami 
League’s programme as anti Pakistani. 

Mr. Tajuddin said the Six-point programme of his party, which 
is included “in toto” in the 11-point programme of the students 
reflected the hopes and aspirations of the people of both the wings. 

He said the basis of the recent people’s movement was the 
demand for regional autonomy and dismemberment of One Unit 
and representation on the basis of population. 

He said some leaders who had traditionally represented the 
vested interests in the country were out to mislead the people with 
phoney slogans. He said the Six-point programme of his party 
aimed at ensuring lasting peace and progress in the country. 

He said there was no difference of opinion among political 
parties on the regional autonomy for the provinces. Controversy 
was, however, there over the quantum of autonomy to be given to 
the provinces. The point at issue, he said, was what were the 
subjects to be left with the Centre. Mr. Tajuddin Claimed that the 
Awami League gave a solution to this problem through the Six-
point programme. 

Mr. Tajuddin said the Awami League was always ready to 
discuss with anybody the Six-point programme. 

Refuting the charges brought against the certain of para-
military force and taxation by province as contained in the Six-
point programme, Mr. Tajuddin asserted that there was nothing 
objectionable in these proposals. 

He said the concept of paramilitary force was not a new one 
for regional defence. He pointed out that East Pakistan Rifles in 
the Eastern Wing and Rangers in the West Pakistan were para-
military force, call it by whatever name would not be an alien 
Government. The Central Government would be our Government 
and country would remain one, and a strong one at that. 

He said that Nawabzada Nasrullah could not comprehend the 
import of the Six-point programme. It was not possible for him to 
grasp the meaning of the Lahore resolution which gave birth to 
Pakistan because Nawabzada was opposed to the idea of Pakistan. 
“How could we ask for the disintegration of the country when we 
ourselves fought for and achieved it on the basis of the Lahore 
resolution,” he added. 
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Mr. Tajuddin also criticised Moulana Maudoodi who was 
reported to have said that the recent mass movement was inspired 
by external influence. 

He remarked that the Moulana who was opposed to the 
creation of Pakistan could only speak like that.

Uphold glorious traditions of EPSL: Mujib 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, Chief of the Awami League yesterday 
called upon the members of the East Pakistan Students’ League to 
uphold the glorious traditions of the organization, reports PPI. 

The Sheikh was giving his inaugural address at the new office 
of the Central Committee of the East Pakistan Students’ League at 
the Balaka building here last evening. 

The Awami League chief who was also the founder of the 
East Pakistan Students’ League gave a brief history of the trials the 
organization had to face times without member since its creation in 
1948. 

He said that at times when there was no organized political 
party and even the Awami League was not born, it was this 
organization which gave a stubborn resistance to the onslaught on 
Bengali language.

Pakistan is indivisible, says Mujibur Rahman : 
'Implementation of 6 points to end discontentment' 

DACCA, July 16: Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, President of the 
Pakistan Awami League has flatly rejected the contention that his 
party programme aimed at independence of East Pakistan from the 
Federation. "Pakistan is one and indivisible and we like to live as 
Pakistanis", he emphatically declared. 
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The Awami League chief was talking to a correspondent of 
the Czechoslovak news agency who called on him at his residence 
here Tuesday morning. 

The correspondent wanted to know from the Awami League 
leader what was his political and economic programme during the 
pendency of Martial Law and when the rule of Martial Law is 
over. In reply Sheikh Mujibur Rahman referred to his party's Six-
point programme and said he and his party always stood for 
complete regional autonomy. "This is the most suitable 
gentleman's settlement for the people of the eastern and western 
part of Pakistan which could Provide a strong bond of national 
solidarity and integrity", he said. 

When the correspondent pointed out that the Awami League's 
Six-point programme is generally taken to be regional in nature 
and secessionist in tone, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman flatly rejected 
the contention and asked "How could it be regional and 
secessionist?" 

He said Six-Point programme did not only demand complete 
regional autonomy for East Pakistan, but it did also demand the 
dissolution of one Unit in West Pakistan and then similar 
autonomy for each region there. "This is a programme of West 
Pakistani people as much as it is of the East Pakistan. 

He said, One Unit was imposed on the people of the western 
part of the country against their will. When it (One Unit) is gone, 
the Sindhis, the Punjbis, the Baluchis and the Pathans will get back 
their identity and can shape their own affairs according to their 
hopes and aspirations, he said and added that dissolution of One 
Unit is the demand of every West Pakistan. 

DISCONTENTMENT 
On the other points, the Awami League leader said that the Six-
point programme aimed at settling the issues of discontentment 
between the two wings of the country once for all and in the most 
practicable manner by "gentleman's settlement". 

He said the gentleman's agreement could never be called 
secessionist in tone because once the root of frustration is gone, it 
would continue to strengthen our national solidarity and integrity. 

He said, "my struggle is for the rightful share of the poor, 
irrespective of what part of the country they come from. I am a 
socialist, my and my party's fight is against the vested interest which 
has so far prevented the poor people of East and West Pakistan from 
tasting the fruits of their national independence", he declared. 
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FEDERAION 
Giving further elaboration of the Six-Point programme, Sheikh 
Mujib explained how the programme believed in federation and 
said the programme did not dispute Centre retaining the subjects 
like defence and others without which federation became 
meaningless. 

Questioned on economic programme of his party, the Awami 
League chief said that it stood for Socialism but not of the pattern 
adopted by different countries of the world presently. "Our pattern 
of Socialism would be formulated by the climate and soil of our 
country", he said. 

Questioned Specifically on agrarian reform suited to both 
parts of the country, Sheikh Mujib said that it was a matter for the 
experts to formulate it in accordance with the wishes and 
aspirations of the people. 

"But our programme would definitely be Pakistani in nature 
and character, serving the greater interest of the people of both 
East and West Pakistan alike", he said. 

Other programme, he mentioned included election on the basis 
of adult franchise, representation in the Centre on the basis of 
population (and not parity) dismemberment of One Unit etc. 

FOREIGN POLICY 
Sheikh Mujib would not readily agree to say anything about 
foreign policy at the moment. He is very much nationalist in 
character and thought, he said. 

He said "the Opposition in our country is not in a position to 
know how our national interest had been linked up with other 
countries by successive Governments and that the factors guiding a 
country's foreign policy had been always kept a secret from the 
Opposition". 

He however, summarised his feelings on the foreign policy as 
"friendship for all and malice towards one". "We believe in 
coexistence and world peace", he said. 

He would not like to be dragged into any specific international 
issue like Indo-Pakistan relations, Kabul talks, US-USSR, relations 
vis-a-vis Pakistan-china friendship etc. Nor would he like to say 
what results he expected for his party in the general elections when 
held in the country. 

Asked whether he thought of any alliance with other political 
parties, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that such a thinking might 
grow only after the elections are fought. 
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"Please put the question to Maulana Bhashani", was his reply 
when asked whether he foresees any chance of some sort of 
alliance of co-operation between his Awami League and maulana 
Bhashani's National Awami Party. 

Before saying "thank you", Sheikh Mujib gave the 
correspondent his analysis of how the Irish people, those of some 
Soviet Republics and even the Czechoslovak people are struggling 
for an autonomous life while in the Federation. –PPI.

AL not for secession : says Mujib 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, President of Pakistan Awami League, 
has flatly rejected the contention that his party programme aimed 
at independence of East Pakistan from the federation. “Pakistan is 
one and indivisible and we like to live as Pakistanis” he 
emphatically declared reports PPI. 

The Awami League chief was talking to a correspondent of 
the Czechoslovak News Agency who called on him at his 
residence here Tuesday morning. 

The correspondent wanted to know from the Awami League 
leader what was his political and economic programme during the 
pendency of Martial Law and when the rule of Martial Law is 
over. In reply Sheikh Mujibur Rahman referred to his party’s six-
point programme and said he and his party always stood for 
complete regional autonomy “this is the most suitable gentleman’s 
settlement for the people of the eastern and western parts of 
Pakistan which could provide a strong bond of national solidarity 
and integrity”, he said.  

When the correspondent pointed out that the Awami League’s 
six-point programme is generally taken to be regional in nature and 
secessionist in tone. Sheikh Mujibur Rahman flatly rejected the 
contention and asked “how could it be regional and secessionist?” 
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ONE UNIT 
He said six-point programme did not only demand complete 
regional autonomy for East Pakistan but it did also demand the 
dissolution of One Unit in West Pakistan and then similar 
autonomy for each region. “This is a programme of West Pakistani 
people as much as it is of East Pakistan.” 

He said One Unit was imposed on the people of the western 
part of the country against their will when it (One Unit) is gone, 
the Sindhis, the Punjabis, the Baluchis and the Pathans will get 
back their identity and can shape their own affairs according to 
their hopes and aspirations, he said, and added that dissolution of 
One Unit is the demand of every West Pakistan. 

On the other points, the Awami League leader said that the 
six-point programme aimed at settling the issues of discontentment 
between the two wings of the country once for all and in the most 
practicable manner by “gentleman’s settlement.” 

He said the gentleman’s agreement could never be called 
secessionist in tone because once the root of frustration is gone, it 
would continue to strengthen our national solidarity and integrity. 

AM SOCIALIST 
He said, “my struggle is for the rightful share of the poor. 
Irrespective of what part of the country they come from. I am a 
socialist, my and my party’s fight is against the vested interest which 
has so far prevented the poor people of East and West Pakistan from 
tasting the fruits of their national independence”, he declared. 

Giving further elaboration of the six-point programme, Sheikh 
Mujib explained how the programme believed in federation and said 
the programme did not dispute centre retaining the subjects like 
defence and others without which federation became meaningless. 

Questioned on economic programme of his party, the Awami 
League chief said that it stood for socialism but not of the pattern 
adopted by different countries of the world presently. “Our pattern 
of socialism would be formulated by the climate and soil of our 
country”, he said. 

AGRARIAN REFORM 
Questioned specifically on agrarian reform suited to both parts of 
the country, Sheikh Mujib said that it was a matter for the experts 
to formulate it in accordance with the wishes and aspirations of the 
people. 
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“But our programme would definitely be Pakistani in nature 
and character serving the greater interest of the people of both East 
and West Pakistan alike”, he said. 

Other programmes, he mentioned, included election on the 
basis of adult franchise, representation in the centre on the basis of 
population (and not parity), dismemberment of One Unit, etc. 

FOREIGN POLICY 
Sheikh Mujib would not readily agree to say anything about 
foreign policy. At the moment he is very much nationalist in 
character and thought, he said. 

He, summarised his feelings on the foreign policy as 
“friendship for all and malice towards none. “we believe in co-
existence and world peace”, he said. 

He would not like to be dragged into any specific international 
issue like Indo-Pakistan relations, Kabul talks, US-USSR relations 
vis-a-vis Pakistan-China friendship, etc. nor would he like to say 
what results he expected for his party in the general elections when 
held in the country. 

POLITICAL ALLIANCE 
Asked whether he thought of any alliance with other political 
parties, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that such a thinking might 
grow only after the elections are fought. 

“Please put the question to Maulana Bhashani”, was his reply 
when asked whether he forces any chance of some sort of alliance 
or co-operation between his Awami League and Maulana 
Bhashani’s National Awami Party. 

Before saying “thank you” Sheikh Mujib gave the 
correspondent his analysis of how the Irish people, those of some 
Soviet republics and even the Czechoslovak people are struggling 
for an autonomous life while in the federation.

Mujib wants elections on population basis : Welcomes states' 
merger: arrives in Karachi

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said yesterday that his party's stand on the 
present political situation was the immediate holding of elections 
on the basis of population and adult franchise. 

Talking to newsmen on his arrival from Dacca on a week's 
visit to Karachi, the Awami League chief said that the Parliament 
thus elected should perform the dual function of a Legislature as 
well as a Constituent assembly. 

He did not agree that this procedure would unduly delay the 
framing of a new constitution. It could all be done with speed, he 
added.  

One Unite 
He also felt that all the controversial issues, including that of One 
Unit and powers of the provinces could also be dealt with properly 
by the true representatives of the people. 
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He said in reply to a question that the Awami League had 
already decided that members of other political parties who joined 
the Awami League would not be entitled to hold any office in the 
party for a period of two years. 

This decision, he said, had been included in the party 
manifesto and automatically implied that such persons would also 
not be eligible to hold any public office on behalf of the party. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman welcomed the decision of President, 
General A. M. Yahya Khan, for the merger of three states–Swat, 
Dir and Chitral–into West Pakistan. This was a long standing 
demand of the nation, he added.  

As for the other parts of the President's broadcast, he said he 
had "no comments to offer." 

Asked if the fate of the RTC at Rawalpindi could have been 
different the Awami League chief said, "We would talk about it 
later."  

He said that one of the objectives of his visit was to stabilise 
the party in West Pakistan and make it more active. He hinted that 
this might figure prominently in the party's Working Committee 
meeting, scheduled to be held on Aug. 9 and 10.

Mujib wants early polls 
(By our Staff Reporter) 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, Awami League leader, yesterday said 
that the constitutional issues could be solved only by the elected 
representatives of the people. 

Talking to newsmen at the Dacca airport before emplaning for 
Karachi, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said, after an early election in 
the country the elected representatives of the people will be both 
“morally” and “politically” in a position to give a constitution to 
the country. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman while brushing aside any possibility 
of another “round table conference” of the leaders to settle the 
constitutional issues, said, “As there was no test of the leaders, no 
leader could claim himself to be the people’s representative”. He 
said, “These days anybody issuing a statement thinks that he is a 
leader, and added, they can’t discuss the constitutional issues, 
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facing the country”. He did not think that a leader’s meeting will 
help the situation. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman suggested that there should be an 
early election in the country so that the elected representatives of 
the people could decide some of the most pressing issues before 
the nation including the future constitution of the country. He said, 
“Election should be held as soon as possible” and added “It will be 
good for the people and the country.” 

He expressed the opinion that general election in the country 
could be held “in a few months time”. He said early election will 
go a long way in solving the national maladies. 

Responding to a question Sheikh Saheb said he was glad to 
know that the leaders of Sind had united together and were 
determined to work for the dismemberment of One Unit in West 
Pakistan. He said, “I am with them.’’ 

He, however, hoped that the leaders of Sind will appreciate the 
demand of East Pakistan particularly the demand for representation 
on the basis of population had regional autonomy on the basis of 
the Six-Point programme of his party. 

He said his party was committed to the cause of the people 
and shall spare no pains to see that their demand for 
dismemberment of One Unit in West Pakistan, representation on 
the basis of population and regional autonomy was realised as soon 
as possible. He said, “You can count on us to give a good fight to 
the opponents of the people’s demand.” 

The Awami League leader said that he had received invitation 
from the “United Front’’ of Sind to meet them and discuss the 
issues facing the people of the former minority provinces. He said 
he along with his partymen and friends, will sit together with them 
and come to an understanding. 

He said he was going with an “open heart” to West Pakistan 
carrying the “goodwill’’ for the people there. He said he will meet 
“any body willing to meet’’ and discuss the people’s problem.  

He said he loved the people of West Pakistan as much as he 
loved the people of East Pakistan. He said he and his party were 
fighting for the cause of the people and against the vested interest. 
He said in this fight the people are “with me” and the Awami 
League. 

In reply to a question Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said, Bugti 
tribesmen of former Baluchistan have already joined the Awami 
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League while some more were negotiating with his party for an 
understanding. He said a number of leaders from Sind, Baluchistan 
and North-West Frontier have joined the Awami League. 

He said during his stay in Karachi he will attend the meeting 
of the Pakistan Awami League. He will also meet the party 
workers and some leaders belonging to other parties. 

The meeting of the Pakistan Awami League will discuss the 
political situation in the country, particularly in the light of the 
recent political developments in the country. The meeting will be 
held on August 9. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, who was accompanied by 19 leading 
men of his party including Syed Nazrul Islam, Khondokar 
Mushtaq Ahmed and Mr. Tajuddin Ahmed was seen off at the 
airport by a large number of friends, admirers and partymen.

Sheikh Mujib demands early polls 

KARACHI, Aug. 8:–Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, President of the All 
Pakistan Awami League said here tonight that the country's 
constitutional, political and economic problems could be solved 
only by the people's elected representatives. To achieve this he 
demanded immediate elections on direct adult franchise and one-
man one vote basis, reports APP. 

The Awami League leader was speaking at a reception hosted 
for him by the Karachi Provincial Awami League at the 
Theosophical Hall here. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman regretted that at the lapse of 22 years 
the country did not have a constitution truly reflecting the 
aspirations of the people. He said after election, the parliament, 
thus formed, could also serve as the constituent Assembly.

The Sheikh outrightly rejected the idea of restoration of the 
1956 Constitution and said that the old document did not meet the 
demands of the people, Besides, he added, the old constitution 
could not be easily amended. 

The Awami League leader said that if the 3,000 Islands of 
Indonesia could live together why the two wings of Pakistan could 
not do so.

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In his 55-minute speech the Awami League chief dealt with a 
series of burning topics and took particular care to debunk 
criticism of his party and its leaders of attempting to secede from 
Pakistan in collusion with Indian agents or of deviating from the 
path of Islam or the Pakistan ideology. 

He recounted the efforts and sacrifices rendered by his fellow 
workers and East Pakistanis in the creation of Pakistan and 
asserted that the malicious propaganda was launched by vested 
interests whose only objective was to perpetuate the act of 
exploitation of the entire country.  

Rejecting outright all suggestions for a convention of all 
political parties to resolve the constitutional problems, he said it 
was unthinkable unless these leaders had got the mandate of the 
people through fair elections on the basis of adult franchise. 

On the other hand, he said, the 1956 constitution was 
unacceptable because it was against the basis demands of the 
people including the demand for representation on population 
basis, disintegration of One Unit and regional autonomy. 

Similarly, any other constitution thrust on the people against 
their wishes would be unacceptable. 

Sheikh sahib said Awami League would not bluff the people. 
It was committed to give the country a "clear-cut democracy. 
Nothing less, nothing more." 

VESTED INTERESTS 
He said that the present lot of the country was due only to those 
"who did not spare even two annas for the cause of Pakistan, and 
also due to the bureaucracy which got an upper hand after the 
death of Quaid-i-Millat Liaquat Ali Khan." 

The Awami League chief said that these vested interests did 
not spare even Mr. Fazlul Haq and Mr. Suhrewardy from calling 
them traitors. 

Mr. Mujibur Rahman said that Mr. Ayub Khan had given the 
country a system that corrupted the entire nation, even the simple 
God-fearing villagers. 

All these vested interests, he said, were too well known to the 
nation and will get back everything and "with compound interest." 

As for the charge against him of attempting to secede, he said 
he wondered why the majority province of East Pakistan should do 
it. It only proved the mala-fides of the persons who hurled these 
accusations adding that they would fail in their evil designs. 
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He explained at length the reasons for discontentment among 
East Pakistanis and compared the economic conditions in the two 
provinces. In particular, he compared the prices of some essential 
goods like rice and wheat and the per capita income. 

At the same time, he said, Pakistan's total borrowings to date 
averaged Rs. 2,000 crores out of which East Pakistan's share was 
just around Rs. 500 crores. 

On the other hand, while a solution was found to the 
distribution of Indus waters, there was no real effort to solve the 
problem of flood control which caused an annual loss of between 
Rs. 50 to 100 crores in East Pakistan. The excuse that the dispute 
with India made its solution difficult was not tenable, he asserted.  

REGIONLA AUTONOMY 

On the question of regional autonomy, he said it was a very old 
thing and a resolution to this effect was passed unanimously by the 
East Pakistan Assembly in mid-fifties. 

Furthermore, no said, what Awami League wanted for East 
Pakistan was exactly what it wanted for other regions in West 
Pakistan. In a nutshell it meant the end of exploitation of the poor 
and the sharing of fruits of freedom and independence by the 12 
crore people of this country. 

The poor man's lot was the same everywhere, be it East or 
West Pakistan and this should end, he emphasised. 

By regional autonomy the Awami League meant the self-
sufficiency of the province in all respects he said. In this 
connection he cited the situation during the September War with 
India and mentioned how isolated and perturbed were East 
Pakistanis during the days. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman explained that regional autonomy 
would not weaken the Centre in any manner. Besides the Finance 
and Foreign affairs, the Centre would retain the defence. And the 
retention of Defence alone he said, meant a lot as was proved by 
the events of 1958 and again this year. 

Then, he said, if a country like the USSR could afford to send 
independent delegates from two of its republics to the UN and also 
have a constitutional provision for session of these two republics 
and yet live as a compact unit, why not Pakistanis, bound by the 
strong bonds of religion and culture, could live as a nation and 
country.  
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The basis of strength and integration was mutual faith and 
confidence and the sense at equal partnership in everything, he said 
adding that the six points guaranteed it.  

Sheikh Mujib said that there were some who criticised the six 
points but they had never come forward with an alternative.  

R.T.C. 
The Awami League chief also referred to the RTC and said that 
some leaders had though it fit to criticise the Awami League in that 
context. He said those very people who were now demanding the 
revival of the 1956 constitution had refused to agree to sufficient 
safeguards for ensuring easy constitutional amendments with 
particular reference to One Unit, regional autonomy and 
representation on population basis.  

He said in another context that the people of East Pakistan had 
accepted "in good grace the principle of party but were deceived. 
They got nothing in practical terms, except representation in the 
Parliament." Even this right was denied to them, he added, with the 
introduction of the 1962 constitution which made the office of the 
President all powerful and the assembly an institution good for 
nothing. 

He said that the policies followed by past Government had 
already resulted in separate economies for the two provinces and 
the varying prices of many articles including gold and the customs 
barriers were a testimony to this policy. 

Even today he said there was a shortage of food grains in parts 
of East Pakistan and many people did not have two meals a day.  

He appealed to the Government to rush foodgrains to these 
areas immediately, distribute it free among the worst sufferers and 
introduce improved methods of rationing. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that since its formation in 1949, 
the Awami League had been in the office only for 13 months and 
worked as opposition for the rest of the time. 

He said the party workers had dedicated themselves to work 
for the people who he said could not be "suppressed by any power 
on earth." 

SOCIALISM 
Mr. Mujibur Rahman said his party stood for socialism but not on 
borrowed or imported ideas but on the principles suited to our 
conditions. Awami League's socialism did not mean a totalitarian 
and Godless State, he asserted.  
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He said that some people had taken pains to issue Fatwa in 
this connection but they forgot that Islam also prescribed that 
every thing belonged to God and must be shared equally by all 
human beings. Then he said, some of these very people had also 
issued Fatwa against the Quaid-i-Azam.  

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman appealed to the migrants from India 
not to call themselves refuges. "You sacrificed everything for the 
cause of Pakistan" and those who were lucky to be in the areas 
forming Pakistan would not act as misers to welcome you here, he 
said. 

The migrants were as good as citizen as any one and had every 
right to share everything with the others, he added. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman told the people not to forget those 
valient sons of the soil who had laid their. 

Freeth, and New Zealand Prime lives in the recent mass 
political upsurge. But for their sacrifices, lot of things would have 
remained unachieved, he said. 

These sacrifices for a common cause were another force to 
bind the people of the two wings together. This was proved by the 
fact that the people of Lahore and Karachi reacted as fiercely to 
atrocities in Dacca as the people of East Pakistan did to the acts of 
repression in West Pakistan.  

He said that the people of the two provinces did not know 
much about each other. What was passed on to them was not 
correct. 

The real integration will take place when free flow of 
information would make them feel for each other as brothers, he 
said. 

At the end of the speech, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman requested 
all those present to offer Fateha for the martyrs of the recent 
democratic movement and declared that Awami League would not 
let their blood go waste. 

Earlier, in the welcome address the Karachi Provincial Awami 
League paid tributes to the courage, dedication and selfless 
services rendered to the country by Sheikh Mujibur Rahman.  

It also presented demands for Karachi including the 
establishment of another medical college, additional grant to 
private schools a new engineering college more aid to University 
of Karachi, introduction of national languages in offices etc. by 
1971, repeal of MLR 89, etc. 
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The meeting was also addressed by some of the visiting party 
workers from East Pakistan including Mr. Nazrul Islam, Khundkar 
Mushtaq Ahmad, Mr. Masihur Rahman and Begum Noor Jehan. 

Among those present were Mr. M. A. Khuhro and Mr. J. A 
Rahim of the Pakistan People's Party but they did not stay long 
enough to listen to Sheikh Mujibur Rahman.

Mujib to serve cause of people : Lays foundation of mosque in 
Karachi

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said in Karachi yesterday that he had 
dedicated himself to fighting against tyranny and injustice and 
shall not rest until the common man had won his legitimate rights. 

He was speaking on the occasion of the foundation-stone-
laying ceremony of a mosque in Korangi Township. 

He said that the present struggle was only a development of 
the fight which he and his colleagues had waged for the creation of 
Pakistan. 

This struggle was still on, 22 years after the establishment of a 
separate homeland for the Muslims of India. He said that Pakistan 
was created for the 120 million people of this country and not for a 
handful of persons and added that the struggle would not be over 
till the attainment of this objective. 

Being in the opposition, he said, he had nothing to offer but 
promised that his life and soul were dedicated to the cause of the 
people. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that he had never compromised 
with the forces of injustice and tyranny, had suffered for this in the 
past and was ready to go through this test in future also. 

'IMAN' 
He said he had repeatedly asserted that the strongest weapon of a 
Muslim was "Iman" and that a Muslim should fear none but God. 
And it was this conviction that had enabled him to pass through so 
many tests in life. 

The Awami League chief said that there had been occasions 
when he could get into the Government but he spurned all such 
offers because they involved compromise on principles and would 
not have been in the interest of the people. 
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He however, promised that as and when God gave him an 
opportunity, he would not remain lacking in helping the noble 
project of building the mosque and the other problems referred to 
in the welcome address. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman also announced a token donation of 
Rs. 501 on behalf of himself and his other colleagues towards the 
mosque-building fund. 

On this occasion, Mr. Khalil Ahmad Tirmizi, General 
Secretary of Karachi Provincial Awami League informed the 
people that Sheikh Sahib would take up the matter of shifting of 
20,000 people of Godhra Camp with the authorities and would do 
his best to solve their problem. 

Earlier, in the welcome address Mr. Yousuf Batuk the 
President of Godhra Shaikh Anjuman, recalled that the plot for the 
mosque was originally allotted through the efforts of late Mr. H. S.

Mujib urges polls on direct adult franchise basis 

KARACHI, Aug, 8 (APP): Sheikh Mujibur, the President of the 
All-Pakistan Awami League, said here tonight that the country’s 
constitutional, political and economic problems could be solved 
only by the people’s elected representatives. To achieve this, he 
demanded immediate elections on direct adult franchise and one-
man-one-vote basis. 

The Awami League leader was speaking at a reception hosted 
for him by the Karachi Provincial Awami League at the 
Theosophical Hall here. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman regretted that during the lapse of 22 
years the country did not have a constitution truly reflecting the 
aspirations of the people. He said that after an election the 
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Parliament, thus formed, could also serve as the Constituent 
Assembly. The constitution he said, should be framed by the 
people’s elected representatives in accordance with the wishes of 
the people. 

‘We want clear-cut democracy‒nothing more, nothing less’, 
he added. 

The Sheikh outrightly rejected the idea of restoration of the 
1956 constitution and said that the old document did not meet the 
demands of the people. Besides, he added, the old Constitution 
could not be easily amended. 

SIX POINTS 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman highlighted the broad outlines of his party 
six-point Programme. He sharply criticised the critics of the 
Awami League’s programme, who branded them (the Awami 
Leaguers) as secessionist or separatist elements. He made it clear 
in unequivocal terms that his party’s Six-point Programme did not 
in any way mean secession from the rest of the country. He said 
the East Pakistanis were in majority, and it was ridiculous to think 
that the majority would secede from the minority. 

He said during the Indo-Pakistan war of 1965, the only link of 
East Pakistan with the West wing was through telephone. He said 
that before the historic Lahore Resolution of 1910, the Muslim 
leaders sat together and evolved a formula of federal structure of 
the future of the future state of Pakistan, keeping the geographical 
and other factors in view. He said when his Party raises the slogan 
of regional autonomy. It is not only for safeguarding the interests 
of the people of East Pakistan, but also for the people living in the 
remotest areas of Baluchistan and North-Western Frontier 
Province or Sind and Punjab. 

The Sheikh referred to the grievances of the people of East 
Pakistan. He said the old Constitution of 1956 guaranteed parity 
for East Pakistan in all matters of administration, economic and 
services etc. He said parity was never maintained, but on the other 
hand, the East Pakistanis were deprived of their legitimate rights 
and privileges. He posed a question if the Western Wing of the 
country could settle down the dispute over Indus Basin, why the 
flood control problem of East Pakistan was not solved. He said the 
country could afford to spend money on three centres, but the same 
could not be spent on the people of East Pakistan for their 
legitimate needs. 
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The Awami League leader said that if the 2,000 islands of 
Indonesia could live together, why the two wings of Pakistan could 
not do so. 

He said 30 percent of the total national budget was spent every 
year on the administration of the country. East Pakistan, he added, 
hardly gets five percent of it. Similarly, the expenditure on 
Defence comes to about 65 per cent of the Budget but not more 
than ten per cent was spent on East Pakistan. Unlike the Eastern 
Wing, the Western Wing had capital formation. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman sharply criticised ex-President Ayub 
Khan whom he held responsible for corrupting the entire 
machinery of power. He said the people of East Pakistan had some 
political power in the parliament, but that, too, had been snatched 
away in 1958 when the Martial law was imposed, and through the 
introduction of the 1962 Constitution. He said the people of East 
Pakistan want to live like Pakistanis. He regretted that so far they 
were given the treatment of colonial market. 

He said that if two republics of the Union of Soviet Socialist 
Republics (USSR) namely Belorussia and Ukraine, had their own 
representation in the United Nations and they also enjoyed the 
powers to secede from the Soviet Union, but it never happened so. 

He wondered why his demand for regional autonomy was 
being misunderstood and misinterpreted by person with vested 
interests.

KARACHI, Aug. 9:–Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, President of All 
Pakistan Awami League said here today that the people of East and 
West Pakistan could be made into one nation only by love and 
affection had not by gun or bullet, reports APP.

The Awami League leader said that it had been abundantly 
proved that there could be no suppression of the people any longer. 
The dictators he added, could put the people behind the bars but 
they could not chain their spirit. He sharply criticised the past 
regime and said it had not done any service to the teeming 
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millions. He said Pakistan was achieved for the welfare and 
prosperity of people and not for a few individuals who sucked the 
blood of the poor. He said the past regime exploited the poor 
through the help of the bureaucrats and the industrialists. 

He said there was no justification in spending crores of rupees 
on the development of new capitals while millions of poor in the 
remotest corners of the two wings lived without food, shelter and 
clothing. 

He also regretted that despite the lapse of 22 years the country 
did not have a Constitution which was acceptable to the people of 
the two wings and the minority community. 

TRIBUTES TO STUDENTS 
The Awami League leader paid tributes to the supreme sacrifices 
rendered by the students in the last political upheaval. He said it 
was the student community who had given the country a lead to 
wage war against the dictatorial rule. He said the Awami League 
and its leaders would never allow the blood of the martyrs go in 
vain. 

He called for co-operation from all sections of the population 
to fight poverty, disease, exploitation of the poor and for the 
salvation of the people. He said that the vested interests were, no 
doubt, powerful but more powerful were the people of the country. 
He said regardless of the consequences, the Awami League would 
continue to strive for the welfare of the people of the country.

One Unit, autonomy, representation : Mujib demands 
referendum 

KARACHI, Aug. 10:–Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, President of the 
Pakistan Awami League, today called for a country-wide 
referendum on the questions of One Unit, regional autonomy and 
representation on population basis, reports APP. 

Speaking at a reception held in his honour by the Sind United 
Front at a local hotel, he said that if referendum was held, 70 
percent of the voters would favour regional autonomy, 
representation on the basis of population and the dismemberment 
of One Unit. 

He told the audience that nobody could dare impose any 
constitution on the people against their wishes. He said it was his 
article of faith that justice be done to every region of Pakistan 

Sheikh Mujib sated that he believed in Socialism which is not 
against Islam. "Holy Quran preaches the welfare of humanity–and 
so does Socialism, "he added. 

Sheikh Mujib said that people in East and West Pakistan were 
facing similar problems. There were political and economic 
problems. The people of East Pakistan were fighting against these 
problems. He said they did not preach hatred against anyone while 
putting forth their demands. They were demanding their 
democratic rights. 

He said, "When the people in East Pakistan raise their 
demands, their loyalty is doubted." But he said, their demands 
were just. He said that the people of East Pakistan wanted shifting 
of the capital to Dacca. He stated that there were at present two 
and a half capitals in Pakistan, and the people of East Pakistan did 
not get any benefit from the capital which was located in West 
Pakistan. 

He said that the previous Government had spent huge amounts 
on the development of Islamabad, but it did not do anything for 
controlling floods the East Pakistan. He said that the people of East 
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Pakistan should not be ignored. They should be treated at par with 
the people of West Pakistan. 

Sheikh Mujib said that the question of parity could be gone 
through by a commission. He lashed out at those who he said, were 
indulging in false propaganda against his party.

Call for referendum on three issues : Mujib to rescind 
demands if less than 70 p.c. votes secured

The Awami League President, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, yesterday 
suggested the holding of a national referendum to find out whether 
the country wanted revival of the 1956 Constitution or the Party's 
'Three points,' namely, disintegration of One Unit, regional 
autonomy, and representation on the basis of population. 

Sheikh Saheb declared ..he was convinced that at ..least 70 
percent, of the people would vote for the "three points" and against 
the 1956 constitution. If this percentage was not recorded, he said, 
he would withdraw his demands. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman was speaking at a reception given in 
his honour by the Sind United Front at Hotel Intercontinental last 
evening. 

Among those present were the office-bearers of Awami 
League, Mr. G. M. Syed, the President of the Front.; Mr. M. A. 
Khuhro, Pirzada Abdus Sattar, Sardar Ataullah Khan Mengal, Pir 
Ali Mohammad Rashdi Mualana Ibne Hassan Jarchavi and Mr. 
Faiz Ahmed Faiz.  

RTC 
Sheikh Saheb said that at the RTC ex-President Ayub Khan had 
agreed only to adult franchise and parliamentary democracy but 
without defining the distribution of powers between the Centre and 
provinces or agreeing to ensuring easy amendments to the 1956 
Constitution. 

He said that some of the leaders who are very vocal at present 
did not wait to discuss the former President's offer and remarked in 
the conference room. "Thanks for what you have given." 

He said the Awami League was insisting on representation on 
the population basis because it was stipulated in the spirit of 
democracy. 
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He said East Pakistan had agreed to parity but did not get a 
fair deal in any respect and was now unwilling to accept anything 
less. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said his Party's mission was to save 
the poor from the exploitation of the "vested interests." It was not 
the problem of East Pakistan alone but also of the other regions. 

He said: "We are the unfortunate people of a fortunate 
country" in as much as the masses have not as yet enjoyed the 
fruits of independence and the sacrifices rendered in that cause. 

True, he said, there were dams and barrages built during the 
last two decades but the lands reclaimed through these projects had 
not gone to the landless peasants. 

In a nutshell, he said, it was an artificial economy in which the 
soaring prices had broken the back of the middle class and had 
completely ruined the labourers and the farmers. 

It was for these reasons, he said that, the Awami League stood 
for Socialism. This did not came into conflict with the ideology of 
Islam which also stood for sharing the wealth and the gifts of God 
evenly between all the people. 

He said some people had threatened the supporters of 
Socialism and reiterated that he would not give up the cause of the 
teeming millions under any threat. 

The Awami League chief referred to the welcome address and 
said that his Party's demand for disintegration of One Unit was 
based on principle and because.. it was the will of the people. This 
support would continue regardless of the support of the Front to 
the Awami League he added.  

He further said that the slogan of disintegration of One Unit 
would be raised as many times in East Pakistan as the slogans of 
regional autonomy and representation on population basis. 

PLEDGE TO SINDHIS 
Amidst thunderous applause Sheikh Mujib declared that the people 
of East Pakistan and Sind would never accept the 1956 
Constitution. 

Replying to a point raised in the address of welcome Sheikh 
Sahib gave categorical assurance to Sindhi leaders that his Party 
would extend resolute support to them for undoing One Unit. He 
reiterated that his party was committed to the dissolution of One 
Unit and restoration of former provinces in West Pakistan. 

He urged Upon the Government to accede to the legitimate 
rights of Sind and other smaller province of West Pakistan. 
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To this point, he declared East Pakistanis would stand 
shoulder to shoulder with their brethren to achieve this objective 
and to fight until final victory Mujib 5 

ALLIANCES 
Referring to the view that some sort of working arrangement or 
alliance between the all-Pakistan parties would help the casue of 
disintegration of One Unit, Sheikh Saheb said he had a bitter taste 
of such alliances. 

He assured his audience that there was nothing but love and 
affection among the people of East Pakistan for their bretheren in 
West Pakistan. 

He said he had nothing at the.. moment to give and reaffirmed 
his pledge to continue to serve the cause of people under all 
circumstances. He also assured the people of his love and 
affection. 

GM SYED'S ADDRESS 
Earlier, in the welcome address Mr. G.M. Syed traced the 
historical and cultural background of the Sind region and said that 
before it could play its due role in the consolidation of Pakistan. It 
was put under the strain of One Unit. 

He said that the One Unit experiment had failed and it was 
necessary to end this artificial merger of the various provinces. 

He felt that the solution of problems of the smaller regions in 
West Pakistan and that of East Pakistan lay in their unity, and 
declared the Front's full support for East Pakistanis' demand for 
regional autonomy and representation on population basis. 

Before the start of the proceedings, Mr. Syed performed the 
"Dastar Bundi" of Sheikh Mujibur Rahman in the traditional 
Sindhi fashion. 

Agency reports add: 
Sheikh Sahib said that East Pakistan had always, suffered as 

far as the Central Administration expenditure, capital formation, 
and political power were concerned and that only 10 percent of the 
amount was being spent on East Pakistan.

Mujib calls for referendum on vital issues 

KARACHI, AUG. 10 (APP): SHEIKH MUJIBUR RAHMAN, 

PRESIDENT OF THE PAKISTAN AWAMI LEAGUE TODAY 
CALLED FOR A COUNTRY-WIDE REFERENDUM ON THE 
QUESTIONS OF ONE UNIT, REGIONAL AUTONOMY AND 

REPRESENTATION ON POPULATION BASIS. 
Speaking at a reception held in his honour by the Sind United 

Front at a local hotel, he said that if referendum was held, 70 per 
cent of the voters would favour regional autonomy, representation 
on the basis of population and the dismemberment of One Unit. 
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He told, the audience that nobody could dare impose any 
constitution on the people against their wishes. He said it was his 
article of faith that justice be done to every region of Pakistan. 

Sheikh Mujib stated that he believed in socialism which is not 
against Islam. Holy Quran preaches the welfare of humanity‒and 
so does socialism, he added. 

SIMILAR PROBLEMS 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that people in East and West 
Pakistan were facing similar problems. There were political and 
economic problems. The people of East Pakistan were fighting 
against these problems. He said they had no hatred against anyone 
while putting forth these demands.  They were demanding their 
democratic rights. 

He said when the people in East Pakistan raise their demands, 
their loyalty is doubted, but he said their demands were just. He 
said that the people of East Pakistan demand shifting of the capital 
to Dacca. He stated that there were at present two-and-a-half 
capitals in Pakistan. The people of East Pakistan did not get any 
benefit from the capital which is located in West Pakistan.

E. Wing students apprise Mujib of their problems 

KARACHI Aug. 10 (PPI): A group of East Pakistani students this 
afternoon waited on Sheikh Mujibur Rahman and apprised him 
about their difficulties. 

They submitted that about 1,000 students had prepared their 
Degree course in Bengali medium and were now ready to sit for 
the forthcoming Degree examinations. 

The East Pakistani students said that they were now confused 
since the University authorities had not come forward with the 
announcement as to whether they would be allowed to appear at 
the examination in Bengali medium. 

Similarly, a group of East Pakistani girl students apprised 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, chief of the Awami League and Begum 
Nur Jahan Murshed, Convener, Women Branch East Pakistan 
Awami League, about their difficulties. 

Later, in a statement, Begum Nurjahan Murshed urged upon 
the Government to allow East Pakistani students in Karachi to 
appear at the Degree examination in Bengali medium. 

She pointed out that Bengali was one of national languages of 
Pakistan. Moreover, as the students prepared their courses in 
Bengali they could not revise it while the examination was 
knocking at the door. 
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NUMEROUS PROBLEMS 
Reminding the students that tremendous responsibility lay ahead of 
them, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman pointed out that the country was 
passing through a critical phase and we were confronted with 
numerous problems. 

He said that whenever any demand was voiced to remove the 
difficulties of the people, we were dubbed as traitor or dangerous 
elements. 

The people who have no contribution to the creation of Pakistan, 
he lamented, would oppose you to achieve their selfish ends. 

Sheikh Saheb observed that the determination and will of the 
people could not be suppressed for all time to come. Replying to 
the points raised in the address of welcome, the Awami League 
Chief said Pakistan was created by the sacrifice of the thousands of 
people, so that the people could lead a decent life and get a square 
meal, food and clothing. It was ironical that the common people of 
Pakistan were passing their days in great difficulties. 

NO DIFFERENCE 
He repeatedly made it clear “in his eyes” there was no difference 
between the poor people of East and West Pakistan. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman referred to the political and economic 
problems and regretted that “we are carrying on experiment after 
experiment on these problems even after 20 years. God knows 
alone when these experiments will come to end”, he added.  

He said that the vested interests guided by their selfish 
motives were creating all problems. He said that Pakistan never 
came into being for few individuals but for the 120 million people 
of the country. 

Turning to East Pakistan he said: “East Pakistanis want to live 
like Pakistanis but never like colonial market. Whenever we have 
voiced our grievances the ruling clique had carried out its 
oppression to strangulate our voice. 

UNITY OF THOUGHT 
The student community, however, demonstrated the unity of 
thought and action. Whenever students in my party of the country 
were subjected to oppression, the students in other part have joined 
them in their struggle to defend the cause of the people. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman declared that whatever may be the 
consensus his party will continue for the realization of the people’s 
demands. 
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He pointed out the country was confronted with many 
problems in political, economical and educational fronts. 

He hoped that the students would prepare themselves with 
proper education and knowledge and carry on with their mission so 
as to build the country free from exploitation, hunger and 
illiteracy. 

He also recalled his student days when he fought for the 
creation of Pakistan and later founded East Pakistan Students 
League in 1948.

Mujibur Rahman against bicameral legislature : Speaks at 
Press Club reception

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman yesterday declared his opposition to the 
suggestion of a bi-cameral legislature in Pakistan's new 
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Constitution-even if it provided for representation on population 
basis and end of One Unit. 

He said the type of a bi-cameral legislature provided in the 
American Constitution was especially not suited to our conditions. 
The Awami League chief was speaking at a reception given in his 
honour by the Karachi Press Club last evening. ... 

Asked why it should be necessary to have regional autonomy 
one East Pakistan's demand for representation on population basis 
was accepted. Sheikh Mujibur Rahman reminded that the demand 
was not for East Pakistan alone but also for the various regions in 
West Pakistan. 

The Provision, he said, would safeguard the interests of all the 
regions in West Pakistan against the possible domination by East 
Pakistan. 

SOCIALISM 
Sheikh Saheb did not define what type of socialism he wanted for 
Pakistan, but said the socialism advocated by Awami League 
would certainly not be in conflict with Islam. In reply to another 
question, he said that all socialistic countries including china and 
the Soviet Russia were practicising socialism according to the 
conditions prevailing in their societies.

Mujib suggests immediate polls 

KARACHI, Aug. 11 (APP): Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, President of 
the All-Pakistan Awami League today suggested that immediate 
elections on the basis of adult franchise and one-man-one-vote 
should be held to solve country’s constitutional, economic and 
political problems. 

He was speaking at a reception arranged for him by the 
Karachi Press Club at the club premises on Ingre Road here this 
evening. 

The Sheikh said that the country was today faced with a 
serious crisis with the constitutional problem being the gravest of 
all. He said the people’s elected representatives should be given 
time to give a constitution to the nation. 

He said there had been experiments at constitution making. 
Many constitutions were tried and discarded but none of them he 
added, reflected people’s true aspirations. He said: “We should 
now solve the constitutional problem once and for all and give a 
constitution acceptable to all sections of the population.” Sheikh 
Mujibur Rahman said that the past regimes had politically 
suffocated the country and corrupted the entire nation. Many of 
today’s problems, he added, were the creation of the vested 
interests and the former “ruling junta.” 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman recounted the ‘grievances’ of the 
people of East Pakistan and regretted that whenever the people of 
East Pakistan raised their voice against the injustices being faced 
by them the previous governments raised the bogey of Hindu 
infiltration. 

DISPARITY 
He said that East Pakistan had accepted parity as a compromise but 
it was never practiced in its true spirit. The gap of disparity 
between the two wings of the country continued to widen with the 
passage of time, he added. He said his party and the people of East 
Pakistan solidly stood for representation on population basis, 
disintegration of One Unit and regional autonomy on the basis of 
Awami League’s Six-Point programme. He said that the 
governments in the past had been playing with the sentiments of 
the people and added that now the people would not allow the 
rulers to go on with that time. 
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The Awami League leader once again made it clear that no 
one in East Pakistan wanted secession from the rest of the country. 
“What we want is justice, equal rights and some privileges for the 
people of both the wings.” 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that East Pakistan which accounted 
for about 70 per cent of the country’s foreign exchange earnings in 
1947 was now earning only 45 per cent. This, he said was due to 
drawback in planning and even development of both the wings. 

East Pakistan had been treated as a colonial market by the 
West Pakistani vested interests. 

NO FLOOD CONTROL 
The Awami League leader said that the economic condition of the 
people of East Pakistan was deteriorating day by day. He claimed 
that about 50 per cent of the population of the province did not 
have even two square meals a day and neither most of them could 
clothe themselves adequately. He said that one of the main 
grievances of the people of East Pakistan was that no flood control 
measures have been taken. He said when the late Mr. H. S. 
Suhrawardy was the Prime Minister a foreign mission had drawn 
up a flood control scheme estimated to cost Rs. 1000 crores. He 
said the flood havocs in East Pakistan were causing damage to the 
extent of 50 to 100 crores of rupees every year. He regretted that 
crores of rupees were being spent on other heads but nothing 
concrete had been done to control floods in East Pakistan. 

FREE PRESS 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman demanded a free Press which was vitally 
important for the growth of democracy in the country. He said like 
the political leaders, the case of Manik Mian and the national Press 
as a whole had been a victim of previous governments’ repressive 
policies. In this connection he referred to the case of Maik Mian 
and the New Nation Press and the taking over of Pakistan Times 
and “Imroz” from the private ownership. 

He said if his party came to power he would break the 
monopoly in the newspaper industry as well as in other sections of 
the industry. 

The Sheikh lamented that very little was published about the 
people of East Pakistan and their problems in the West Pakistan 
newspapers. In some cases the event were misinterpreted to give a 
wrong impression about the political leaders and people of East 
Pakistan. 
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He appealed to the working journalists to visit East Pakistan 
frequently and see with their own eyes the plight of the East 
Pakistan people. 

BICAMERAL LEGISLATURE 
PPI adds: Sheikh Mujibur Rahman rejected the bicameral 
legislature proposal today saying “this poor country cannot afford 
it.” 

“We oppose it because it will enable introduction of parity 
through backdoor”, he remarked answering a question at the 
reception here. 

The Awami League chief also set at rest all speculations about 
his party’s alliance with Mr. Bhutto’s Peoples’ Party telling a 
correspondent “sorry we are working with out own programme”. 

He also rejected any alliance with Maulana Bhashani’s NA: 
However, he held out an assurance he would implement his six-
point programme if came to power. 

In his speech earlier, Sheikh Saheb told the Press East 
Pakistanis wanted “only the love, sympathy, justice and nothing 
else”. 

AUTONOMY 
He said his demand for autonomy was both for the eastern and 
western wings. It had assumed special significance after the 1965 
war when East Pakistan was isolated but nothing was done to 
make it self-sufficient in its resources. 

He warned those questioning the loyalties of East Pakistanis 
“to stop their propaganda” and refrain from “playing with fire”. 

At the end of his speech, he has been asked a number of 
questions. His reply to some of these are following: 
Q:- Would you guarantee you would implement the six-point 
programme on coming to power? Mr. Suhrawardy promised an 
independent foreign policy but when he came to power he did not 
dissociate from SEATO and CENTO. 
Ans:‒ You will see that we implement our programme when we 
came into power. We had only 12 out of 60 members in the House 
in the past. When we were in power there was no Safety Act. We 
did not send anyone to jails. 
Q:‒ What kind of socialism do you envisage, Islamic socialism of 
the socialism preached in USSR of China? 
Ans:‒ A socialism is socialism. 
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Q:‒ Does it envisage nationalisation of public sectors? 
Ans:‒ You should know that Also present at the Karachi  Press Club 
function were the two Awami League Vice-Presidents Khondkar 
Mushtaque Ahmad, and Kazi Faiz Ahmad, the AL General Secretary, 
Mr. Kamaruzzaman, the East Pakistan Awami League General 
Secretary, Mr. Tajuddin Ahmad and Sheikh Manzurul Haque. 

WELCOME SPEECH 
Welcoming him earlier, Press Club President, Mr. Sardar Barlas, 
suggested that political parties of the country should study the role 
of newspapers and journalists specially and suggest what can they 
do in shaping the editorial policies of their respective newspapers. 

Mr. Barlas said the recent movement had proved beyond 
doubts that the nation wanted pure and simple democracy where 
Press could enjoy unfettered freedom and guide their readers on 
various aspect of national policies. 

Mr. Barlas also called for removing travel restriction on 
journalists so that they could go out of the country learn more and 
more in a better position to inform their readers about international 
events.

Karachi mission a success, says Mujibur Rehman 

DACCA, Aug 15: Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, President of the All-
Pakistan Awami League, said here yesterday that his "mission to 
Karachi has been successful". 

Talking to newsmen at the Tejgaon Airport on his return from 
Karachi after a week-long visit, the Awami League chief said that 
his talks with the Sind United Front leaders were "very 
satisfactory".

MUJIB CRITICISES HIS OPPONENTS 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, Chief of the 6-point Awami League 
launched an attack on the "political opportunists" and criticised 
their role before the people. 

He was addressing the lawyers of the city at Hotel Edan here 
tonight. 

In his forceful speech punctuated by repeated applause he 
bitterly criticised the role of three leading political parties without 
mentioning their names. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman declared that the demands for 
regional autonomy on the basis of six-point programme of his 
party was intended not only for East Pakistan but it was also 
intended for the other regions of West Pakistan. He refuted the 
accusations of certain quarters that the demand for autonomy for 
the Provinces would lead to a separation. 

He also disagreed that the regional autonomy would weaken 
the Centre. We want a strong Pakistan, but not a strong Centre he 
retorted, and added that strong province would lead to the creation 
of a strong Pakistan. 

Sheikh Mujib regretted that political opportunists were again 
out to hoodwink the people on this universal demands for regional 
autonomy. 

QUESTION OF PARTY 
He also strongly condemned the attitude of a particular party and 
its leaders which was trying to capitalise on the good name of 
Islam. 
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He made an appeal to all not play with the religion and excite 
the religious sentiments of the people. In this connection he also 
made passing remarks on the role of these leaders in the past. 

He referred to the newly formed political party and its 
manifesto without mentioning the name, and explained how it was 
trying to confuse the people on another vital issue–representation 
on the basis of population. He said that the manifesto of this party 
proposed a bicameral legislature with its upper unit based on the 
principle of parity not only that he said it had also proposed the 
creation of a new Province comprising Bahawalpur. 

He added that the proposal would lead to the establishment of 
parity and not the representation on the basis of population. 
Moreover, he asked why other former states, like Dir, should not 
form Province. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that the essence of democracy 
was one man, one vote but the principal of parity negated it. He 
also gave the background of what forced East Pakistanis to accept 
the principle of parity and experienced a sense of total neglect and 
frustration in all spheres of life.–PPI.

Elected representatives only can frame constitution: Mujib 
(By Our Staff Reporter) 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, chief of the Awami League yesterday 
urged the Government to give a “constitutional frame-work” and 
hold early elections in the country. 

Addressing Awami League lawyers belonging to the Dacca 
District Bar Association at a hotel Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said 
that only the elected representatives of the people can frame a 
constitution. He said “no one else in the country has any moral and 
legal rights to represent the people”. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman while touching upon the future 
constitution of the country reiterated his earlier demand for 
provincial autonomy, dismemberment of One Unit in West 
Pakistan, representation on the basis of population and federal 
parliamentary form of government. He said the people of Pakistan 
had accepted these demands. 

The Awami League chief said that the demand of autonomy 
had been accepted by the people of all regions including the former 
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province of Punjab and Karachi. They all believe that only by 
ensuring autonomy for all the region a united and strong Pakistan 
could be ensured. 

He said that all the arguments in favour of a strong Centre 
were aimed at ensuring the interest of a vested class. He said 
strong units will combine together to make strong and united 
Pakistan. The people want a strong and united Pakistan and not a 
strong centre but a week Pakistan. He said the vested quarters in 
the country were once again out to confuse the people and deprive 
them of their legitimate rights. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that in view of the injustices and 
inequalities meted out to the minority provinces in West Pakistan 
the people of Pakistan were one in their demand for 
dismemberment of One Unit. 

ONE-MAN-ONE-VOTE 
Referring to the demand for representation on the basis of 
population Awami League chief said, “one-man-one-vote” is 
universally accepted democratic demand. He said that baring a few 
leaders who have always been representing the interest of the 
vested class everybody now agrees to the concept of “one-man-
one-vote”. He said this will go a long way in ensuring justice in the 
country. 

On the demand raised by some leaders for a bicameral 
legislature in the country, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said “it is a 
fraud against the people”. He said the exponents of bicameral 
system of legislature were trying to perpetuate the interest of 
vested class by suggesting parity in the Upper House. He said 
these elements have been exposed before public opinion by their 
demand for the status of a province for the former princely state of 
Bahawalpur. 

PARITY 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that East Pakistan had agreed to the 
idea of parity with the sincere hope that parity shall be maintained 
in all, spheres of national life. But the experience of the past had 
clearly demonstrated that the concept of parity was never 
observed. He accused the vested interests in the country for having 
cheated the people of East Pakistan and minority provinces in 
West Pakistan of their legitimate rights. 

He said under the circumstances the people of Pakistan shall 
no longer agree to the idea of parity. He said the poor people of 
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West Pakistan were as much cheated as the people of East 
Pakistan. He said “we shall fight for all the poor and oppressed and 
suppressed people of Pakistan.” 

ISLAM 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that the country was passing through 
critical period. He said leaders of the vested quarters in the country 
were also trying to exploit the name of Islam for furthering their 
own political ends. He said “Islam is not the monopoly of any 
group or party.” 

He said after the tragic death of Abdul Malek, one political 
party had launched a hate-campaign against the parties and people 
who believed in Pakistan and the principles of Islam. He said these 
people who were fanning hatred against the progressive elements 
in the country “had opposed the creation of Pakistan”. He said 
these people had branded Quaid-e-Azam as “Kafir” and had issued 
fatwas against him and the Pakistan movement. 

He said these elements had always served the interest of the 
vested class and were once again out to create disunity amongst the 
people with some ulterior motives. After being thoroughly beaten 
in the politics they were trying to come to political scene through 
the backdoor. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman recalled that while people were dying 
on the streets for want of medical care and treatment the leader of 
the party now exploiting the name of Islam had flown to London 
for treatment. He said that “such people can never be friends of the 
people”. 

CARTEL, SYSTEM MUST GO 
The Awami League chief said that the cartel system in the country 
must go. He said that every citizen of the country had a right to 
have a share in the economic and political progress in the country. 
He said “there must be an end to all kind of exploitation”. 

ROLE OF A.L. 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman briefly narrated the role of Awami 
League during language movement and all the subsequent 
movements. He said those who opposed the demand for Bengali 
becoming a national language, autonomy and greater share of East 
Pakistan in all national fields were now themselves raising the 
same demands in a bid to make themselves popular. He said the 
people know these leaders and shall never trust them again.

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman asked the partymen to spread out to 
the villages and explain to the people the demands of the party. He 
said the Six-Point Programme of Awami League was aimed at 
ensuring a happy and prosperous Pakistan and all efforts should be 
made for its realization. 

Earlier Vice-President of the party Khondokar Mushtaq 
Ahmed and Mr. Moazzem Hossain briefly addressed the gathering.

Mujib expresses concern over floods

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman chief of the Awami League yesterday 
expressed his deep concern over recurring floods in East Pakistan 
and urged the Government to take effective measures to control it. 

Addressing Awami League lawyers belonging to the Dacca 
District Bar Association at a local hotel, the Awami League chief 
accused the past regimes for “criminal neglect” in controlling the 
menace of floods in East Pakistan.

Mujib calls for positive action: Al-Aqsa fire 

GOPALGONJ, Aug 29: Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, Chief of the 
Pakistan Awami League, yesterday called for positive action 
against the Zionists in order to liberate the holy places in 
Jerusalem. 

He was addressing party workers at the Community Hall here 
yesterday. The Awami League chief condemned the burning of a 
part of the Al-Aqsa Mosque and said the act of sacrilege by the 
Jews had hurt the Muslims of the entire world. 
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He called upon the Government of Pakistan to provide active 
and positive assistance "to the Arab Muslim brethren and do 
everything possible to liberate the Muslim Holy Places." 

The Awami League chief held out an assurance to the 
Government that his Party would extend full support and go along 
with the Government for the liberation of the holy places. 

In his hour-long speech the Awami League leader dwelt at 
length with the political, economic and social conditions now 
existing in the country. 

He said it was high time that the constitutional problems were 
resolved once for all . He referred to the "three burning issues'', 
namely regional autonomy, dismemberment of One Unit and 
representation on the basis of population. 

Sheikh Saheb said that election should be held immediately on 
the basis of adult franchise and conditions should be created to 
enable the people to elect representatives to frame a constitution. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, regretted that vested interests were 
always out to frustrate demands of the people and to curb the 
masses. 

He warned that "such mischievous designs" would never be 
successful and declared that people would finally come out 
triumphant.  

The Awami League Chief also spoke of "the deteriorating 
economic conditions in the Province" and pressed for tax 
exemption to land-owners holding upto 25 Bighas of land.–PPI.

Representation on population basis, reiterates Mujib 

KHULNA, Aug 30 (APP): Sheikh Mujibur Rahman Chief East 
Pakistan Awami League today reiterated his demand that the 
representation should be based on population basis and there must 
be provincial autonomy both for East and West Pakistan. 

Sheikh Mujib was speaking at reception accorded to him this 
yesterday at the Municipal Hall by the City Awami League. 

The Awami League Chief said that the struggle for the 
achievement of this party’s, six-point programme would continue 
till all the demands are fulfilled and urged upon the people to 
cooperate with his party in the struggle. 

The Sheikh while speaking about disparity between the two 
Wings of the country said that the burning problem of flood 
control for the people of East Pakistan had been left unsolved 
during the last 22 years while there were three capitals besides 
irrigation facilities for the people of West Pakistan. He further said 
that jute is the main source of foreign exchange earnings and the 
growers of jute had been put to untold miseries and hardship. The 
big business and industrialists are flourishing at the cost of the 
poor jute growers. 

The Awami League leaders said that the decade of Ayub Khan 
had thrown the people into a state of destitution. 

He said that economic condition of the masses should be 
improved at any cost and said that land revenue upto the holding of 
25 bighas of agricultural land should be exempted. His party 
would go in for implementing the programme, he added. 

Earlier, on his arrival here this morning thousands of people 
greeted the Awami League leader at the IWTA Ghat. Later he was 
to address a reception at Khalishpur which was cancelled due to 
heavy rush of people who gathered at the venue of the reception as 
open air meeting permissible.

Mujib stresses need for provincial autonomy 

JESSORE, Aug. 31: The Awami league Chief, Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman, said here yesterday that the history of 22 years of 
independence was the history of exploitation and oppression and it 
had reached its peak during the Ayub regime. Economic policy 
intitiated during this period only benifitted a few families. 

Addressing the Jessore District Awami League workers' 
conference at Town Hall yesterday after his arrival from Khulna, 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said disparity between the two wings had 
been mounting high day by day during the Ayub regime. He said 
when the people of East Pakistan voiced their legitimate demands 
they were branded as secessionist and Prochialist. He further said 
for the survival of the future generation, provincial autonomy on 
the basis of six-point was a must. He demanded representation on 
the basis of population. 

Regarding One Unit he clearly said it was to be dismembered 
and said other parts of West Pakistan should fight for the 
realisation of these demands along with East Pakistan. He said he 
believed in socialism but it should not have its origin in any 
foreign country.  

There would be such a social system in which there would be 
no exploitation and concentration of wealth in fewer hands. Justice 
and equality shall prevail in such a system based on true Socialism. 

Referring to the necessity of flood control, he said that serious 
and sincere efforts were necessary to control flood in East Pakistan 
which had been causing havoc every year. On the contrary past 
Government spent crores of rupees on the construction of new 
capital. He asked when big industries were enjoying holiday for 
certain years why there should not be tax remission for the owners 
of 25 Bighas of land. 
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He told the refugees that 22 years had passed and now they 
should forget that they were refugees. They would enjoy the same 
rights and privileges were being enjoyed by the people of this 
wing. 

He appealed to the students to be on right path and said they 
were the future hope of the country. Time will come when their 
aspiration will come true, he added. 

About the desecration of a Aqsa mosque, Sheikh Mujib said 
his party would support any positive action, taken against the 
Israelis by the Government in collaboration with other Muslim 
countries.–APP

A PPI report adds: Sheikh Mujib said that our society would be 
based on equality and social justice and every body would be equal 
in the eye of law. 

He said that a section of political leaders were preaching 
capitalists' Socialism in the guise of Islam . He reminded those that 
the people of the country would not accept any system where all 
did not get due shares. Refuting an allegation made by Jamaat-i-
Islami Chief Maulana Abul Ala Maudoodi, that the last upsurge in 
the Province was initiated by West Bengal, the Awami League 
Chief said that the Maulana bad no knowledge about the 
movement in East Pakistan and that the movement was launched 
by each and every East Pakistani to get back their lost right.

He made a fervent appeal to all to keep religion above 
all political controversy. 

He was addressing the Awami League workers here today. 
The Awami League chief regretted that a section of political 
leaders were trying to play up the sacred name of Islam to achieve 
their selfish ends. "Warn them not to play with religion", he added 
and remarked", it would amount to profanity to do so". 

Sheikh Mujib, who was on a brief stopover here from Jessore 
to Kushtia with his party men, lamented that the country was still 
beset with constitutional problems even after the lapse of 22 years. 

He made it clear, no constitution without regional autonomy, 
representation on the basis of population and restoration of the 
former provinces of West Pakistan would be acceptable to the 
people. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, claimed that the implementation of 
six-point programme would lead to the achievement of this 
objective and help create a strong Pakistan. 

FLOOD PROBLEM 
He said crores of rupees had been spent over the construction of 
Mangla and Tarbela but no effective step has so far been taken to 
control flood in East Pakistan. The permanent solution of this 
gigantic problem of flood would have promoted the cause of the 
nation, he pointed out. 
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Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that the economy of the country 
had been broken to a large extent mainly because of the wrong 
policy of the Ayub regime. This policy had only created 
monopolists and cartels and help the rich to become richer and 
poor poorer. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman declared that his party could wage a 
relentless struggle to establish a society free from exploitation, 
hunger and disease as wedded to the concept of the welfare state. –

Sk. Mujib says : AL cannot accept 1956 Constitution 
From Our Correspondent 

CHITTAGONG, Sept. 9:–Awami League chief Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman strongly urged the present regime to take all immediate 
measures for holding general elections without further loss of time. 
He hoped that new leaders elected by the people would be able to 
solve the problems of the country. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, who arrived in Chittagong this 
afternoon, observed this while addressing the members of the 
Chittagong Bar. 

Sheikh Mujib said that the country is now faced with two 
problems, namely political and economic and neither of the two 
has ever been solved after having completed twenty two years of 
our independence and within this period the country never had any 
real constitution. The Awami League cannot accept both 1956 and 
1962 constitutions as both the constitutions have failed to remove 
the long gap of disparity between the two provinces of Pakistan. 

Sheikh Mujib was vehemently critical about the shifting of the 
capital to Islamabad and the lack of capital formation in East 
Pakistan was primarily responsible due to capital remaining in 
West Pakistan. The colonial attitude of the past regimes were also 
responsible for the backwardness of industrialisation in East 
Pakistan and that resulted in the lesser earning of foreign exchange 
for East Pakistan at the present moment. 
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Sheikh Mujib strongly urged the Govt. to take immediate 
effective measures for permanent control of floods in East 
Pakistan. He also said that effective flood control with Indian co-
operation is a must for East Pakistan. He blamed the Govt. 
sincerity for permanent solution of flood in East Pakistan when 
Govt. has already solved the Indus Basin and Rann of Kutch 
problems in West Pakistan seeking cooperation from India keeping 
long outstanding Kashmir dispute aside. 

He expressed great concern about the rising per capita in come 
in West Pakistan which was at par in both the provinces in 1946. 

Sheikh Mujib vehemently opposed a reported move by 
interested quarters to revive the 1956 constitution which is not 
suitable at the present moment for East Pakistan.

CHITTAGONG, Sept 9: Sheikh Mujibur Rahman Awami League 
leader on arrival here this noon was given rousing reception by one 
of biggest crowds assembled on both sides of roads all over 32 
miles route from Patenga airport to city. 

It is estimated that about 50,000 people lined up on roads for 
over two and held hours under scorching heat to accord him 
ovation on his first visit to this port city after his release from 
Agartala conspiracy case.

People's representatives must make Constitution : Mujib's 
address to lawyers 

CHITTAGONG, Sept 10: The Awami League Chief, Sheikh 
Mujibur Rahman said here yesterday adult franchise should frame 
an agreed and acceptable constitution of the country. 
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He was addressing the members of the Chittagong Bar 
Association here. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that the constitution of a country 
must reflect the hopes and aspirations of the people of that country, 
and that could only be possible if the constitution was framed by 
the representatives of the people elected through adult franchise. 

He regretted that the country could not have a suitable and 
lasting constitution in 22 years after Independence. General 
election through adult franchise was an urgent need of the country. 
The representatives of the peoples thus elected could frame the 
future constitution of the country, he added. 

Sheikh Mujib said that no individual had any right to frame a 
constitution for the country. He appealed to the President of Pakistan 
to hold general elections as early as possible and then entrust the 
people's elected representatives the task of framing the constitution. 

Referring to the 1956 and 1962 constitutions Sheikh Mujib 
said that these could not be accepted. 

He reiterated that a fresh constitution had to be framed. He 
pointed out that the proposed general elections would also be a sort 
of a referendum giving an opportunity to the people to express 
their opinions on the type of the future constitution. 

Speaking on 1956 constitution the Sheikh said, it did not 
ensure provincial autonomy and was rigid for amendment. 

Referring to the 1962 constitution Sheikh Mujib said it was a 
one-man constitution and aimed at perpetuating one man's rule. 
The National Assembly under the constitution was a dignified 
debating club he added. He said that the constitution also did not 
offer any scope for easy amendment. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman also ruled out any possibility of joint 
discussion with the leaders on matters of future constitution of the 
country. He said that the leaders were to be elected by the people, 
and any person posing himself a leader could not be accepted as 
such since he had no right to represent the people. 

He observed "I am not a leader and I have no moral right to 
call myself a leader until and unless I am elected by the people." 

Sheikh Mujib said, the leaders elected by the people as their 
representatives could only sit together to frame a constitution. 

Referring to a joint discussion with the leaders the Sheikh said 
if the leaders were not unanimous there would be no election. So 
let the election be held first and then the elected leaders hold 
discussions on the constitution. 
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The Awami League chief said, since 1954 no general election 
through adult franchise had taken place in the country. This had 
caused a dearth of right leadership, he added. He pointed out that 
the new leadership would emerge through elections and these 
leaders would be able to guide the people and frame a constitution 
acceptable to the people. 

Sounding a note of caution, he said that some manipulations 
were going on to bring in the 1956 constitution through the 
backdoor. He reiterated that it could not be accepted. 

Referring to the six-point programme the Sheikh explained 
views on taxation and currency. –APP.

Mujib for foreign policy based on friendship to all 

CHITTAGONG, Sept. 11 (APP): Pakistan Awami League chief 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman today advocated for a foreign policy 
based on friendship to all and malice to none. 

He was addressing a crowded Pres conference at Hotel 
Shahjahan here this evening. 

The Sheikh said, we believe in peace. Peace within the 
country and peace in the world, he added. 

The Awami League chief also expressed his faith in co-
existence with others. 

Replying to a question Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that he 
had unflinching faith in democracy. When told by a questioner that 
democracy could not ensure political stability and economic

progress, Sheikh Mujib said only democratic process can give a 
stable Government. 

The Awami League chief said democracy alone can ensure 
political stability and economic progress. But it must be a pure and 
simple democracy, he added. 

He observed that as an ardent advocate of democracy he has 
the fullest faith in the people whose verdict was always the 
supreme. He insisted that people must elect their representatives 
through adult franchise to frame a constitution suited to the people. 

He regretted that manipulations were going on in certain 
quarters to bringing the 1956 Constitution through back door in a 
most undemocratic manner. He said that this would be a betrayal 
to the cause of the people and he could not be a party to it. 

FRESH CONSTITUTION 
The Awami League chief said that nothing but a fresh constitution 
would be acceptable to the people. 

Referring to his party’s basic programmes Sheikh Mujib said 
that every province must get the fullest autonomy on the basis of 
Six-Point Programme. 

He also demanded representation on population basis and the 
breaking of One Unit in West Pakistan. He further stated that all 
exploitation must end. 

Asked whether his party was willing for alliance with any 
other political party for election purpose the Awami League chief 
replied in the negative. 

Replying to a question whether he will prefer to have alliance 
with leftist parties Sheikh Mujib said that he was neither in the 
right nor in the left and his party was always a “centralist” party.

Mujib's statement challenged

Chowdhury Khaliquzzaman, a veteran politician, has challenged 
the statement of Shaikh Mujibur Rahman, the Awami League 
leader, that West Pakistani officials Posted in East Pakistan were 
responsible for "all the ills and woes of East Pakistan." 

In a Press statement he recalled the plight of the East Bengal 
Muslims due to the suppression and oppression at the hands of 
British and Hindus. 

The dominance of Hindus, he said, was so complete that even 
when the British had created a separate province the Bengal 
Muslims could do nothing to counter the Hindus' demand for 
annulment of division of Bengal. 

He said that when the British left, there was a complete 
vacuum and there were not many East Pakistani officials to take 
charge of the administration. 

He also recalled the 1954 riots in Adamjee Jute mills on the 
day when he was taking oath as Governor. On that occasion, 
Chowdhury Sahib said, the Prime Minister wanted Governor's rule 
but he disagreed and instead submitted his resignation in protest–
because he believed in a democratic rule. "This Governor had 
come from West Pakistan," the statement concluded.

It may be mentioned here that Mr. Ruhul Quddus and Mr. Ahmad 
Fazlur Rahman, Vice-principal of the Pakistan Administrative Staff 
College and Secretary of the Central Ministry of Finance respectively 
at the time of their arrest in December 1967, in the alleged conspiracy 
case known as "Agartala Conspiracy Cases". 

The case was withdrawn by the Ayub regime in February last 
and these officers were reinstated in their jobs. They retired in June 
last. Mr. Quddus and Mr. Rahman were introduced to the Awami 
League workers at Awami League office.

Mujib opposes revival of '56 Constitution 

MADARIPUR, Sept. 23: Awami League Chief Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman asserted here on Sunday that "any attempt to impose 1956 
constitution on the nation would be resisted at all cost." 

Addressing a ladies gathering at the local Bar Library Hall on 
Sunday evening the Sheikh said his stand on this issue was very 
clear and unchangeable. He said the 1956 Constitution must not be 
revived.

The President of the All-Pakistan Awami League, Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman, in a statement issued in Dacca last night expressed his 
great concern over the communal frenzy in the Indian state of 
Gujrat. He appealed to the people of India to put an immediate 
check on this nefarious reprehensible acts of persecution of the 
minority. 

The Sheikh Saheb also urged upon the Government of India to 
take adequate measures to save the lives and properties of the 
Muslim citizens from the scourge of venomous communalists and 
bury this evil once for all. 

The following is the text of the statement: 
“I have been deeply shocked at the tragic drama being staged 

at the altar or communal frenzy on the soil of Ahmedabad in India. 
The intermittent communal violence on the minority Muslim 
population over and over again in India even after long years of 
Independence has been a cause for grave concern to the people of 
Pakistan in particular and to all right-thinking people in general.”

Mujib's call to Government 

CHAUMUHANI (Noakhali), Sept. 29: Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, 
President of the Pakistan Awami League, has said that the 
Government should take immediate measures to protect the lives 
and properties of six crore people of this province from the 
menacing flood. 

Addressing the Awami League workers here last evening, the 
Awami League Chief alleged despite the colossal loss of lives and 
properties of people every year by the recurring floods the 
Government has not taken any concrete measures to forestall this 
menace. The pecuniary condition of the peasants in the province 
had deteriorated from bad to worse by the flood. 

People in these areas had to pass the day half fed and 
sometime in total starvation, while the nation's wealth concentrated 
in only few hands. He said while the industrialists were getting tax 
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holiday from the Government, the peasants and the working class 
were overburdened with taxes and land revenues and they were 
being harassed for the realisation of taxes and other dues.

The Awami League chief also appealed to the Government to drop 
the case instituted against six student leaders, including Mr. Tofail 
Ahmad. 

The awami League chief was accompanied by Messr Tajuddin 
Ahmad and Abdul Momin. He was joined at Feni by Dr. Kamal 
Husain. 

A warm reception and a number of addresses of welcome 
were read at the hall. He was presented with a copy of the Hole 
Quran and a shield studded with six gold stars representing the six 
point programme of the Awami League. 

RATIONING URGED 
In Feni Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, yesterday asked the Government 
to introduce modified rationing and provide relief in the natural 
calamity effected areas of the province. 

The Awami League chief, addressing his party workers here 
appealed to the Government to check soaring price of essential 
commodities. 

He demanded early general elections in the country on the 
basis of universal adult franchise. 

He said some of the East Pakistani leaders were responsible 
for not realising the legitimate demand of the province in the past. 

Referring to the communal riots in India, Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman condemned the Killing of Indian Muslims. He, however, 
urged the people to maintain peace and communal harmony in East 
Pakistan.–PPI/APP.

Mujib wants polls without delay 
(By Our Staff Reporter) 

MAIJDI COURT. Sep. 30 (PPI): Awami League chief Sheikh 
Mujibur Rahman has said people would not accept any 
constitution unless framed by elected representatives of the people. 

Addressing district Awami League workers at a local cinema 
hall  here last night, the Awami League chief said that only elected 
representatives could frame country’s constitution keeping in view 
hopes and aspirations of people. 

He said that general election should be held without delay so 
that elected representatives could speak for people. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that force was not answer to 
country’s problems. Problems were to be solved taking in view 
hopes and desires of the people. 

He said the demands of the people of East Pakistan were just 
and legitimate and to be solved without further delay. 

The Awami League chief said that people of province had been 
deprived of due shares in all spheres of life. They had not been given 
shares in central money, central services and defence services. 
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He said that while hundreds of crores of rupees were being 
spent for construction of national capital no tangible efforts were 
being made for the implementation of Krugg mission report for 
controlling floods in East Pakistan. He said huge money had been 
spent on Mangla and Tarbela outside plan but flood control 
schemes was not adopted. 

Sheikh Mujib said that he had no grudge for Mangla or 
Tarbela because those were essential there. He said that control of 
flood in this province was not less essential. 

Awami League chief criticised Ayub regime for solution of 
Indus basin problem and Rann of Kutch leaving behind vital issues 
like Farakka. He posed question if those problems could be 
resolved with India why vital issue involving whole economy of 
East Pakistan could not be solved. He criticised Ayub government 
for not protesting when India received huge money from America 
for Farakka. 

He said implementation of Farakka would badly affect the 
economy of the province. 

Sheikh Mujib pointed out that whenever demands of East 
Pakistan were raised, those were suppressed in name of secession 
or religion. 

He said that each and every Bengali Muslim had tremendous 
faith in Islam and they were true Muslims. Non should teach Islam 
to Bengalis. 

He advised people not to be misled in name of Islam. He

Mujib asks people to be vigilant against exploiters 

LUXMIPUR (Noakhali), Oct 2: Awami League Chief Sheikh 
Mujibur Rahman has called upon people to be vigilant against 
those who were exploiting poor people as the history of the 22 
years of independence was the history of exploitation, oppression, 
suppression and nepotism. 

Addressing party workers here he said that those who 
exploited the poor people could not be true Muslims. Only those 
were Muslims who fought against wrong and injustices. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that his party was trying to build 
the society where there would be no exploitation with equal shares 
for all. 
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He said that materialization of his six-point programme was 
the only solution of the major problems in the country. 

Sheikh Sahib further said that during the 22 years of 
independence economic condition of East Pakistan had 
deteriorated. Once East Pakistan was self-sufficient in food but 
now the province has become a deficit area, he added. 

He said that East Pakistan used to export 72 lakh bales of jute 
but now only 32 lakh bales are exported. The reason for the decline 
was that the jute policy was formulated by those who had no 
knowledge about jute, he contended. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman also urged politicians not to mislead 
people in the name of Islam. 

On arrival at Raipura the Awami League leader was given a 
warm welcome. 

Later Sheikh Mujibur Rahman went to Ramganj. In an open 
Jeep he passed through the bazar. Due to heavy rush at the workers 
meeting there Sheikh Sahib could not speak for long. A country 
boat was used to avoid the unprecedented waysides gatherings. 
Speaking briefly he called upon the people to rally round the 
banner of the Awami League. 

He said demands for regional autonomy, dissolution of one 
Unit in West Pakistan and representation on population basis were 
general demands of the people.

Mujib’s call to improve North Bengal communications 

GAIBANDHA, Oct. 8 (PPI): Awami League chief Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman today called for the immediate improvement of 
communications between the districts of North Bengal and the rest 
of the province. 

Addressing the Awami League workers at the Jinnah Hall here 
this afternoon, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that communications 
were the essential prerequisite for the industrial development of a 
part of the country. The industrial backwardness of North Bengal 
was the natural consequences of the bad communications between 
North Bengal and the provincial capital for which the past 
Government was solely responsible, he said. 

Attributing the responsibility of bad communications system 
and industrial backwardness of North Bengal to Ayub regime 
which ruled the country for the last ten years Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman demanded immediate construction of a bridge over the 
River Jamuna. He said that a bridge on the River Jamuna would 
shorten the travel between North shorten the travel between North 
Bengal and the provincial metropolis, narrow the industrial 
difference and improve the northern districts in all respects. He 
said that the bridge should have been constructed long before in 
the interest of the nation. 

Pending the construction of the bridge over Jamuna, the 
Awami League chief suggested for the improvement of 
communications between North Bengal and the provincial capital 
by fast train and frequent air and ferry services. 

Earlier on arrival, a huge crowd received the Awami League 
chief. He was profusely garlanded by them. 

STUDENT PLIGHT 
Before departure for Gaibandha from Bogra, the Awami League 
chief addressed the student leaders. He said that Ayub regime had 
forced the students community to take part in the political 
activities. He said that these were the natural corollary to the 
problems they were facing due to the bad economic policy during 
the ten years’ rule of Mohammad Ayub Khan. The bad economic 
policy pursued by the Ayub regime made the rich richer and the 
poor poorer. It not only hit the common man but also the young 
student community, Sheikh Mujib regretted. Their parents’ 
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multiplied problems added to theirs economic and educational 
backwardness and had brought the students on the streets. 

He said that the sacrifices made by the students, labourer and 
the members of the public would not go in vain. 

On his way from Bogra to Gaibandha, the Awami League 
chief addressed the workers meetings at Gobindaganj, Palahbari 
and Tulshighat. 

FLOOD 
In all these meetings, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman demanded that the 
Government should take immediate measure to control flood in the 
province. He referred to the Krugg Mission report for the 
protection of the people from the devastating flood which caused 
enormous loss of life and property to the province, and said that 
even after lapse of 13 years the plan had not been implemented. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman demanded adequate relief and 
rehabilitation measures of the recent flood victims of the province. 

The Awami League chief also referred to the problems faced 
by the jute and the sugar-cane growers and demanded fair price for 
the produce these people who grew these cash crops did not get the 
cost price of their produces, not to speak of their fair price, he 
regretted. He also demanded the proper protection of their 
interests. 

Sheikh Mujib also visited the mazar of Hazrat Shah Sultan 
Mohiuddin Mahi Shah Ibrahim Mohmood Balkhi Rahmatullah 
Allaiyh at Mahasthangarh in Bogra and offered fateha. Later in the 
afternoon, he left for Rangpur.

Mujib for undoing of One Unit : No compromise at cost of truth 

SAIDPUR, Oct 11: Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, Awami League 
Chief, said the people of East Pakistan stand by the side of People 
of West Pakistan for realisation of genuine demands particularly 
breaking up of "One Unit". 

Addressing Awami League workers at Nilphamari yesterday 
the Awami League chief said his party's fight was against those 
who exploited people and made the country poor. He said common 
people of West Pakistan had also been deprived of their due share 
by vested interests. Time had come to realise due shares and no 
clique would be able to stand before united struggle of people of 
Pakistan, he added. 

He said East Pakistan had been maltreated during last 22 years 
and now people would not tolerate to be treated like colonial 
marcet. 

He told workers that sacrifice of the people would not go in 
vain. Truth must triumph. 

He cautioned the people not to be misled by those politicians 
who betrayed the cause of the people in the past. 

These politicians, he said, came with big slogans and in the 
end worked as agent of exploiters and undemocratic forces. 

Sheikh Sahib said a section of politicians were trying to make 
food problems an election issue. 

He said food was necessary for life but for solving food 
problem along with other problems. A people's Government was a 
must. 

He said his party launched struggle against wrongs and 
injustices, and for the realisation of people's lost right. 

There would be no compromise at the cost of truth. Later 
addressing the party workers here Sheikh Sahib called upon 
Mohajirs to fight shoulder to shoulder with local people to realise 
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the legitimate demands of East Pakistan. He said they should not 
think isolated from local people Because they had been living here 
for long to me and my party there is no difference from people to 
people, he said. 

Earlier on way from Rangpur to Saidpur, Sheikh Sahib 
addressing party workers at Pagiapir reiterated demand for 
immediate flood control measures for the province and demanded 
adequate relief to the affected people. 

He said huge quantities of jute and sugarcane were being 
destroyed by floods while growers were not getting fair price. 

He recalled that Awami League Government in 1956 
established Cottage Industries Corporation to help cottage 
industry. He regretted that the Corporation had become 
commercial one. He suggested that cottage industry should get 
adequate attention from the Government so that foreign exchange 
could be earned and unemployment problem Solved.–PPI.

Mujib demands greater share for workers : Denounces 22 
families of West Pakistan 

DACCA, Oct, 13: The Awami League chief Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman, on Sunday suggested that greater portion of ownership of 
the mills and factories in the country should be given to the people 
and the working class. 
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In a message to the inaugural function of a new labour 
organization, Jatiya Sramik League (National Labourers League), 
the labour front of AL, he said that the measure would held imbibe 
the labourers with the nationalist spirit to participate for better 
production. 

He suggested distribution of a greater part of the profit among 
the labourers and demanded appointment of an experts' committee 
to control the price spiral of essential commodities. 

While calling for a realistic industrial planning, the Awami 
League chief underscored the need for the expansion of cottage 
and medium-size industries on co-operative basis to face the ever-
increasing unemployment problem. 

The country, he said, is now burdened with the curse of 
inflation because of the establishment of profit-motivated big mills 
and factories without any regard for the unemployment problem. 

He said labourers and cultivators, who constituted 82 percent 
of the population, had been exploited economically for the last 22 
years by a group of 22 families who incidentally belonged to West 
Pakistan. 

This group which controlled 80 percent of the total wealth of 
the country used the plea of "national integrity and religion" to 
exploit the people, he said. 

He distinctly remember some of them were against the 
creation of Pakistan and in fact branded sir syed Ahmed, Quaid-i-
Azam and Kazi Nazrul Ialam as 'Kafir' and Sher-e-Bangala and 
Shahid Suhrawardy as the agents of India. This section was again 
active against the people and the six-points of Awami League at 
the time when the country's economic condition was the worst." 

He called for a socialistic economic structure which should 
agree with our customs, traditions and willingness. He did not 
favour any imported socialism but a new exploitationless society 
based on nationalist feelings. 

He warned people to watch the activities of the extremists, the 
ultra-revolutionaries or the staunch conservatives, who were 
playing with the fate of the country to serve the vested interest. 

He urged the people to stand against these elements so that the 
mass struggle carried out with great sacrifice should not go in 
vain.–APP. 

The Awami League chief said that there was the apprehension 
of a serious shortage of food this year because of continuous 
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drought floods and excessive rains. He suggested (1) exemption of 
rent and other taxes of the cultivators possessing 25 bighas of land, 
(2) distribution of surplus lands which would remain after 
distribution among the people on a fixed basis to the landless 
cultivators. (3) Control of floods, introduction of co-operative 
farming (4) establishment of agricultural bank in the villages to 
grant long term loans (5) Fixation of minimum price for jute (6) 
and nationalisation of jute industry. 

The Sheikh also pointed out that the country was passing 
through a constitutional crisis which could be resolved only 
through 6-point programme by adopting provincial autonomy, 
dismemberment of one unit in West Pakistan and representation on 
population basis. –APP.

Corruption rampant JMC, JTC centres says Mujib 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, chief of the Pakistan Awami League on 
Wednesday called upon the President to create conditions for 
immediate handing over power to the representative of the people. 

Talking to PPI in Dacca on Wednesday morning, the Awami 
League chief said that the true representatives of the people alone 
could resolve all the problems now facing the country.

He said that corruption was 
rampant in the JMC and JTC sponsored centres in different parts 
of the province. 

Corrupt persons, engaged in these centres, were taking full 
advantage of plight of the jutegrowers and purchasing jute at a 
much lower price giving them receipts showing higher prices. 
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It was most unfortunate that the unscrupulous persons were 
taking advantage of the situation, he regretted.  

The Awami League chief said that manipulations by the auti-
social elements were responsible for the high prices of foodgrains 
and essential commodities.

No polls date while constitutional Confusion prevails 

PESHAWAR, Oct 18: Mr. Abdul Baqi Baluch, a former member 
of the defunct West Pakistan Assembly, yesterday criticised 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, for demanding fixation of date for 
general elections, without providing any agreeable formula on the 
present constitutional issues. 

In a rejoinder to Sheikh Mujibur Rahman's assertion that 
president Yahya Khan should create "conditions for immdeiate 
handing over of power to people's representatives", Mr. Baluch 
said "This statement indirectly suggests as if the President is 
creating hurdles in the way of general election in the country 
which is totally in contrast with obvious facts, President Yahya 
Khan came into power only on March 25, this year when the entire 
country was in a state of political chaos, yet, by now, within seven 
months time he has restored peace and order in the country and has 
also honestly paved the way for general elections to the extent that 
even the actual enrolment of voters has begun from yesterday and 
the draft electoral lists are reported to be ready in three months 
time. In view of this achievement, it is unfair to malign by 
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implication the impartial President of Pakistan in this connection 
as Sheikh Mujibur Rahman is attempting to do. 

"Sheikh Sahib is perhaps preparing false grounds to rool the 
people in order to cover up his own misdeeds in the politics of the 
country and is trying to cleverly shift the responsibility on the 
President for inevitable further delays in elections because of the 
constitutional confusion prevalent in the country which in no way 
is the creation of President Yahya Khan but for which Sheikh 
Mujibur Rahman is mainly responsible. 

"The President has taken solid practical steps to discharge his 
administrative duties towards holding of general elections but may 
I pose a question to Sheikh Mujibur Rahman as to what is his 
practical contribution to resolve the constitutional deadlock in 
order to speed up elections and facilitate transfer of power to 
people's representatives. In this regard he is only reciting his so 
called Six-Points like a tutored parrot who is taught nothing 
beyond that at present almost all political parties including Sheikh 
Mujib's Six-point Awami League want a different constitution for 
the country and may I know under how many constitutions 
President Yahya Khan should order general elections ? But Sheikh 
Mujib still says that the President should quickly announce the 
date of elections, Sheikh Mujib is either deliberately playing to the 
gailery of he does not known even, the abs of serious politics. He 
perhaps does not realise that no elections can be held without a 
constitution and at Present the country has no constitution. I advise 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman to give up his outdated methods of raising 
slogans to get cheap publicity and instead he should cultivate the 
healthy habit of getting together with the leaders of all other 
political parties of Pakistan will agree jointly on one and only one 
constitution and then demand from the President to announce the 
final date of elections. Such a course will be the most practical 
form of speeding up election programme in the country.

'No political mission': Mujib on UK trip 
From MAHBUBUL ALAM 

DACCA, Oct 23: The Awami League leader, Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman, has said his proposed visit to UK had nothing to do with 
politics. 
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Sheikh Mujib who is scheduled to leave here for London on 
Oct 25, said he was not going to London with any political 
intention but was going there in response to "innumerable 
requests" from Pakistanis living in that country. 

In an interview to a local vernacular daily, the Six-Point 
Awami League leader said during his stay abroad he would keep 
himself in close touch with events in the country, and if at any time 
his presence was required at home he would return in no time. 

Meanwhile, an Awami League source has firmly denied that 
their leader planned to meet any Pakistanis political leader in 
London. The source explained that the Sheikh's proposed visit was 
not political. 

APP adds: "My role in politics is clear to everybody and I do 
not believe in any intrigue, you know. I had over come hours of 
trial innumerable times, the Sheikh added. 

Explaining the object of his ensuing visit to United Kingdom, 
Sheikh Sahib said he could not forget the help and sympathy 
which he had received from the Pakistanis particularly the 
Bengalees in UK. He said the Pakistanis in the UK while 
remaining for away from the country had taken positive part in the 
last upsurge against the previous Government. 

With chocked voice the Sheikh said the Bengalees residing in 
UK had sent the great lawyer Thomas Williams to defend us when 
we were facing trial in the Agartala Conspiracy Case". Their 
sympathy for me and their solidarity with the struggle of the 
people here are still vivid in my memory". 

The Awami League leader said that they had sent hundreds of 
letters and telegrams to him to go there, but he could not do so 
earlier due to pre-occupation. 

"I feel obliged to accept their demand to get myself amongst 
them" the Sheikh added. 

Paying tribute to the Pakistanis in London the Sheikh said that 
when the people were fighting for autonomy on the basis of 6-
point they had extended their helping hands from U.K. and thereby 
intensified our movement against the dictatorial rule of one 
person". 

"The Sheikh said: "The people including farmers, workers and 
the students of this country had made our political fight more 
glorious and shining with their bloods". 

"I can not betray them", the Sheikh asserted. 
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He called upon the people to be aware of "certain known 
persons" who had been subverting the cause of the people at different 
times through their modus operendi" to hoodwink the people". 

Sounding a note of warning, Sheikh Sahib said that the people 
would never allow "certain persons" to do harm to the great 
religion of Islam as these people, he added, were exploiting the 
religion for their own benefit. In the name of Islam "these people" 
have been giving bluff to the "six-crore" people of East Pakistan 
since the dawn of this country. The people would never forgive 
them the Awami League leader said. 

Sheikh Mujib also deplored the role of "extreme progressives" 
and the "extreme reactionaries".

Sheikh Mujib said that as soon as he came to know that East 
Pakistani refugees were required to possess citizenship documents 
in order to become voters, he contacted the Election Commission 
authority. He was informed that the Chief Election Commissioner's 
television interview had created some misunderstanding. 
Otherwise no such thing was contemplated and there was no bar in 
becoming a voter. 

The correspondent of the paper said to Sheikh Mujib: "There 
exists some misgiving about you and your party in the Muhajir 
circles. Is some vested interest behind it?" 

Sheikh Sahib said, "I have learnt politics from Urdu-speaking 
Muhajir Husain Shaheed Suhrawardy. How can I oppose my 
Muhajir brethren. In my educational life in Calcutta most of my 
friends were Urdu-speaking persons.

Mujib urges voter forms in Bengali and Urdu 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, the Awami League chief, has said that 
the Election Commission should supply voter forms both in 
Bengali and Urdu in both the Wings of Pakistan, reports APP. 

According to an interview published in a local Urdu daily the 
Awami League chief said that refugees in East Pakistan were 
justified in demanding voter forms in Urdu because both Urdu and 
Bengali were the national languages of Pakistan and they should 
be equally used in all the parts of the country. 

He said the concern of East Pakistani refugees above the 
preparation of the voter’s list was justified as they (the refugees) 
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had made East Pakistan their home. “They have equal rights, they 
should be given equal treatment, and their problems, should be 
immediately solved without hurting their sentiments”, Sheikh 
Mujib said. 

Referring to the complaints he had been receiving from 
Karachi and other parts of West Pakistan that voter forms were not 
being supplied there in Bengali, Sheikh Mujib said it was a very 
wrong policy and demanded that the Election Commission should 
supply voter forms in both Bengali and Urdu in the two Wings of 
Pakistan. 

Sheikh Mujib said that as soon he came to know that East 
Pakistan refugees were required to possess citizenship documents in 
order to become a voter, he contacted the Election Commission 
authority. He was informed that the Chief Election Commissioner’s 
television interview had created some misunderstanding. Otherwise 
no such thing was contemplated and there was no bar in becoming a 
voter. He said he was happy that the Election Commission had 
removed the misunderstanding through a Press note. 

The report also quoted Sheikh Sahab as sayinfi: “I have learnt 
politics from an Urdu-speaking Muhajir, Husain Shaheed 
Suhrawardy. How can I oppose my Muhajir brethren. In my 
educational life in Calcutta most of my friends were Urdu-
speaking persons. We together took part in the Pakistan movement 
and have achieved this great country Pakistan”. 

According to the report Sheikh Mujib said that none could 
understand the refugees’ problems better than him. In 1946, when 
communal riots broke out in Bihar on a large scale, his leader, late 
Mr. Suhrawardy, the then Chief Minister of Bengal, sent a reliew 
team to Bihar under his (Sheikh Mujib’s) leadership. 

PLIGHT OF BIHAR MUSLIMS 
He had witnessed the plight of Bihar Muslims and had rendered 
whatever help was possible. He had brought out a large number of 
refugees to Bengal and had opened relief camps for them in 
Asansol and other areas. 

Sheikh Mujib said after independence as his party was not in 
power it could not do anything on Government level for the 
refugees. But when Mr. Shaheed Suhrawardy became Prime 
Minister of Pakistan, a Rs. 26 crore scheme for refugee rehabilitation 
in East Pakistan was prepared. The scheme could however, not be 
implemented owing to later political developments, he added. 
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Sheikh Mujib regretted that even after 22 years of 
independence, the question of local and Muhajir is raised. He said 
he wished that every person of East Pakistan considered himself 
East Pakistani. “All persons will have equal share of benefits as 
well as misfortunes in whatever happens here,” he said. 

Sheikh Mujib appealed to Muhajereen not to be misled by 
interested quarters. He said he knew that Muhajerieen had decided 
to live and die in this province. They had settled here. So they had 
every right to demand their rights. But they should not be swept 
away by emotion and must be aware or those who create rift 
between local and Muhajir. If any misunderstandings arose, this 
should be cleared by the saner elements mutually.

No political string attached to UK visit : Mujib 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, Chief of the Awami League, said here 
last night that he would urge upon the Government to take up with 
the British Government to take up with the British Government the 
immigration and other problems faced by Pakistanis working in 
the United Kingdom, reports A.P.P. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, who left here last night for Karachi 
on way to U.K. on a three-week visit, told newsmen at the airport 
that during his stay in U.K. he would meet fellow Pakistanis and 
discuss with them their problems. 

The Awami League chief said that as British people claimed 
to be civilised Pakistanis living in U.K. expected a civilised 
behaviour from them. I hope they will do so. 

He said Pakistanis in U.K. were working and they were not 
living on charity. “They must be treated as human beings”, he said. 

Referring to Pakistanis living in U. K. Awami League leader 
said: “We shall stand by them. We have definite responsibility 
towards them”. 

He said that during his stay in the U.K. he was likely to visit 
Manchester, Bradford, Liverpool and other places where Pakistanis 
were living. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that there was “no political 
string” attached to his visit to the U.K. which he described as a 
private visit.

'Near-famine' conditions in E. Wing, says Mujib : Call for 

stabilisation of foodgrain and jute prices 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, President of the Pakistan Awami League 
on Friday night expressed concern at the 'near-famine' conditions 
now prevailing in East Pakistan. 

Talking to newsmen at the Karachi Airport on his way to 
London, the Awami League leader said that the prices of food 
grains in East Pakistan during the recent past had shot up, hitting 
the common man very badly. He said that there was also a shortage 
of rice. The downfall in the price of jute had further deteriorated 
the conditions, which were still worse in the villages. 

He demanded an adequate supply of rice, stabilisation of jute 
prices and immediate relief measures. He also called for "free 
rationing" for the poor. 

In reply to a question the Awami League leader said that there 
was no truth about the reported exclusion of refugees from the 
voters' list. He said he contacted the relevant authorities and was 
told that there was no bar to the refugees becoming voters. It is all 
propaganda and nothing else, he added. 
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Sheikh Mujibur Rahman was asked to comment on President 
Yahya's willingness to convene a national conference of political 
leaders to resolve constitutional problems. The Awami League 
leader said he had not read any reports about it and that he had no 
comment to offer. 

LONDON TRIP EXPLAINED 
Asked if he envisaged any meeting with other political leaders, 
now in London or who plan to visit London in the near future. 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said he had no such plans, but added that 
he might meet them if it was necessary. He parried a question 
whether he would meet former President Iskander Mirza during his 
visit to London. 

About his trip to London, the Awami League leader said there 
was nothing secret about it. I want to meet my friends and my 
people now living in London who helped me in my hour of need, 
he added. He said he would stay there for about three weeks. 

After about half an hour stop over at the Karachi Airport, 
Sheikh Sahib left for London by P.I.A. 

Mr. M. A. H. Kamaruzzaman, General Secretary of the 
Pakistan Awami League also arrived here along with Sheikh 
Mujibur Rahman. He will stay in Karachi for about a couple of 
days before leaving on an extensive tour of upcountry regions to 
review and supervise the organisation of the league. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman was seen off at the Karachi Airport 
among others, by the local Awami League leaders and workers, 
friends and admirers.–APP

Mujib in London : Hopes elections will be fair 
From YAHIA SYED 

LONDON, Oct. 26: we do hope elections would be impartial and 
fair, said the Awami League Chief, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, on 
his arrival this morning at London airport. But he added it should 
be held even earlier than planned. 

Talking to newsmen, he said if Government wanted to find 
wishes of people they could hold elections in six months’ time and 
any other government can organise the same. 
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The Sheikh, who is paying visit to London after 1963, said: 
He is not here for medical checkup. “In spite of my long 
incarceration by Ayub regime, by Allah’s grace I am fit and 
healthy.” 

Explaining the purpose of his visit the Sheikh said because 
during his incarceration during Ayub regime many Pakistanis 
living in UK specially East Pakistanis sacrificed to help me, even 
collected money to send a British lawyer to defend me so I have 
come to thank them personally. 

You know my views on this issue and also what I want and 
what I don’t, said Sheikh in reply to a question on what basis he 
would like elections to be held. “Only people’s elected 
representatives have authority and mandate to frame constitution. 
No individual or group has right to frame constitution. If election 
is held on universal suffrage and adult franchise those elected will 
have power and authority to frame constitution which people will 
accept which I will accept. We have already wasted 22 years in 
trying to find constitution. Let’s not waste any more time for this 
for which we have given blood, sacrifices and thousand of students 
and workers have suffered. We cannot any longer play with the 
fate of 120 million people.” The Sheikh said to a question: Should 
not be at this stage in Pakistan to direct electioneering campaign 
for his party? The Sheikh said: “Even during my long 
imprisonment my party work was never hampered. Why should it 
be now”. 

The Sheikh who is staying at Mount Royal Hotel Marblearchi 
is expected to remain here for two weeks during which he is 
expected to address meetings in London and in Midland. 

The Sheikh was received by a crowd of over 200 who wore 
his photograph on coat lapel. Some of the placards read: Bangla 
Bandhu Sheikh Mujib, our goal Socialism, answer is six-point. 
Pakistani people unite and fight.” 

Among those who received the Sheikh was Raja Saheb of 
Mahmoodabad and PIA officials, who met him in VIP lounge. 

Answering a question if political parties are doing their 
electioneering campaign unimpeded the Sheikh replied: “Don’t ask 
me this question now.”

Autonomy means basic rights for East Pakistanis: Mujib 
(From YEHIA SYED) 

LONDON Nov. 2: When I asked for autonomy I am asking for 
basic rights for East Pakistanis, said Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, 
Awami League chief, addressing in Bengali largely attended public 
meeting in East London last night. This is not secession, he said. 

We want Defence, Foreign affairs and Finance to be Central 
subjects only and if we could stop flight of capital from East Wing 
by keeping one currency, lets’s do it, but flight of capital must be 
stopped at all costs. 

Addressing a Press conference soon after the public meeting, 
Sheikh Saheb insisted that only a general election held within six 
months can cure all ailments of the country which will also 
eliminate number of political parties. 

Let people elect a constituent assembly within six months and 
that assembly should be given time limit of six months to produce 
a framework of constitution as only elected representatives can 
give the nation a constitution, he said. 
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He insisted that because Pakistan is one country, election must 
be held on population basis which is the only democratic way to 
hold election. Sheikh Sabeb said he believed Westminster type of 
democracy would suit Pakistan admirably. 

ECONOMIC PROGRAMME 
Outlining his party’s economic programme if returned to power 
Sheikh Saheb said, we would nationalise all Pakistani banks and 
insurance companies but he made it clear that his party would not 
do the same with foreign banks or insurance companies. 

He accused Ayub regime for not protesting enough about 
Farakka Barrage which, he said is going to affect East Pakistan 
economy adversely. 

Most important problem to tackle in East Pakistan for any 
government even before population control, he said, is flood 
control. We are losing Rs. 100 crores per year due to floods, he 
said. 

Addressing to Indian journalists present the Sheikh described 
religious riots in India as shameful and uncivilised, adding 
progressive forces in India should have come forward by now to 
stop this senseless killing of Muslims. We in Pakistan knew how to 
protect lives and properties of minorities and we have shown that 
can be done if there is a will to do it.

Mujib's advice : Merge with local people 
An Observer report 

Awami League leader Sheikh Mujibur Rahman on Saturday 
advised the mohajirs to merge with the local people. He was 
addressing a gathering at Mirpur while visiting the affected areas. 

Earlier on his arrival from London he told the reporters at the 
airport "Of what happened I am sorry and everybody should be 
sorry." 

He congratulated the people who tried to maintain peace 
during the disturbances. 

Sounding a note of warning, the Awami League Chief said, 
"Those who started the disturbances should now come back to 
their senses." He cautioned the troublemongers, "They should 
know they are playing with fire." 

The Sheikh demanded that those who were at the root of the 
troubles should be dealt with severely. Replying to a questioner, he 
added, "I want the culprits to be punished and not the innocents." 

When asked whether he would form a peace committee. 
Sheikh Mujib said that the situation in the city was now normal 
and so peace committee was not necessary. He then emphatically 
added. "Our people know how to maintain peace." 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that "everybody knew who were 
at the root of the disturbances." 

"Did the Government know?" he was asked. 
The Awami League chief observed, "Of course, Government 

knew it, It took (the mischiefmongers) two months." He added that 
the Government "should have known what was going on." 

Truck-load of people went to the airport to receive the Awami 
League leader. 

He later visited the affected areas. 
Flying the Awami League flag on his car he led a procession 

in five trucks, one bus and dozens of cars and motorcycles. He first 
went to the Rayerbazar tannery areas and met the family of the 
Awami League President of the locality. The local Awami League 
leader sustained a bullet injury during the disturbances. Then he 
went to the house of the Chairman of the Rayerbazar Union whose 
nephew was killed in the disturbances. 
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The Sheikh's procession drove through Mohammadpur. He 
did not stop there. After that he went to Mirpur and covered most 
of the area. 

At Mirpur he first stopped at a mohajir relief camp at Section 
2. He encouraged the people there to get back their morale. 

Next he addressed a gathering at Section 12. He advised the 
gathering, "Forget you are mohajier or Bihari." He said that "there 
is no difference between Bengalee or mohajir." He appealed to the 
mohajers to merge with the local people and to adapt local way of 
life. 

On the outskirt of Mirpur, Sheikh Mujib visited a relief camp 
that housed the local pepple who were uprooled from their homes 
during the disturbances. The procession then proneeded to 
Nalalpara and Tejgaon. 

"Some arrangements should be made to look after their 
comfort, their difficulties and their problems." 

In this connection be mentioned that though there were about 
one lakh East Pakistan now living in Britain there were only 20 
East Pakistanis among the 300 officials in the High Commission. 

When asked whether he demanded more East Pakistani 
officials in the High Commission, the Sheikh maintained that his 
demand would not be comfined to more increase in the number of 
East Pakistani officials in the High Commission, but his demand 
was so percent representation of East Pakistan in every sphere. 

Sheikh Mujib said that he addressed two public meetings in 
Britin– at East England and at Buckingham. He added that he had 
to cut short his programme and cancel several meetings when he 
had heard the news of disturbances in Dacca. He said that he talked 
to some members of British parliaments, including his lawyer 
William Thomas, and discussed with them about the problems of 
the immigrants. 

When asked whether he met or talked to Mian Mumtaz 
Daultana or Mr. Bhutto in London, he answered in the negative. 
He said neither he nor Mr. Daultana tried to meet each other. 
About Bhutto, he said, "I don't know where he is." He added that 
he was too much busy meeting the people there that he had no time 
to even think about these things. Then he asserted, "I don't believe 
in behind-the-scene politics. Our politics is clean."

Culprits be punished, not innocents : Mujib 
(By Our Staff Reporter) 

AWAMI LEAGUE CHIEF SHEIKH MUJIBUR RAHMAN SAID 
YESTERDAY THAT THE PERSONS RESPONSIBLE FOR THE 
DISTURBANCES SHOULD BE SEVERELY DEALT WITH HE SAID 
“I WANT THE CULPRITS TO BE PUNISHED AND NOT THE 
INNOCENT.” 

Sheikh Sahib who was talking to newsmen on his arrival from 
London said he was sorry for what had happened in Dacca and 
added “everybody is sorry”. 

He said he was happy to see that the people had tried to work 
for maintaining peace in the city. He said “those who started the 
trouble now come back to their senses”. 
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He said the people know “the Government also knows” who 
was responsible for the trouble. He said the trouble was brewing 
for about two months. “They (Government) should know what is 
going on in the country.” 

Sheikh Saheb said, he did not meet either Mr. Daultana or Mr. 
Z. A. Bhutto during his stay in London. “I have not met Mr. 
Daultana. Mr. Daultana also did not try to meet me” he said. 

Most of the time he was outside London talking to people, he 
added. He also said he did not even know if Mr. Bhutto was in 
England at that time. 

PAK IMMIGRANTS 
Commenting on the plight of Pakistani immigrants in Britain, 
Sheikh Sahib said “they are somehow living”. He complained that 
the Pakistani High Commission in England was not looking after the 
interest of the Pakistanis properly. He said that some arrangements 
should be made to look after their problems and difficulties”. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman pointed out that there were only 20 or 
so Bengali officials out of 300 in the Pakistani High Commission. 
He said there were about one lakh Bengali immigrants living in 
Britain. He said that there should be at least 56 per cent 
representation of the Bengalies in the High Commission. 

The Awami League leader said that after hearing about the 
disturbances in Dacca he had to curtail his stay in Britain and rush 
back home. He told a questioner that he had been invited by the 
Pakistanis to visit Britain again. 

In reply to a question he said that during his brief stay in 
Britain he met some British officials in connection with the 
problems of the Pakistani immigrants. He denied meeting the 
British Foreign Secretary. He also met Mr. Thomas Williams who 
was his lawyer during the Agartala conspiracy case.

No dilly-dallying with Rooppur : says Mujib 

The East Pakistan Awami League today urged the Government to 
complete without any more dilly-dally the Rooppur Nuclear Project 
in view of the lack of other power potentials in East Pakistan.

Polls before April : urges AL 

(By Our Staff Reporter) 

The Working Committee of the East Pakistan Awami League 
yesterday asked the Government to hold general elections in the 
country by April 1970. 

The Working Committee meeting held under the presidentship 
of party chief Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, urged the Government to 
make immediate arrangements to hold direct elections on the basis 
of population. 

The elected federal legislature will function within a federal 
parliamentary structure both as legislature and the Constituent 
Assembly. 

The party also demanded withdrawal of all restrictions on 
political activities and holding of public meetings in the open. It 
also urged the release of all political prisoners and withdrawal of 
all warrants of arrests issued against politicos. 
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The Working Committee expressed the view that the problems 
facing the country could be solved only by the elected 
representatives of the people. The meeting also reaffirmed the 
policy statement of the party chief Sheikh Mujibur Rahman 
suggesting for devising of machinery for immediate transfer of 
power to the people and framing a constitution representing the 
will and consensus of the people. 

The Working Committee observed that the basic political, 
economic and constitutional issues which the people sought to 
resolve at a tremendous sacrifices over the years, culminating into 
the great country-wide popular upsurge, still confronted the 
country in a wider dimension. The run of the emerging events do 
not beckon bright prospect of their early solution. The multiplying 
problems of common men peasants, workers, students, low income 
earners and vast multitude of toiling masses were everyday 
mounting in gigantic proportion, the meeting further viewed.

While expressing his party's full support for those demands, 
namely supply of voters enrolment form in Sindhi and restoration 
of former provinces in West Pakistan, he appealed to Qazi Saheb, 
Lala Kadir and the students to break hunger immediately and fight 
politically for the achievement of these objectives.

Mujib's call to release workers, leaders, students : plea to 
Yahya to withdraw cases 

DACCA, Nov 27: Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, the Awami League 
chief, last night urged upon President Yahya Khan to release all 
arrested political leaders, workers, students and labourers and 
withdraw all the pending cases instituted against them. 

In a statement the Sheikh said that many cases had been 
instituted against political workers, students and labourers during 
and after the mass upsurge against the ten years of despotic rule. It 
was reasonably expected that all these cases would have been 
withdrawn to normalise the situation, he added. 

He said: "None should forget that we are passing through a 
grave crisis and living on a volcano. The Government should be 
very much cautious to take any step which may deteriorate the 
present political situation." 

The Awami League leader said that political Problems could 
only be solved politically and not by resorting to any coercive 
measures, nor by suppressing the people. 

The Awami League chief said that he was much shocked to 
learn of the recent arrests of some leaders and students in Sind 
including Kazi Faiz Mohammad, Vice-President, All-Pakistan 
Awami League, Mr. Gulam Mohammad Laghari, President of Sind 
provincial NAP and Mr. Jan Saotan, NSF leader, who, he said, 
"were on a peaceful hunger strike to draw the attention of the 
public and the authorities towards some political demands of their 
reason. Hunger strike now is an universally accepted constitutional 
method to ventilate ones demands and it cannot he constituted as 
an offence by itself." 

In this connection I would mention here that a few months 
back, the convener of the Punjab provincial Awami League Mr.

MUJIB : Another murder charge against 1st Lt. Calley 

FORT BENNING, (Georgia), Nov. 30: First Lieutenant William 
Calley, who is to be court martialled for allegedly killing 109 
South Viet-Namese civilians, has been charged with another 
murder, the US Army announced here. 

The court martial stems from an alleged massacre by 
American troops at the fortified hamlet of My Lai in South Viet-
Nam's Guang Ngai province on March 16, 1968. 

The latest murder against Calley involves an adult male, who 
died about six weeks before the My Lai incident. 

A statement by the Defence Department said evidence for the 
new murder charge stems from the Army's overall investigation of 
the alleged My Lai massacre. 

Calley was working today on normal administrative duties at 
the office of the Deputy Post Commander of Fort Benning, where 
he is stationed. 

A spokesman said he was "under no restraint of any kind and 
could leave during normal pass hours". 

The spokesman could not say if Lietutenant Calley had left the 
base since the announcement of his court martial. –Reuter.

Our Special Representative from Dacca adds:  In a written statement 
issued to the Press on Sunday evening on the President's broadcast to 
the nation, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said the mass of the people, 
including students, workers, peasants and intelligentsia of the 
country through toils, tears and supreme sacrifiecs "identified certain 
fundamental cases of our national malaise and clearly defined the 
remedies therefore." He said: President Yahya Khan deserves 
appreciation for his sincere endeavour to konw for himself the 
problems and his candid expression of unanimity with the nation on 
the basic problems." The Awami League chief said there was ample 
room for disagreement on the time schedule and the manner of 
effecting the transfer of power to the people. He thought the election 
to the proposed National Assembly could be held earlier if the 
administration took up the matter seriously. "Nevertheless we feel 
that the proposed arrangement envisaged by the President can be 
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efficaciously taken advantage of by the elected representatives who 
would be emerging out with clear popular mandate". The Sheikh 
commended the assertion of the President to maintain congenial 
condition in the country for holding polis. He advised the 
Administration to exercise scruples to attain these objectives for 
careless or overzealous actions of Administration on touchy matters 
and controversial issues would be capable of igniting no less 
disruption than that generated by the activities of the antagonists of 
democratic order.

APP adds from Peshawar: Air Marshal Asghar Khan, a leader of the

He said: General Yahya Khan's announcement on the steps he 
has proposed for the restoration of democracy must be examined in 
the context of the country's immediate and long-term interests, 
beyond narrow regional or parochial limits and above party or 
group consideration.  
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"Pakistan is today faced with a serious constitutional dilemma 
in which the Armed Forces have been placed in a position from 
which they must be extricated. This can only be done if political 
leaders and parties can agree at least on the basic approach to the 
solution of the present impasse. 

"It is only proper that until now political parties and political 
leaders should have expressed their views on how democracy 
should be restored and it was natural that there should be 
difference of approach on the method to be adopted. 

"Under the circumstances, Gen Yahya Khan has, I believe, 
adopted a course of action, which, though it does not meet exactly 
the wishes different political parties, it does provide a reasonable 
solution of a difficult problem. 

"I, therefore, urge all those who have the welfare of the country 
at heart to accept the solution that has been offered and consider the 
issue, at least in so far as the basis for election is concerned, as 
closed. If we prepare for elections on this basis and if the newly-
elected National Assembly approaches the constitutional issues in a 
spirit of co-operation and trust there is no reason why Pakistan 
should not march towards political satability and why we should not 
succeed in resolving the gigantic economic issues facing the 
country. The alternative would be continued political and economic 
instability, with its inevitable Consequences. 

"I hope we will rise above narrow party and regional 
considerations and work for the strength and solidarity of the 
country and the happiness of the people."

Sheikh Mujib’s reaction to Yahya’s broadcast 
(By our Staff Reporter) 

AWAMI LEAGUE CHIEF SHEIKH MUJIBUR RAHMAN 
YESTERDAY SAID THAT PRESIDENT YAHYA KHAN DESERVED 
APPRECIATION FOR HIS SINCERE ENDEAVOUR TO KNOW FOR 
HIMSELF THE PROBLEMS AND HIS CANDID EXPRESSION OF 
UNANIMITY WITH THE NATION ON THE BASIC PROBLEMS. 

Commenting on the President’s Friday’s broadcast to the 
nation, the Awami League leader said that there could be some 
room for disagreement on the time schedule for the election but the 
proposed arrangement envisaged by the President could be 
efficaciously taken advantage of by the elected representatives 
who could be emerging out with clear popular mandate. 
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Sheikh Mujibur Rahman also commended the President for his 
assurance that congenial atmosphere will be maintained in the 
country for holding the polls. He, however, said that for ensuring 
congenial atmosphere scruples must be exercised by the 
administration for careless or overzealous actions of the 
administration on touchy matters and controversial issues would be 
capable of igniting no less disruption then that generated by the 
activities of the antagonists of democratic order.  

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that six-point programme of his 
party could form basis for solving some of the unresolved basic 
issues like autonomy and economic provisions. He said autonomy 
on the basis of six-point formula and other unresolved vital 
constitutional issues could be put to the test if popular will during 
elections and could be resolved by the elected representatives on 
he irrefutable legal and moral strength of electoral ratification. 

The Awami League leader however, regretted that the 
President in his broadcast did not make mentions about recurring 
floods in East Pakistan. He said the people expected from the 
President the much anticipated announcement of his decision to 
execute a comprehensive scheme of flood control with the fund 
provided by the Central Government from outside the Five-Year 
Plan allocations. 

TEXT 
Following is the text of the statement “We have read the 

announcement of President Yahya Khan and noted his 
observations on the basic problems through which the country is 
passing and the remedies prescribed thereof. The mass of the 
people including students, workers, peasants and intelligentsia of 
the country through tolls, tears and supreme sacrifices indentified 
certain fundamental causes of our national malaise and clearly 
defined the remedies thereof. President Yahya khan deserves 
appreciation for his sincere endeavour to know for himself the 
problems and his candid expression of unanimity with the nation 
on the basic problems. 

There is ample room for disagreement on the time schedule and 
the manner of effecting the transfer of power to the people. The 
election to the proposed National Assembly could be held earlier if 
the administration took up the matter seriously. Nevertheless we feel 
that the proposed arrangement envisaged by the President can be 
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efficaciously taken advantage of by the elected representatives who 
would be emerging out with clear popular mandate. The assertion of 
the President to maintain congenial condition in the country for 
holding the polls is quite commendable. In order to attain this 
objective scruples must be exercised by the administration too, for, 
careless or overzealous actions of administration on touchy matters 
and controversial issues would be capable of igniting no less 
disruption than that generated by the activities of the antagonists of 
democratic order. We hope the President will ensure precaution 
against that possibility. 

VITAL ISSUES 
The President suggested solution to some of the vital issues and 
left some issues unresolved. Our stand has always been that the 
basic issues, constitutional, economic or otherwise, can only be 
solved by the people themselves through their elected 
representatives. The elected representatives of the proposed 
National Assembly, during constitution making will frame a 
comprehensive constitution for the country embodying therein the 
solution to the unresolved basic issues like autonomy and 
economic provision and in doing so it will also review and work 
out finally the provisions in respect of the issues, the solution to 
which has been suggested by the President in his announcement. 
We, therefore, feel that the autonomy on the basic of 6-point 
formula and other unresolved vital constitutional issues can be put 
to the test of popular will during election and can be resolved by 
the elected representatives on the irrefutable legal and moral 
strength of electoral ratification. We are confident that the people 
will give their verdict in clear terms in in favour of their demand 
for autonomy on the basis of 6-point programme which alone can 
be the basis for solidarity and integrity of Pakistan by removing 
once for all the chronic misunderstanding, on account of power 
imbalance, economic  disparity and disparity in services including 
the defence services, between the Centre and the federating units, 
particularly East Bengal. 

The President has dealt at length social, economic and many 
other problems. We regret that he missed to focus the problems of 
flood in East Bengal which leaves every year a devastating effect 
on the life and economy of East Bengal. We expected from the 
President the much anticipated announcement of his decision to 
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execute a comprehensive scheme of flood control with the fund 
provided by the Central Government from outside the Five-Year 
Plan allocations. We hope the President will take steps in that 
direction, otherwise the cherished improvement in economic 
condition of the people of this region cannot be attained. 

KHAN A SABUR 
Khan Abdus Sabur, seniormost Vice President of Pakistan Muslim 
League (Convention) yesterday said that the President General 
A.M. Yahya Khan’s announcement about the basis for constitution 
making of the country has given unmistakable proof of his earnest 
desire to transfer power peacefully. 

Khan Sabur told APP that “the basis for the constitution 
making and accompanied statement as announced by the President 
General A.M. Yahya Khan will receive approbation of all persons 
who believe in constitutional way of righting a wrong. He has 
given an unmistakable proof of his earnest desire about the 
peaceful transfer of power. 

Khan Sabur said “It is now for the politicians to accept the 
challenge and forge ahead with the task of giving a future 
constitution of the 5th largest state of the world.” He said “There 
are, however, some unspelled procedure in his statement, that is, 
the procedure of voting, distribution of power between the centre 
and provinces, ground rules for election campaign, etc. Unless all 
these issues are elucidated more clearly, it is not possible to 
convey my fuller reaction to the announcement”. “Is not four 
moths time rather too short a period for drafting and adoption of 
the whole constitution”, he asked. 

Khan Sabur said “these are my personal preliminary reaction 
and I will express my fuller reaction to this statement after I have 
been able to make a thorough study of the whole proposal with its 
follow up explanation and in consultation with my colleagues. 

TOAHA 
Commenting on the President’s broadcast General Secretary of 
NAP (Bhashani group) Mr. Toaha, said that the Presidential 
pronouncement of having a Constitution through the proposed 
National Assembly could not fulfil the necessity of our time. 

In a statement issued in Dacca last night Mr. Toaha said that 
the President’s announcement seriously lacked in socio-political 
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realities and added “82 per cent of our population‒peasantry‒does 
not appear in the Presidential plan of our future Constitution”. 

The NAP leaders said that he failed to understand how such a 
venture on Constitution-making could be workable without taking 
into cognisance the existence of the working class and the 
peasantry. He said any effort for having a working Constitution 
must have the participation of the working class, peasantry, 
students, political parties, patriotic intelligentsia and patriotic 
section of the national bourgeoisie. He said the future Constitution 
of the country must have the character of a people’s democratic 
Constitution. 

Mr. Toaha said that the President had only put an official seal 
on the accomplished facts for which his party had worked since its 
inception. He claimed that his party was the first party to raise the 
demand for regional autonomy, annulment of One Unit, 
representation on the basis of population and anti-imperialists 
foreign policy.

Realisation of regional autonomy best homage to 
Suhrawardy : Mujib 

SHEIKH MUJIBUR RAHMAN PRESIDENT OF THE ALL-
PAKISTAN AWAMI LEAGUE YESTERDAY SAID THAT THE 
BEST WAY TO PAY HOMAGE TO LATE SHAHEED 
SUHRAWARDY WAS TO ESTABLISH FULL DEMOCRACY 
AND COMPLETE REGIONAL AUTONOMY IN THE COUNTRY. 

ADDRESSING A LARGELY ATTENDED MEETING 
HELD UNDER THE AUSPICES OF THE SHAHEED 
SUHRAWARDY MIRTU BARSHIKI UDJAPAN COMMITTEE 
ON THE OCCASION OF OBSERVANCE OF SIXTH DEATH 
ANNIVERSARY OF THE LATE LEADER, THE AWAMI 
LEAGUE CHIEF SAID THAT HIS PARTY WOULD 
CONTINUE ITS STRUGGLE FOR THE REALISATION OF 
FULL REGIONAL AUTONOMY ON THE BASS OF ITS SIX-
POINT PROGRAMME. 

The discussion meeting held at the mazar premises was 
address among others by Mr. Justice S. M. Murshed a former 
Chief Justice of East Pakistan High Court and Mr. Sirajuddin 
Hussain, Mr. Kamruddin Ahmed, a former Ambassador of 
Pakistan to Burma, Presided. 
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Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that he and his party were ready 
to face any consequences for the realisation of full regional 
autonomy and democracy in the country. He warned that a section 
of people was “conspiring to frustrate the ensuing general election” 
in order to what he called “perpetuate military rule” in the country. 

Referring to those who were exploiting the people in various 
ways, Sheikh Mujib sounded a note of caution that the people will 
resist those exploiters at any cost. He said that the economic 
condition of the people had deteriorated during the last decade and 
the entire wealth of the country had been concentrated in the hands 
of only 22 families. 

The rural people he said were living in extreme economic 
hardship without food and medicine. The industrialists had been 
given tax-holiday while the poor peasants were heavily burdened 
with taxes, he pointed out. 

Shikh Mujibur Rahman was ... of those politician who wanted 
the restoration of the 1956 Constitution. The supporters of 1956 
Constitution, he said sometimes quoted Suhrawardy that he

Polls to show if people want full autonomy : Mujib 

SHEIKH MUJIBUR RAHMAN PRESIDENT OF THE 
PAKISTAN AWAMI LEAGUE YESTERDAY TOLD A 
GATHERING THAT THE ENSUING GENERAL ELECTION 
WOULD DECIDE WHETHER PEOPLE WANTED COMPLETE 
REGIONAL AUTONOMY ON THE BASIS OF THE SIX-
POINT PROGRAMME OF THE LEAGUE. 

The Sheikh was speaking as the chief guest at a discussion 
meeting held at the mazar premises of Mr. H. S. Suhrawardy under 
the auspices of the East Pakistan students League (Six-Point 
Group). The meeting held on the second day of the observance of 
sixth death anniversary of Huseyn Shaheed Suhrawardy was 
presided over by Tofail Ahmed. President of the Student’s League 
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and was addressed among others by Messrs. Rehman Sobhan, Dr. 
Aleem-al-Razee and Serajuddin Hossain. Prefessor Muzaffar 
Ahmed President of the East Pakistan National Awami Party

Daultana's call to preserve nation : Mujib's Six Points 
criticized : Ayub's regime denounced 

LAHORE, Dec 16: Council League Chief Mian Mumtaz 
Mohammad Khan Daultana called upon the various parties in the 
country today to make an earnest endeavour on the political level 
to ensure that the procedure and working of the forthcoming 
National Assembly should be such as to inspire confidence into the 
hearts of people from every part of Pakistan. 

In an interview with PPI this morning he said, "I visualise an 
intense effort to bring this about during the coming months and in 
every such constructive effort, my party is willing to play its full 
part." 
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Talking about the shape of things to come, the CML chief said 
all sorts of administrative and constitutional adjustments in 
Pakistan were feasible, but they must be democratic in character 
and so designed as to preserve the basic unity and solidarity of the 
state. 

In an Obvious reference to One Unit, he said the 
administrative shape of West Pakistan was in the last resort to be 
decided according to the will of the people in every region of the 
province. 

"I am sure when the National Assembly meets," he said, "all 
these matters can be resolved by common agreement and mutual 
adjustments, simultaneously meeting the ends of administrative 
feasibility and satisfying the needs of the people." 

SIX-POINTS CRITICISED 
About the other Wing of the Country, the Council League chief 
said the fulfilment of the legitimate rights and aspirations of our 
brothers in that Province was something for which everyone in 
Pakistan must fight. 

In this context, he openly disapproved of the Six Points of 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman and said a close analysis of these points 
brought out their glaring inconsistency with the idea of the 
integrity and cohesion of Pakistan as one, indivisible nation. 

Nevertheless, he was hopeful that when the final moment for 
shaping the constitutional future of a united Pakistan came, the 
Six-Point Awami League leader and his party would show the 
some patriotism, statesmanship and restraint which was so vital 
and essential at this juncture. "If the Pakistan for which we all 
fought was to continue to expand fulfill its promise". 

Mr. Daultana added: "For my own view the genuine demands 
of the people of East Pakistan can he fully met on the lines of the 
Eight Points which were basis of unity among the constituent parts 
of the PDM."  

AYUB–NEGATION OF ML 
Discounting the suggestion on merger with any party of faction, 
the CML chief said: all doors are always open, but naturally our 
party cannot conceive merging its identity with any group calling 
itself the Muslim League or of accepting its existence as such after 
it had shored up the disastrous dictatorship of Mr. Ayub Khan." 
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Raising his voice to an emotional pitch Mian Mumtaz 
Daultana said Ayub and his regime were the negation of 
everything that the Muslim League ever stood for. 

He said: With eagerness and humility, we would welcome 
every one who was once of us and now returns to us with a real 
change of heart, but we naturally can have no association with any 
party which is or continues to be associated with the dark regime 
of Mr. Ayub Khan." 

He said the CML subscribed to three unalterable principles 
fundamental to the existence of Pakistan. These were 'Islam, 
democracy and national integrity.' 

The party's attitudes and alliances would be governed by these 
fundamentals. –PPI 

Explaining these principles, Mian Mumtaz Daultana said the 
CML believed that the integrity and solidarity of Pakistan achieved 
by national will in 1947 depended upon the fulfillment of the 
wishes of every section and region of the country. 

The party was, however, convinced that the people's needs all 
over the country were nowhere in conflict with national solidarity. 

ISLAM, DEMOCRACY 
He said the spiritual values of Islam were the ideological urge 
behind Pakistan. Shorn of this ideology, Pakistan could not have 
come into existence without losing its rationale. 

Islam possessed the most egalitarian system in human society. 
Therefore, adherence to Islam signified a commitment to total 
justice and egalitarianism in economic, social and human relations. 

Coming to the third fundamental, he said Pakistan was the 
creation of democracy. Complete unadulterated democracy was the 
only viable system for Pakistan. This had been proved again and 
again by the people's will never more than through the united 
popular upsurge last winter. 

He said: "I am glad that on this point, the people and the 
Government of Pakistan are absolutely at one. Through the effort 
of the nation, after a long time, the way seems to be open for the 
restoration of its true birthright, viz, the sovereignty of the people 
through a sovereign legislature. 

Mian Mumtaz Daultana said this was a moment of trial and 
challenge to the sanity of every genuine, democratic patriotic 
party. 
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He was confident that the statesmenship of their leaders and 
the irresistible pressure of public opinion would resolve all 
problems and controversies through a spirit of restraint, co-
operation and common dedication to the solidarity of the nation 
and the aspirations of the common man in Pakistan. 

The Council League, he said would play its full, dedicated and 
unselfish part in bringing about this solutions as it had done in the 
past struggle over the last years. The party was stronger today in 
organization and in the people's trust than ever before during the 
past 11 years, he asserted. 

He further said that the National Council of the Party would 
meet in Dacca on Dec 26 and 27, "We hope we shall be able to 
clarify and state the views of our party on various national matters 
after that," he added. 

Answering a question, he said nobody anywhere, least of all in 
West Pakistan, had ever denied the particular rights of every region 
in the country. As such, the principle of one man one vote was 
quite acceptable to all. 

However, he added, "I am sure our brothers in East Pakistan 
who are committed to the federal form of government will 
willingly co-operate in bringing about a true federation in Pakistan 
in which the equality of units as in federal systems the world over. 
There are so many ways of arriving at a balance, between the 
principle of one-man-one-vote and the principle of federation. A 
reasonable solution is not beyond the ingenuity and statesmanship 
of the leadership of Pakistan."

Tagore integral part of Bengali culture : says Mujib 
(By Our Staff Reporter) 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, Awami League chief, said to Dacca on 
Tuesday that Bengali Development Board should seek permission 
from Visva-Bharati and publish all the works of Rabindranath 
Tagore. 

Speaking at a function arranged on the occasion of the release 
of three discs comprising 12 Tagore Songs by East Pakistan 
artistes, the Awami League chief said that even after 22 years the 
works of Tagore were not available in East Pakistan. 

This was the first time that Tagore Songs have been recorded 
in Pakistan. The songs have been rendered by Sanjida Khatun, 
Fahmida Khatun, Afsari Khanum, Bilquis Nasiruddin, Rakhi 
Chakravorty and Kalim Sharafi. The songs were recorded under 
the supervision of Kalim Sharafi. 

Addressing a select gathering of intelligentsia, artistes and 
writers at the Bengali Academy here yesterday afternoon, the 
Awami League chief observed that Tagore reflected the hopes and 
aspirations of the millions of Bengalis through his works. Without 
him, the Awami League chief continued, Bengali culture was 
incomplete. 

Sheikh Saheb said East Pakistan has a cultural entity of its 
own and no amount of coercion can alienate the people from it. 

He regretted that a section of the rulling clique since the 
creation of Pakistan has always dubbed people of this wing as 
either Communist or Indian agents whenever they had asked for 
the proper recognition of Bengali language, literature and culture. 
He also regretted that a section of people of East Pakistan had also 
helped this group. 

Sheikh Saheb said, “things had been brought such a pass that 
we have so long been singing and listening to Tagore Songs with 
certain amount of fear and apprehension.” He said Bengali music 
is very sweet and it has been further enriched by Tagore Songs.  

Sheikh Sabeb said he had recently visited Kuthibari at 
Shahjadpur and was shocked to see the regrettable condition of the 
house. 

He said any nation which wants to alienate its own poets can 
never prosper. 
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He also said that proper care of poet Nazrul Islam was not 
being taken. He said a paltry monthly monetary allowance was not 
enough for a poet of Nazrul’s genius. 

Kalim Sharafi, a noted exponent of Tagore Song, said it was a 
matter of shame that Tagore Songs were not recorded in East 
Pakistan for long 22 years. 

He said the reactionary forces had persistently tried to 
eliminate Tagore Songs from East Pakistan. He said a number of 
fearless people kept alive the Tagore Songs against heavy odds in 
East Pakistan. 

Sheikh Saheb’s inspiration immediately after his release from 
the so-called Agartala Conspiracy Case helped strength the minds 
of the lovers of Tagore Songs. 

Begum Sufia Kamal in her very brief speech said how the 
previous regimes had coerced the people associated with the 
research and expansion of Tagore Songs. 

The function was attended by government officials, professors 
and lawyers. 

The audience later, through slogans criticised Radio Pakistan, 
Dacca and Dacca Television for their indifferent attitude towards 
Rabindranath. 

The function was rounded off with the presentations of Tagore

MUJIB TO TOUR FRONTIER AREA IN JANUARY

PESHAWAR, Dec 30: Shaikh Mujibur Rahman, Chief of the Six-
point Awami League, is scheduled to visit Frontier Province at the 
end of January next. This was announced by the Convenor of 
Sarhad Awami League (Six-point), Master Khan Gul, today. 

He said: "Shaikh Sahib will tour many parts of the NWFP and 
is expected to address public meetings at Peshawar Kohat, Bannu, 
Mardan, Hazara and Dera Ismail Khan". Master Khan Gul said by 
that time the Awami League structure of sixpoint Awami League 
will be complete. 

He said that many leaders of the Convention League, after the 
fall of President Ayub, had approached Shaikh Mujibur Rahman to 
allow their entry in Awami League but they had already very bad 
reputation and were asked to wait for sometime to see as to what 
was the people's reaction about them. They, however, started 
manoeuvres in most cases to align with other parties and of course 
a vilification campaign against Shaikh Mujibur Rahman and the 
Awami League. Presently they are in the forefront of antagonists 
of the Awami League. 

Master Khan Gul said some such leaders were those very 
persons who opposed One-Unit of West Pakistan tooth and nail 
and changed overnight after the removal of former President Ayub 
just like a fashionable young man changes his suit. He said Shaikh 
Mujibur Rahman and Awami League will remain on guard from 
the corrupt politicians and opportunists who have virtually ruined 
the country and added, "who knows that they would change 
colours like a chameleon in the future. 

Master Khan Gul said that the democratic elections on sound 
basis are being held for the first time since the establishment of 
Pakistan and results of these elections will clearly indicate as to 
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who represent the people in both wings of the country. He said 
"only an economic programme based on the principles of social 
justice will succeed". 

The Awami League, he said, wil start election campaign in the 
Fourther at the next month simultaneously with the visit of Shaikh 
Mujibur Rahman."
