"When Sheikh Mujibur Rahman proclaimed the independence of 

Bangla Desh last week some of his critics declared that he was 

merely yielding to the pressure of his extremist, seeking to ride the 

crest of a wave in order to avoid being engulfed by it. But in a 

sense Mujib's emergence as the embattled leader of a new Bengali 

'nation' is the logical outcome of a lifetime spent fighting for 

Bengali nationalism. Although Mujib may be riding the crest of a 

wave, his presence there is no accident. Born just 51 years ago to 

a well-to-do landowner in a village near Dacca, Mujib went 

through his early schooling without distinguishing himself by 

intellectual accomplishment. He was outgoing and popular as a 

boy, fond of talk and people and sports- and by the time he went 

to Calcutta’s Islamia College for a liberal Arts degree he had 
come to the attention of his elders as a Muslim League activist. 

His mentor then was H.S Suhrawardy, Prime Minister of Bengal 

under British Raj, who, later, served one year as Prime Minister of 

Pakistan. Mujib studied law, but unlike Suhrawardy, a moderate, 

he soon developed a penchant for direct action. In the late 40s 

both men realised that their native state of Bengal was getting less 

than its due in the new nation of Pakistan. Surawardy, in 1949, 

founded a new party, the Awami League, dedicated to united 

'Bengal for the Bengalis.' Mujib took to the streets and was twice 

arrested and jailed for leading illegal strikes and demonstrations. 

 Tall for a Bengali (he stands 5 feet 11 inches), with a shock 

of graying hair, a bushy mustache and alert black eyes, Mujib can 

attract a crowd of a million people to his rallies and hold them 

spell-bound with great rolling waves of emotional rhetoric. “Even 
when you are talking alone with him,” says a diplomat, 'he talks 

like he's addressing 60,000 people.' Eloquent in Urdu, Bengali and 

English, three languages of Pakistan, Mujib does not pretend to be 

an original thinker. He is a Poet of politics, not an engineer, but 

the Bengalis tend to be more artistic than technical, anyhow, and s 

his style may just what was needed to unite all the classes and 

ideologies of the region."

'Next Morning (7 March), The U.S. Ambassador to Pakistan Mr. 
Farland called on Mujib. A Bengali journalist, Mr. Rahman, 
phoned me a little later to say that the U.D.I. has been averted. 
G.W. Chaudhry tells us more about Farland's call on Mujib. He 
says U.S. policy was made clear to Mujib by ambassador 
Farland who advised him not to look towards Washington for 
any help for his secessionist game.  Then the crucial hour stuck. 
Mujib's speech was to commence at 2.30p.m. (local time) and 
the Dacca station of Radio Pakistan, on its own initiative, had 
made arrangement to broadcast it live.

"Bangabandhu Sheikh Majibur Rahman declared at Race Course Maidan 

yesterday that no government and semi-government offices including 

courts of law will function till the demands of the people of Bangal are 

met. The Bank will however, operate two hours a day for internal 

transaction; But not a single paisa will be allowed to go to West Pakistan, 

he advised. He, however, declared that the communication facilities shall 

be restored from tomorrow; shops and business establishments will also 

transact normal business. Addressing a sea of crowd to the tune of two 

million Bangabandhu Sheikh Majibur Rahman demanded the withdrawal 

of Martial Law from the country before 25th March.

He was addressing a mammoth public meeting held in the Iqbal 

Park barely 50 yards away from 'Minar-e-Pakistan' where the historic 

Pakistan resolution was passed on March 23, 1940 at meeting held under 

the presidentship of Quaid-e-Azam Mohammad Ali Jinnah. 

Amids loud and prolonged cheers, the PPP leader declared that if 

National Assembly members proceeded with their task of electing 

women representatives in the absence of Pakistan People's Party 

members, the party would organize a big hartal right from Khyber Pass 

town to Karachi. Not even a single shop would be allowed to remain 

open that day, he added. 

Mr. Bhutto said, if any member of his party attended the session, the 

party workers would liquidate him. 

The PPP leader devoted most of his speech in emphasizing the need 

of a dialogue between leaders of different political parties in both the 

wings to reach settlement. 

In this connection, he pleaded for doing away with the provision of 

framing a constitution in a period of 120 days in the Legal Framework 

Order so that there were free and frank discussions. 

Giving his view about the Six Points of the Awami League Mr. 

Bhutto said, he had never rejected them although he did not like them. 

His party, he added, would be prepared to accept whatever emerged 

as a result of mutual discussion and accord.

"Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, addressing a crowded Press conference on 

Monday evening, gave a call for total hartal in Dacca on Tuesday and 

also a country-wide hartal on Wednesday to protest the postponement of 

the National Assembly session. 

The Awami League President observed that as representatives of 

the people we have a responsibility. We cannot let it go unchallenged. 

He told the Press conference that he would hold a public meeting at the 

Race Course on March 7 where he would announce his future 

programme in full. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman opened the press conference by saying, 
'Perhaps you have heard the alleged statement of General Yahya'. 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman pointed out that the President usually broadcast 
his address to the nation in his own voice. Today it was somebody else's 
voice, he said. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman told questioner that he had decided to 
consult Maulana Bhasani, Mr. Nurul Amin, Mr. Ataur Rahman, Mr. 
Muzaffar Ahmed and other political leaders 'as soon as possible' on the 
latest political developments. 

He said that Bengalees should now be united for achieving their 
demands and they must be ready for sacrifice. 

Describing Awami League as a democratic and constitutional party 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that they would try to follow democratic 
process of non-violence and non-co-operation. 

Announcing the programme of hartal and Race Course public 
meeting the Awami League President commented that if the 
'conspirators' thought that they could suppress the people, they were 
living in a fool's paradise. 

Stating that people of Bangladesh knew how to give blood he 
asserted that nobody would be able to suppress them. 

Deploring the postponement of the National Assembly session 
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that this action was the result of long 
continuing conspiracy. He recalled that on many occasions in the past he 
had stated that a conspiracy had been going on in his country to frustrate 
the victory of the people of this province in the elections." (2nd March

The following is the text of Sheikh Mujibur Rahman's statement 

issued to the Press at night on March 3:- 

The radio announcement of a proposed invitation to political 

leaders to sit with the President of Pakistan in a conference in Dacca on 

March 10, 1971, coming as it does in the wake of widespread killing of 

unarmed civilian population in Dacca, Chittagong and other places in 

Bangladesh, while the blood of these martyrs on the streets is hardly dry, 

while some of the dead are still lying unburied and hundreds are fighting 

death in the hospitals, comes as cruel joke. This is the more so since we 

are being called upon to sit with certain elements whose previous 

machinations are responsible for the death of innocent unarmed 

peasants, workers and students. 

With the military build-up continuing, with the harsh language of 

weapon still ring in our ears, invitation to conference is in effect, being 

made at a gun point. In these circumstances, the question of accepting 

such invitation does not arise. I, therefore, reject such an invitation’. (4th

'Sheikh Mujibur Rahman in a directive issued on Thursday said that 

government and non-government offices where employees have not as 
yet been paid their salaries should function (on hartal days) between 
2.30 p.m.  and 4.30 p.m. for the purpose only of disbursing salaries. 

The directive also said that banks should function between 2.30 
p.m. and 4.30 p.m. for the purpose of cash transactions ─ including 
payment of salary cheques ─ within Bangladesh only and the State Bank 
should take necessary action in this connection. 

Rationshops and food suppliers should utilize this opportunity for 
their transactions the directive added. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman's directives were issued through a Press 
statement which reads: 

I congratulate our heroic masses ─ for the stirring response made 
by every man, woman and child of Bangla Desh to our call to protest 
against the conspiracy to perpetuate exploitation and colonial rule. The 
people of the world should know of the courage and determination with 
which unarmed civilians of Bangla Desh ─ workers, peasants and 
students ─ demonstrated against the denial of their rights ─ even in the 
face of bullets. 

I also congratulate our resolute people for having withstood the 
hardships and sacrifices which the continuing hartal imposes on them. 
They must, however, remember that no people have attained freedom 
without extreme sacrifices. The people, therefore must remain prepared 
to continue their struggle for emancipation at any cost. 

While the hartal is to continue on the 5th and 6th March from 6 a.m. 
to 2 p.m. it is necessary to extend the following exemptions.' (5th March

'The Awami League has been entrusted by the 75 million people of 

Bangla Desh with the sovereign authority to command the 

Governmental powers, both administrative and coercive. The powers 

usurped and exercised by the army and vested interest are slipping out of 

their grips. Since the fateful day of the First March following General 

Yahya Khan’s declaration postponing the Constituent Assembly session, 
the Awami League has been exercising most of the effective powers of 

administration in Bangla Desh. 

Guns and bullets could not suppress the clear and loud voice of 

freedom. The entire Governmental machinery has been immobilized 

throughout Bangle Desh. Instead, people are spontaneously carrying out 

their leader’s commands. The ban on free expression has been ignored. 
The radio and TV received their orders of the day from him. The 

vehicles moved and stopped; shops, mills and banks opened or closed on 

his instruction. The public and private offices closed and functioned as 

he directed. The State Bank came to obey his command. The effective 

and sustained control of the Martial Law authorities has become limited 

to the cantonment areas alone. 

The Army can and is killing or maiming unarmed citizens, men, 

women and children, an act of genocide against the peace and freedom 

loving people of Bangla Desh by using its brute fire-power which has 

been procure by the wealth of toil and sweat of the very people, who are 

now used as the gun fodder. The army, which failed to defend Bangla 

Desh in time of war in 1965 and to give relief in peace-time to the 

distressed people after the November cyclone is now showing its 

'bravery' in its genocidal act. 

The army is behaving like a fish which can see its doom in the 

poisoned water of the alienated people. Any regime which uses its brute 

fire-power, as history has shown us over and again, against a dedicated 

people organized under a dedicated leader for emancipation from 

exploitation is only moving towards the suicidal path of no return. 

As Henry Bergson said. ‘There is no limit to the power of 
dedicated people with a dedicated leader; when such a leader appears, it 

is as if the people everywhere heard a new and mystical kind of music. 

Then nothing can stop their march’. The goal of self-determination has 

already been reached. 

People have wrestled the reins of power with their bare hands. The 

powers of control, the administrative machinery, the coercive powers of 

law and order, the communication system are already in the hands of the 

Awami League. The people of Bangla Desh are ready to wipe out the 

alien forces. With the command of the leader their onward march will 

continue till the last vestige of repressive regime and its genocidal forces 

leave the sacred soil of Bangla Desh.'

"In a largely attended public meeting held at Paltan Maidan yesterday 

Moulana Abdul Hamid Khan Bhashani, the NAP Chief, pledged 

complete support to Sheikh Mujibur Rahman's demands pronounced at 

the Race Course on March 7. 

Moulana Bhashani declared that he would launch a direct-action 

movement together with Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, if the 'Independence' 

of Bangla Desh is not recognized by President Yahya Khan March 25. 

Moulana Bhashani said that it was in the interest of the people of West 

Pakistan that President Yahya should recognize the 'independence' of 

Bangla Desh so that Trade and Commerce between independent Bangla 
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Desh and West Pakistan could continue. The Moulana said: The British 

Government had realized the necessity of granting independence to 

Indo-Pak Sub-Continent, in case he is reluctant to read the world history. 

Quoting various events from History the Moulana said, 'The 

British Imperialists had opened fire on the innocent crowd at Jalianwala 

Bagh, As a result they had to meet their downfall. 

The Muslim League government in 1952 had opened fire to 

suppress the Bengali Language Movement. Instead they had a crushing 

defeat, which had completely wiped them off. 

Ayub Khan also made the same blunder. He wanted to rule by 

bullets, but bullets could not help him to remain in power.' 

Continuing the Moulana said that no Government could stay in 

power with the help of Bullets. The government which had resorted to 

guns to stay in power, had fallen down and met their deaths. 

He observed that by operating fire on the innocent and unarmed 

people of Bagnla Desh, President Yahya has invited his own downfall. 

Moulana Bhashani said that he did not believe in non-violent 

movements. 

He observed that even the Almighty Allah does not love the 

oppressors. The Moulana regretted that the Army which could not take 

over Kashmir were engaged in killing innocent and unarmed people of 

Bangla Desh on the streets. 

 

Accusing President Yahya for not keeping his words the Moulana 

said, ‘You (President) had convened the National Assembly to meet and 

you had adjourned the session by showing such reasons which would 

not be shown even by a Pan Shop keeper. 

Thus, you are responsible for breaking your own law’ 
He further said that all the promises transfer of power were only 

tales, which would not be materialized as President Yahya has observed 

that he would not bother for majority, but many not authenticate the 

constitution as he had issued the Legal Framework Order, Moulana 

Bhashani remarked that the time for keeping Pakistan one and united 

was over. Integrated Pakistan would not and shall not stay. If it did then 

it would do harm to both the wings as germs of Tuberculosis ultimately 

affects both the lungs. 

Moulana Bhashani declared, seventy million of Bengalees could 

not be suppressed by guns. 

In order to check the rising of prices of all essential commodities 

and to adopt precautionary measures for facing famine, Moulana 

Bhashani asked the people to form All Party Action Committee in the 

villages. 

He further asked the people to be united and to forget the 

differences between various sections of people. 

Moulana urged upon the people to be alert so that not a single 

paisa was sent to West Pakistan. 

He Observed that it was very difficult to preserve independence 

than to acquire it. To preserve independence the people should be 

united."

This has 

been possible because every person in his own sphere has taken it as his 

sacred duty to implement in spirit and in substance, all the directives of 

Banga Bandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman issued in the name of the people 

of Bangla Desh. The high sense of responsibility displayed by persons in 

all walks of life is a source of inspiration to all. 

While the struggle must continue, we have to exert all our energies 

to maximize production and to keep our economy in full gear. We are 

determined to foil the conspiracy of the vested interests and the anti-

people forces to destroy our economy and to inflict suffering on our 

hungry masses. In order to do so, our people must be prepared to give of 

their best in all spheres of production. They must at the same time be 

prepared to bear a high degree of austerity. All those engaged in 

economic activities to rigorous discipline in every respect for the victory 

of the people's cause. 

Keeping the above objectives in view, the following further 

exemptions and clarifications are being issued: 

BANKS: In super session of all previous exemptions and clarifications 

relating to Banks, it is provided as follows: 

1. Banks shall remain open for banking operations from 9 a.m. to 12 

noon and for administrative purposes till 4 p.m. (with the usual 

recess periods), but on Friday and Saturday banks shall remain open 

for banking operations from 9 a.m. to 11 a.m. and for administrative 

purposes till 12.30 p.m. Balancing of books and all usual working 

practices shall be observed in respect of permitted transactions. 

2. Banks shall carry on their operations, including receiving deposits 

of any amount inter-bank clearances without any limit within 
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Bangla Desh and inter-bank transfers within Bangla Desh, and 

drawings by T.T. or mail transfers from West Pakistan, subject to 

the following restrictions: 

i) Payments of wages and salaries, provided all pay bills, duty 

certified by a representative of the workers organization 

concerned, or the wage register, is presented along with the 

cheque: 

ii) Bonafide personal drawings of upto Rs. 100/- in a week. 

iii) Payment for purchases of industrial raw materials, including 

sugar cans for sugar mills, jute for jute mills etc. 

iv) Payment upto a limit of Rs. 10,000/- in a week for any bonafide 

commercial purpose, including purchase of all commodities 

required by consumers in Bangla Desh. This amount may be 

drawn in cash or by cash draft. But before making payments 

under (iii) and (iv) above, the Bank shall satisfy itself from past 

records that the drawer is a bonafide industrial or commercial 

organization or trader and the amount being drawn is not in 

excess of his normal average drawings in a week during the 

past one year. 

3. Crossed cheques and crossed demand drafts may be issued and 

deposited in any account within Bangla Desh. 

4. Teleprinter service operated by the banking system within Bangla 

Desh shall resume operation. 

5. The National Bank of Pakistan shall continue its T.T. rediscounting 

function throughout Bangla Desh in order to enable other banks to 

meet their demands. 

6. Foreign travelers' cheques may be encased by any authorized dealer. 

7.   Diplomats my freely operate their accounts, and foreign nationals 

may operate their foreign exchange accounts. 

8. There shall be no operation of lockers. 

9. No remittances shall be affected outside Bangla Desh either through 

the State Bank. 

STATE BANK, shall observe the same banking and office hours as 

other banks and shall remain open for the purpose of taking all necessary 

steps for the smooth functioning of the banking system in Bangla Desh within 

the framework of the restrictions defined above, 'P' forms may be sanctioned. 

AGRICULTURAL ACTIVITIES: 

1. Procurement, movement and distribution of paddy and jute seeds, 

fertilizer and pesticide shall continue and agricultural farms and the 

Rice Research Institute and all its projects shall function. 

2. Movement, distribution, folding and operation of power pumps and 

other mechanized implements and equipment along with the 

necessary supply of oil, fuel, tools and plants shall continue. 

3. Sinking and operation of tubewells and other irrigation systems 

including canal operation shall continue. 

4. Operation of agricultural credit by the East Pakistan Cooperative 

Bank, Central Cooperative Banks and their affiliated agencies and 

the Thana Central Cooperative Association shall continue. 

5. Distribution of interest free loan in the cyclone affected areas and 

other essential credit to the farmers by the Agricultural Development 

Bank of Pakistan and other banks, shall not be affected. 

FLOOD CONTROL AND TOWN PROTECTION:  

The execution of flood control, town protection and Water Development 

Workers of EPWAPDA and other agencies including operation and 

repair of dregeers and mechanical equipment, clearance and movement 

of materials and connected urgent works may be carried on. 

PORTS (INCLUDING INLAND PORSTS): 

Port authorities shall function in all respects, including pilotage but only 

such sections of office of the port authorities shall function as are 

necessary for smooth handling of incoming and outgoing ships except 

that no cooperation shall be extended for mobilization of forces or 

materials which may be utilized for repression against the people. 

EPIDC FACTORIES: All APDC factories shall function and shall 

endeavor to maximize production. Sections of EPIDC required for 

financing and purchases necessary for running the factories shall 

function. 

RELIEF AND REHABILITATIN: All relief, rehabilitation and 

reconstruction work shall function in the cyclone-ravaged areas, 

including embankment works and development work in those areas. 

DEVELOPMENT WORK IN RURAL AREAS: shall function. Day 

labourers engaged in development work shall continue to receive 

payments due to them for work done. 

PAYMENT OF WAGES: Employees and workers of Government and 

Semi-Government institutions who are paid on a daily, weekly or 

fortnightly basis shall be paid their wages and salaries as and when it 

becomes due. Flood relief advances already sanctioned and arrear 

salaries shall be paid to all Government and Semi-Government offices 

concerned shall function for the purpose of disbursing salaries. 

PRIMARY SCHOOL TEACHER: shall be given timely payment of 

their salaries and necessary sections of offices shall function. 

A.G. (E.P.): A skeleton staff shall function for payment of pay bills, and 

for the purpose of the transactions authorized by the directives issued 

today and previously. 

JAILS: Jail warders and jail office shall function. 

ANSARS: Shall continue to discharge their duties. 

ELECTRECITY AND WATER SUPPLY: Section necessary for repair

"It is said that the postponement of the national Assembly has been 

'misunderstood'. I would like to ask the President whether or not this 

postponement was affected solely in response to the machinations of a 

single party-constituting a minority of the total members against the 

declared wishes of the majority party and also those of numerous from 

the western wing? 

"We had suggested the 15th February as the date for the first 

sitting, while the minority group in question had indicated a preference 

for the first week of March. It was the minority group's view which was 

accepted and the Assembly was summoned on the 3rd March. But then 

the same minority group raised objections to participation in the 

National Assembly. 

"First, it took up the highly objectionable position that its members 

would be in 'jeopardy' if they came to Dacca and that they would be 

'double hostages'. 

Thereafter, this party took up the position that it would only attend 

the National Assembly on the terms dictated by it. It then went on to 

strike another posture when its members recorded a decision to resign 

from the National Assembly. What was particularly surprising was that 

almost simultaneously an amendment appeared in the LFO enabling 

members to resign before the first sitting. But then they decided not to 

resign. This party's intransigence reached its climax when on the 27th 

February it declared that it would launch a mass movement if the 

National Assembly was to meet without its participation. 

"It went so far as to say that people would take full revenge on 

those who chose to attend the Assembly session" and that 'if the people 

failed to take revenge' then that party 'would take action against them'. It 

further threatened that if any members of its own attended, "the party 

workers would liquidate him". 

"By this time, our Parliamentary Party had assembled at Dacca and 

members had already begun to arrive from the different provinces of the 

western wing. The Chief Election Commissioner had reached Dacca and 

announced that the election of the women members was to be held on 

the 2nd March. The President himself was expected to arrive on the 1st 

March for the inaugural session. Our own position on Constitution-

making had been clearly stated in our press statement on the 24th 

February when we reiterated our invitation to each and every member of 

the National Assembly from the all parts of Pakistan to co-operate with 

us in this historic task. 

On the 27th February we went to the extent of affirming that if any 

member presents before the Assembly anything just and reasonable, we 

would accept it." But even this was ignored, it would appear deliberately 

and with motive. 

"On the 1st March by a radio statement there was sudden and 

unwarranted postponement of the National Assembly sitting sine die. 

The reason given was that there should be more time for 'understanding' 

and it was said that there was 'political confrontation between the leaders 

of East Pakistan and those of the West.' 
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"Did the people of Bangla Desh not have sufficient reason to feel 

that their democratic rights had been grossly interfered with at the behest 

of an undemocratic minority? Were there not enough grounds for them 

to feel that a minority group had aligned itself with certain forces to 

obstruct the people of their rights? Indeed, these apprehensions were 

further fortified by the steady military build up which became evident."

Sheikh Mujib Speaks 

TRANSFER POWER TO PEOPLE'S REPRESENTATIVES 

 Withdraw Martial Law. 

 Transfer power to the elected representatives of the people. 

 Send troops back to the barracks. 

 Hold enquiry into the killing of unarmed people of Bangla 

Desh. 
 

The Awami League chief Sheikh Mujibur Rahman made these 

demands at a mammoth public meeting on Sunday at the Dacca 

Race Course. 

Only after these demands were fulfilled, he said, his party 

would consider whether they could attend the National Assembly 

session or not. 

No other decision could be taken before these demands were 

met. "The people have not given me that right", he added. 

Meanwhile the Sheikh gave directives to: 

 boycott courts, government and semi-government offices and 

educational institutions for indefinite period. 

 stop payment of revenue and taxes until emancipation. 

 operate banks for internal transaction, from 2.30 p.m. to 4.30 p.m. 

 maintain communal harmony. 

 operate all transport services including railway, but not to run 

the trains if used for movement of troops. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman described the present struggle as the 

"struggle for emancipation". He referred to this point twice in his 

speech. 

He called on the people to have faith in him and said that he did 

not hanker after Prime Ministership what he was fighting for was 

the establishment of the rights of the people. 

Refuting President Yahya's allegation that he had agreed to 

attend any R.T.C.- type conference which was proposed to be held 

in Dacca on March 10, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that when he 

had a telephonic conversation with the President. Sheikh Mujib 
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had only suggested that President should come to Dacca to see 

how people were being killed and judge the situation. Sheikh 

Mujibur Rahman said, "What for the R.T.C.? With whom to sit in 

the R.T.C.? with those who have taken our blood?" 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman said that he had not agreed to go to 

the conference by treading over the blood of the shaheeds. 

Referring to the convening of the National Assembly on March 25, 

Sheikh Mujib wondered how he could sit in the assembly when the 

blood of the shaheeds was yet to dry.  

The Awami League President regretted that in his broadcast of 

Saturday which came after a five-hour meeting with Mr. Bhutto 

the President put the blame for the postponement of the session 

and the situation arising from it on "us". 

Giving a call to the people for preparing themselves for further 

struggle he urged them to turn every house into a fort of resistance. 

He said that they would have to resist the enemies with whatever 

they could. 

He said that if he or his colleagues were not in a position to 

issue instructions even then the people must block the roads to 

resist any attack.  

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman advised the troops to remain in 

barracks. He said he would not be held responsible for anything 

that might happen to them if they came out. He said, "you must not 

target our chest." 

He asked the ruling coteries not to destroy the country. "If you 

do so," he warned, "we would no longer see each other’s' face." 

"There is still a chance of living as brothers," he said, and warned 

that the rulers should not "try to rule us by force" and by 

continuing with the martial Law. 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman urged the people to set up committee 

of action everywhere in Bangla Desh under the leadership of 

Awami League and be prepared for the struggle. He said that 

people had given their blood would have to be given. 

He reminded the people that in his last speech at Race Course 

he had stated that he was ready to give his blood. He said, "You 

got me released by giving your blood. I shall repay the debt of 

blood with my blood." 

He said that since the Bangalees had learnt how to give blood, 

none would be able to suppress them. He said that Awami League 

had formed a relief committee for helping the wounded and the 

families of those who had become shaheeds. He appealed to the 

people to extend financial help to Awami League's relief 

committee. 

Elaborating his programme of non-cooperation Sheikh Mujib 

said that the Secretariat, Supreme Court, High Court, Judges 

Court, such semi-government offices as WAPDA would remain 

closed. He, however, asked the employees to go to their respective 

offices on the 28th of the month to take their salaries. 

He said that, all other services like rickshaws and vehicles, 

railway and launch would function so that the poor did not suffer. 

He also said that the banks would function for two hours daily for 

the purpose of chasing of salary cheques and also transaction 

within Bangla Desh. About telephones and telegrams, he said if 

those were used against the people of Bangla Desh "the wheels 

will stop." 

He said, "If a single bullet is fired at any one of our people, you 

stop all supplies and set up barricades." 

The Awami League President asserted that the government 

servants would have to obey his instructions. None must be seen at 

the Secretariat or High Court, he said. 

He also directed mill owners to pay full wages to those workers 

who were on strike or could not join duties owing to curfew during 

the last one week. 

A large number of flags were seen hoisted on the dais and other 

parts of the meeting place. The flags which were of a new type had 

a red sun in a bottle green background with the golden map of 

Bangladesh super scribed on the sun. 

The meeting began with the recitation from the Holy Quran by 

Maulana Abdur Rashid Tarkabagish, MNA, Maulana Tarkabagish 

also conducted a special prayer for the eternal peace of the souls of 

those who were killed during the recent movement. 

Sheikh Mujibur said: Between the 1st March when there was a 

sudden announcement of the postponement sine die of the sitting of 

the National Assembly and the 6th March, the people of Bangla Desh 

have been subjected to military confrontation. There has been 

widespread firing upon unarmed civilians (workers, peasants and 

students) who had stood up to protest against the sudden and un-

warranted postponement of the National Assembly. Those who have 

lost their lives during the last week are martyrs who died protecting 

the democratic rights of the people against the arbitrary and 

unwarranted action of postponement sine die the National 

Assembly. 
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"It is indeed a travesty of the truth to term these martyrs as 

"destructive elements" when in fact the real destructive elements 

are those who are responsible for unleashing a veritable reign of 

terror against the people of Bangla Desh. It is highly regrettable 

that the president has not been able to find time to come to Dacca 

to see the horrors perpetrated during the last week. If what the 

President calls "minimum" use of force has resulted in thousands 

of casualties, are we to understand that what he calls "adequate" 

force would aim at extermination? 

"I condemn such naked threats of force being held out against 

the unarmed civilian population of Bangla Desh. The armed forces 

have been armed at great cost to the nation in order to repel foreign 

aggressors and not for the purpose of mowing down civilian 

population. Today in Bangla Desh people require protection 

against the excesses being committed by the other wing, who are 

acting like an army of occupation. 

Minority group's view preferred 

"It is said that the postponement of the national Assembly has been 

"misunderstood". I would like to ask the President whether or not 

this postponement was effected solely in response to the 

machinations of a single party-constituting a minority of the total 

members against the declared wishes of the majority party and also 

those of numerous from the western wing? 

"We had suggested the 15th February as the date for the first 

sitting, while the minority group in question had indicated a 

preference for the first week of March. It was the minority group's 

view which was accepted and the Assembly was summoned on the 

3rd March. But then the same minority group raised objections to 

participation in the National Assembly. 

"First, it took up the highly objectionable position that its 

members would be in "jeopardy" if they came to Dacca and that 

they would be "double hostages". 

Thereafter, this party took up the position that it would only 

attend the National Assembly on the terms dictated by it. It then 

went on to strike another posture when its members recorded a 

decision to resign from the National Assembly. What was 

particularly surprising was that almost simultaneously an 

amendment appeared in the LFO enabling members to resign 

before the first sitting. But then they decided not to resign. This 

party's intransigence reached its climax when on the 27th February 

it declared that it would launch a mass movement if the National 

Assembly was to meet without its participation. 

"It went so far as to say that people would take full revenge on 

those who chose to attend the Assembly session" and that "if the 

people failed to take revenge" then that party "would take action 

against them". It further threatened that if any members of its own 

attended, "the party workers would liquidate him". 

"By this time, our Parliamentary Party had assembled at Dacca 

and members had already begun to arrive from the different 

provinces of the western wing. The Chief Election Commissioner 

had reached Dacca and announced that the election of the women 

members was to be held on the 2nd March. The President himself 

was expected to arrive on the 1st March for the inaugural session. 

Our own position on Constitution-making had been clearly stated 

in our press statement on the 24th February when we reiterated our 

invitation to each and every member of the National Assembly 

from the all parts of Pakistan to co-operate with us in this historic 

task. 

On the 27th February we went to the extent of affirming that if 

any member presents before the Assembly anything just and 

reasonable, we would accept it." But even this was ignored, it 

would appear deliberately and with motive. 

"On the 1st March by a radio statement there was sudden and 

unwarranted postponement of the National Assembly sitting sine 

die. The reason given was that there should be more time for 

"understanding" and it was said that there was "political 

confrontation between the leaders of East Pakistan and those of the 

West." 

"Did the people of Bangla Desh not have sufficient reason to 

feel that their democratic rights had been grossly interfered with at 

the behest of an undemocratic minority? Were there not enough 

grounds for them to feel that a minority group had aligned itself 

with certain forces to obstruct the people of their rights? Indeed 

these apprehensions were further fortified by the steady military 

build up which became evident. 

Bengali Prime Minister dismissed 

"Indeed, we had warned in our statement of the 24th February that 

dark conspiratorial forces had always intervened in our country 

whenever the people were to take over power through the 

democratic process. The microscopic minority which represented 
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the vested interests of the western wing, had by sabotaging 

democracy deprived the seventy-five million people of Bangla 

Desh, as they did the oppressed masses of the western wing, of 

their basic rights. 

"In 1953 the Bengali Prime Minister was dismissed by a 

conspiracy of the Punjabi ruling clique. In 1954, the elected 

Government in East Bengal was dismissed and the Constituent 

Assembly itself was dismissed by the same clique. When general 

elections were to be held in early 1959, the vested interests of the 

Punjab once again struck and usurped power. 

"Today the Punjabi ruling coterie is attempting to repeat this 

disgraceful history. But they should know that the awakened 

masses of Bangla Desh-as also the oppressed masses of the 

western wing-shall resist their foul conspiracies by every means 

possible.  

"To set the record straight I should make it clear that I had 

never conveyed any impression that an R.T.C.-type of conference 

should be held. I had only conveyed to the President that he should 

come to Dacca in order to see the grave situation prevailing in 

Bangla Desh in order to end the wanton killing of unarmed 

civilians. As for the earlier meeting proposed by the President, we 

had made it clear that our pre-occupation without Working 

Committee and Parliamentary meetings which had been fixed 

several weeks in advances would not enable to travel to 

Rawalpindi at that time. 

"Furthermore, we had pointed out that constitutional issues 

were best resolved within the National Assembly and its 

Committees rather than by secret negotiations, and that once a 

National Assembly had been brought into being there was no 

justification for any RTC or secret parleys. 

"I have recounted all these facts in detail to repudiate the 

charge that the Awami League has in any way obstructed the 

transfer of power. The majority party is certainly not the party 

which would stand to gain by such obstruction. It is only too clear 

to the people of the country and indeed the world that it is a 

minority group of western wings which has obstructed and is 

continuing to obstruct the transfer of power. 

"It would appear that the President has been considering it his 

"moral obligation" to submit to the dictation of this minority 

group. The democratic way of life cannot be established nor can 

power be transferred to the people if a minority group conspires 

with the vested interests to frustrate the democratic process. If the 

democratic way of life be the ultimate casualty and if the proposed 

transfer of power is aborted, this minority group and those who 

colluded with it shall not escape responsibility.  

"Are these very elements not the "handful of people" whose 

actions have struck grievous blows to the efforts of the elected 

representatives of the people to evolve a basis for living together? 

"The question which every right-thinking person must ask 

today is: whether the Armed Forces can be said to be discharging 

their duty of ensuring "the integrity, solidarity and security of 

Pakistan" by shooting down unarmed civilians all over Bangla 

Desh? By so acting are they not in fact acting as the principal force 

of disintegration? 

Legitimate source of authority  

"Today after the elections the only legitimate source of authority in 

the country are the elected representatives of the people. No 

individual can claim authority superior to that of the elected 

representatives. 

"We, as the representatives of the overwhelming majority of 

the people of Bangla Desh, assert that we are the only legitimate 

source of authority for the whole country. The events of the last 

seven days have shown that all branches of government 

functioning throughout Bangla Desh have accepted us as the 

source of legitimate authority and have carried out our directives. 

"Today, The President and the government at Islamabad should 

acknowledge this basic fact. It would therefore be in consonance 

with the declared wishes of the people of Bangla Desh that no one 

should interfere with the exercise of authority by the elected 

representatives of the people. 

"This brings us to the question of the sitting of the national 

Assembly announced for the 25th March. We had ourselves time 

and time again asserted the urgency in respect of an early sitting. 

"But today a grave and abnormal situation has been created. A 

virtual reign of terror has been the policy of military confrontation 

of the civilian population of Bangla Desh. Casualties in thousands 

have been reported and the cry of "genocide must stop" has been 

raised on all sides, including the common people of West Pakistan 

and right-thinking people all over the world. 

"The members of the National Assembly cannot be expected to 

discharge their duties in an atmosphere of terror. So long as this 
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state of confrontation as also the inflow of army personnel and 

arms from the western wing continues, so long as an atmosphere of 

repression is maintained, so long as there are daily reports of 

military firing upon Bangla Desh. the members from Bangla Desh 

could hardly be expected to contemplate participating in the 

National Assembly at gun-point. 

"If the President sincerely desires that the National assembly, 

as the sovereign body of the elected representatives of the people, 

should function then the following measures must immediately be 

adopted: 

a)  Immediate withdrawal of all military personnel to their 

barracks; 

b)  Immediate cessation of firing upon civilians, so that not a single 

bullet is fired with immediate effect; 

c)  Immediate cessation of the military build up and the heavy 

inflow of military personnel from the western-wing. 

d) Non-interference by the military authorities in the different 

branches of the Government functioning in Bangla Desh and 

direction to desist from victimization of Government officers 

and employees; 

e)  Maintenance of law and order be left exclusively to the police 

and Bangali E.P.R. assisted, whenever necessary by Awami 

League volunteers. 

f)  Immediate withdrawal of Martial Law 

g) Immediate transfer of power to elected representatives of the 

people. 

"If the military confrontation continues and our unarmed 

people continue to be mowed down by bullets, let there be no 

doubt that no National Assembly can ever function. 

"Our people have already proclaimed to the world that they 

shall no longer allow themselves to be exploited as a colony or a 

market. They have expressed their determination to be the free 

citizens of a free country. Our economy must be saved from 

ruination. Our toiling masses are to be saved from starvation, 

disease and unemployment.  

"The millions in the cyclone ravaged areas are yet to be 

rehabilitated. It the ruling coterie seeks to frustrate these 

aspirations; the people are ready for a long and sustained struggle 

for a long and sustained struggle for their emancipation. 

"We pledge to lead this struggle and ultimately to attain for the 

people their cherished goal of emancipation, for which so many 

martyrs have shed their blood and made the supreme sacrifice of 

their lives. The blood of these martyrs shall not go to vain. 

"The first phase of our struggle has been launched. Our heroic 

masses have displayed indomitable courage and determination. They 

have braved bullets and violated curfew in a planned manner. I also 

congratulate our people and our Awami League volunteers who 

have frustrated the designs of agent-provocateurs and anti-social 

elements to create communal tension between different religious 

groups and between Bangalis and so-called "non-bangalis". 

"I once again reaffirm that every person living in Bangla Desh 

is a Beangali and that his person, property and honour, are our 

sacred trust and must at any cost be protected. We are proud to 

note that since our volunteers have undertaken the task of vigilance 

and patrol there have been no untoward incidents. 

"Our struggle must continue. The objective of the present phase 

of the struggle is the immediate termination of Martial Law and the 

transfer of power to the elected representatives of the people. Till 

this objective is attained, our non-violent, non-cooperation 

movement must continue. 

Program of action 

"The program of action for the week commencing 8th March, 1971 

is as follows: 

1)  No-tax campaign to continue. 

2)  The Secretariat, government and semi-government offices, 

High Court and other court throughout Bangla Desh should 

observe hartals. Appropriate exemptions shall be announced 

from time to time. 

3)  Railway and ports may function, but railway workers and port 

workers should not cooperate if railways or ports are used for 

mobilization of forces for the purpose of carrying out 

repression against the people. 

4)  Radio, Television and newspapers shall give complete 

versions of our statements and shall not suppress news about 

the people's movement, otherwise Bengalis working in these 

establishments shall not co-operate. 

5)  Only local and inter-district trunk telephones communication 

shall function. 

6)  All educational institutions shall remain closed. 

7)  Banks shall not effects remittances to the western wing either 

through the State Bank or otherwise.  
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8)  Black flags shall be hoisted on all buildings everyday. 

9)  Hartal is withdrawn in all other spheres, but complete or 

partial hartal may be declared at any moment depending upon 

the situation. 

10) A songram Parishad should be organized in each union, 

mahalla, thana, subdivision and district under the leadership of 

the local Awami League units. (END)

172 dead, 358 wounded 

The following press note has been issued by the Martial Law 

authorities in Dacca on Sunday, reports APP. 

To dispol the general impression that the law enforcing 

agencies have killed hundreds and thousands of people during the 

recent unfortunate disturbance, in East Pakistan, it is necessary to 

give the factual position for the satisfaction of the public who have 

naturally been subjected to rumors, horror stories and wild 

propaganda- natural phenomenon under such circumstance.  

The president’s announcement of March 1 postponing the 
National Assembly session evoked a spontaneous and sharp public 

reaction and the people came out on the streets. In difference to the 

wishes of Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, total hartal was observed form 

the morning of March 2. 

At place, the demonstrating mob indulged in wanton acts of 

violence such as loot arson and stabbing. Taking under advantages 

of the situation anti-social elements started widespread aces of 

violence which soon grew both size and intensity. Expect, the 

Army detachments which were posted to protects vital installations 

from any possible act of sabotage, loot, arson, etc. troops remain in 

the barrack till they were called out in the morning of March 2 at 

the specific request and insistence of civil law enforcing agencies, 

who found themselves incapable of coping with the large-scale 

disturbances in Jinnah Avenue, Nawabpur road, The ari Bazar and 

other places in the Dacca city. 

Imposition of curfew was announced in the same evening. The 

curfew was to be effective from 9 p.m. to 7 a.m. The troops did not 

move out of the cantonment till 9 p.m. to enforce the curfew in 

conjunction with police and EPR. 

During the weeklong disturbance all over the province 172 

persons lost their lives while 358 sustained in juries of these 78 

people were killed and 205 injured between the rioters themselves 

at Pahartoli, Forozghah Colony, Wireless Colony in Chittagong. 

Brigadier Mahmuder Rahman Majumder Sub-Administrator, 

Martial Law, Sector 6 (Chittagong) confirmed after personal 

investigation that only five person were killed and one injured by 

the army while two persons were killed and one wounded by EPR 

during the Disturbances in the locality. 

He further confirmed that loss of human lives and properties 

was due to incidents of loot, arsons, stabbing and firing by the 
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rioters themselves who used shotgun and lethal weapons. Besides 

over 600 huts were gutted as a result of arsons by the rioters. 

41 persons were killed due to police firing in the local and non-

local clashes in Khulna on 3 and 4 March. They killed three 

persons and wounded 11 at Rangpur in efforts to quell the local 

disturbances. Four persons lost their lives and one sustained 

injuries due to police firing when a train was derailed near Khulna 

on March 4.  

341 were convicts and under-trail tried to escape by breaking 

open Dacca Central Jail gate on March 6. The police had to resort 

to firing, which killed 7 persons and injured 30.  

The violent mob attacked telephone exchange at Jessore, Khulna 

and Rajshahi on March 3 and 4. The Army troops guarding these 

vital installations had, perforce to resort to firing which resulted in 8 

deaths and injuries to 19 persons. Three person were killed and some 

injured when troops had to fire while they were attacked by a mob 

on their way from Jessore to Khulna on March 5.  

In discharge of their duties the law enforcing agencies also 

suffered casualties which included on officer killed and one 

wounded.  

In the Nawabpur Thatari Bazar incident on night 2/3 March 

EPR killed six persons and injured 53 an EPR company was 

attacked by a mob in Tongi are on March 5. The EPR personnel 

fired in self-defense killing four persons and injuring three.  

The province wide casualties by the army are 23 killed and 26 

wounded. At these six persons were killed when a mob attacked on 

army at Sadarghat (Dacca) on night 2/3 March. One person was 

killed while army tried to protect the local T.V. station from 

violent mob on March 3.

I also congratulated our people and our Awami League 

volunteers who have frustrated the design of agent provocateurs 

and anti-social elements to create communal tension between 
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Bangalee and so called non Bangalee. I once again re affirm that 

every person living in Bangla Desh is a Bangalee and that his 

persons, property and honour, are our sacred trust and must at any 

cost be protected. We are proud to note that since our volunteers 

have undertaken the task of vigilance and patrol there have been no 

unwanted incidents.  

Our struggle must continue. The objective of the present phase 

of the struggle is the immediate termination of martial law and the 

transfer of power to the elected representatives of the people. Till 

this objective is attained our non-violent non-cooperation 

movement must continue.  

The programme of action for the week commencing 8th March 

1971 is as follows; 

1) No tax campaign to continue. 

2) The secretariat, government and semi government offices, 

High Courts and other courts through outs Bangla Desh 

should observe hartals. Appropriate exemptions shall be 

announced from time to time. 

3) Railways and ports may function, but railways workers and 

port workers should not cooperate if railways or port are used 

for mobilisations of forces for the purpose of carrying out 

repression against the people. 

4) Radio, Televisions and newspapers shall give complete 

version of our statements and shall not suppress news about 

the people’s movement, otherwise Bengalis working in these 
establishments shall not cooperate. 

5) Only local and inter district trunk telephone communication 

shall function. 

6) All educational institutions shall remain closed. 

7) Banks shall not affect remittances to the western wing either 

through the State Banks or otherwise. 

8) Black flags shall be hoisted on all buildings every day. 

9) Hartal is withdrawn in all other spheres, but complete or 

partial hartal may be declared at any moment depending upon 

the situation. 

10) A Songram Parishad should be organised in each Union, 

Mahallah, Thana, Sub division and District under the 

leadership of the local Awami League Units. (END) 

Bomb Blast In Dacca Radio Station 

Sequel To Sudden Curb On Broadcasting Mujib's Speech! 

Bombs were exploded in the compound of the Dacca Radio 

station at Shahbagh Avenue yesterday at about 7-30 in the evening. 

There was however no damage to the building or any other 

property of the Radio House due to the explosion. 

Dacca Radio Station did not go to air from 3-20 P.M yesterday 

till the writing of this report 11-15 P.M. as the officials and 

employees abstained from duties in protest against the closure by 

the Government of the programme for the relay of Sheikh Mujib's 

speech delivered yesterday at the Race Course Maidan. 

The 1st Transmission of the Radio continued till 3-20 P.M. 

yesterday and then the announcement for taking the listeners to 

Race Course Maidan for hearing the relay of Sheikh Mujib's 

speech was made. Then the announcement for the closure of the 

transmission was made but the routine programme of the playing 

of the National Anthem towards the close of a session was also not 

done. 

All the officials and employees of Dacca Radio Station did not 

report to their duties as the speech of Sheikh Mujibur Rahman 

could not be allowed to relay, although a arrangement was made 

for the same. 

The announcement regarding the cancellation of the relay of 

Sheikh's speech from the Maidan was made in the meeting, which 

caused a strong resentment in all. 

At about 7-30 P.M. two bombs were thrown on the compound 

of the Radio Station from outside which were exploded. 

A shop keeper near the Radio House informed this 

correspondent that the sound of the explosion was like a laud 

thunder. No damage was however made of the Building or any 

other property of the Radio House due to Bomb explosion. 

Police investigation was going on in the matter and no arrest 

has been made in the matter. 

It could not be ascertained whether Radio will go to air today 

(Monday) and whether the workers will resume their duties. 

Many people enquired over telephone with newspapers offices 

about the reasons for the silence of the Radio Station, which has 

fine record of performance even during emergencies. 
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Radio Bangla Desh To Broadcast Mujib's Speech

EAST PAKISTAN LEADER COULD DECLARE UDI 

PETER HAZELHURST 

Karachi. East Pakistan leader Sheikh Mujibur Rahman is left with 

two courses of action as the country totters on the edge of 

disintegration: he can make a unilateral declaration of 

independence or he can call his own session of the Constituent 

Assembly and invite leaders of both East an West Pakistan to 

attend. Mr. Z. A. Bhutto, the West Pakistan leader, would 

definitely refuse to attend the assembly session but it is likely that 

many other leaders from the minority provinces of West Pakistan 

would be prepared to join hands with Sheikh Mujibur.  

The Punjab province in 

West Pakistan which has 

wielded military, economic 

and political power for two 

decades, realizes that if the 

nation’s two wings are to 
stay together on peaceful terms, they will have to submit to the rule 

of the Bengali’s who have a large majority in the National 
Assembly by virtue of their larger population. There can be no 

doubt that the doves in the Administration who believe that the 

Bengalis must be given their just share of power, have lost and 

President Yahya Khan's latest moves have, perhaps, been 

motivated by advice form the Punjabi chauvinists and strengthened 

by fears within the Army the defence machine will be cut down to 

size if the Bengalis come to power. 

After being dominated and suppressed by the Army for a 

decade, Shikh Mujibur and his Awami league have promised to 

drain it of its power if they come to power. So it is clear why 

elements from the Punjabi-led Army are advising the President to 

take measures to frustrate the process of the Constituent Assembly. 

It is understood that the President was assured earlier this week 

that Bengal would submit to military might if the Assembly 

session was called off. The popular Governor of East Pakistan, 

Vice-Admiral S.M Ahsan, who subsequently resigned, advised the 

President against his decision to postpone the Assembly earlier this 

week. But President Yahya apparently acted on the advice of the 

hawks in his own Cabinet. The upsurge of trouble in Bengal has 

proved Admiral Ahsan to be right and the President has now had to 

back down and announce a new date for the Assebmly session. 

Military observers within Yahya Khan's own Administration 

admit that it would be impossible to suppress the strong wave of 

Bengali nationalism or hold down the 75 million Pakistanis in the 

economically backward eastern wing by force. In the present crisis, 

much depend on what Mr. Bhutto decides to do. If he refuses to 

accept the President's new invitation to attend the Assembly 

session, there could be a serious regional conflict in Pakistan, with 

the Punjab aligned against a regional combination of East Pakistan 

and the minority Provinces of West Pakistan-the North-West 

frontier, Baluchistan and the Sind who could frame the constitution 

without the Punjabi's consent. 

But in the final analysis, it is difficult to see how Sheikh 

Mujibur and Mr. Bhutto could resolve their differences in the 

Constituent Assembly and frame a constitution which would not 

ratify a document which was unacceptable to Mr. Bhutto, the 

powerful Punjab and subsequently the Army. And here lies the 

point of no return for, if the President should refuse to ratify such a 

constitution, framed by the Bengalis with all the power of their 

majority behind them, the Sheikh would perhaps have no other 

option but to declare that the West had seceded from the rest of 

Pakistan and the two provinces would company for ever.

PAKISTAN HESITATES BEFORE MAKING THE FINAL 

CHOICE BETWEEN COMPROMISE AND HEAD-ON 

COLLISION 

PAUL MARTIN 

Dacca, March 8. The crisis in Pakistan moved into a new phase 

today as both sides faced the choice of political compromise still 

existed was shown in yesterday's long-awaited speech by Sheikh 

Mujibur Rahman, the East Pakistan leader. He set out four 

demands which must be met by the military regime before he will 

agree to enter the Constituent Assembly with other political leaders 

on March 25. Although much of the tension which has prevailed in 

Dacca and the rest of East Pakistan for the past week remains, 

there is no doubt that a breathing space has arrived. The danger is 

that the militants on both sides and particularly the radical students 

who stand with the Sheikh, may attempt to push the crisis to the 

brink again. 

A measure of the 

uncertainty about the 

future in East Pakistan 

is the fact that plans are 

already under way to 

allow all foreign 

nationals who so desire to leave the country. The first batch of 

Germans- dependents of embassy staff and others working in East 

Pakistan- were flown to Bangkok today. A BOAC VC 10 airliner 

is expected in Dacca tomorrow to fly out all Britons who wish to 

leave. Neither plan has been called an evacuation, but is clear that 

the respective governments have felt it prudent to take precautions. 

None of the massive demonstrations of the past week saw the 

foreign community or foreign interests as a target, but in the 

absence of law and order there can be no guarantee that this mood 

will not change. 

For the Bengalis the issue is clear: either Sheikh Mujibur and 

his Awami League, who won a clear majority in the country's 

general election, are afforded the power they are entitled to or the 

election becomes a farce. A it stands the Sheikh is the only 

effective power in East Pakistan. This, of course, could change 

should the Army decide to risk the outcome of an attempt to regain 

control by force. But for the present the sheikh's position is 

formidable. Dacca, which observed strictly the strike called by the 

Awami League in Protest against the postponement of the 

Constituent Assembly meeting of March 3, has again answered the 

sheikh's call for a continued partial strike. 

Although essential services have been restored throughout the 

province, all Government and private offices, schools and 

universities will remain closed. Tax payments will be suspended, 

banking transaction between the two wings of Pakistan are stopped 

and West Pakistan accounts in the east wing will be blocked until 

further notice. The Sheikh has embarked upon economic warfare 

with the west wing since these economic measures will cause a 

serious disruption of the east-west commerce. East Bengalis 

believe that, as most of their manufactured goods come from West 

Pakistan, the effects of such disruption will be felt there. 

The Sheikh achieved another victory in his civil disobedience 

campaign today when the radio station in Dacca agreed to 

broadcast the speech he delivered to yesterday's rally. The fact that 

the speech was not broadcast at the time led to a protest and an 

incident in which a home-made bomb was thrown at the station.

Statement by Sheikh Mujibur Rahman on March 7, 1971 

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, Chief of the Awami League today 

announced a week-long programme from to-morrow. 

In a statement, the Awami League Chief said the non-violent 

and non-co-operation movement would continue till the objectives-

- the immediate termination of Martial Law and transfers of power 

to the elected representatives-- were achieved. He said our struggle 

must continue. 

The porgramme would be: 

1. No-tax campaign to 

continue. 

2. The secretariat, 

Government, officers, 

High courts and other

4. Radio, Television and newspapers shall give complete 

versions of our statements and shall not suppress news about 

the people's movement, otherwise Bangalees working in these 

establishments shall not co-operate. 

5. Only local and inter-district trunk telephone communication 

shall function. 

6. All educational institutions shall remain closed. 

7. Banks shall not affect remittances to the Western Wing either 

through the State Bank or otherwise. 

8. Black flags shall be hoisted on all building every day. 

9. Hartal is withdrawn in all other spheres but complete or partial 

may be declared at any moment depending upon the situation. 

10.  A Sangram Parishad (Council of Action) should be organized 

in each union, mahallah, thana, sub-division, and district under 

the leadership of the local Awami League units. 

Announcing the programme, of action, Sheikh Mujib said the 

transport service would be allowed to function. In this connection 

referred to railway, rickshaw and transports. 

He said the banks could remain open for two hours for cash 

transactions for disbursing salaries, but “not a single farthing can 
be transferred to West Pakistan.” The factory owners must pay off 
the salaries of their workers.

PAKISTAN PLUNGES INTO CIVIL WAR 

 

The man and his party are enemies of Pakistan. This crime will 

not go unpunished. We will not allow some power-hungry and 

unpatriotic people to destroy this country and play with the destiny 

of 120 million people. 

–President Mohammed Yahya Khan. 

Come out of your houses with whatever weapons you have. 

Resist the enemy forces at any cost........until the last enemy soldier 

is vanquished, and save the country from the ruthless dictatorship 

of West Pakistanis. 

–Sheikh Mujibur Rahman 

Until the very last moment, it looked as if the two proud men 

entrusted with Pakistan's destiny might still be able to avert a head-

on clash. From the East Pakistani capital of Dacca came optimistic 

reports that President Mohammed Yahya Khan and Mujib as the 

leader of secessionist-minded East Pakistan is known-were about 

to reach a compromise. But then, with stunning suddenness, the 

pieces of Pakistan's complicated political puzzle flew apart. In the 

East Pakistan cities of Rangpur and Chittagong, federal troops 

poured machine-gun fire into mobs of demonstrating Bengali 

nationalists. Swiftly, Yahya issued orders to his army to “crush the 
movement and restore the full authority of the government”. In his 
turn, Mujib proclaimed East Pakistan the “sovereign, independent 
People's Republic of Bangla Desh (Bengali Nation).” And with 
that, Pakistan was plunged into civil war.  

Thus, in the 24th year of Pakistan's existence the bond that had 

held the eastern and western sectors of the country in tenuous 

union snapped. Because Pakistan's central government 

immediately imposed strict censorship on communications in and 

out of East Pakistan, early reports were sketchy. Still, even the 

fragmentary dispatches from neighboring India provided a dismal 

picture of bloody fighting that pitted a modern, professional army 

against rebels who were often armed with little more than passion 

and pitchforks. Hopelessly outgunned, the East Pakistani guerrillas 
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reportedly suffered thousands of casualties. But although by the 

end of the week it appeared that the federal army-largely 

composed of fierce Punjabis- had dealt its Bengali adversary a 

devastating blow, few people thought that the widely separated 

wings of Pakistan could ever be effectively reunited again. 

What made the Pakistani 

upheaval so unexpected was 

that it occurred even as Yahya 

and Mujib were in the midst of 

private negotiations. On hearing 

the reports of “massacres” in 
Rangpur and Chittagong, an 

enraged Mujib accused the 

army of unleashing a reign of 

terror. Yahya's response was to 

quiet the talks in huff and leave 

Dacca unannounced to return to 

West Pakistan. Back in his 

home region, the President took 

to national radio to ban Mujib's 

Awami League, East Pakistan's 

dominant political organization. 

Sheikh Mujib's action of starting his non-cooperation movement is 

“an act of treason” the President declared. 
Shortly after Yahya left Dacca, the army's tough martial law 

administrator Lt-Gen. Tikka Khan slapped tight censorship over 

East Pakistan. All foreign correspondents were restricted to their 

hotels and then, after federal troops seized their notes and films, 

the reporters were expelled form the country. Amount the 

correspondents forced to leave was NEWSWEEK'S Loren Jenkins, 

who filed this report: 

From our windows in Dacca's modern Intercontinental Hotel, 

we watched a jeepful of soldiers roll up to a shopping centre and 

taking aim with a heavy machine-gun open fire on a crowd. While 

the firing was still going on some fifteen young Bengalis appeared 

in the street about 200 yards away and shouted defiantly at the 

soldiers. The youths seemed to be empty-handed, but the soldiers 

turned the machine-gun on them anyway. Then, the federal 

soldiers moved down an adjacent alley leading to the office of a 

pro-Mujib daily newspaper that had strongly denounced the army. 

The troops shouted In Urdu, a language which few Bengalis 

understand_ warning anyone inside to surrender or be shot. No one 

emerged. So they blasted the building and set it afire. And when 

they emerged, they waved their hands in triumph and shouted 

“Pakistan Zindabad” (“Long Live Pakistan”) 
By late in the week, firing throughout the city was heavy and 

flashes of 105-mm. howitzers in the night preceded the heavy 

crump of incoming shells which seemed to be landing on the 

sound of six Chinese-made T-54 light tanks clanging down Airport 

Road. A grey pall of smoke hung low over the muggy sky. Soon 

new artillery blasts were heard and new fires were seen in the 

region of old Dacca, a warren of narrow, open-sewered streets 

where most of the capital's population lives in cramped one-room 

homes. 

The West Pakistani troops in Dacca showed all the signs of 

having the jitters. Many shot off random bursts of automatic 

weapons fire at the slightest noise. And when some of the reporters 

in the Intercontinental Hotel ventured outside and asked to tour the 

city, an army captain stationed in front of the hotel threatened to 

shoot us. Ordering us back inside, he shouted angrily: “If I can kill 
my own people, I can kill you”. 

At the outset of the crackdown, the army ordered striking 

government workers curfew. Meanwhile, a truckload of soldiers 

moved through the city, stopping in front of any house flying the 

new green, red and yellow banner of Bangla Desh. At every such 

building, the troops ordered to pull down the flags. In the area 

around the hotel, their first stop was a three-storey brick house-

where a woman in a sari slowly mounted to the roof and, under the 

menacing gaze of the soldiers, reluctantly lowered her flag. 

With Jenkins and other foreign reporters expelled from East 

Pakistan, the world was left to the mercy of conflicting radio 

reports for its information. The official government radio in 

Karachi announced that the army had arrested Mujib. But a 

clandestine radio in Dacca, identifying itself as the Voice of 

Independent Bangl Desh, proclaimed that Mujib was still safe in 

his underground headquarters. Under his leadership, said a rebel 

radio announcer: “The People of Bangla Desh will shed more 
blood...” 

If Pakistan was disintegrating in division violence, it had, in a 

sense, only moved full circle in its quarter-century history. For 

Pakistan emerged as a nation in 1947 out of divisions and strife. 

Propelled by Mohammad Ali Jinnah's driving vision of a Moslem 
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homeland in south Asia, Pakistan was assembled from the 

predominantly Moslem areas of British India. But the partitioning 

of India touched of a six-month blood-bath between Hindus and 

Moslems in which an estimated half million people perished. And 

it created a Pakistan with two distant wings separated by 1.100 

miles of Indian territory. 

This geographical handicap was serious enough. But to further 

complicate matters, their shared devotion to Islam is virtually all 

that the two sectors of Pakistan have in common. West Pakistan is 

a land of desert and mountains and generally arid climate: the far 

more densely populated eastern wing is a humid land of jungles 

and alluvial plains. And the differences in racial personality 

between the Punjabis of West Pakistan and the Bengalis of the 

East are extreme. A proud, martial people, the Punjabis look down 

upon the Bengalis and over the years have consistently exploited 

their countrymen in the east. 

Clean Sweep 

Ironically, President Yahya was the first West Pakistani leader to 

openly admit that East Pakistan had never received its first national 

elections conducted strictly on a one-man, one-vote basis. But the 

results of last December's voting turned out to be something of a 

shocker. In the east, Mujib's Awami League all but swept the 

boards clean. And because the more populous east had a larger 

allotment of seats in the Naional Assembly, Mujib's forces came 

up with a clear parliamentary majority as well. 

During the campaign, Mujib proclaimed a six-point programme 

aimed at diminishing the powers of Pakistan's central government 

while granting virtual autonomy to each province. Not 

surprisingly, it was a plan that the top vote-getting politician in 

West Pakistan, the mercurial, left-leaning ex-Foreign Minister, 

Zulfiqar Ali Bhutto, found totally unacceptable. When Bhutto's 

supporters refused to take part in the new National Assembly, 

Yahya was forced to postpone its opening. This, in turn, prompted 

Mujib to launch a civil disobedience campaign which virtually 

destroyed federal authority in East Pakistan and made him the 

region's effective ruler. And in the end that left Yahya no choice 

but to grant the Bengali demands or to resort to force. 

In branding Mujib an outlaw, Yahya slammed shut the door to 

further negotiations and opted intimated for military solution to his 

dilemma. But although the federal force in East Pakistan (whose 

size is variously estimated at anywhere from 20,000 to 70,000 

men) was far superior in training and equipment to its enemy, it 

faced some severe problems. Lacking direct land links between 

West and East Pakistan, and banned from flying over India, federal 

army commanders had to move their men the long way around the 

southern tip of India by way of Ceylon. “For the short term,” said a 
U.S. Analyst, “Pakistan's army should be able to tear hell out of 

the Bengali landscape. But for the long term, they have terrible 

logistic problems.” 

Guerrilla Haven 

Against the federal forces, the Bengalis could muster barely 15,000 

troops, most of them militiamen armed with obsolete World war II 

weapons. But while the Bengalis were no match for the federal 

army in the cities, military observers noted that the surrounding 

countryside, where 90 percent of East Pakistan's population lives, 

is a virtual haven for guerrilla warfare. A maze of sunken rice 

fields, tea plantations, jute fields and banana groves, it is an ideal 

ambush country reminiscent of South Vietnam's Mekong Delta. As 

a result, most foreign military analysis believe that prolonged 

military occupation of the east would put an intolerable strain on 

the Pakistani Army. 

Nonetheless, if Yahya chose to indulge in wholesale slaughter, 

it was probable that he could stamp out the rebellion in East 

Pakistan, at least for the time being. And if the reports of Mujib's 

capture proved true, that would surely be a severe blow to the 

cause of Bangla Desh. But no matter how harsh the federal 

crackdown, Bengali resistance whether in the form of civil 

disobedience or a Viet Cong-style guerrilla struggle appeared 

likely to continue. Yahya, in fact, was seemingly faced with the 

ugly prospect of being a colonial ruler in his own country. For 

when the federal army opened up with tanks and automatic 

weapons in Dacca last week, it mortally wounded any remaining 

chance that the two disparate wings of Pakistan could ever live in 

harmony again. 

A people: The Complex Bengalis 

To anyone acquainted with the character of the Bengalis, it seemed 

almost inevitable that someday they would try to form their own 

independent nation. Despite their incorporation into India and 

pakistan when the British Raj left the subcontinent in 1947, some 

120 million Bengalis (70 Millions of whom live in East Pakistan 
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and most of the rest in India's West Bengal) still consider 

themselves a race apart from and above their neighbors. Emotional 

and talkative, the dark-skinned Bengalis have more in common 

with each other than with their co-religionists, Hindu or Moslem, 

or with their compatriots, Indian or Pakistani, Says one Western 

expert: “They consider themselves to be Bengalis first, Moslems or 
Hindus second, and Pakistanis or Indians a poor third.” 

Culturally, ethnically, linguistically and spiritually, the 

Bengalis are different from their countrymen in Pakistan and India. 

For one thing, as Bengali scholars will inform all who pause to 

listen, the name Bengal is derived from the ancient kingdom of 

Bangla, which goes back at least to the third century B.C. One of 

the oldest literary streams in Asia also flows in Bengal, whose 

Indo-Aryan language and recorded history date back at least a 

thousand years. Boastful of this long literary heritage, intellectual 

Bengalis were most eloquent on the subject of Rabindranath 

Tagore, their greatest modern literary figure. In his combination of 

mysticism and lyricism, Tagore may have been the quintessential 

Bengali poet, novelist and dramatist, he was awarded the Nobel 

Prize for Literature in 1913. 

Talk 

If the written language is one of the Bengali's glories, the spoken 

one in one of its burdens. In the cafes of Calcutta and Dacca, 

Bengalis palaver endlessly, spinning out airy intellectual concepts 

and political schemes. An Indian joke goes like this: “Every 
committee must have four members: a Mukherjee, a Bannerje, a 

Chattered (all Bengali names) noted for their action, and the 

implication is that the lone Sikh is the fellow who sill executes the 

programme. 

A people who have suffered hundreds of invasions and 

conquests, including that of the British in the eighteenth century, 

the Bengalis long ago learnt to cultivate the arts of 

accommodation. Unlike the proud Punjabis his opponent in the 

current strife, the Bengali knew how to bow and scrape. Dressed in 

his dhoti, spouting flowery language, armed only with an umbrella, 

the Bengali was regarded by all as a reliable, efficient Clark. 

Fighting was best left to more martial people. 

The other main cliché about the Bengalis portrays them as 

crafty fellows ready to outsmart you if given half a chance. “Watch 
it”, a question is not only clever but possibly also capable of a little 
sharp practice. 

And yet, despite their reputation as a guileful, docile people, 

the Bengalis have more than once demonstrated a dark, explosive 

side. The most ruthless, dedicated terrorist during the fighting 

against the British came from Bengal. And since partition the 

Bengali regions of both India and Pakistan have been the scene of 

constant political turmoil and near revolution. “They may seem 
docile” says one American scholar, “but they are capable of 
violence when sparked the wrong way.” And then, in words that 
may prove to be all too perceptive, he adds: “There is a side to the 
Bengali mentality that thrives on chaos.” 

POET OF POLITICS 

When Sheikh Mujibur Rahman proclaimed the independence of 

Bangla Desh last week some of his critics declared that he was 

merely yielding to the pressure of his extremist, seeking to ride the 

crest of a wave in order to avoid being engulfed by it. But in a 

sense Mujib's emergence as the embattled leader of a new Bengali 

“nation” is the logical outcome of a lifetime spent fighting for 
Bengali nationalism. Although Mujib may be riding the crest of a 

wave, his presence there is no accident. Born just 51 years ago to a 

well-to-do landowner in a village near Dacca, Mujib went through 

his early schooling without distinguishing himself by intellectual 

accomplishment. He was outgoing and popular as a boy, fond of 

talk and people and sports- and by the time he went to Calcutta's 

Islamia College for a liberal Arts degree he had come to the 

attention of his elders as a Muslim League activist. His mentor 

then was H.S Suhrawardy, Prime Minister of Bengal under British 

Raj, who, later, served one year as Prime Minister of Pakistan. 

Mujib studied law, but unlike Suhrawardy, a moderate, he soon 

developed a penchant for direct action. In the late 40s both men 

realised that their native state of Bengal was getting less than its 

due in the new nation of Pakistan. Surawardy, in 1949, founded a 

new party, the Awami League, dedicated to united “Bengal for the 
Bengalis.” Mujib took to the streets and was twice arrested and 
jailed for leading illegal strikes and demonstrations. 

Tall for a Bengali (he stands 5 feet 11 inches), with a shock of 

graying hair, a bushy mustache and alert black eyes, Mujib can 

attract a crowd of a million people to his rallies and hold them 

spell-bound with great rolling waves of emotional rhetoric. “Even 

when you are talking alone with him,” says a diplomat, “he talks 
like he's addressing 60,000 people.” Eloquent in Urdu, Bengali and 
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English, three languages of Pakistan, Mujib does not pretend to be 

an original thinker. He is a poet of Poet of politics, not an engineer, 

but the Bengalis tend to be more artistic than technical, anyhow, 

and so his style may just what was needed to unite all the classes 

and ideologies of the region. 

A month ago, at a time when he was still publicly refraining from 

proclaiming independence Mujib privately told NEWSWEEK'S 

Loren Jenkins that “there is no hope of salvaging the situation. The 
country, as we know it, is finished. “We are the majority, so we 
cannot secede. They, the Westerners, are the minority, and it is up 

to them to secede.” 

Two weeks later as the crisis deepened, hundreds of Bengalis 

crowded the yard and hallways of Mujib's home in suburban 

Dacca, and puffing on a pipe (“the only foreign thing I use”), he 
cheerfully spoke to them all, After addressing one enthusiastic 

gathering Sheikh Mujibur Rahman turned to Western newsmen 

and said: “I have this sort of thing from 5 a.m. on. Do you think 
anyone can suppress this spirit with machine guns?” A few days 
later someone was trying.
