The National Training Council (NTC) reduced the duration of the foundation training course for BCS cadre
officers from six months to four months, with three months at training institutions and one month for field
level orientation and village attachment.

A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed between Bangladesh Hi-Tech Park Authority and BUET
to establish Institute of Frontier Technology on the BUET campus to fill the skill gap between the industry
and academia. The agreement was signed under the Bangladesh Institute of Frontier Technology's Initial
Infrastructure Construction (1st Amendment) Project through a programme held at the InterContinental Hotel
in the capital yesterday. BUET Vice-Chancellor and Managing Director of the Hi-Tech Park signed the MoU
on behalf of their respective institutions.
