Seats for foreign students are available in the institutions across Pakistan and the placement of
students shall be determined by the Ministry of Economic A ffairs (MoEA) on the basis of merit,
choice of the students and the availability of seats. Moreover, institutions are not bound to
entertain the students after expiry of their prescribed deadline.

The general eligibility/final selection of students will be made by the institutions concerned
keeping in view their admission criteria.

Eligibility of students in terms of equivalence of certificates or grades will be determined by
Inter Board Committee of Chairmen (IBCC), Islamabad. Students are bound to submit their
equivalence certificates issued by IBCC, Islamabad along with their application forms. No
application will be considered without equivalency certificate.
