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Hajrat Shahjalal (R.) was one of the famous 
sufi-saints of this sub-coninent. He preached  
the light of ‘Islam’ in Sylhet. He came in Sylhet 

along with 360 companions hearing the torture 
on the first muslim Gaji Burhan Uddin (R.) by 
the then ruler, Gourgobindha. It was a 
noteworthy incident in the arrival history of 
Hajrat Shahjalal (R.). For that reason, Sylhet is 

called the city of 360-saints. Besides this, people 
call Sykhet the ‘holy city’. Hajrat Shahjalal (R.) 

came in Sylhet in 1303 AD.

How to go: From the Bus Stand of Kadhomtoli 

or Sylhet Railway Staion, one can go to the 
shrine very easily. The fare will be about 
Tk.80-100 by CNG.

The shrine of Hajrat Shahporan (R.) is situated at 

Khadimpara in Sylhet. The shrine and the 

mosque of Hajrat Shahporan (R .) are situated at 

the top of a beauiful hill which is only 8 km away 
(east) from Sylhet town and 1 km away from the 
Sylhet- Tamabil road. The shrine lies at the east of 

Mosque. The ancestors of Hajrat Shahporan (R.) 

were the inhabitants of Bokhara city of 
Afgansitan. It is said that, he is the nephew of 
Hajrat Shahjalal (R.). His father passed away 
when he was only 11 years old. When Hajrat 
Shahjalal (R.) came in Sylhet, Hajrat Shahporan 

(r.) was the companion of him. Under the 
direcion of Hajrat Shahjalal (R.), he started 
preaching Islam in Khadimnaghar. 

How to go: One can reach the shrine of Hajrat 

Shahporan (R.) by CNG auto rickkshaw. It will cost 
100-150 taka.

It is one of the oldest eidgah of Bangladesh. 

The Mughal Foujdar (magistrate or 

commander of the military force) Forhad Kha 

built it with a fascinaing architecture. Here, 
about 1.5 lac Musallee (those who offer 
prayer) can offer the prayer of Eid together. 
There are 22 stares are to be climbed to 

reach the main part of this beauiful Eidga . 
There are 15 domes which enhanced the 
beauty of Eidgah. There are 10 gates around 

the border of Eidgah. The first India-Bangla 
Naionalism’ movement was held against 
Briish regime in the field of Eidgah by Sayeed 
Hadi and Sayeed Madi in 1772 .

Showrawardi and Sher E. Bangla Fajlul Haque 
came here .

The shrine of Gaji Burhan Uddin is the first grave in 
Sylhet division among the muslims. He was accused  
of sacrificing a cow to Allah on the occasion of his 
son’s birthday during the reign of the ruler 

Gourgobindha. For that reason, Gobindha, the then 

king; killed the child of Gaji Burhan Uddin (R.). Gaji 

Burhan Uddinin formed  the mater to Shams Uddin 
Firuz, the then king of Bangla.Following the heinous 
killing, Hajrat Shahjalal (R.) came in Sylhet along 

with his 360 companions.

Nagri script is one of the most atracive documents of 
Sylhet’s cultural tradiion. It is generally a surprise for 
researchers and language scienists. It is a special own 
property of Sylhet region. Nagri has got 32 alphabets. 

Compound alphabets are no generally used. 

The subject-mater of books writen in Nagri are 
mainly Namaz, Fasing, Hajj, Zakat, Islamic History, 
Tradiion, Story and anger, Baul and Mysic music. Till 
now 88 books including 140 books printed in Nagri 
are obtained. Sadek Ali is the most popular poet in 

Nagri literature. Besides, 56 writers including Munshi 
Irpan Ali, Dhaikhura Munshi, Abdul Wahab 
Chowdhury, Aman Ullah, Wazi Ullah, Shah Hormuj 
Ali, Haji Yasin Ali are famous and ‘Talib Hussain’ 

writen in Nagri by Gulam Hussain is considered the 
first book.  

Dr. Sunii Kumar Chatrapadhyay assumes, 14th 
century is called the commencing ime for Nagri 
Script. Nagri script and literature were extended and 
appreciated in greater Sylhet, Kasar, Karimgonj, 

Mymensing and Kishoregonj area.
