Betel Leaf

Betel leafl is a common element in the Sylhel resion by
which to welcome a goest. Betel leaf is also essential in the
discussion about marriage and other social satherings.
Moulvibazar is famous for producing two kinds of berel
leaves. These are Khashia or Khashi betel leal and Bangla or
sweet betel leaf.

The main occupation of the Khashia People 1s growing betcl
leal. They grow betel leuves on big trees of the forests. The
Khashia Betel leaves do not perish early, It also has & very
special tuste, The Bangla betel leaf of Moulvibazar is a
rradition for about rwo hundred years. This sweer leaf is also
used us medicine. The people from Haroi Conununity of
Moulvibazar Sudar, Rajnagar and Sreemangal upazilas of the
distnet cultivate this betel leaf,

These two kinds of betel leaves are also exported und surned
huge amount of forcign currency. The traders from Dhaka
and other places come to Moulvibazar to collect these for
trading. Thus, Khashia and Bangla betel leaf has emarged as
a potential sgro product of Moulvibuzar.
