years. Prior to that, he served as the 
6th Chairman of the Bangladesh 
Public Service Commission (PSC) 
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from 07 March, 1993, to 05 March, 
1998.

(DUTA) and the Federation of 
Bangladesh University Teachers’ 
Association (FBUTA). In addition, he 
served for five years as the Chairman 
of the Trustee Board of the National 
Museum and for six years as the 
Chairman of the Trustee Board of the 
Foundation for Research on 
Educational Planning and 
Development (FREPD).

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ADB to invest in agriculture, food technology
and climate research sectors

he Asian Development Bank (ADB) will invest in research and development 
for agriculture and food technology, capacity building of skilled human 

resource, climate management and smart agriculture in the country. A five-year 
project titled Strengthening Higher Education in Agriculture Project" (SATP), to 
this end, has been undertaken. The activities of the project are expected to begin 
next year. The estimated cost of the project is Tk. 2,300 Crore.The project will be 
jointly implemented by the University Grants Commission (UGC) of Bangladesh 
and Bangladesh Agricultural University (BAU). ADB made the assurance at a 
meeting with the UGC Chairman Professor Dr. SMA Faiz on 31 October 2024 in 
implementation of the project undertaken for the agricultural sector. The meeting 
was, among others, attended by Professor Dr. Mohammad Tanzimuddin Khan, 
Professor Dr. Mohammad Anwar Hossen, Members of UGC, Mohammad 
Makshudur Rahman Bhuiyan, Director, Planning and Development Division, 
UGC, and others concerned with UGC.

UGC, UNESCO to provide mental
health support to students

he University Grants

This proposal was accepted at a 
meeting between the UGC chairman 
Professor Dr. SMA Faiz and the 
delegation of UNESCO Bangladesh at 
the UGC on 09 September 2024.
The two organisations are taking the 
initiative to implement the ‘Social and 
Mental Health Protection’ project. It 
has been decided to formulate a 
framework and sign the contract soon 
for the implementation of the project.  
The UGC Members-Professor Dr. 
Mohammad Tanzimuddin Khan, 
Professor Dr. Mohammad Anwar 
Hossen, and the UGC Secretary Dr. 
Md. Fakhrul Islam and a four-member 
UNESCO Bangladesh delegation led 
by Suzanne Vize attended the 
meeting.
Suzanne Vize said that due to the 
recent student movement, the 
students of higher education 
institutions in Bangladesh were under 
intense stress. ‘It has not been 
possible to start educational 
programmes in many institutions yet. 

They need a lot of support right now to 
protect their mental health.’
This is an excellent proposal in the 
current context of the country. The

The proposed pilot project aims to 
provide social and mental healthcare 
to 10,000 students of public and 
private universities in the country. It 
will later be expanded to 175 
universities through project demand 
assessment. 
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EMG & UGC signs MoU for advancement of HE
niversity Grants Commission (UGC) of Bangladesh and Education Malaysia 
Global Services (EMGS) have signed a Memorandum of Understanding 

(MoU) to implement joint collaborative initiatives for  enhancement of higher 
education and research in Bangladesh. The agreement was signed on 27 
November 2024 at a hotel in Kuala Lumpur. UGC Chairman Professor Dr. SMA 
Faiz and EMGS Chief Executive Officer NovieTajuddin signed the MoU on behalf 
of their respective sides.
On 28 November 2024, in the presence of Malaysia's Minister of Higher 
Education Dato' Seri Diraja Dr. Zambry Bin Abdul Kadir, the UGC Chairman and 
EMGS CEO exchanged the signed documents. Under this MoU, both the 
institutions have agreed to exchange updated information related to higher 
education, inform Bangladeshi students about higher education opportunities in 
Malaysia, assist in the admission process to Malaysian universities, provide 
information on scholarships and financial assistance, and conduct research and 
capacity-building activities.
The event was attended by the High Commissioner of Bangladesh to Malaysia, 
Md. Shameem Ahsan, UGC Member Professor Dr. Mohammad Anwar Hossen, 
UGC Secretary Dr. Md. Fakhrul Islam, Director of Finance and Accounts Division 
Md. Rezaul Karim Hawlader, Deputy High Commissioner Mohammad Khorshed 
Alam Khastagir, UGC Additional Director Tahmina Rahman, Joint Secretary 
Muhammad Nazmul Islam, and the Chairman’s Private Secretary (Additional 
Director) Md. Mostafizur Rahman.
Regarding the MoU, UGC Chairman Professor Faiz stated that Bangladesh 
currently has 176 universities operating under both public and private 
management. The country's initiatives to expand higher education are 
commendable, but along with expansion, improving the quality of education is 
also crucial. At present, UGC considers the enhancement of higher education 
quality as its top priority. He expressed his hope that the MoU would pave the 
way for joint collaborative initiatives in higher education sector. He also thanked 
the EMGS authorities for their initiative in implementing collaborative activities to 
improve higher education and research in Bangladesh.
UGC Member Professor Dr. Mohammad Anwar Hossen noted that Malaysia has 
developed a new education model by integrating its Islamic values with the 
modern education system of the Western world. He believed this model could 
play a supportive role in shaping Bangladesh’s higher education framework.
He further emphasized that by incorporating the fundamental principle of the July 
Movement, "social justice," into the education system and formulating a 
framework for mutual cooperation in higher education, including research 
collaboration with Malaysia, Bangladesh can move forward.
High Commissioner Md. Shameem Ahsan assured of extending full cooperation 
in implementing this collaboration and stated that this MoU would open up more 
opportunities for Bangladeshi students and researchers. It is noteworthy that 
approximately 6,288 Bangladeshi students are currently studying in Malaysian 
higher educational institutions. Academics and diplomats believed that this 
collaboration will play a vital role as a dynamic model for academic and 
geo-partnerships and cooperative initiatives. 
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he Chairman of the University 
Grants Commission (UGC) of 

Bangladesh Professor Dr. SMA Faiz 
remarked that an initiative has been 
undertaken to integrate the country's 
universities with the "ApostillmyGov" 
platform to verify certificates for 
Bangladeshi students interested in 
pursuing higher education abroad.
He made the remarks while speaking 
as the Chief Guest at a virtual meeting 
on 09 September, 2024.
It is noteworthy that Bangladesh 
signed the Apostille Convention on 
July 7, 2024. According to the 
convention, by January 2025, 
students and professionals intending 
to go abroad must have their 
certificates verified through the 
apostille process. Otherwise, public 
documents from Bangladesh will not 
be recognized internationally. Once 
certificates, documents, and affidavits 
are apostilled, they will not require 
further verification in foreign countries.
Under the Apostille Convention, the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry 
of Education, the ICT Division’s a2i 
program, and UGC will work together 
to digitally verify the certificates of 
students who have earned degrees 
from different universities in 
Bangladesh through the 
ApostillmyGov platform. The platform 
is expected to be fully developed by 
December 2024.
Through this platform, students will be 
able to submit an application fee and 
easily apply for the verification of their 
certificates and transcripts. The 
respective universities will verify the 
certificate information and forward it to 
the UGC and the Ministry of Foreign 
Affairs for authentication. The digitally 
verified certificates will contain a QR 

code for authentication. This process 
will reduce student inconvenience, 
save costs, and eliminate the need for 
further verification at foreign 
embassies and various offices.
In his speech, Professor Dr. SMA Faiz 
emphasized that students are the 
driving force behind the nation’s 
progress and prioritizing their welfare 
is essential. He expressed his 
optimism that all universities will be 
integrated into the ApostillmyGov 
platform to facilitate certificate 
verification for students aspiring for 
abroad. He assured that the UGC 
would provide full support to 
implement this initiative.
The event was presided over by UGC 
Secretary Dr. Md. Fakhrul Islam, with 
Additional Secretary of the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs Syed Masud Mahmud 
Khondaker as the special guest. In his 
remarks, Syed Masud Mahmud 
Khondaker mentioned that 190,000 
certificates including 100 one have 
been verified over the past month. He 
highlighted that individuals seeking to 
go abroad had to visit multiple offices, 
incurring significant costs, time, and 
inconvenience. He estimated that the 
digital apostille system could save Tk. 
5 to 7 billion annually. He also 
emphasized that online verification will 
play a significant role in 
nation-building,  and preventing 
certificate forgery as per the 
expectation of new ganaration.

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UGC calls for online certificate verification
to save time, effort and money

GC Chairman Professor Dr. SMA 
Faiz has urged the country’s 

universities to use the Apostille 
platform for online verification of 
academic certificates for Bangladeshi 
students seeking higher education 
and employment abroad.
He made the observations while 
speaking as the Chief Guest at a 
workshop titled "Online verification of 
certificates for students aspiring for 
going abroad with degrees obtained 
from Bangladeshi universities.
The workshop was held on 06 
November 2024 at the UGC 
Auditorium.
UGC Members-Professor Dr. 
Mohammad Tanzimuddin Khan and 
Professor Dr. Mohammad Anwar 
Hossen, Additional Secretary of the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs Syed 
Masud Mahmood Khundoker, and 
UGC Secretary Dr. Md. Fakhrul Islam 
delivered address at the event as the 
Special Guests. The event was also 
addressed by the Director General 
(Consular and Welfare) of Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs Dr. Shah Mohammad 
Tanvir Monsur with Md. Omar 
Faruque, Director of the Information 
Management, Communication, and 
Training Division, in the chair.
Professor Faiz, in his speech, stated 
that adopting the Apostille method for 
certificate verification would save 
students time, effort, and money as 
well as reduce their sufferings. He 
mentioned that the Ministry of Foreign 
Affairs processes 200,000 certificate 
verifications every month. 
Implementation of the Apostille 
system would significantly reduce the 
workload for the ministry. He also 
emphasized that the UGC, 
universities, and the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs must work together to 
fulfill the aspirations of the martyrs of 

the July mass uprising and contribute 
to building a better nation.
Professor Tanzimuddin Khan said that 
students aspiring for higher studies 
have to go mutiple offices in verifying 
documents. The Apostille method 
would alleviate such sufferings of the 
students, if the certificates get verified 
through this method.
Professor Anwar Hossen pointed out 
that new Bangladesh has to be built by 
embracing the spirit of the martyrs in 
July uprising in the heart adding that 
fascists and their collaboartors have to 
brought under justice.  He 
apprehended that administrative 
activities of the country’s higher 
educational institutions and the UGC 
will face challenges if these bodies are 
not restructured. He also highlighted 
the importance of administrative 
reforms to support universities more 
effectively and enhance Bangladesh’s 
image internationally.
He called upon the relevant authorities 
to properly carry out certificate 
verification through the Apostille 
process in order to establish social 
justice, uphold the spirit of the July 
mass uprising, and fulfill the nation's 
expectations from the University 
Grants Commission (UGC).

It is worth mentioning that an initiative 
has been taken to integrate the 
country’s universities into the ‘Apostill 
myGov’ platform for verifiyngt 
certificates of Bangladeshi students 
interested in pursuing higher 
education abroad.
Under the Apostille Convention, the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Ministry of 
Education, a2i program of ICT Division 
and the University Grants Commission 
(UGC) of Bangladesh will authenticate 
the certificates of students, who have 
obtained degrees from universities in 

Bangladesh and wish to go abroad 
through the Apostill myGov platform. 
The activities of establishing this 
platform is expected to be finalized by 
December of this year. 
Students will be able to easily apply 
for certificate and transcript 
verification by paying the application 
fees through this platform The 
respective universities will verify the 
students’ academic records and 
forward them to the UGC and the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs for 
authentication. QR Code will be 
included into the digitally verified 
certificates.
The certificate verification process will 
reduce the hassle for students, be 
more cost-effective, and eliminate the 
need for further attestation from 
foreign embassies and other offices.

Although 
Bangladesh has made notable progress in terms of 
expansion of education, we (UGC) are regularly confronted 

he University Grants Commission of Bangladesh 
(UGC) has proposed an amendment to the DPP of 

Higher Education Acceleration and Transformation (HEAT) 
project to provide financial support for ensuring 
uninterrupted high-speed broadband connectivity in 
university residential halls and offering scholarships to 
underprivileged meritorious students. As part of this 
proposal, the University of Dhaka has been considered as 
a pilot project.
UGC Chairman Professor Dr. SMA Faiz expressed the 
need to include provisions in the project proposal to offer 
broadband internet services to students residing in 
residential halls and provide scholarships to 
underprivileged meritorious students living in rented 
accommodations outside the campus due to the residential 
crisis. He also emphasized the necessity of prioritizing 
students' needs, amending the HEAT project accordingly, 
and formulating a timely policy.
Professor Faiz raised these issues when a six-member 
delegation from the World Bank paid a courtesy meeting 
with him at the UGC office  07 November 2024.
The meeting was attended by UGC Members Professor Dr. 
Mohammad Tanzimuddin Khan, Professor Dr. Mohammad 
Anwar Hossen, UGC Secretary Dr. Md. Fakhrul Islam, 
Director of Planning and Development Division 
Mohammad Maksudur Rahman Bhuiyan, HEAT Project 
Director Professor Dr. Asaduzzaman, World Bank Lead

He also mentioned that due to 
the shortage of residential facilities, first-year students are 
living in dire conditions. He emphasized that ensuring 
high-speed internet access, a better educational 
environment, and social justice would pave the way for 

with questions about its quality. Even, the position of these universities in 
international rankings is not very good. 
He hoped that Country’s universities will be able to secure better place in global 
rankings by ensuring quality education and practical research. He pointed out 
that the country’s universities need to progress through the combined efforts of 
experienced teachers and brilliant students. He assured all concerned that the 
UGC will provide full and necessary support to this end. Professor Faiz termed 
the students of new generation as Gen-2 and advised the university authorities 
to understand their needs, fully respect their emotions, and take the right steps 
to make them skilled.
In his speech, Professor Anwar Hossen stated that IQAC can play an important 
role in ensuring quality of education and research in higher education institutions 
and determining the institution's position in an international context. IQAC is the 
benchmark for quality and helps in developing students as ambassadors. There 
is no alternative to IQAC for securing the position of the country's universities in 
global rankings, he mentioned.T

He 
expressed his optimism that this 
workshop would be beneficial in 
drafting accurate project proposals.
Professor Asaduzzaman stated that 
the biggest component of the HEAT 
project is Academic Transformation 
Fund (ATF), under which, there is a 
budget of around Tk. 1,200 Crore for 
conducting research. Measures are 
being taken to call for project 
proposals on a competitive basis for 
research projects that benefit the 
country’s people.The initiative will 
bring significant changes in research 
and innovation sector and contribute 
to the excellence in higher education 
and research in 
Bangladesh.Teachers, students, and 
the general people of the country will 
be immensely benefitted through it, he 
hoped.
Professor Dr. Mozahar Ali, Consultant 
of the HEAT project outlined the 
strategies for developing sub-project 
proposals under the Academic 
Transformation Fund at the 
workshop.The estimated cost of 
five-year project is Tk. 4,016.57 Crore, 
out of which, the Government of 
Bangladesh will fund 50.96%, and the 
World Bank  provide 49.4%.
The workshop was attended by IQAC 
directors from various universities, 
teachers and researchers concerned 
with project implementation, and 
officials from the UGC, the World 
Bank, and the HEAT project. 

A UGC for ensuring 
transparency in 
implementation of 
dev project 

HEAT project to help improve
university rankings: UGC

GC Member Professor Dr. 
Mohammad Tanzimuddin Khan 

has advised ensuring maximum 
transparency, accountability, and 
safety of lives and property during the 
implementation of development 
projects in public universities. He also 
stated that no irregularities or 
corruption in government expenditure 
would be tolerated.
He made these remarks at a review 
meeting on the progress of 
development projects being 
implemented in public universities 
under the Annual Development 
Program (ADP) for the fiscal year 
2024-2025. The meeting was held on 
5 November 2024 at the UGC 
Auditorium.
Professor Tanzimuddin Khan noted 
that extensive irregularities and 
corruption in various development 
projects during the previous 
government’s tenure had been 
reported in the media. Unnecessary 
funds were spent on constructing 
gates and murals in many universities. 
He emphasized that legal action 
should be taken against those 
involved in corruption in public 
university development projects. He 
also warned that if any UGC officials 
or employees were found to be 

involved in corruption, they would not 
be spared.
The UGC Member, responsible for the 
Planning and Development Division, 
further stated that a culture of 
transparency and accountability must 
be established in universities to 
uphold the reputation of public 
universities and the new Bangladesh, 
which was achieved through the 
sacrifices of students and the public. 
He stressed that universities must 
implement development projects free 
from corruption to fulfill their 
commitment to society.
He made few recommendations, 
including the timely and proper 
completion of ongoing development 
projects in public universities, 
appropriate utilization of funds, 
ensuring quality construction work, 
maintaining safety during 

construction, and holding contractors 
accountable.
The meeting was presided over by 
Mohammad Maksudur Rahman 
Bhuiyan, Director of the Planning and 
Development Division of UGC.

Consultant of INTI University led the 
delegation.

Dr. Mostak Ahmed stated, twenty 
seven private universities are being 
operated in various countries including 
China, Hungary, Belarus, Thailand, 
Malaysia, Poland, and France under 
the Hope Education Group. Quality 
and affordable higher education is 
provided at diploma, undergraduate, 
and postgraduate levels from these 
institutions. Moreover, students are 
provided with opportunities for joint 
degrees, advanced research and 
training, and networking with over 500 
industries, he added.
He highlighted the potential of setting 
up an internationally recognized 
university or branch campus, or even 
the possibility of private university 
ownership under the initiative of Hope 
Education Group in an effort to impart 
quality higher education services in 
Bangladesh at affordable cost. He 
expressed his interest in addressing 
students' learning gaps, ensuring a 
proper learning environment, helping 
to formulate updated curricula, and 
providing leadership, technology, and 
infrastructure support to the local 
private universities. Departments will 
be opened up in areas of engineering, 
modern technology, medicine, climate 
security, nursing, and other relevant 
fields as per the needs and demands 
of the time at the proposed university. 
He emphasized the importance for 
equipping graduates with the 
necessary skills to make them skilled 
for the job market. He sought 
necessary cooperation from UGC side 
in establishment of the university.
Professor Tanzimuddin Khan 
discussed various aspects related to 
research opportunities, faculty 
recruitment, tuition fees, and other 
matters on the proposed university.

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Online certificate authentication
to save Tk. 7 billion annually

nsuring the online authentication 
of all certificates for Bangladeshi 

students seeking higher education 
and employment abroad could save at 
least 7 billion BDT annually, according 
to speakers at a related workshop.
The statement was made on 12 
November 2024 at a workshop held at 
the UGC auditorium on the 
online-based apostille platform for 
verifying certificates of students 
intending to study abroad with 
degrees obtained from Bangladeshi 
universities.
Speakers at the event included UGC 
Members Professor Dr. Mohammad 
Tanzimuddin Khan, Professor Dr. 
Mohammad Anwar Hossen, and UGC 
Secretary Dr. Md. Fakhrul Islam. The 
event was presided over by Md. Omar 
Faruque, Director of UGC’s 
Information Management, 
Communication, and Training 
Division.

uring the autocratic regime, 
loyalists and flatterers were 

promoted and elevated to high 
positions in all institutions of the 
country. In many cases, completely 
incompetent individuals were placed 
in key positions, effectively leading to 
the destruction of these institutions. 
The University Grants Commission 
(UGC), the highest body overseeing 
higher education in the country, was 
no exception. For a prolonged period 
of 15 years, autocratic loyalists and 
their supporters were granted 
promotions—sometimes in violation of 
rules and regulations—and were 
provided various benefits through a 
syndicate-like system.
On the other hand, competent, 
dissenting, and outspoken officials 
and employees were systematically 
deprived of promotions and other 
entitlements. The UGC authorities 
consistently treated them with hostility. 
Despite being qualified and senior, 
these individuals were repeatedly 
denied promotions, even after 
participating in oral exams multiple 
times. They were deliberately left 
without work, denied opportunities to 
demonstrate their performance, and in 
some cases, their valuable 
contributions were ignored. They 
endured oppressive behavior in 
silence. This level of impunity for 
deprivation and repression had never 
been seen before.
Following the revolution and mass 
uprising led by students and the 
people, Bangladesh was freed from 
autocracy on August 5, 2024. The 
interim government then appointed a 
new leadership at UGC. This 
benevolent leadership has begun 
addressing past injustices by following 
due rules and regulations. In the first 
phase, a portion of the officials and 

employees who had been deprived 
and oppressed during the autocratic 
regime have now been granted their 
rightful promotions/upgradations. 
Additionally, the current competent 
leadership is encouraging all 
employees to maintain peace and 
discipline in the office and contribute 
to the progress of higher education in 
the country.
Shortly after these long-overdue 
promotions/upgradations were 
granted to the affected officials, 
certain media outlets began publishing 
negative reports, spreading 
misleading messages. It is believed 
that those who were unjustly elevated 
to high positions under the previous 
autocratic regime may be behind 
these activities. The UGC authorities 
are aware of the matter and remain 
committed to advancing the 
organization constructively. 

UGC calls for conducting quality research in HEIs

rofessor Dr. Masuma Habib, 
Member of the University Grants 

Commission (UGC) of Bangladesh, 
has urged the teachers for conducting 
quality research in higher education 
institutions of Bangladesh. She also 
advised for using the plagiarism 
checker software to prevent academic 
dishonesty in research.
She made the observations as the 
Chief Guest at an academic seminar 
titled Assessing the relevance of PhD 
theses carried out by the teachers with 
their teaching related subjects held at 
UGC on 29 December 2024. The 
seminar was organized to analyze the 
PhD theses of 12 teachers from 
various government colleges and 
determine the relevance of their 
degrees to teaching subjects.
Professor Masuma Habib, in her 
speech, mentioned that research 
activities are being carried out not only 
at university level but also at various 
colleges, which is positive sign for the 
nation’s development. She called for 
encouraging these researchers and 
applying the knowledge acquired from 
research for personal and institutional 
benefit. In the meeting, the 
researchers offered a set of 
recommendations, including following 
the relevant guidelines for conducting 
research, publishing results based on 
research findings, ensuring the 
alignment of research topics with 
teaching-related subjects when 
granting PhD approval for teachers in 
government colleges,  evaluating  
societal impacts of these research 
findings, using appropriate software to 
prevent plagiarism in research article 
written  in Bengali language and 
strengthening the UGC's monitoring to 
evaluate the quality of research in 
public universities.
