Tripartite deal signed to facilitate
online attestation of certificates for
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o make the attestation of 
certificates for students traveling 

abroad simpler, faster, and more 
secure, a tripartite Memorandum of 
Understanding (MoU) has been 
signed among the Ministry of Foreign 
Affairs, the University Grants 
Commission of Bangladesh (UGC), 
and Aspire to Innovate (a2i) 
Programme.
Under this arrangement, students of 
universities under UGC will be able to 
pay service fees for certificate 
attestation through the National 
Payment Gateway “EkPay” while 
applying via the myGov platform.
The MoU was signed at UGC on 18 
February 2025 by Md. Mamunur 
Rashid Bhuiyan, Project Director of 
a2i; Dr. Md. Fakhrul Islam, Secretary 
of UGC; and Dr. Shah Mohammad 
Tanvir Monsur, Director General 
(Consular & Welfare), Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs, on behalf of their 
respective institutions.
The signing ceremony was attended 
by UGC Chairman Professor Dr. SMA 
Faiz; UGC Members Professor 
Mohammad Tanzimuddin Khan, 
Professor Dr. Mohammad Anwar 
Hossen, Professor Dr. Md.

He sought the 
cooperation of all stakeholders for the 
successful implementation of this 
initiative.
Dr. Nazrul Islam, Secretary (East) of 
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, 
observed that bringing all universities 
under a unified online attestation 
platform was a challenging task. He 
thanked UGC for making the process 
easier and called upon stakeholders to 
extend online certificate attestation 
facilities to Bangladeshi embassies 
abroad.
According to the MoU, the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs will prepare necessary 
rules, guidelines, and policies to 

implement the Apostille system and 
coordinate with all parties. UGC will 
issue instructions to universities for 
implementation, ensure that students 
are informed about attestation 
charges, and facilitate payment 
through universities. EkPay will 
provide universities with the required 
access to the integrated online 
attestation management system.
UGC also emphasized the importance 
of solving local challenges with 
homegrown software solutions, 
promoting their use, and 
strengthening the security and 
monitoring of the online attestation 
system.
It may be noted that the online 
Apostille attestation system has been 
introduced for students seeking higher 
education and employment abroad. 
The Apostille process will save time, 
cost, and effort for students while 
reducing suffering.
Through this initiative, the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of 
Education, the ICT Division’s a2i 
Programme, and UGC will jointly 
facilitate Apostille-based online 
certificate attestation for students 
graduating from all universities in 
Bangladesh via the myGov platform.

Professor Dr. Faiz underscored that 
the Commission does not differentiate 
between public and private 
universities; rather, it prioritizes 
ensuring the quality of education 
across the board. He noted that the 
sustainability of PhD programs at 
private universities would be carefully 
assessed before approval. Calling for 
integrity and dedication, he urged 
vice-chancellors and university 
authorities to discharge their 
responsibilities with the highest ethical 
commitment.
Professor Dr. Anwar Hossen observed 
that the demand for introducing PhD 
programs at private universities has 
been longstanding. He emphasized 
the importance of considering whether 
such programs would genuinely 
contribute to nation-building and 
sustainable development. He added 
that any decision in this regard must 
be both prudent and aligned with 
societal needs, taken through 
meaningful engagement with 
stakeholders.
The meeting also put forward a set of 
concrete recommendations for rolling 
out PhD programs at private 
universities which include - restricting 
the initiative to universities operating 
from permanent campuses with 
demonstrated capacity; formulating a 
unified national policy on PhD 
degrees; prohibiting honorary and 
online PhD awards; ensuring 
permanent faculty appointments; 
mandating international faculty and 
student participation; resolving 
inconsistencies in awarding degrees; 
requiring publication of research in 
international, peer-reviewed journals 
of recognized quality; setting a 
standard minimum CGPA for PhD 
eligibility; allowing opportunities for 
joint PhD degrees with public 
universities and establishing a 
dedicated monitoring cell at UGC to 
oversee the quality of PhD programs.
As part of the session, Professor Dr. 
S.M. Hafizur Rahman and Professor 
Dr. Mohammad Ali Jinnah of the 
Institute of Education and Research, 
University of Dhaka, presented a 
detailed concept paper on the

of digital signatures
to ensure

cybersecurity

hile digital technologies have ushered in unprecedented convenience to 
human life, they have also introduced new dimensions of security risks. In 

light of these challenges, Professor Dr. SMA Faiz, Chairman of the University 
Grants Commission of Bangladesh (UGC), has called for heightened awareness 
and the adoption of robust cybersecurity measures to safeguard personal, 
institutional, and state information.
He made this call on 28 January 2025 while addressing as the Chief Guest at a 
workshop on Digital Signature jointly organized by the Office of the Controller of 
the Certification Authorities (CCA) under the ICT Division and the UGC at the 
Commission’s auditorium.
The inaugural session of the workshop was graced by UGC Member Professor 
Dr. Md. Saidur Rahman and UGC Secretary Dr. Md. Fakhrul Islam as Special 
Guests. The program was presided over by Md. Omar Faruque, Director of 
UGC’s Information Management, Communication and Training Division, while 
the welcome address was delivered by ATM Ziaul Islam, Controller of the CCA 
Office.
The UGC Chairman noted that Bangladesh has long entered the digital era, and 
to keep the digital sphere safe, constant vigilance is essential. He expressed 
hope that the workshop on digital signatures would prove instrumental in 
securing information exchange, particularly in government institutions.
In his remarks as Special Guest, Professor Dr. Md. Saidur Rahman emphasized 
that the use of digital signatures ensures the integrity of information as well as 
the authentication of both sender and receiver. To make this system more widely 
adoptable, he underscored the need to render it cost-effective and urged the 
concerned authorities to specify the areas where its application would be most 
pertinent.
Speakers at the event further observed that the successful implementation of 
digital signatures could play a vital role in preventing forgery and reducing 
cybercrimes. They stressed that communications authenticated through digital 
signatures leave no room for subsequent denial. Furthermore, they opined that 
incorporating digital signatures in university-issued certificates would effectively 
curb certificate fraud.
During the workshop, Naznin Akter, Assistant Engineer (IT Security) of the CCA 
Office, conducted a technical session on “implementation of digital signature in 
universities under the UGC and the role of the UGC.” Senior officials of UGC 
(Grade 5 and above) along with representatives from the CCA Office attended 
the program.  

n line with the signed 
Memorandum of Understanding 

(MoU), a meeting was held between 
the University Grants Commission of 
Bangladesh (UGC) and 
representatives of Education Malaysia 
Global Services (EMGS) on 13 
February 2025 at the UGC conference 
room.

UGC calls for simplifying patent registration
implifying the process of patent registration is essential for protecting 
intellectual property, said Professor Dr. Masuma Habib, Member of the 

University Grants Commission of Bangladesh (UGC).
She made the remarks as chief guest at a day-long workshop on “Ensuring 
Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) for University Teachers” organized by UGC on 
17 February 2025 at the URP Lecture Theatre of the Academic Building, Khulna 
University.
The event was chaired by Dr. Durga Rani Sarker, Director of UGC’s Strategic 
Planning and Quality Assurance (SPQA) Division. Special guests included 
Professor Dr. Md. Rezaul Karim, Vice-Chancellor of Khulna University, and Dr. 
Md. Fakhrul Islam, Secretary of UGC.
In her address, Professor Masuma announced that UGC is taking the initiative to 
establish a dedicated cell to safeguard the intellectual property rights of 
university teachers’ innovative ideas and inventions. This cell will create a pool 
of lawyers to provide rapid support for patent registration. She emphasized that 
a stronger intellectual property regime is vital, and the registration process must 
be made more accessible.
She further noted that intellectual property rights provide legal recognition for 
creative works, innovations, and other intellectual inventions. While widely 
embraced in the developed world, IPR has not gained similar popularity in 
Bangladesh due to bureaucratic complexities. To address this, UGC has been 
conducting awareness workshops on IPR across the country.
Khulna University Vice-Chancellor Professor Rezaul Karim observed that 
impactful research is taking place at his university, but teachers are being 
deprived of intellectual property rights due to the complexities of patent 
registration. He expressed hope that UGC’s initiative would encourage the 
relevant authorities to simplify the process.
UGC Secretary Dr. Md. Fakhrul Islam stressed that intellectual property rights 
are indispensable for meeting the challenges of the Fourth Industrial Revolution 
and the 21st century, as well as for building a knowledge-based society. He 
urged all stakeholders to engage more actively in patent registration to keep 
pace with the developed world.
During the technical session, Engineer Mohammad Monir Ullah, Deputy Director 
of UGC’s SPQA Division, and Md. Habibur Rahman, Deputy Director of the 
Department of Patents, Designs and Trademarks, highlighted key aspects of the 
patent registration process.

Moderated by UGC Deputy Director Mohammad Nazrul Islam, the training 
brought together 40 faculty members and researchers from 20 public and private 
universities. Senior Assistant Director of ICD, Khandker Sabahat Rizvee, along

Shahidullah, a retired professor of the 
University of Dhaka and former 
Chairman of UGC. UGC Chairman 
Professor Dr. SMA Faiz, along with 
Members of the Commission and all 
officials, conveyed heartfelt 
condolences on this irreparable loss.
Professor Shahidullah passed away 
on 19 March 2025 at 1:15 p.m. at his 

T

daughter’s residence in Canberra, 
Australia, after a prolonged battle with 
cancer. He is survived by his wife, two 
sons, a daughter, and a host of 
admirers and well-wishers.
In a condolence message, UGC 
Chairman Professor Dr. SMA Faiz 
remembered him as a distinguished 
historian, an able administrator, and 
an accomplished organizer. He noted 
that Professor Shahidullah, known for 
his integrity and upright character, 
earned respect and acceptance 
across political and social divides. He 
served with distinction as 
Vice-Chancellor of the National 
University of Bangladesh, Dean of the 
Faculty of Arts at the University of 
Dhaka, and in several other crucial 
academic and administrative 
positions. His leadership in introducing 
the cluster admission system in public 
universities, among other initiatives, 
contributed significantly to raising the 
standards of higher education in the 
country.
“His passing marks the loss of an 
eminent teacher, a guardian figure, 
and a visionary scholar,” Professor 
Faiz observed, adding that his death 
constitutes an irreparable loss to the 
nation, the academic community, and 
the education sector. He prayed for 
the eternal peace of the departed soul 
and extended deepest sympathy to 
the bereaved family.
It may be recalled that Professor Kazi 
Shahidullah was appointed as the 
13th Chairman of UGC on 26 May 
2019. He assumed office for a second 
term in May 2023 and continued until 
his resignation on 11 August 2024. His 
academic career began as a lecturer 
in the Department of History at the 

University of Dhaka, following which 
he pursued his Ph.D in Australia. He 
later served as Head of the 
Department of History, Dean of the 
Faculty of Arts, and member of both 
the Senate and the Syndicate of 
Dhaka University.
During his more than five years of 
leadership at UGC, Professor 
Shahidullah introduced a series of 
important reforms aimed at advancing 
the quality of education and research 
in Bangladeshi universities. His 
initiatives focused on fostering 
academic excellence, strengthening 
administrative and financial 
management, upholding a 
zero-tolerance policy against 
corruption, and enhancing university 
rankings. He also championed the 
implementation of the Higher 
Education Acceleration and 
Transformation (HEAT) project—the 
largest higher education initiative in 
the country—and undertook vital 
measures for faculty training and

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UGC issues
warning on
unauthorized
operations of
East Asian University

he University Grants 
Commission of Bangladesh 

(UGC) has uncovered evidence of 
illegal activities being conducted 
under the name of East Asian 
University, an unauthorized private 
entity, through the dissemination of 
false information on its website 
(https://eaub.info/). The UGC has 
urged students, guardians, and 
employers not to be misled by such 
fabricated claims and to remain 
vigilant against potential fraud.
The matter came to light when a 
senior official from the Human 
Resources Division of a reputed 
private industrial enterprise sought

UGC’s verification of certificates 
allegedly issued by the so-called East 
Asian University. Acting on this 
request, the Commission initiated an 
investigation into the institution.
Since the university’s name was not 
listed among government-approved 
private universities, the UGC turned to 
the website (https://eaub.info/) for 
further details. The site claimed that 
the university was located in East 
Merul Badda, Dhaka. To verify the 
claim, UGC constituted a two-member 
inspection team to conduct a field visit.
Following an on-site inspection on 20 
January 2025, the team submitted its 
report to the UGC, stating 
unequivocally that no campus of East 
Asian University exists at the claimed 
location in East Merul Badda.
The website falsely asserts that the 
institution has received approvals from 
the Government of Bangladesh, UGC, 
the Pharmacy Council, and the 
Bangladesh Bar Council. In reality, the 
investigation confirmed that the 
so-called university has obtained no 
such authorizations and is operating 
entirely illegally.
The report also highlighted a peculiar 
digital trail - when the name “East 
Asian University” is typed into 
Google’s search engine, the scrollbar 
shows the name and logo of Asian 
University of Bangladesh, yet the page 
that opens is titled East Asian 
University. Even more strikingly, when 
one clicks on the “East Asian 
University” link, it redirects to the page 
of IBAIS University (https://ibais.ac/).
Upon review of all findings, the 
inspection team concluded that the 
website has been created solely for 
fraudulent “certificate trading” and 
other illicit activities. The team 
recommended immediate steps to 
shut down the website’s domain 
(https://eaub.info/) by formally 
notifying BTCL. Furthermore, the 
report suggested that the Ministry of 
Education request the Anti-Corruption 
Commission and the Ministry of Home 
Affairs to take legal action against 
those involved, and to publish 
cautionary notices in national 
newspapers to alert all concerned.

Speaking on the occasion, Professor 
Hossain noted that, in line with 
directives from the Ministry of 
Education, the visit was conducted as 
part of efforts to expand higher 
education opportunities in the country 
and to ensure improved academic 
standards.
He added that the UGC delegation 
held in-depth discussions with

Director of the Private University 
Management Division.
During the visit, the delegation 
inspected the temporary campuses as 
well as the allocated land for 
permanent campus. They also 
reviewed matters related to the 
extension or renewal of provisional 
approvals and assessed various 
aspects of university operations, 
including classrooms, laboratories, 
and other physical infrastructure.
Speaking about the inspection, 
Professor Anwar Hossen stated that 
the purpose of the visit was to ensure 
whether the universities are operating 
in compliance with the Private 
University Act 2010. He added that the 
team was also examining academic, 
administrative, and financial activities 
to verify that they are being carried out 
in accordance with relevant laws and 
regulations.
He directed the university authorities 
to prioritize enhancing the quality of 
education, increasing allocations for 
research, publishing research papers 
in reputed international journals, 
organizing convocations on a regular 
basis, and relocating all academic 
activities to permanent campus.
In separate sessions, the UGC 
delegation held discussions with key 
officials of the universities, including 
Acting Vice-Chancellor of North East 
University Bangladesh Professor Dr. 
Ranjit Kumar and Chairman of the 
Board of Trustees Professor Dr. 
Shahriar Hossain Chowdhury; 
Vice-Chancellor of RTM Al Kabir 
Technical University Professor Dr. 
Abu Naser Zafarullah and Treasurer 
Professor Momtaz Shamim; and 
Vice-Chancellor of Leading University 
Professor Dr. Mohammad Taj Uddin 
Ahmed, along with other concerned 
officials. 

members of the Board of Trustees 
(BoT) on the objectives of establishing 
the university and on strategies to 
uphold quality assurance in teaching 
and learning.
During the visit, the delegation also 
exchanged views with the proposed 
vice-chancellor, treasurer, and 
registrar of the university. Later, the 
team inspected the proposed campus 
facilities.
Members of the Board of Trustees 
reaffirmed their commitment to 
maintaining high standards of 
education, stating that once approval 
is granted, Srijoni University would 
operate with a strong focus on quality
